The substance of this every-day, 
ommon-place story, as related to us 

by Jennings, and subsequently enlarg 
ed and colored from other sources, 
may be very briefly told.

Ambrose Lisle, in consequence of 
an accident which occured in his in 
fancy, was slightly deformed. His 
right shoulder—as 1 understood, for I 
never saw him—grew out, giving an 
ungraceful and somewhat comical 
twist to his figure, which, in female 
eyes—youthful ones at least—sadly 
marred the effect of his intelligent and 
handsome countenance.

It 
was useless; and nearly a year had 
pjassed in the bootless struggle, when 
Lucy Stevens, who had vainly striven 
to blind herself to the nature of the 
emotions by which her cousin and 
guardian was animated towards her, 
intimated a wish to accept her sister 
Enyly's invitation to pass two or 
three months with her.

he believed, in the bride’s hand-writ­
ing; but this was an error, her sister 
having sent the newspaper. Mr. Lisle 
also construed this into a deliberate 
mockery and insult, and from that 
hour strove to banish all images and 
thoughts connected with his cousin, 
from his heart and memory.

He unfortunately adopted the very 
worst course possible for effecting this 
object. Had he remained amid the 
buzz and tumult of active life, a mere 
sentimental disappointment, such as 
thousands of us have sustained and 
afterwards forgotten, would, there 
can be little doubt, have soon ceased 
to afflict him- He chose tp retire 
from business,- visited Watley. and 
habits of miserliness growing rapidly 
upon his cankered mind, never after­
wards removed from the lodgings lie 
had hired on first arriving there.

Ottawa, Nov. 24.—Mr. Alex. John­

ston, Deputy Minister of Marine and 
Fisheries, has received a Iëttër from 
('itplain J. E. Bernier, in jçoflunand of 
the steamer “Arctic,” now in the far 
north, telling of the first stake of the 
expedition, whose object is to assert 
British authority in northern waters. 
The letter, which was written at Al­
bert. in northern Hudson 6ây waters. 
ih August 13, says that the “Arctic” 
bad a fair passage as far as Green­
land, where a good deal of ice and 
"og were encountered. Cape York was 
sighted on July 27. and Albert harbor 
reached on August 3. There the first 
'ache was built in case anything mi£ht 
happen. The next objective point wad 
c- be salmon River, where it was pro- 
rosed to build cache No. 2 close to 
sir John Franklin’s memorials. From 
‘here the “Arctic” was to proceed to 
Melville Islanfl, where the condition of 
lie cache left by Commander Kel- 
e: in 1854 would be ascertained,. and 
bom there to -Winter Harbor, and 
i small cache would be left in case 
he ship should be nipped by ice in 
McClure Strait.
Ready to Try North-West Passage. 
Captain Bernier says that ; -the 

“Arctic” would make an effort to 
reach Herschell Island before the 
winter commenced. If they did not 
succeed they would winter in the best 
place they could find, and would come 
back to Pond’s Inlet for their mails. 
The captain says that up to the time 
of writing everything seemed favor­
able to the "Arctic’s” enterprise, 
strong gales from the south indicated 
that the ice would be broken up.

‘I am sorry to say,’ write® the cap- 
ain, ‘that I cannot wait any longer 
or Scotch whalers. They have been 
it re during the first part of July and 
raded with the Esquimaux, but so 
ar they were not successful in catcii- 
ng any whales.’ The captain reports 
hat the officers and men of the ‘Arc­
in’ were all well at the time of writ­

ing. His letter was brought tfl civili-, 
zation by Scotch whalers and reach­
ed Canada via Scotland.

Herschell Island, which Captain 
Bernier mentions as his objective 
point, is located at the mouth of the 
Mackenzie River, and to reach it the 
Arctic’ would have to make the 
North-west Passage. If he has suc- 
;eeded in making the passage the next 
word from Bernier will probably come 
-fa the Mackenzie River water and 
overland route.

The GreatAppeal
Yesterday we hazarded the guess that 

th« Referendum was the Rock on 
which the Veto Conference Split. 
There Is no authoritative statement 
available as to the cause of the fail­
ure, and Indeed the conferees have 
declared officially that they will not 
disclose It However, thought Is free 
and probability must take the place of 
certainty. In the absence of direct 
evidence we are forced to rely on cir­
cumstantial evidence, and the latter 
Is by no means weak. We can dis­
miss the competition in reform of the 
membership of the House of Lords. 
The only radical reforms are those 
emanating from Lord Rosebery and 
stamped with the approval of the 
Tory House of Lords itself. The Gov­
ernment has not yet placed before the 
country any scheme to compete with 
this.

As to the powers of the Peers’ 
House, there are two schemas before 
the country: the Government Veto 
Bill already approved ofiby the House 
of Commons, read a first time in the 
House of Lords, and the second reading 
side tracked until Lord Lansdowne’s 
Resolutions were passed by the House 
of Lords. The result of these tactics 
vas that the Lansdowne’s sdheme is 
before the country with the approval 
of the House of Lords and the Tory 
party, whereas the latter took ad­
vantage of the inevltablenese of an 
early dissolution to put their own 
scheme of modifying the powers of the 
Peers, and of evading a vote in the 
House of Lords on 'the Government 
Veto Bill, and in these tactics, the 
Tories were successful

NO AMERICAN SENATE.
We have already > pointed out that 

the Liberal party is lukewarm about 
reforming the personnel of the House 
of Peers; while the Tory party is hot­
foot about It. The reason Is obvious. 
The Tory party wishes to strengthen 
the personnel of the Second Chamber, 
whereas the Liberal party believe the 
personnel strong enough, already. 
Many Liberals recognize the risk of 
strengthening it by making it a Cham­
ber of Statesmen, composed of ex-Pro- 
consuls, ex-Colonial Governors, ex- 
Cabtnet Ministers, ex-Judges, ex-per- 
zranent Chiefs of the Civil Service, and 
magnates to the realms of land, !ln- 
gi.ee, commerce and manufacture, 
With the hereditary weakness practi­
cally eliminated. Radicals fear such an 
Upper Chamber might gain the pre­
eminence of the Senate in the United 
States. >
C Many prominent peers regard the 
American Senate as an Ideal Second 
Chamber. This is lust what thè Lib­
éral party does not want, but it is the 
reason why most peers are will­
ing to sacrifice their present privi­
leges.

POWERS OF THE PEERS.
If the Lansdowne following had 

Stopped at endorsing the Rosebery 
scheme, which embodies the features 

,'We have just outlined, they, would 
have courted defeat at the hands of 
the Electors. That course would have

had the appearance of a bare-faced 
attempt to usurp the predominance of 
the House of Commons, and would 
have ended in certain defeat. The 
leaders were, however, too far seeing 
to dash their heads against an Impreg­
nable rock. They recognized that a 
reform of membership was Insufficient 
to maintain their credit with the na­
tion. They foresaw that they must 
curtail their efforts in certain direc­
tions to maintain it in others. The 
fight they put up last year to re­
ject a Budget, they found hopeless. 
Their case, historically, was bad, and 
I.olltically ratten. The power of the 
purse must remain with the House of 
Commons, and to the Lansdowne’s re­
solutions passed last week without a 
d*vision they placed on record their 
willingness to forego for ever the 
claim to amend or reject a financial 

"measure. This was the crux of the 
fight last year. The passing of these 
resolutions put a seal on Asquith’s, 
doubtful victory at the polls In Janu­
ary. On this Issue the Liberal vie 
tory Is complete.
THE CRUX OF THE SITUATION.

The Peers have retreated from their 
financial entrenchment to take up a 
stronger position on the General Veto 
Question, and that is why they wish 
their forces to be strengthened by en­
listing stronger men, and dismissing 
from’ their ranks in the Second Cham­
ber the indifferent, the weak and the 
incapable members of the Peerage. 
At one time, the King exercised a gen­
eral Veto. This was in the distant 
past. 'For two hundred years It has 
been in abeyance, and may now be re­
garded as an extinct function of the 
kingly power. The Lansdownes, the 
Roseberys, the Tories generally and 
many Liberals see a future for the 
Second Chamber in exercising such a 
function. With a Socialist party or­
ganized and in parliament, with a 
Radical party eating into the preserv­
es of property, they fear the growth of 
what they call Single Chamber 
tyranny. They wish, therefore, to be 
in a position to check eocalietlc effort 
by vetoing ft for the term of a Partial: 
ment, unless the Government see fit 
to set a mandate from the electorate 
by means of a Referendum. So far, 
the Government has declined to do so'.

We believe that this was the rock 
on which the Conference was wreck­
ed, but not on the intrinsic merits of 
the issue, but because of a secondary- 
issue which is inextricably mixed up 
with It at present, and that secondary 
issue Is Home Rule.
HOME RULE WILL DOMINATE 

ELECTION.
Although we believe the Veto Con­

ference Split on the Referendum, we 
believe that Home Rule was the tide 
which drove it on this rock, and we 
will give our reasons.

It may be remembered that early 
this fall the English press, and pa-- 
tirulafly the Tory section of it, had 
much to say about the miracle of Self 
Government in South Africa, where 
brother Boer and brother Briton were 
patriotically welcoming the Duke of 
Connaught, cemented by the mira­
culous powers of Colonial Home Rule. 
They showed a disposition to cease 
their opposition to Home Rule and to 
advocate not only a settlement of the 
Veto Question but also the Home Rule 
Question. They stated the two ques­
tions were Inextricably, interwoven, 
that the Conference should dissolve, 
and that another Conference, enlarged 
In membership and in the scope of its 
subject, should meet later.

The practical meaning of this was

the postponement of both questions 
until after the Coronation. While the 
postponement suited the Conserva­
tives, it did not suit the Radicals, the 
Labour men, and more especially the 
Nationalists. The latter would not 
postpone the question, nor could they 
agreeably to their policy agree to 
Lansdowne’s Referendum while Home 
Rule was in abeyance. They deter­
mined on forcing the Home Rule Issue 
to the front Redmond and O’Connor 
collected a big fund. The Tory press 
turned a somersault and began the 
old time denunciation of Home Rule, 
in spite of their recantation of a few 
weeks ago, and thus we have the 
Home Rule issue the issue of the cam­
pe ign, To-morrow we purpose to dis­
cuss Lansdowne’s Referendum more 
fully, so far as it relates to the Home 
Rule question ; and especially why we 
believe if there is another deadlock, 
the Peers will give way on Home Rule 
just as they are giving away their 
claims to hereditary seats In the 
House of Lords and to amend or re­
ject financial bills.

Hon.’James Baird’s 
82nd Birthday.

Hon. James Baird to-day celebrates 
his 82nd birthday, and this venerable 
gentleman, despite, his advanced 
years, is still the possessor of good 
health and surprising energy. Mr. 
Baird’s career since coming to this 
country is one of which he may justly 
feel proud. Arriving from his native 
Scotland, just 66 years ago, he enter­
ed the business of McBride & Kerr 
with his uncle, the late David Baird, 
afterwards going into the wine and 
grocery business on his owe behalf. 
By his energy , tact, and ability, his 
business increased and as the years 
went by he supplied largeyl for the 
fishery, and with success that it de­
veloped Into the present flourishing 
mercantile concern In which Mr. Baird 
is well seconded by his sons, Messrs. 
Hugh and David Baird. Mr. Baird 
has always taken the keenest interest 
in the progress and development of 
local Industries, and is largely in­
terested in the Boot and Shoe factory, 
Nall factory and Gas Coy., and kin­
dred enterprises which In a great 
measure owe their success to his ef­
forts. We extend to the venerable 
octogenarian our heartiest congratu­
lations.

Ow­
ing to the extreme darkness and pall 
of fog the ship could not run a*, 
night time and had to anchor. She did 
not get into Dog Bay on this account 
and did not arrive at Change Islands 
till late Friday evening, leaving again 
Saturday morning, similar weather 
was experienced coming south and 
when she left Change Islands a storm 
of high wind and'sleet prevailed. She 
was compelled to remain at Carmaù- 
ville all Sunday night and going north 
could not get out around Fogo to get 
to Joe Batt’s Arm and Tilton, so had 
to rnu through Stag Hr.

ULSTER MEN TALK REVOLT.

LONDON, Nov. 29.
A meeting of delegates represent­

ing every Ulster constituency was 
held in Belfast, at which resolutions 
were adopted and a declaration drawn 
up refusing to pay rates and taxes 
imposed by a Dublin Parliament ot­
to obey its decrees. Fifty thousand 
dollars were subscribed on the spot 
to organise Ulster, men into regiments 
for the purpose of warfare. At an­
other demonstration held in Ulster 
Hall, Belfast, an overflow meeting 
numbering 20,000 being held in the 
open air, Lord Londonderry said that 
if a Home Rule Parliament were es­
tablished it might be found that Ul­
ster would utterly decline obedience 
to law. Sir Edward Carson, former 
Solicitor General, said they never 
would consent to- their country bein.;

BOMB OUTRAGE.

Job Printing Executed !

NEW YORK, Nov. 29.

A kidnapping case of five years ago 
is believed to have led indirectly tu 
a bomb explosion in the early hours 
to-day which shook up one of the 
most thickly populated blocks in New 
York, did extensive damage and cre­
ated a panic in the neighborhood. The 
bomb exploded in the doorway of the 
Bella Trinicis saloon, in the heart ol 
the Sicilian settlement on Elizabeth 
Street. It completely wrecked the 
saloon, the front of which was blown 
violently inward, badly damaged ad­
jacent stores, hurled sleepers in the 
tenements above from their beds, am:

The police were no­
tified, and Pietro, later aasassinated 
in Italy, worked on the case. The 
Italian saloon keeper received many 
threatening letters stating their re­
venge.

What Royal Trips Cost
lips and Presents that Run into 

Thousands.
South Africa is agog with excite­

ment over the visit of the Duke of 
lonnaught to inaugurate the Union. 
Xlready a considerable sum of money 
has been spent in antieipation-*~clean- 
ing up buildings, remaking roads, and 
building a special Royal train that 
will cost a thousand or two. Taking 
ul 1 these odd items into consideration 
an extended Royal tour cannot cost 
short of a million, although it is im­
possible to obtain exact figures of 
these incidental expenses, which of en 
inn into more money than the actual 
cost of travelling.

KING GEORGE’S TRIPS.
Although King George has travelled 

more extensively than any other Roy­
al personage, his bills have not run 
into a very large amount. Thus, the 
Ouhir trip to Australia was estimated 
at £ 160,000, which is not a large 
sum, taking ex’erything into consid­
eration—the chartering of a special 
steamer for so long a time, the ex 
pense of a naval escort, and "travel­
ling charges. His little jaunt to Can­
ada a year or two ago was done for

the modest figure of £2,000; but the 
tour in India in 1905 cost a large sum, 
although the exact total has never 
been published, as a good deal of the 
expenditure came out of the Royal 
purse. Parliament voted £2,0,000, 
while the cost of altering the Renown 
was borne by the Naval Estimates, 
and most of the ceremonial charges 
by India. The total probably came 
to about a quarter of a million 
pounds.

This was not so much as that in­
curred by King Edward’s visit to In­
dia as Prince of Wales in 1875. This 
tour was arranged by Sir Bartle 
Frere, who was kept busy for sex'en 
months making all the arrangements. 
Parliament voted £60,000 for the gen­
eral expenses, which Sir Bartle said 
was quite inadequate, as the presents 
to native princes amounted to nearly 
that sum, and he asked for £ 100.000. 
This was not forthcoming, so he made 
the best of matters by going to Lord 
Northbrook, the Viceroy, who induced 
the Indian Treasury to grant another 
£ 10,000 to the presents fund.

Half a Million in Gifts.
People in England thought that th 

£60,000, together with the £52.000 
which came out of the Naval Esti­
mates. xvas too much, and there was 
actually a meeting of protest in Hyde 
Park. Even Mr. Fawcett protested 
in the House of Commons, but public 
opinion became reconciled when it 
xvas seen that the Prince was not. 
merely having a holiday at the coun- 
iry’s expense. Presents to native 
princes ate up the nice little sum of 
£40,000, which was really very small 
when we consider it was generally 
estimated that he received gifts worth 
pretty well £500,000, one Maharajah 
offering him a jewelled sword worth 
£12,000, while English shopkeepers 
rnd manufacturers netted some £250.- 
000 out of the presents sent -from 
England. The total cost of the trip 
vas considerably over £300,000.

St 35,000 for an Honr’s Visit.
Everyone remembeis the spectaeu 

tar trip of the Kaiser to the Holy 
I snd some ten or twelve years ago. 
As Messrs. Coo.k arranged that tour, 
the exact cost has not been made 
public, although it is reported to have 
amounted to no more than £5,000 
But the Kaiser can be lavish when 
he likes, and his visit to Honenberg 
a year ago cost £35,000, although he 
xvas only there for one\ hour.

Royal xdsits to foreign countries 
are usually borne by the King s own 
Privy Purse, although if he is en 
gaged in national business he may 
receive a grant in aid. For instance, 
when King Edward and Queen Alex­
andra went to Scandinavia. Parlia 
ment voted £3,668. Queen Victoria's 
last trip to the Continent cost £4.383, 
exclusive of £1,300 incurred by the 
Master of the Horse.
