Paris, June 13.—The following very
interesting statements, some of which
arc considered striking by the lead-
ing lights of French medical science,
were made by Dr. Alexis Carrel, of
the Rockefeller Institute for Medical
Research, New York, at his first of-
ficjal lecture at the Paul Beaujon
Hospital yesterday.

Dr. Carrel announced that he was
ncw able to operate in the chest cav-
ity with as much ease and safety as
in the abdomen.

“It is now a simple cut,” he said,
‘‘and we open the thorax and oper-
ate upon the lungs, hoar:t, and aorta
43 we treat the kidneys and the intes-
tines? We know also just how much
the brain, the spinal cord, and the
heart can stand as regards the fem-
porary anaestheticsrequired by the

operation.

“The heart suffers very little from
interrupted circulation as long as
care is taken tgat it has enough oxy-
gen, and it may be stopped for five o
even ten minutes without danger;
while in the spinal marrow, the cir-

culation..may . be Stopped. as long as

twenty minutés.

“For the* "brain,. however, four
minutes is the limit of safety, and
afier five it is very difficult to restore
normal conditions=

A huge field of work remained, ne
sazid in conclusion, to be done as re-
gards operations upon the human
heapt, and the study of these was cof
the greatest possible importance. This
was é€specially true of surgery for
anenurisms and the shrinking of the
acrta or pulmonary arteries.

Giving P()wer _
to President.

Special to Evening Telegram.
WASHINGTON To-day.
An amendment to the Underwood
Tariff Bill, adopted by the majority of
the members of the Senate Finance
Committee, would give the President
of the States authority to suspend
certain rates proposed law and pro-
claim special rates against products
of hostel States. The amendment is
appended to the clause, giving the Pre-
sident authority to negotiate Recipro-

cty. In substance the amendmeént
would provide that when a nation dis-
criminates against the products of the
States or imposes restrictions upon
the States exports or does not in the
opinion of the President reciprocate
in trade relations, the President may,
by a proclamation suspend certain
rates and put in effect other rates.
Only specified articles are understood
as included under the terms of this
amendment and retaliatory rates are
specified also. Among the articles in-
cluded on the list upon which the Pre-
sident might suspend rates are; fish,
wheat, flour, coffee, tea, earthenware,
wines, malt liquors, silk dress goods,
leather gloves, jewellery, sugars and
molasses. Duties prescribed vary as
to different articles. Fish it is report-
ed would be dutiable at one cent a
pound, wheat at ten cents bushel,
flour at 45 cents barrel, a few cents
per pound on coffee and tea, on other
items the penaly would be doubled
rates, while sugar which probably
never would be affected, the rate would
be only a fraction of a cent per pound.
The amendment of course is subject
to ratification by the democratic
Senators.

'——_ﬂ A lynching is
a polite form of
sudden death

i which is handed
to the evil doer
while he is fig-

uring on a hung
jury. While the
practice is not
one to be emu-
lated, it is never-
theless a fact
that a thorough,
workmanlike job
of lynching has
a very discouraging effect upon peo-
pla who are thinking of committing
murder in the first degree.

Soine communities have more of a
penchant for lynchings than others, &s
it is about the only form of entertain-
ment .they have. The habit of lynch-
ing everybody who was within four
miles of the scene of the crime grew
out of the failure of the courts fo
convict the accused until he became
on old gray-headed man and nobody
in the community could recollect
whether he was on trial for man-
slaughter or petty larceny on a
chicken coop. It was aggravating to
see somebody who had stolen a $300

§ Lynching
&

saddle horse languishing in the
county jail on fried chicken and 49-
cent fiction for eghteen months before
a jury was empaneled, when every-
body knew he was guilty and thirsted
for a chance to prove it at $1.35 per
day.

Sometimes the ordinary lynching is
not adequate to express the dissatis-
faction of the community, in which
case a bonfire is built on the public
square, with the accused officiating
as fuel. After viewing one of these
incendiary conflagrations, which are
usually a total loss, without insurance,
the murderously inclined will decide
not to kill anybody until they have a
chance to ring in a few supreme
court decisions.

It occasionally happens that a
lynching has to be repeated three or
four times before the guilty party is
located, but this doesn't hurt any-

body’s feelings but those of the de-
ceased. Lynchings are always pre-
ceded by a voluntary confession, se-
cured by mauling the accused into a
proper sense of his duty. This saves
the court costs and enables every-
body to go to church the following
Sunday and listen to a sermon on
brotherly love.

There would be few lynchings Iif
it didn’t take the courts an average
of four years to convict one criminal
who was caught red-handed.
