The s.s. Stephano, which arrived
in port last evening from New York
brought Capt. John White, mate
3anflield, cook A. Reid, and seame:
Colino, Joseph Mitchell and D
Reid of the ill-fated Tobeatic, res
cued by the oil tanker Leda, as pre
viously stated in the Telegram. The
story of the voyage and loss of thc
vessel, as elicited from members o
the crew is a2s follows: The Tobeatic
left here for Burin on Oct. 11th, anc
a two days’ run arrived there
and discharged a cargo of salt, sail
i from there & the Medit
& nean with co h from Hollet
and cthers. he vessel reached Gib
reltar in 18 days, and there receiver
orders to prcceed to Alicante, whic!
reached 7 days later. The
work of discharging at Alicante occu-
pied a week, after which she sailed
for Santa Pola, to load salt. Sailing
on Christmas morning
the vessel reached Gibraltar in twc
and a half days, and after a delay of
a few hours set sail for home. Afte:
leaving Gibraltar stormy weather war
e€xperienced which continued unti!
Jan. 17th, when the northern edge of
the Gulf Stream was reached. Or
Jan. 17th, the vessel had all her can-
vas carried away as well as her
booms and g .
