Ghosts That
Haunt Kings.

Virtually every European royal fam­
ily has its “spook” or ghost.

Perhaps the most widely known case 
of royal hauntings is that of the HO- 
hensollem family, which possess à 
ghost, commonly .known as the “White 
Lady of the Hohenxollerns.”

This apparition ie said to .appear be­
fore some dire catastrophe to the ex- 
royal house of Prussia.

In December, j.628, prior to the death 
of the representative of the house, 
several of the officials in the palace 
at Berlin were immeasureably start* 
led by seeing the illomened figure in 
the white, robes suddenly appear be­
fore them.
-Jittering the words “Veni, judtea 

vivos et mortuoe! Judicium mihi ad- 
huc superest,” (Come, judge the quick 
aniPthe dead! I wait tor judgment), it 
glided away from them,. disappearing 
quite inexplicably in one of the anci­
ent archways.

On another occasion, far more re­
cently, it revealed itself to one of the 

j princesses of the la*-) royal house dur- 
i ing her sojourn «K the- Castle of Neu- 
j bans, Bohemia. She was standing be- 
I fore her mirror one evening, trying 
1 on a new robe, when, wanting some­
thing, she called to her attendant.

In response there was a - shuffling 
movement in the rear of the room, 
and, turning round to ascertain the 
cause of it, the princess perceived to 
her horror the tali figure of a woman 
clad in white, with the face of some­
one long dead.

Death Followed Warning.
! In slow and measured tones the 
| figure pronounced the words : “Zehn 
uhr ist es ihr Liebchen!” (It is 10 o’- 

j clock, my love!), which is the mode 
royalties in that part of the world 
adopt in addressing one another, and 

j then, stepping backward, vanished be- 
: hind a screen. The princess was taken 
i ill soon afterwards, and died.
| The last time the “White Lady” is 
! said to have been seen was in July, 

1914, prior to the declaration of war 
against Russia.

The late Czar is said to have seen 
his double shortly before the great re­
volution. According to a rumor pre- 

\ valent in Moscow at the time, the Czar 
! was passing through that city on his 
j way to the front, when, descending 
; the staircase of his headquarters one 
j morning, he met a figure slowly as- 
; cending with its head very much bow- 
j ed.

On approaching the Czqr, the figure 
suddenly looked up, and Nicholas then 
perceived to his consternation, the ex­
act counterpart of himself, but with 

j this difference—the countenance re­
vealed to him was that of the dead 
and not of the living.

The royal family of Italy is reported 
to possess several ghosts, one of which 
takes the form of a man’s head, which 
is seen looking through a doorway 
whenever the death of a prince or 
princess is going to occur. Another of 
the ghosts is the shadow of a gigantic 
plume that is seen waving to and fro 
on the wall or floor prior to a royal 
death, or some very grave catastrophe.

It was alleged to have appeared dur­
ing a banquet at which the late King, 
Victor Emmanuel, was present, and -to 

1 have been seen by every one there, 
saving the monarch himself, who died 
within a week of the event.

Danish Ghosts.
Denmark has a very unpleasant 

royal ghost, that of a prince who mur­
dered his brother in circumstances of 
almost unparalleled savagery even in 
those times. For th^t and other of­
fences he was buried in unconsecrat­
ed ground near th"e Wood of Poole, 
which his spirit even now haunts in 
a guise so terrible that those who see 
it sometimes go mad with terror.

It was reputed to have appeared to 
a number of soldiers prior to the 
Schleswig-Holstein war of 1866 and 
again to servants of the royal family 
before the death of the late king.

Another • Danish royal phantom is 
that of Valdemar IV., that haunts the 
Forest of Gurre, near Helsingfors. 
This ghost is alleged not to have any 
particular significance, excepting if it 
shows itself to any one connected with 
the royal household, when its ap­
pearance' must be taken as a portent 
of ill to the nation, and to the royal 
family in particular.

The heaviest man in France, Pierre 

Guindalet, of 'Bourges, is dead. He 
Weighed 6581b., or two pounds short 
of forty stone.

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War Memorial.
(Communicated Officially)

At wnat may be described as the 
«nal meeting of the Patriotic Associa­
tion held on the 21st March, a Resolu­
tion was passed requesting the Gov­
ernor to call a public meeting of 
citizenç-Jn order to reconsider the 
whole question of a Memorial to those 
who fell in the Great War.

His Excellency having received this 
request conceives that he can only 
respond to it either through respon­
se Ministers or through the Muni­
cipal Authorities. After inquiry he 
decided that the latter wap the best 
course. He accordingly requested the 
help of Mr. Mullaly, who Is in the 
Chair of the Council for the moment 
and having obtained his cordial co­
operation decided to have a preliritin 
lry discussion with the Executive of 
the Great War Veterans’ Association 
before carrying the matter further.

As a result of a very full discussion 
and comparison of views with the 
majority of the Executive of the Great 
War Veterans’ Association there has 
been a further general meeting of the 
Great War Veterans' Association at 
which the Association as a whole h,s 
provisionally affirmed its attachment 
to a previous scheme for a Memorial, 
and it has now been arranged at a 
conference between the Governor, the 
acting Chief Civic Commissioner and 
a deputation of the Executive of the 
Association that action should be tak­
en on the following lines: —

them and to take steps for rais­
ing the money required.

The whole idea of the public meet­
ing is that there should be finality, and 
with that end It is desired to concen­
trate attention upon certain definite 
proposals. It is therefore thought 
w orth while to indicate what proposals 
might properly be considered at the 
public meeting. In the'first place then 
the following fresh resolution has been 
handed in to the Governor by the 
Great War Veterans’ Association :—•

“RESOLVED:—That the Gréât War 
“Veterans’ Association of Newfound­
land affirms that there should be no 
“further delay in the erecting of • 
“WemnriaJ to the Men who died. That 
“this Association suggests that the 
“Memorial should take form of:—

(a) As a National Memorial to he 
subscribed to by the people of 
the whole of Newfonndland, in­
cluding-St. John’s, a large size 
replica of the Caribou as erect, 
cd on the Battlefields of France 
and Flanders, this to be placed 
on the highest point of Signal 
Hill so as to be visible from 
both land and sea.

(b) As a local Memorial, to be 
erected by the citizens of St. 
John’s, another Monument com­
prising a naval and military or 
any other symbolical group to 
be placed In the City of St 
John’s.”

Secondly, there is the scheme out­
lined by Mr. R. G. Rendell, C. B. E., In 
a letter addressed to the press on the 
31st of March.

Thirdly, there is a suggestion made 
by His Excellency the Governor at his 
meeting with the Executive of the 
Great War Veterans’ Association. The 
essential element fn the Governor's 
scheme is that there should be soye 
room or chamber In which the names 
of all the sailors and soldiers of New­
foundland should be recorded In some 
form. This carries out the central 
idea of the scheme adopted by the 
Patriotic Association, at the Instance

In either ease suitable figures re­
presenting the Navy and the Army 
could he Introduced and if thought 
wine the Caribou could surmount 
both.

The standardization is useless and 
costly to the shipper if not to the coun­
try. If a shipper wishes to ship poor 
quality he will, reap the results, if a 
firm will ship good quality it will be 
to his advantage, and rightly so. I 
personally have had to deal with sev­
eral inspectors and have had to show 
them what fish was suitable or other­
wise. '

And again, why should we continue 
to pay thirty cents per quintal export 
tax, in most cases on $4.00 fish, mean­
ing anywhere from five to ten per cent, 
and with an increasing duty in Port­
ugal making it hard to do business ?

At one time merchants 
in this couhtry were satisfied with 60 
cents profit on fish, but last year Mr. 
Coaker wanted $3.00 profit, and it was 
to secure this that the Regulations 
were enforced. He then went on to 
deal with the effects of the Regulations 
on our various markets. One of those 
days we would wake up and find our­
selves completely sold out to Canada. 
The Government had squandered the 
people’s money in all directions and 
when the' country had been cleaned 
out Mr. Coaker came and cried for 
mercy. Capt Lewis hoped within a 
very short time to see a new adminis- 
tration pilot the country to safety.

Mr. W. J. Higgins also spoke to the 
Amendment.

The Governments of 
France and Italy had changed four 
times since the Armistice. Ifi Spain, 
Italy, Portugal and the United States 
there were millions of unemployed. 
What damage—if any—had been done 
when the regulationslhad been recent­
ly taken off. The Regulations were 
useless for the purposes for which 
they had been made, as there were no 
penalties for those who broke them 
beyond the loss of exportation licen­
ces. It was the intention of the Gov­
ernment to introduce a bill to repeal 
entirely and forever, the Fish Regu­
lations. The Regulations had been the 
Trade’s regulations, not his. Mr. Coak­
er then went on to try and explain 
away the salt question and the Gov­
ernment purchase of fish. For several 
minutes he dwelt on -these matters 
but his explanations were entirely de­
void of any weighty statements and.

The Late John Brunlees.

(H. F. SHORTIS.)
The many friends in St. John’s will 

hear with feelings of regret the death 
of Mr. John Brunlees, for about sixty 
years a highly respected resident of 
Harbor Grace.

Mr. Brunlees was a native of Kelso,
Scotland, and came to this country in 
the early sixties of the past century, 
entering the employ of the well- 
known firm of Rutherford Brothers,
Who, for many years, conducted a 
large and prosperous mercantile 
business in Harbor Grace. In fact, 
they issued their' own coin, and the 
historic “Ram” half-penny pieces, 
with the name of Rutherford Bros, 
thereon, passed current throughout 
the country, and, even to-day, a few 
of them are to be seen.

After severing his connection with 
Rutherford Bros., Mr. Brunlees enter­
ed the enterprising firm of Punton &
Munn (afterwards John Munn & Co.), 
where he held the dual positions of 
clerk in the large provision store and 
time-keeper in the laborers’ office. At 
that time there were some hundreds 
of laborers employed on the premises 
during the busy season. Mr. Brunlees 
must have been in this employ for at 
least a quarter of a century.

He was a man who was universally 
esteemed for his many fine traits of 
character, and which he exhibited not 
only to those who knew him best, but 
to those having merely a casual ac­
quaintance. His death is regretted by- an(j agree wm, 
all classes of the community. For 
many years Mr. Brunlees was one of 
the elders of the Kirk, the duties of 
which he performed to the satisfaction 
of all, and for about twenty-five years, 
he held the position of Secretary of 
“Harbor Grace” Lodge A.F. and A.M.,
S.C. in the above city. The deceased 
leaves a widow, (sister of Rev. T. H.
James) to mourn her loss, to whom the 
Telegram extends sincere sympathy.

The Ferry Boat Service 
at St. Joseph’s.

Editor Evening Telegram 
Dear Sir,—The easterly wind of 

Monday the 11th has cleared our har­
bor of ice so that traffic is once again 
open after a hard winter. We are 
anxiously looking out for the ferry 
boat to operate. Last June the boat 
was handed over to Mr. P. Tremblet, 
North Side, with a small salary of 
$1800. The boat was to operate by 
contract ^beginning on July 1st but for 
some reason Mr. Tremblet did not ap­
pear until July 13th. His services un­
til the end of October were anything 
but satisfactory, at which time he put 
the boat ashore, as we understood, to 
change her into an icebreaker. Owing 
to some reason unknown she has not 
been seen on the harbor since, al 
though traffic was open until late in 
December.- Now that the harbor is op­
en again it is likely that Mr. Tremblet 
will remodel the boat to make her 
suitable for passenger service. By the 
time this is done it is not unlikely 
that the harbor will be again frozen 
over. We should like to know if Mr 
P. Tremblet is paid his salary—and 
if so for what? It is time that the ser­
vice should begin, and it could have 
commenced on Monday.

We sent on 
report of our meeting to the Public 
News Department, but have seen 
nothing of it. With best wishes for 
the success of the cause.”

signed by all but two old ladies, who 
did not care to vote. All the men are 
enthusiastic over the idea and you may 
call them unanimous for the vote.”

And again from the West Coast:
“Your letter, with Petition enclosed 

for the women to sign to give them 
right to vote at the Parliamentary 
and Municipal Elections received 
called a meeting immediately on re­
ceipt of this and as you will notice 
from the petition enclosed, we had 
very successful result . I might say
