This being the case, the induce-
menis io settle are thus very materially
lessened ; the worst feature of the affe'r
beiag, that, as we are informed, many of
tness Timber Licenses were granted after
it was determined to offer the land for
sott'ement under the present Act. In
addition to this reservation of the timber,
all mines of gold, silver, copper, lead, iron,
and other mines or minerals, are to be
considered as reserved from the locatees,
and to be the property of Her Majesty.
As will be recollected, this restrictive
policy occasioned much discussion during
the time the Bill was before the House,
and was condemned by the press of all
shades of politics. We are not inclined
to attach so much importance to the r
strictive clause so far as it affocts mines
of geld and silver; but we do think that,
as an inducement to the settler to under-
go the hardships of settlement in an un-
beoken wilderness, there should have
been no other reservations ; and we'gather
froem statements recently made by Minis-
ters, that they are now satisfied these re
strictions were absurd, and will be pre-
paved to submit a more generous policy
on this subject when the Local Parlia-
ment meets. It Is sapposed they are now
away to the North-west in search of a
policy on this subject, and we can only
hoge they will find it!

The Earth giving up ity Deads3

Private letters from Valparaiso,
other ports subject to the recent terribi
commotion, give many faots and inci-
dents not alluded to im:mewspaper aciy»
counts heretofore published. One writer
reports a singular and horrible sight that
occurred in Arica,on the south side of the
ruined city :

As the earth opened and yawned, there
came up five hundred mummies, who
stand in long lines facing the sea, every
one of the skeletons in perfect preserva-
tion—the hands doubled up and sup-
porting the chin—the knees drawn up,
and the fest supporting the fleshless body!
This must be one of the most frightful
sights possible, and quito beyond des-
cription. The spot where the mummies
now stand was once an old cemetery—
some ninety ago, it is said—and these
skeletons are doubtless the fabled Incas
and Indians, who either buried thems
selves alive or were interred in this man~
ner. They correspond exactly to the old
mummies of the Incas which I described
in a former letter as among the curosi-
ties to be scen at Lima. As the ground
receded what a ghastly spectacle, amid
the throes of an earthquake, the coming
up again to earth of these long-buried
skeleton remains — five hundred ghostly
mummies.

THE EXCELSIOR CARRIAGE FACTORY
STILL AHEAD.—Mr. J. B. Armstrong, of
Guelph, is another rather extensive ex-
hibitor, having on hand five buggies two
cutters and a set of hickory wheels—the
latter being shown as a specimen of the
timber used in the establishment. A
baautiful specimen of the fairy species of
buggy isshown by Mr. Armstrong, weighw--
ing only 145 pounds, and will,he alleges
carry 850 pounds without strain.

Altogether the
buggy is a very handsome one, and at-
tracts a great deal of observation. He
exhibits another buggy with a circulas
box, -of more cumberous and hea
physique, with a top and patent shifti
apparatus, novel “fifth wheel,” and ellip~ --
tic springs. A phaeton, exhibited by
him, engrosses some atteation by the «
remarkably well carved back, madé of
whitewood, and is an easy looking ve- -
hicle, felicitonsly suitable for the recep- -
tion of a gouty occapant A couple of -
cutters—the only two exhibited—are alsp~
shown by Mr. Armstrong. The beautiful
carvatures of whitewood obtained by him .
in the construction of the backs' and .
dashes, and which seems to be a spacials
ity in his establishment, being in- those -
aiso & ldudtng S A ‘very simple -
snd an exceedingly useful contrivance by
which the shafts can be changed so as to--
be run on either city or country roads, is
also shown in eonaection with these cut~
ters, which are also finished 1n the same
rich and elegant style which characteriz- -
es the whoeled conveyances. An ordi-
nary looking double ‘seated buggy com~
pletes Mr. Armstrong’s collection. He
states that he can afford to take, and has
taken his manufactures to the States,
paid the 35 ¥r cent in. gold and netted &
fair profit.

THE NORTH-WEST.

By one means or other the North-
West is still keeping itself before the
eyes of Capadians.  Scarcely for an
instant have we lost sight of it since
at the last election candidates almost
invariably pledged themselves to es-
ert their utmost eflorts to open it up
for setilement.

#drusty Commons. Anon the British
Parliament gave its attention to the
subject, and we were made aware
that the territory could become an in-
tegral portion of the Dominion by al-
lowing the magnanimous Hudson’s
Bay Company a million pounds sterl-
ing to be paid in royalties, and a hun-
dred or #o of the best sites for towns
and villages.
