Fatal Accident.—We regret to learn 
that John Currie, brother of Mr L Currie, 
councillor, Erin township, was drowned 
last week from a log drive at Bay City, 
Michigan. The remains were brought 
home to Erin on Thursday, and were in­
terred in Caledon this (Saturday) after­
noon.

Teacher.—It would appear, says the 
Iclcgraph, that Mr. Neville, teacher of 
the Berlin Grammar School, has taken 
French leave and left for parts unknown. 
It was generally supposed that Mr. Ne­
ville’s connection with the school would 
cease in a few months, but it was hot ex­
pected that he would leave so abruptly.

Lecture by Mr. Griffin.—The Rev. 
Mr.Griffin of Guelph delivered an exceed­
ingly eloquent and practical lecture be­
fore the Hamilton YoungjMen’s Christian 
an Association last (Fri-lay) night. The 
subject was “ Patriotism essential to na­
tional dcvclopemcnt,” and the SpectçtOi' 
says the lecturer contended that duties 
to the family, to provide for, to educate, 
and defend, which every right thinking 
persons feels, are incumbert on every 
member of society, and to the nation of 
which ho forms a part. Ho pictured in 
eloquent terms the probable future of 
our Dominion,' which elicited frequent 
and hearty applause. A cordial vote of 
thanks from the large audience present 
was presented at the close.

Ontario Rifle Association. -- A 
meeting of the Council of this Associa­
tion was .hold on Friday, at Mr. Gzow- 
ski's office, Toronto. It was decided to 
hold à Grand Rifle Match for the Pro­
vince in June next The Council deter­
mined on a liberal course towards local 
associations, the great object being to en 
courage local competition. The rifles to 
be given for prizes were bought by Mr. 
Gzowski, the President, when in Eng­
land last summer, and an arrangement 
was then made by him that any number 
of Snider rifles can by obtained in future 
for distribution. It is understood that 
four-fifths of the money offered in prizes 
at next June match is to be competed for 
by the Government weapon.

Sad Accident.—An accident which 
may result fatally, occurred about a mile 
west of Waterloo Village, on the road to 
St. Agatha, on Tuesday last. It appears, 
says the Berlin Telegraph, that while a 
man by the name of Wolf was engaged 
chopping in the woods near the main 
road, a tree which he had cut took a 
different direction from what he intended 
it should, and fell across the road. A 
farmer by the name of Theobold Knarr, 
who happened to be passing at the time, 
unknowingly drove bis team under the 
falling tree, the upper portion of which 
fell upon him, cutting his head very badly 
in three places. But it is feared that the 
worst injury is from the force of the blow, 
together with the weight of the tree 
doubling the, body together and causing 
serious injury to the spine and liver. Dr. 
Bowlby, of Berlin, was sent for and at- 
tended to the poor fellow, who now lies in 
a very precarious condition. ;

Mr. George Easton.
A correspondent of the London Adver­

tiser sends that paper the following 
sketch of Mr. Easton, who lectured at 
Guelph a few weeks since :

Mr. George Easton—now in his sixty- 
first year—is without all doubt a man of 
much more than average ability ; even 
among renowned temperance advocates 
he ranks high. He owes not his position 
to rank, society, or letters, but to native 
talent, energy, and perseverance. In the 
parish of Westerkirk, in a “small,thatch­
ed cottage by the roadside,” at his moth­
er’s knee, Master George first learned to 
read, but the chief part of his meagre 
school education was received at Ewes 
parish school during the winter months. 
The summer was spent in cow-herding. 
George Easton would be orator to the 
cows that certainly fed while he declaim­
ed, but whether from his lips the reader 
may judge. All honor to the youth for 
venturing the noble aspiration of his 
soul; and shame upon his sire, who, 
when his child confided in him, laughed 
him off: “ You an orator—a minister!” 
Thus -whelmed, theyoung man’s sensi­
tive spirit looked forth to public life no 
more for years ; and Mr. George took his 
turn at onerous manual labor—largely 
as a road contractor. When at length 
persuaded, much by the cogitation of his 
own mind, to ground his standard, on 
which might have been inscribed— 
" Supping oft, and supping deeply,” Mr. 
Easton literally fought under the hoisted 
banner of “ Total Abstinence.” One day, 
on his rounds os temperance missionary 
in Edinburgh, he found a troublesome 
patient “ gone up” again. Looking into 
her very soul, he exclaimed, Are you 
not ashamed of yourself? Your cruelty 
to your industrious husband is beyond 
description. The fact is, it would serve 
you right to purchase a shilling’s worth 
of rope, and hang you over the North 
Bridge.” She drank no more, although 
Mr. Easton knew it not until two years 
subsequently. While with shaky nerves 
Mr. Easton, in 1854,mounted the rostrum 
to deliver his maiden speech, he diew 
from his pocket his oration, but, alas ! one 
sheet upcaped his trembling fingers, and 
laughed and twirled to the floor, in pre 
sence of the audience. “ Thirdly is gone, 
sir,” shouted ho to the chairman, and so 
brought down tho house, recovered his 
self-possession, spoke eloquently, and in 
a night stepped from obscurity into fame 
—a fame that has not been sullied by 
sixteen years of- advocacy under the aus­
pices of the world renowned Scottish 
Temperance League.

Prof. Graves’ Exhibition.
This celebrated horse-tamer gave a 

public exhibition iq the Drill Shed last 
night, before a number of ladies and 
gentlemen, when he put a favorite grey 
pony through its facings. He has this 
animal under thefsnost perfect subjection. 
His training is marvellous, and shows 
how much a horse can do when he is in 
proper hands. The tricks he performed, 
especially when at the word of command 
he throw his rider, weie really wonder­
ful, and well attests Prof. Graves' skill 
and experience as a thorough horse

Itt hand à large, powerful twe-year old 
colt belonging to Mr. Evan Macdonald, 
which is addicted to kicking. She pro­
ved to be a most stubborn, sulky and 
refractory brute, and when yoked to the 
Professor’s training cart kicked at such a 
rate, and with such fury, as threatened 
to knock it into smithereens. But she 
had met with her master in Prof. Graves, 
and after a long trial we never saw a 
beast so thoroughly cowed and mas­
tered. He drove her in tho cart 
round the ring, backed her and it with 
all their force against the centre pole, let 
the waggon go dash on her heels, turned 
her short and both ways, made her haul 
the cart with tho tugs betweèn her legs, 
and last of all drove her round while 
another man kept wriggling a long, pole 
between her hind legs, and yet for all 
she only tried the kicking two or three 
times, and at last was fairly subdued.— 
We have never seen, an instance where 
■uch complete mastery was obtained over 
a stubborn, intractable brute in such a 
short time. Prof. Graves certainly un­
derstands his business. We are ^lad to 
see that his training school is daily get­
ting larger, but we think ho should in a 
section like this have many mote scho- 
Ura, especially from the country. Pupils 
are admitted at all times. The Prof, 
will give another exhibition on Tuesday 
night, when we advise as many as can 
to attend, both ladies and gentlemen. His 
trained horses are certainly worth seeing.

Dominion Parliament.
HOUSE OF COMMONS.

Ottawa, April 22.
Mr. Harrison presented the petition of' 

tho Huron and Ontario Ship Canal Com­
pany, for amendments to their charter, 
and for other purposes. He also present­
ed the petition of twenty thousand inhab­
itants of Ontario, praying for the con­
struction of the Huron and Ontario Ship 
Canal.

Mr. Stirton moved for an address for 
copies of all correspondence between the 
Governments of Ontario and Quebec and 
the Dominion, relative to the settlement 
of accounts between the same ; also, a 
statement of amounts paid on account'd 
said Arbitration.

Mr. Oliver moved for an address show­
ing the amounts paid, or to be paid, for 
the arrest and prosecution of parties sus­
pected of the murder of Mr. McGee.— 
Carried.

Ottawa, April 23.
Mr. Mackenzie desired before the orders 

of the day were called, to ask the Gov­
ernment if they were prepared to give any 
further information as to the negotiations 
which the House, a week ago, were told 
were in progress for the purpose of filling 
up the vacancies in the Cabinet.

Sir John A. Macdonald had only to 
state, that there had been no results as 
yet from the negotiations. No appoint­
ments had been made ; but at the earliest 
moment after the appointments were 
made, the House would be informed of

Mr. Mackenzie said the question he put 
last week concerning the office of Secre­
tary of tho Provinces was mostly to as­
certain whether the Government had yet 
decided to fill up that office or to do with­
out it, as they had been led to expect last 
session. As to the other office, all that 
was stated was that negotiations were in 
progress for filling it, and he bad to call 
the attention of the House to the fact that 
when this Government was organized it 
was, ostensibly at least, upon the princi­
ple of parties. The Minister of Public 
Works, and bis two colleagues were 
taken into the Government, being sup­
posed to represent the Liberal party of 
Ontarior He (Mr. Mackenzie) had denied 
then-,J as lie denied now, that these gen­
tlemen did represent the Liberal party ; 
but taking the Government upon their 
own ground, as to this matter, he had to 
remark that of those gentlemen taken to 
represent the Liberal party, one was long 
since deceased ; another, for the last year, 
had filled the office of Governor of On- 
l^rio ; and the other had, for half a yeaf 

ik, been absetft in England ; so that 
i Liberal party, supposed at the forma

Death or Hbnrt Racy of Brantford. 
Tho Hamilton Tiraci records the death 
of Henry Itacy, Esq., Clerk of the First 
Division Court of Brantford, and resi­
dent of that town. Thcjdeccased was in 
his usual health only two days ago, but 
on Thursday morning, about haif-past 
six o’clock he was seized with an apop 
lcptic fit, from which he never rallied, but 
lingered on in unconsciousness till Fri­
day morning, when ho died at 4 o’clock, 
in tho 47th year of his age. His father 
was the first Clerk of the first Division 
Court of Brantford, and was succeeded by 
his sq.n Henry, the deceased, who has 
held the office for about twenty years, 
discharged its duties with the greatest 
efficiency, yet, at the same time with the 
utmost kindness and consideration to­
wards the unfortunate, with whom he 
was brought into official relationship. 
In 1852 he commenced the publication 
of tho Brant Expositor newspaper, in 
which he retained a proprietory interest 
till his death,

Subsidence of the Flood in Mon­
treal.—At lialf-paat ten o’clock on 
Thursday a loud roar from the direction 
of Tongue Point, gave evidence that 
some great movement of the ice in that 
direction was taking place. Almost im­
mediately the block opposite the city 
gave way, and in thirty minutes the river 
was clear of ice. From the rapidity with 
which the water fell, there is reason to 
fear that there will bo considerable de­
struction of property about the low-lying 
flats of Boucherville and vicinity. At 
eleven o’clock the top of the revetment 
wall was two feet above iho surface 
of the river, showing that the subsidence 
must have been at the rate of nearly two 
inches a minute. It is now near its usual 
level. This wonderfpl,-/pouring out of 
such an immense body oj- water was' the 
result of an instantaneous break up of 
ice below, across the whole width of the 
river. So ends the flood of 1869.

The McKenna Murder Casé—The pri­
soner McKenna was tried on Friday at 
the Toronto assizes for tho murder of 
his wife in that city recently, and ac­
quitted.

by these three gentlemen, had been en­
tirely without representation until the 
return of the Minister of Public Works. 
What he now desired to know was, 
whether the other two offices were to be 
filled on the principle on which the Gov­
ernment was originally constructed, and 
when it was probable they would be 
filled. There were certain rumours on 
the subject to which, of course, he attach­
ed no importance, as he assumed that the 
moment appointments were made, it 
would be ascertained in this House who 
the parties were. In the meantime if 
it was necèssary for the Liberal party to 
have its representation so called in the 
Cabinet, it was evident there was some­
thing wrong in the present position of 
matters. The Minister of Public Works 
was now in the Cabinet without a col­
league to represent his party—if he had 
a party. The hon. gentleman said he 
had a party, he supposed he (Mr. Macken­
zie) must take his word for it, but he was 
quite' ignorant what party it was. The 
party, however, for whom^he hon. gen­
tleman presumed to act, ’ surely had a 
right to know what ground he had taken 
in the premises, and what steps were 
being taken by the Government to fill 
those offices.

On motion of Mr. John A. Macdonaldt 
the following Bills were read a second 
time and ordered for Committee of the 
Whole on Tuesday :—Thé Bill respecting 
offences against the person ; Bill respect­
ing malicious injury to property ; Bill re­
specting perjury ; Bill respectiug forgery; 
Bill respecting larceny and similar of­
fences.

On motion of Hon. Mr. Rose, the House 
went into Committee on the resolutions 
respecting the settlement of the debt duo 
by the Great Western Railway to the 
Government. Hon. Mr. Gray in the

Mr. Conkey enquired .whether, in view 
of the acquisition of the North-West ter­
ritory it was the intention of the Govern­
ment to ask for an appropriation to open 
a communication1.! between Fort William 
and Fort Garry, and if so, when opera­
tions to that end would be commenced.

Sir John A. Mac lonald said Parliament 
must first consent to the acquisition of 
that territory, before* they could discuss 
any. improvements.

Mr. Mackenzie moved an address for 
copies of the correspondence between the 
Government and the Trustees of tho 
Bank of Upper Canada, and all Orders 
in Council connected therewith. He ex­
plained that in the Bill passed last ses­
sion there had been a general desire that 
there should be a limitation of the time 
for winding up that institution ; but for 
reasons urged before the specified com­
mittee, the time had not been limited. 
He had since become satisfied that the 
trust was not administered with that ex­
pedition which the public had a just 
right to expect.—Carried.

A Wise Precaution.-So many actions 
at law, arising out of alleged mal practice 
haveoccurred of late that our surgems are 
getting scary and refuse to set a broken 
limb until there is a bond signed indem­
nifying them. About a week ago a sur­
geon in Toronto positively refused to do 
anything until the bond was signed ; 
Dr. Paget adopted a similar course with 
a man named Kennedy,'in Elora, on Mon­
day last.

The Bruce Herald says the population 
of the village of Walkeirton is 832, so that 
it now can get an act of incorporation if 
desired. The Municipal Act requires a 
population of 750. There is a prospect of 
a large increase in the population this 
summer.

Madrid, April 23.—The debate in the 
Constituent Cortes on the new Constitu­
tion was continued yesterday, and the 
article relating to newspapers, &c., was 
finally disposed of. An amendment for 
establishing a moderate censorship of 
the press rejected, and the original pro­
vision guaranteeing the liberty of the 
press, and the freedom of meeting and 
association, and the right of petition was 
carried by a large majority. It is ex­
pected that the duties on cotton and coal 
will be abolished by the Government.

Berlin, April 23. — In the Prussian 
Diet yesterday, Bismarck opposed a pro­
position for the publication of the official 
blue-book, but consented to lay the pub­
lic documents before the Diet, if the 
members insisted on seeing them.

American' Despatches
New Orleans, 23rd.—A number of On- . 

bans and Cuban sympathisers held a 
meeting here to-night, and afterwards 
paraded the streets in a torch-light pro­
cession, carrying the United States and 
Cuban Insurgent flags.

Havana, 23rd. — Advices from St. Do­
mingo to the 10th represent that a new 
revolution had broken out in the interior 
headed by ex-Pres. Cabral.

New York, 24th. — The Times Wash­
ington special says: “The'feeling in 
Cabinet circles relative to the annexation 
of Cuba does not appear to be very 
strong, and there is not the slightest 
ground for the supposition that the 
President is anxious for an extension of 
our territory in that direction. One of 
the strongest* arguments against the 
annexation of the island is the fact that 
the United States derives a revenue of 
$36,000,000 annually from duties on im­
ports from that country alone.

The Tribune’s Wàshington special 
says : Gen. Sickles will soon be appointed 
by the President as minister to Spain.-- 
Letters and despatches connected with 
the Cuban Provisional Government give 
emphatic denial to recent reports from 
Spanish sources with regard to successes 
over the patriots. The latter are pre­
paring for a more systematic campaign, 
and pending the landing of war muni­
tions have remained quieter than usual. 
The letters close with the announcement 
that a cargo of rifles and three heavy 
guns had been safely landed.

Guclpli Soda Water Manufactory.
The establishment of new manufacto­

ries in a town is generally a good indi-_ 
cation of its increased prosperity—and 
this being the case, Guelph’s progress as. 
a business place is indisputable. Within 
the past week or two another addition 
has been made to the long list of manu­
factories here, in the opening out, at the 
corner of Norfolk street and Nelson 
Crescent, of a Steam Power Soda Water 
Manufactory by Messrs. Hampton & Co. 
Accommodions room is here devoted to 
this purpose, in which four workmen will 
be constantly employed ; and into this 
room hot water is brought by a pipe di­
rect from the boiler, leading’to the gene­
rator pipe, through which it runs into a 
gasometer after being thoroughly puri­
fied. This is a new arrangement, being 
a decided improvement on .the English 
method. Another pipe enters the gas­
ometer and draws the generated gas into 
the pump. The cold water is brought 
through a tube from a well 60 feet deep, 
filtered with gravel and charcoal filter- 
ers, and drawn into the pump at the 
same time as the gas, and then forced 
into an iron cylinder lined with tin block 
which will stand a pressure of 180 lbs. 
to the square inch, afterwards passing to 
the bottling bench, where the bottles are 
corked at the rate of forty dozen an hour, 
at an average pressure of 150 pounds.
A rubber tube leading from the steam 
pipe contains the boiled water for the 
syrups, which are made perfectly clear 
and pleasant to the taste. The senior 
member of the firm is from Toronto, 
where he was for a long time manager 
of the leading soda water manufactory 
in that city,and possesses that experience 
and enterprise so necessary to the succès- * 
fui conduct of a new undertaking. The 
firm have all the needed qualifications 
to carry on a large business throughout 
this section of country, and we trust that 
their efforts will meet with due reward. 
Our thanks and those of our employees 
are due to them for two dozen of their 
ginger beer left at this office yesterday, 
which was very good.. The valions kinds 
of beverages which they manufacture 
will bo found far superior to those gener­
ally made.

Disastrous Railway AcciDExt.-The 
report of a disaster on Long Island Rail­
road is fully confirmed. The disaster 
occurred to the train which left Hunter's 
Point at half past ten o’clock onThursday. 
The train ran off the track about a mile 
west of Queens. This was caused by a 
broken rail. In the last car there were 
fifteen passengers. The coach was bro­
ken to splinters and eight passengers and 
the brakesman were instantly killed ; 
several others are wounded. The killed 
and wounded were conveyed to Minelo 
and Jamaica and everything possible was 
done to alleviate the sufferings of the 
injured.

Sugar-Making.—Though the season 
was short, accounts from all sides repre­
sent this year as having been an unusual­
ly favorable one for sugar-making.— 
Many of the farmers have wisely impro­
ved their opportunity and made large 
quantities both of maple sugar and mo­
lasses, which, owing to the great rise in 
sugar, will well repay them for their 
toil in securing it.

Hants Election.—At Windsor on 
Friday, Mr. Howe was declared elected 
by a majority of 380. He was not able, to 
speak ; but a written address from him 
was read. Mr. Goudge protested on the 
ground of bribery; and spoke briefly, 
thanking his supporters. Mr. Howe is 
expected to leave in a few days for OI-

Walker intends holding a grand benefit 
night for tho sale of oysters this evening.

Gaston, who was charged with having 
committed a robbery at Osgoodo Hall 
some time ago was tried at the Toronto 
assizes on Friday.

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spoiling for a fight.
No matter how small the dimensions 

of afebellion are in any nook or corner 
of the earth,or how little the grievances 
which bring it forth, the Americans 
are always ready to render “ aid and 
comfort’’ to the insurgents—so long as 
the rebellion does not take place in their 
own territory and amongst their own 
people. In that case their sympathies 
are reversed, and they set at defiance 
the very first principle under which 
their constitution is formed, viz., 
that “ governments derive their just 
power only from the consent of the 
governed.” They could shed croco­
dile tears over the wrongs of Ireland, 
and with that extraordinary degree of 
consistency for which they have al­
ways been famed, employ thousands 
upon thousands of Irishmen to keep 
down their own Ireland of the South. 
When Poland made a brief but gal­
lant struggle in 1863, they had a re­
bellion on their own hands to attend 
to at the same time, and therefore an 
exhibition of symnathy with the Poles 
would not have been politic, so the 
Russian officers who visited New York 
during the Polish revolt were receiv­
ed with unbounded enthusiasm. T he 
Cuban revolt occurred at a more sea 
eonable opportunity for their mani 
festation of their deep sensibilities 
with the Cretes; and now that a re­
bellion has broken out in Cuba they 
act as if demented. Although it has 
never been shown what grievances the 
Cubans labor under, if any, and tho’ 
the “thousands” of insurgents are 
unable to conquer the “hundreds ” of 
Spanish troops and volunteers, the 
Chandlers, the Sumners,and the other 
wise men in Congress wish the Ameri­
can government to recognize the inde­
pendence of the “ Queen of the An­
tilles,” or at least ackowledge it as a 
belligerent power. Beyond a regard 
for tno welfare of the Cubans, no one 
of course supposes they have an ul­
terior object m view ; but then too 
practical a manifestation of sympathy 
is sometimes awkward, and perhaps 
France and Britain might object to 
hot-headed Americans interfering in 
other people’s business—in which case 
the States, according to the statements 
made by many of its public 'men 
and a large portion of its press, 
would go to war. This would be a 
benefit to the Republic in their esti­
mation, and th&dfiaftfcrc New York 
journal says it.wwakygwall American 
shipyards, worksHpwMmd manufacto­
ries in full opùjmtijMf vessels of every 
description wdtd^iring into life as 
if by niagiç/thç-wcan would soon be 
covered with -'^rlàbamas of the most 
formidable character ; British ships 
and commerce would bef swept from 
the sea, and in the end the Republic 
would become the first maritime na­
tion in the world. Remembering the 
destruction caused amongst American 
commerce by one British built Ala­
bama, which according to their own 
calculations was enormous, this boast 
of sweeping British commerce off the 
seas may sound a little too extrava­
gant for even the most confident Am 
erican of'the “spread-eagle” species 
to employ ; but as the “ bark ” of Un­
cle Sam is always worse than his 
“ bite,” it is not likely British seamen 
will tremble at his threats.

England was never more prepared 
for a war than at this moment, and 
should she, in conjunction with 
France, take sides with Spain in her 
temporary difficulty with her depen­
dency^ against the designs of certain 
American politicians, there will be a 
speedy end to the rebellion in Cuba, 
and a decided cheek to the “ disinter­
ested sympathy” cn the part of the 
States with the Cuban rebels.

The consideration received by the old pro­
prietors being the enormous sum of one 
million five hundred thousand pounds 
sterling;of which £1,023, 569 was for 
landed properties in British Columbia ; 
a claiui against the United States Gov­
ernment under the Oregon treaty; ships, 
goods, pelts, and business premises in 
England and Canada. £350,000 was a 
cash balance, and the remainder, £100,- 
431, we may take as the outside value 
placed on territorial rights by both the 
old and the new Hudson’s Bay Com­
panies.

For these territorial rights, the Hud­
son’s Bay Company, at the suggestion of 
Lord Granville, are willing to take tho 
sum of $300,000, together with their 
present stations—50,000 acres of land — 
and one-twentieth of the lands that may 
be surveyed for selttement during the 
next fifty years.

Statistics of Elora. — The asBessor 
of Elora, Mr. David Foote, has completed 
his roll, and we extract therefrom the 
following items : Total value of real es­
tate in the village of Elora $247.685 ; 
total income $6,550 ; aggregate value of 
all property assessed $303,235 ; popula­
tion 1,408.

BENEFIT NIGHT
The Hudson Bay Coinpauy.

A writer in the Ottawa Time» gives the 
following interesting summary of the 
history of the great landed monopolists 
who stand in the way of opening up the 
unbounded regions of the Northwest to 
civilization.

The Hudson's Bay Cjmpany was in­
corporated on the 2nd of May. 1660. The 
first Governor was Prince Kupert. The 
original capital subscribed amounted to 
£10,500 stg. So successful had their 
operations been at tho end ot twenty 
years, that in order to make their yearly 
dividends appear smaller than they really 
Were, tho Directors passed a resolution 
declaring the capital of the company to 
he trebled. It was accordingly entered 
in their books at £31,500 ; each holder of 
£100 stock becoming by that arrange­
ment a proprietor to the amount of £300.

Thirty years after that date a similar 
proceeding was adopted, and by a stroke 

Of the pen the company’fccapital was made 
£94,500, each original £100 share being 
made to represent £900. Subsequently 
a further subscription of 10 per cent, was 
raised in cash, and nominally trebled, so 
as to amount to £9,450, and added to the 
previous capital account in the com­
pany’s books, which then stood at £103,- 
950, of which, however, only £13,650 
was really subscribed by.tho sharehold­
ers. In the middle of the last century 
the company appears to have realized 
£6, 364 a year in net profits; which on a 
capital, apparently of £103,950, is small 
enough for a monopoly trade, but taken 
as a dividend upon their real capital of 
£13,500, amountcdjto no less than 50 per 
cent per annum.
The knowledge of these large profits soon 
stimulated Canadians to struggle for a 
■bare of the gains—and they interfered 
seriously with the Hudson’s Bay Com­
pany. A fierce rivalry quickly sprang 
up between the contending traders, un­
til, in 1783, the Canadians found it ne. 

cess&ry to form themselves in a party for 
mutual self-defence.

They enrolled- themselves under the 
name of tho Northwest Company, divid­
ing their interest in future undertakings 
Into twenty shares or parts, but without 
laying down any money capital.

The operations of this new Company— 
unprotected by charter, extended rapidly 
on all sides—until in a few. years, their 
shipments of furs to Europe exceeded 
those of the Hudson’s Bay Company, 
while tho number of their eiWployers 
doubled those attached to the factories 
of their rivals'. At length, after some 
fifty years of bitter opposition, the two 
companies were amalgamized; and in the 
year 1821, the whole trade merged once 
more into the hands of the Hudson Bay 
factors. The capital of the two Com­
panies was at that period made up to a 
nominal amount of £200,000 each, so 
that £400,000 is the" imaginary capital ” 
-said to be invested in tho trade of 3,000,- 
t>00, square mile, about one-third of .that
