The number of 
insurrectionists engaged in the battle was 
about 14,000, while that of the Republi­
cans is only 10,000.

Nothing was available to arrest the i 
gross of the fire, and only owing to 
calmness of the night was the fire kept 
from spreading to other blocks. Author­
ities are bitterly blamed for the want of 
decision or faculty shown on the occa­
sion. The Cap tain-General was present 
and gave directions which the Chief-En­
gineer ignored, as to where the water- 
pipes, which has been lately re-laid, were 
to be found. The fire raged four hours. 
Loss of life variously estimated from 
twenty to fifty.

Sad Yachting Accident—Three Lives 
Lost.

Port Dalhousic, September 15.—The 
schooner Mary Battle, while bound for 
this port, and when about eight miles 
from here, this forenoon came across 
the yacht Bphynx, which was drifting 
down the lake, with spars cat out and 
partially filled with water. In the yacht 
were two men, one, whose name was 
found to be Job. Ward, being alive, the 
other, named H. Davidson, being dead. 
On arrival here, Dr. J. W. Oonsidine, 
coroner, held an inquest, when the foll­
owing facts wereelicted from Mr. Ward; 
viz.—That the yacht was upset
off Oakville on Friday night last, 
and that two of the crew, Messrs. Mor­
gan and Groves, were drowned at once. 
He and Mr. Davidson succored in re­
gaining the boat. They drifted about at 
the mercy of the storm, having out the 
spars ont to right the yacht. On awak- (

was understood to say that the chief 
constable was under the control of both 
the Police Commissioners and the Coun­
cil.

The Mayor said that Mr. Stewart told 
him that he saw the Magistrate after thé 
first conviction, and the latter told him 
that the fine was not a proper one, and 
that he (Mr. Saunders) would not have 
convicted had he been on the bench.

Considerable discussion took place,in the 
course of which dissatisfaction was ex­
pressed by several members with the 
action of the Magistrate, and a question 
was raised as to whether the town soli­
citor had done his duty properly in re­
gard to the by-law.

THE EXHIBITION.
Tuesday, Sept. 16.

Who has not experunced the joyous 
reaction, the buoyant good temper, 
which is felt on some day appointed for 
along and eagerly-anticipated out-door 
jaunt, when the sky suddenly clears and 
the sun shines ont brilliantly, after man­
ifestations of foul weather which made 
the wish for a fine day an almost hope­
less one? Such a feeling ae this filled 
the breasts ot thousands in and about 
Guelph this morning, and was intensified 
amongst those connected with the E,xhi- 
bitkm and keenly interested in its com­
parative success or failure. The sullen 
heavy clouds of yesterday, which looked 
gloomy and persistent enough to last out 
a week's rain, gave place this morning to 
a clear sky, flecked here and there with 
white clouds ; and the warm fall sun-, 
shine was tempered by a gentle breeze, 
which made out door exercise highly en- 
joyable.

The Ottawa Fog.
The Canadian case of Jaurdyce vs. 

Jauvdyoe drags its tiresome length 
along. Day after day, Sir John A. 
perfunctorily prosecutes Sir John A. 
«& Co. As in the opening scene in 
Bleak House, there is fog everywhere. 
There is fog at Ottawa, where it has 
gloomily settled upon the three big 
wigs and dimmed the Royal Com­
missioners’ spectacles; there is fog 
at Quebec, where it troubles and be-' 
wilders the representative of Majesty; 
there is fog in Montreal, where a con­
venient order has destroyed the tell­
tale telegrams. Fog has crept steal­
thily between Tory editors and truth; 
fog lies in lengthy Tory editorials, 
and fog has worked its way into Tory 
noddles. But denser than anywhere 
else is it in the memories of reluctant 
witnesses, dragged from ship and mill 
and office and shop to give evidence 
in the suit of Macdonald vs. Macdon­
ald. There never was anything like 
it. It has got into their heads and 
their throats, and they breathe fog, 
look fog, think fog, and talk fog— 
Commissioners, prosecutor, defen­
dant, and witnesses are alike en­
veloped. Newfoundland banks are 
dear in comparison. A tribe of foggy 
Know Nothings are patiently answer­
ing a string of elaborately befogged 
questions by grinding out a monoton­
ous repetition of foggy negatives. 
Huntington won’t come forward until 
aCommittee is appointed; Foster won’t 
give evidence before the Commis­
sioners; Sir Hugh has been purposely 
choked off ; and McMullen will not 
appear until a proper tribunal is at 
work. Without these witnesses, 
without judges determined to get at 
the whole truth, without a cross-ex­
amination except when necessary to 
suppress disagreeable facts, the Com­
mission must be a complete and con­
temptible failure. Hamlet cannot 
be played with Hamlet absent. 
Whether the Commission will run on 
like the Tichborne trial, or close its 
arduous labors in a few days, is not 
yet declared ; but we venture to pre­
dict that the farce will soon be played 
out. Even Sir John must be growing 
ashamed of it. He must know ere 
this that it is convincing nobody of 
his innocence, satisfying nobody, 
clearing nobody. The charges still 
remain untouched. The accusation 
is still unreplied to. If any unpreju­
diced man remained unconvinced of 
his guilt before the foggy triumvirate 
set its wits to work to exculpate him, 
the strong determination shown to 
burke facts and suppress truth will 
liave removed all doubt. The sooner 
the Commission winds up its proceed 
ings, and leaves the ground clear for 
a Parliamentary Committee, I he bet­
ter for the public exchequer and the 
ends of justice. Close up the show!

Toronto, Grey ami Bruce Railway. 
The following is a synopsis of the re­

port at the recent annual meeting of this 
company, held in Toronto :—Tho gross 
traffic enrniugs for tho past year on 
eighty-seven miles of tho road in opera­
tion have been 8178,149.75, and the 
working exponses 8124,129.89, leaving a 
surplus of 854,019.86, of which the 
Directors have applied 853,328,00,in pay­
ment of the interest on the bonds appor­
tion 1 to the section of tho road between 
Toronto and Mount Forest, the balance 
being carried forward.

“ Your Directors regret that the result 
of the year's operations should fall so far 
short of the estimate made in the origin­
el prospectus, The Board can hold out 
no prospect of a rapid increase of busi­
ness oji this section, ns it is now appa- 
i ent that it is only by tho gradual de­
velopment of tho country that the traffic 
can be materially increased, a fact which 
promoters of parallel and cioss lines 
should weigh well before committing the 
public to such enterprises.

“ The policy of tho public funds being 
expended in aid of lines, popularly called 
41 competing.” running into territories 
already fully ocoup ud, and where the 
traffic, present and prospective, is 
slight as to he insufficient to maintain 
the existing road,is at least questionable. 
The territory lying between the Northern 
Railway on the West, and the Grand 
Trunk and Buffalo and Lakï Huron 
Railway on the south and east, estimated 
nt 6,800 square miles, was in 1868 wholly 
v.noccupied. It now has five lines or 
branches, four about completed to the 
lakes, and the fifth rapidly being pushed 
in that direction. To invest more capital 
in new railway* in that district for some

years to come is more than the most san­
guine railway promoter should venture, 
and it woùld be almost a crime to aeduoe 
foreign capitalists to put money into such 
under takings.

“ The Directors eongratulatethe stock­
holders on their having been enabled to 
open the Grey Extension from Orange­
ville to Owen Sound for traffic on the 9th 
of August. They have every confidence 
that as soon as the line is completed and 
in full working order to Owen Bound, 
which they hope will be about the 1st of 
October of this year, there will be a 
satisfactory increase in the business of 
the Company.

" The Directors have purchased suffi­
cient rails to extend the road from Mount 
Forest to Ilarriston, a distance of ten 
miles, and hope to havh that section open 
for traffic this fall. The completion to 
Harriston will give the Company 165 
miles of road.”

A large portion of the Brace exten­
sion from Harriston to Teeswater is 
nearly ready for the rails.

The Grey extension had proved more 
difficult and costly than was expected, 
aud they hoped to obtain a further grant 
from Government.

Mr. Lachlan Currie was called to the 
chair unanimously, and A. H. N. Jenkins 
appointed Secfretfry. i The pr6flee|ings 
were opened by an able^epeichwroffi the 
Chairman, stating thq object of the meet- 
ting, and, amongst other matters,alluded 
to a farmers' meeting held in Garafraxa, 
commending the resolutions passed there 
to their notice.

Messrs. Robt. French, John MoMullan, 
Edward Tolton, and John MoKmnon ad­
dressed the meeting at considerable 
length, strongly condemning the tactics 
of the advocates of the reed, suggesting 
systematic oo-operation < Thefwndpfs^a 
the views expressed in Garafraxa, with 
the exception of Mr. Tolton, who object­
ed to the clause referring to the with- 
drawal of all trade from the strenuous 
supporters of the railway in the adjacent 
villages.

Webb, that an asso­
ciation be formed in the vicinity to more 
folly resist encroachment on the rights 
and privileges of the farmers, and to offer 
a determined opposition to th/p Cipdit 
Valley or iany other scheme likely t&be 
injurious Ip them; farther, fauAofflpers 
and committee be appointed Id com­
municate with similar associations and 
transact any business deemed advisable 
to render it efficient in its object.—Car­
ried.

Moved by by Mr. Wm. Webb, seconded 
by Mr. Duncan Robertson, that Mr.Lach- 
lan Curry be President, Mr. J. McKinnon 
Vice-President, and Mr.'Bolt Secretary.—
