Mountain sheep, moose, elk, caribou, 
$5.00 each; Mountain goat, deer, 
and antelope, $2.50 each.

Breslau, ; Silesia, Jan. 3.—The arti­
cles of association of the Polish Na- 

! tional league describe the aim of the 
league as being “to unite all the 
national resources for the restora­
tion of the independence of Poland.” 
Article nine demands a union "with 
those foreign political parties which 
are able to gain certain political or 
commercial advantages without as­
suring any responsibilities, in states 
where the Polish people are not ad­
mitted to participate in political 
life.” The central committee of the 
league is bound to “support any 
revolutionary action tending to 
change or destroy the government.” 
Article ten reads : “In case of war 
between the powers that took part 
in the dismemberment of Poland the 
league’s principal care must be to 
secure for Poland at the critical mo­
ment an important position, and 
therefore the central committee must 
prepare plans for a military and ad­
ministrative organization. The com­
mittee must collect accurate infor­
mation concerning the amount of 
money in, the country available in 
the event of war and also must ar­
range a military intelligence system, 
to obtain information regarding the 
number, equipment, mobilization, 
quarters and transportation of the 
troops, plans of fortresses and maga­
zines and all technical secrets.

good standing and not liable to can 
collation, may subject to approval of 
Department, relinquish it in favor of 
father, mother, son, daughter, brother 
or sister, if eligible, but to no one else, 
In filing declaration of abandonment.

Where an entry ls summarily can 
celled, or voluntarily abandoned, sub­
sequent to institution of cancellation 
proceedings, the applicant for lnspec 
tion will be entitled to prior right of 
entry.

Applications far inspection must in 
what particulars the homesteader ls 
in defaulL and if subsequently the 
statement is found to be Incorrect in 
material partclulars, the applicant will 
lose any prior right of re-entry, should 
the land become vacant, or if entry 
has been granted it may be summarily 
cancelled.

Duties.—A settler Is required to per­
form the conditions under one of the 
following plans :

(1) At least six months’ residence 
upon and cultivation of the land in 
each year during the term of three 
years.

(2) If the father (or mother, if the 
father ls deceased) of a homesteader 
resides upon a farm in the vicinity of 
the land entered for by such home­
steader the requirement as to resi­
dence may be satisfied by such person 
residing with the father or mother.

)3) If the settler has his residence 
upon farming, and owned by him in 
the vicinity of his homestead, the 
requirement may be satisfied by re­
sidence upon such land.

Before making application for patent 
the settler must give six months’ no­
tice in writing to the Commissioner of 
Dominion Lands at Ottawa, of his in­
tention to do so.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH­
WEST.

Homestead Regulations.
Any even number section of Domin­

ion Lands in Manitoba or the North- 
West Provinces, exception 8 and 26, 
not reserved, may be homesteaded by 
any person the sole head of a family, 
or male over 18 years of age, to the 
extent of one-quarter section of 160 
acres, more or less.

Application for homestead entry or 
Inspection must be made in person by 
the applicant at the office of the locai 
Agent or Sub-agent

An application for entry or inspec­
tion made personally at any Sub­
agent’s office may be wired to the 
local Agent, by the Sub-agent, the ex­
pense of the applicant, and if the land 
applied for is vacant on receipt of the 
telegram such application ls to have 
priority and the land will be held un­
til the necessary papers to complete 
the transaction are received by mall.

In case of "personation" the entry 
will be summarily cancelled and the 
applicant will forfeit all priority of 
claim.

Synopsis of Canadian North-West Min­
ing Regulations.

Coal.—Coal lands may be purchas­
ed at $10 per acre for soft coal and 
$20 for anthracite. Not more than 
320 acres can be acquired by one in­
dividual or company. Royalty at the 
rate of ten cents per ton of _ 2,000 
pounds shall be collected on the gross 
output.

Quartz.—A free miner’s certificate ls 
granted upon payment in advance of 
$5 per annum for an individual, and 
from $50 to $100 per annum for a com­
pany according to capital.

A free miner, having discovered 
mineral In place, may locate a claim 
1,500x1,600 feet

The fee for recording a claim is $5.
At least $100 must be expended on 

the claim each year or paid to the 
mining recorder In lieu thereof. When 
$500 has been expended or paid, the 
locator jçnay, upon having a survey 
made «fid upon complying with other 
requirements, purchase the land at $1 
per acre.

The patent provides for the payment 
of a royalty of 214 per cent on the 
sales.

PLACER mining claims generally 
are 100 feet square; entry fee $6, re­
newable yearly.

A free miner may obtain two leases 
to dredge for gold of five miles each 
for a term of twenty years renewable 
at the discretion of the Minister of the 
Interior.

The lessee shall have a dredge In 
operation within one season from the 
date of the lease for each five miles. 
Rental, $10 per annum for each mile 
of river leased. Royalty at the rate 
of 214 per cent, collected on the output 
after it exceeds $10,000.

(Continued From Page 1.)

No dog<br dogs shall be used by 
any person or persons to hunt big 
game and no owner of a dog accus­
tomed to pursue big game shall al­
low such dog to run at large in any 
locality where big game is usually, 
found, and any dog found running 
big game at any time may be killed 
by any person without incurring any 
liability therefor.

No person not a resident of and 
domiciled in the province shall be 
entitled to hunt, trap, take, shoot

cure a license entitling to hunt 
five consecutive days.

Any violation Of any of the 
visions of this pet, except as herein' 
provided, shall be an offence punisi, 
able on summary conviction before 
justice of the peace as respects kill j 
ing or taking of buffalo, with a 
not less than $50 and not more thag 
$500, and as respects any other v,v° 
lation of this act with a fine not ej. 
ceeding $100 with costs in either 
case, half of which fine shall be Pai(j 
to the complainant and the 0th9 
half into the general revenue of the 
province; but if the comulainant rs.
