Loxpox, May 22.—The Graeco-Turkish
trouble has now fairly entered upon its
diplomatic bargaining . stage and the
necotiations are expected tolast for some
time. Many important différences have
tobe settled and the Sultan of Turkey
may be counted upon to drag the affair
along as much as possible, with the view
of bringing out the latént energies of the
powers. His prompt condpliance with
the Czar’s request to arrange for an
armistice is not attributed entirely to
his desire to please the Czar, but it is
looked upon as u stroke of diplomacy in-
tended to excite the resentment of some
.other power and thus weaken the con-
cert. Thus far everyt‘hmg tendp to show
that the powers remain in .entire agree-
medt on the question. The European
conference is discussed, but it is mnot
thought likely to take place until the
preliminaries of peace are arranged.
Then the ambassadors at Constantinople,
with the delegates of Turkey and Greece,
may meet to settle upon the treaty of

ace.

There is a strong feeling in favor of in-
ternational control of Greek finances,
without which the payment of indem-
pity to Turkey and the interest on the
debt of Greece is declared to be impos-
gible. The Greeks insist that if an in-
demnity to Turkey is imposed upon
them there will be a general collapse,
and serious international trouble will
occur. They estimate the damage done
to Thessaly at 25,000,000 drachmas, and
they say that another 10,000,000 drach-
mas will be needed to  supply the
peasants with food and tools. More-
over, they add, the revenue will be
greatly reduced, owing to the immense
damage to cultivation throughout the
country, due to theabsgnce of thousands
of workers.

CUBA FINDS A FRIEND.

Dr. Stanley, who has made oyster
culture a life study and who for the past
seven years has been carryingon a series
of experiments on the lines of oyster
propagation, is in town- fo. interest Vic-
torians in the formation of a company
to undertake that- industry' on 'the
Sound. ; f

For many Years Oalifornians Have im-
ported from the East catloads of young
oysters direct from the breeding grounds
on Chesapeake bay. ‘The oysters which,
when transported, are about as large as
a man’s thumb nail, are' sown on the
tide lands of San Francisco bay and
other sheltered portionsof the coast, and
are allowed to grow and fatten to the
same size a8 the ‘most dignified bivalve
from the Atlanticcosdst. - An exceedingly
lucrative business has for many . years
been carried on in these lines, and beds
for the growth of Eastern oysters have
been " planted all along the coast as far
north agShoal Water Bay. Butuntil quite
recently it has always been maintained
that “the transplanted oyster~ never
spawned, hence the ‘necessity of annu-

ly replenishing the beds with fresh im-
portations.

. ““By close observation,” said Dr.
Stanley yesterday, ‘‘ it has been proved
that thig idea is a ‘mistake and the trou-
ble has arisen through the fact ‘that the
oyster beds have ever been lgcated in
such places that the tide and current
have prevented the spawn from becom“
.ing attached. This matter of attach-
ment is the one important element in
the propogation of the oyster, for after
the spawn has been cast it remains sas-
pended in the water until a certain stage
of defelopment has been reached, when
it attaches itself to some object, where it
remains a fixture for life, and it has been

‘ groven by obseryation that unless this

ming fixed takes place at a certain
precise period the oyster never has-a-
chance to develop.

** Now, the currents flowing back and
forth over the beds whére oysters have
been planted on this coast have, in every
case, been altogether too strong,-and the

' epawn has been washedaway, To obvi-

ate this the French, some years ago, in-
vented what is known as the Park sys-
tem—which is simply a method of con-
trolling the flow and ebb of ‘the tides by
smeans of a dam and tide gates. By this
neans the spawn is given time to settle,
and at the same time the waters inside
-the enclosure are allowed to clear them-
eelves. ’
** About six years ago I started to se-
lect a site for such an enclosure, and
afrer looking over the ground selected a

. }agoon at Sequim, a short digtance from

Dungenesg. Thig -by its - natural
configuration” does : away with the’
building $f a dam, which; in some
of the Frénch systems cost hundreds. of
thousands of dollars, and the only ex-
Ppense necessary to prepare the beds for
the reception of the oysters will be  the
construction of flood gates across the
mouth of the lagoon. As the -waters of
the straite are notoriously cold, - these
gates, by holding back the water inside,
will raise its temperature very material-
ly, and this will be another means of n-
suring the. proper development of the
crop of shell fish, and at the same time
protecting them from their worst en-
emies on the coast—the starfish and
driil. The lagoon has & superficial area
of about 160 gcres, and it is estimated
that the natural increase of the oysters
will, in the coyrse. of five years,
make this area worth $1,000 per acre.

these ' few ‘varieties are grown in
abundance, . properly graded and
raeked, foreign competition in simi-
ar - grades should be kept out.
There shonld I think be less mixture in
orchards, if & man grows cherries let
him produce them in large quantities,
of large, medium and late varieties, so
that the parties to whom he sells can
rely upon him for a steady continuous
supply’ thronghout the cherr: season,
the same with apples, pears, plums, etc.
Over production of any one frait should
not be feared now, in g;ce of an increas-
ing population; it is under production
which destroys the local chances, be-
cause it compels dealers to look to other
points for supply. Those energetic fruit
growers in the neighborhood of Cedar
Hill, T have no doubt could tell u® ex-
actly what to grow and how to do it, as
far as the island is concerned. In my
last I attempted to show that in the pro-
duction of beef we were somewhat handi-
capped, in that we had to feed heavily
dunn%the winter while our competitors
over the border could winter their stock
out of doors with very little feeding at
all; I referred chiefly to.Oregon where
I bave had a good -d of ex-
perience, and certainly their _ad-
vantage in this 1espect are con-
siderable. But in  British Col-
umbia . the roportion of wild,
fand availaple for stock running is so
very large in comparison with the area
of cultivable land, that the latter is in-
sufficient to grow enough winter feed for
a full"head of stock, while meeting at
the same time the demands made upon
it in other directions. And now let me
make a suggestion, which I make in all
modesty, as there are many others who
know much more of the subject than I
do. Isthere no fodder which we can
introduce into our wild land ‘which will
stand the drought better than the wild
vetch, and so enable us to. fatten stock
for a longer time than we can do now?
bave-on ‘several occasions noticed on
fire swept areas in forest lands, the
spontaneous growth of a few plants of
the clover species, forming good bunches
and standing the drought far better than
wild vetch. Have others noticed this?
Are these chance plants of any recog-
nized variety? I propose to find out if
I cannot get up a growth of this clover
on an enclosed space where I have burnt
off the everlasting sallal, and I shall be
very glad to report the result.

Orrawa, May 22.—(Special) — Post-
master-General Mulock is authority for
the statement that when the Jubilee
stamps run out the present Canadian
issue will be replaced entirely by a new
get with the portrait of Her Majesty as
she appears to-day.

The Marine department publishes a

$4,858,902 for April last year. For ten
months of the present fiscal year the in-
crease in the volume of trade has been
nearly $11,000,000 over the same time
last year. Imports have been $93,498,-
592, compared with $92,022,405, while
the duty paid has been $16,941,691, as
against $17,039,210 for 1896, a decrease
of $97,619. . Exports were  $106,329,874
for 1897 and $96,903,430 for 1896.

with the old pump is a long span in the
history of Victoria and to Frank Sylves-
ter, who having been secretary of the
old volunteer fire department, knaws
more of the ins and outs of the old
brigade than anyone in the city, thank
are due for a few facts in this connec-
tion. The Tiger engine was purchased
in San Francisco as far back as 1862 and
was considered a beauty at the time.
The purchase money which represented
$2,500 was thought to be a very reason-
able amount. Previous to the advent of
this ' high toned machine, the
Tiger Company as No. 1 Company
of the fire brigade was called,
had been using an old fashioned
double deck engine, which had been
used in ’Frisco in 1852 and was called
‘“ the old Telegraph.” The present one
contained amongst other improvements
the equirrel tail suction as the old
suction on the Telegraph engine was in
three pieces, and required ecoupling
together at a fire, which in darkness and
in haste was no small matter. When
the new engine arrived she received a
grand reception from the whole fire de-
partment upon being housed in her new
home, which was then on Johnson street
where the Jrbilee saloon now stands.
The first fire at which she was at work
was at the Rosedale store, which stood
about where the new law courts now
stand. It was a big blaze and
would have made a bad fire, but
her two streams soon settled it.
During her time of aetive service she
was a good and true servant to the city,
and saved it on many occasions from
serious loss. During the many years she
saw of active service the engine had the
honor of having some of the most prom-
inent of Victoria’s citizens as members,
and many a good old man can still re-
call with pride the days when he pulled
the Tiger drag rope and ran with the
machine. And now in her old age she
has to submit to the way of the world,
and make way for her more improved
and powerful competitors. But wherever
she goes she will always carry with her
the best wishes of all the old Tigers—
who all hope that she will, under her
new owners, give proof of her ability to
still do good and faithful service.

THE FINANCIAL QUESTION

IN THE UNITED STATES.

It is nearly seven months since Mc-
Kinley was elected and the wave of
prosperity which was to follow in the
wake of his election has not yet patin
&n appearance. On whatever points the
American papers disagree they are in
‘barmony upon this one. The panicky
feeling, which characterized last year

-substantial revival and the vexed ques-
tions which found expression in the
candidacy of Bryan for the presidency
are ag far from a ssttlement as ever. If
the Dingley tariff has one of the effects
which its chief apologist claims for it,
the disturbing conditions referred to are
likely to be intensified. Mr. Dingley
says that one effect of his tariff will be so
to increase the revenue that the trea-
sury will be in a position, when notes
are presented for-redemption in gold, to
redeem them and keep them from going
out into circulation again., He regards
the contraction of the currency as a very
desirable thing.

It may be worth while explaining
the feature of the American system
which leads to withdrawal of gold from
the treasury. Among the varieus sorts
of currency which go to make
up the money of the United
States are .gold certificates, silver
certificates, greenbacks and treasury
notes, the latter having been .issued in
payment for silver purchased under the
provisions of the Sherman law. The
gold certificates are, of course, redeem-
able in gold, and the silver certificates in
gilver; the greenbacks and treasury
notes are redeemable in “coin.”” Now,
the United States has two kinds of coin :
Gold, that is worth as much as-any other
gold coin, weight for weight, and silver,
which is worth very much less
than its face value as bullion, &’ silver
dollar being worth somewhere between
60 and 60 cents as bullion. All coin,
when it once leaves the country where
it is made a legal tender by law, pos-
sesses only its bullion value. Hence
British sovereigns and American gold
pieces pass the world over only because
they are recognized as containing a cer-
tain amount of gold. But neither Brit-
ish, Canadian nor American silveroins,
and probably no silver coin issued by
any country having a gold basis for its
carrency, is worth as bullion anything
like the value at which it must be taken
within the country where it is coined.

and doubtless in many cases came back
several times for redemption. Dingley
hopes to prevent this sort of thing in
future by providing the eountry with a
surplus of $50,000;000 a year, and thus
enable it to redeem notes when present-
ed and put them away, This, if it can
be done, will unquestionably lead to a
very serious contraction in the currency.

The great outery in the United States
to-day is against low prices. It is not
worth while discussing the soundness of
the principle which regards ‘high
prices and prosperity as inseparable.
The people of the TUnited States
believe they are, and in view of the
great burden of taxation and interest
which they have to pay every year, it
must be admitted that as prices go lower
times get harder. Men who get low
wages can only pay low prices. But in-
terest and taxes rewain the same.
Hence it takes more work and more pro-
duce to pay these charges. If the Ding-
ley tariff leads to the contraction of the
currency it will lead to a further fall in
prices, for the less money there is the
more labor or produce is needed to get
it. No man can venture to predict what
will be the result in the United Statesif
this fall witnesses a farther fall in
prices.

Hence we fear, and it is with great re-
gret that we arrive at that conclusion,
that the election of Mr. MeKinley go ‘far
from being the harbinger of prosperity,
may prove' the forerunner of seripp
gocial and business disaster. There may
be some safety in the probability that
the tarfff will'not yield as much reventie
as ‘he anticipates, and hence that the
currency cannot be contracted as he.pro-
poses. The McKinley tariff illustrated
how easy itis to create a deficit by in-
creaaixlg tariff taxation.

PRIMITIVE MAN IN EUROPE.

Recent explorations in France show
thet at least six distinct races of men
lived in Continental Europe before the
present geological age. These races were
not contemporaneous, but one suceeeded
the other; in other words, there were
six epochs during which men inhabited
that part of the world. The present is
the seventh epoch. Men lived in Europe
in the days when the mammoth and
other now extinct animals made it their
home. At that time the British Jsles
formed a peninsula and the North Sea a
wide plain through which a great river
flowed to the sea, having its outlet near
the Orkney Islands. Another great river
flowed down the English Channel, hay-
ing as tributaries the Seine and other
riverse of what is now France. The
Btraits of Gibraltar had not then been
broken through and Italy exteaded
across what is now the Mediterranean
and formed a junetion with Africa.” The
climate of Central Europe at thig time
seems to have been sub-tropical and
genial conditions existed in Northern
Russia.

What seems to have
taken place 1n this very ancient period
was much the same as has happened in
historic times. As we have seen in
Europe the early inhabitants over-
whelmed by the Romans, and these in
turn by the so-called Northern barbari-
ans, and as in America the mound-
builders were supplanted by the Indians,
and thegein turn by the Europeans, so
the hairy men of Europe were drivenout
by taller and more active races, and
these in their turn became victims of
mew climatic conditions and more vigor-
-ous enemies. The immediate successors
of the Neanderthalers appear to have
made very - considerable progress in
trade and social organization. Sach, at
least, is what careful observers have
been able to spell out of the remains
found in France and Belgium. In the
case of Spy-Onox in the latter country
|have been found the remaims of the
‘mammoth and woolly rhinoceros, and
with them, under such conditions as
prove them to be of equal antiquity,
carved 'reindeer tusks, carved ivory,
shell necklaces, and other ornaments.
One find was of a pot of red dye, which
it is suggested was used for personal
adornment. As there is every reason to
believe that some of these articles were
brought from considerable distancess|
there must have existed at this time in
Europe commercial intercourse with
other portions of the werld. These
people were not cave-dwellers. The
writer in the Westminster Réviéw thinks
the evidence establishes that they lived
in organized communities, with gom-
fortably furnished dwellings, and had a
knowledge of navigation and how to
measure time.

When we come to consider the prob-
able date at which the Neanderthalers
and their immediate successors flour-
ished, we are at a loss for any basis of
calculation in point of years. The
most ancient day recorded in his-
tory is only yesterday by com-
parison with this remote perind.
Twice at least, and probably oftencr,
the British Isles since then hLave
been elevated high enough to give them
an Alpine climate. Once, and perhaps
oftener, great ice.sheets have pushed
their way down from the north of the
land. Once at least large ice bergs

and now the home of the most civilized
races of mankind, And through all
these changes mankind lived, and, after
a sort, flourished. What is even more
calculated to arouse our amazement as
to the antiquity of man is the factthat
when these Neanderthalers were hanting
the woolly rhinoceros with ivory-headed
spears, there was somewhere else in the
world a tall, stronger and more aggres-
sive race, who drove them out of their
homes, as the Israelites drove the
‘Canaanites out of the Promised Land.
Truly the secrets of the Past are almost
as unfathomable as those of the future.
