Thanksgiving day could not pass in the
city without the crash of martial music,
the roll of drums and the annual tramp of
our citizen soldiery to the inspection field.
The one thousand of the youth and chiv-
alry of Toronto, composing the Queen’s
Own and Royal Grenadiers’ were brought
uader the critical eye of Major General
Middleton, put thrcugh their facings in
marching. order and the result pre-
nounced satisfactory. In previous re-

views it has been customary to
inspeot the two corps ther—a rule
which has been highly appreciated by citi-
zens in general an lﬂ'ords:.
opportunity for comparing them in drill
and military eclat. This year’s departure
which lias been brought about by reasons
unknown to the major-general, occasioned
consideral comment on all sides. Taking
it all around the corps have not for some
time past been inspected under more un-
favorable-conditions than they were yes-
terday. The day dawned rather raw, and
the most strenuous efforts of the weather
clerk failed to mollify it. The raw north-
west wind and a temperature away down
near the freezing point brought ount over-
coats everywhere among civilians, but the
‘“yolunteors” were demied this luxury,
The Jaryis street groumds in which the
Queen’s Own were inspected were admit-
tedly too small to afford the battalion full
space to move around in, and the Grena-
diers found Queen’s park rather lonesome
without the company and friendly com-
tition of the green coats. The
inspecting staff at both parades consisted
of Major General Middleton, commander
of the Canadian militia;-Capt. Wise, A.D.
C.; Lieut.-Col. Milsom, B.M.; Col. Otter,
1.8.C., and Lieut. Sears, £8.C,

The Queen’s Own.,

The Queen’s Own assembled at the arm-
ory at 1 p.m. and marched to the grounds,
via Jarvis strees, Their total muster was
619 officersand men. Passing through the

main gates in fours, they were deployed
into line across the green facing the grand
stand, while the crowd surged in at the rear
bythe hundred. Fully three thousand per-
sons had seats on the grand stand five
minutes after the last company entered the

rounds. A strong ferce of police and a
getachment from the militia school pre-
vented the too ardent spectators of the
pageant from encroaching on the enclosure
reserved for the movements.

At 3 o'clock the cry *‘ Here he comes”
raised, and Major Allen, mounted on
sky black. steed, gailopad into the

grounds, ‘ollowad by Major G<neral Micdle-
ton and his staff.  @ol. Otter was the best
mounted in the party, and wore for the first
time at a Toronto review -his handsome
staff upiform, which was admired on all
sides. +The general gracefully auswered
the royal salute as he approached the
saluting base, His steed, however, did
not seem to appreciate the compliment,
and caused its rider considerable annoy-
ance by going through a number of antics,
After going through portions of the manual
drill the battalion performed the march-
past in-opén and quarter column and on
the double. : From whatever cause it is due,
these movements were not so well
performed as :they have been on
former occasions. The leading companies
did not as a rule preserve their usual ‘*bee-
line” frontbut those in the rear and especial-
ly the University corps did magnificently.
Perhaps one geason of this was the lack
of room and this is born out from the fact
that after passing the saluting point all
the fronts were straight in line and the
rear ranks well locked up, It the advance
along the line the battalion retrieved itself.
A perfect front was here kept and
the review wound up with manual and
firing exercises, and lasted about an hour,
But for the unfavorable state of the
weather a fuller inspection would probably
have been made, but the general expressed
himself as well satisfied with the appear-
ance and drill of the battalion, and dis-
missed them without going into any exten-
pive field movements. On their return to
the armory Col. Miller expressed his con-
gratulations, and conveyed to the men Gen.
Middleton’s favorable opinion of the man-
ner they had acquitted themselves,

Father Chiniquy Attempts to Lecture
and Is Stormed and Stoned.

MoxTREAL, Nov, 6.—Last night Father
Chiniquy attempted to lecture at Russell
hall, at the corner of St, Catharine and St,
Justin street. A crowd who had come to
break up the meeting turnel the hall into
a pandemonium, and shouted continnously
“La Marseillaive.” Oatside the hall was
gathered a crowd of 1000 people. As the
lecturer saw he was not going to be lis-
tened to, he told the chief of pelice toclear
the hall. This was done, and all but Mr,
Chiniguy left.. The mob outside yelled
and threw stones aud bricks at the win-
dows; nearly all of whieh were shattered.
It took three reinforcements of pelice te
finally disperse the crowd. The legturer
and his friends were driven rapidly away
in cabs under a guard of police.

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OLEVELAND'S CHANCES.

LATEST R.TU;RN‘ GIVE HIM FIBRST
PLACE FOR THE PRESIDENCY.

e

New York the Deciding State—Claimed by

Bein Parties—Intense Exctiement—The

Candidates Heard From.

The vote in New York will decide whether
Cleveland or Blaineis elected president.

The latest returns from that state give
Oleveland a plurality of 1000.

Each candidate claims the election.

1t looks as if the proceedings of 1876 will
be repeated with tenfold intensity. '

The excitement in New York city last
night was intense. The various bulletin
boards were surrounded by dense crowds,
eagerly watching the returns from the
missing districts in the state. As it became
apparent that the vote would be very
close,the good natured feeling that existed
sinoe eleetion day seemed libely to give
place to one ot hostility, and murmurings
of mistrust, fed by partizan placards, were
noticeable. At times it seems as if the ex-
citement engendered on poth sides by sus-
pense and doubt would lead to open rup-
ture, but up to midmight mo serious dis-
turbance occurred.

The Tribune and Mail and Express ex-
hibived bulletins promising a republican
majority in the state, while the Herald and
World claimed that Cleveland had carried
it by somewhat reduced majorities from
their estimates of this morning. The Sun
alternately associal press bulle-
tine and its own despatches, It claims the
latter are complete, and gives the state to
Cleveland.

The scenes about the hotels and political
headquarters up town were exciting, but
no breach of the peace was reported.
Shortly before midnight a crowd of 600
marched down Broadway and made a de-
monstration ia front of the Western union
building. Several excited individuals
shouted ‘‘Hang Jay Gould.” The crowd
was quickly d by - a dozen police-
men. A squad of uniformed policemen waa
on duty inside the building all evening,
but their services were not called into
requisition,. A crowd of four hundred
also gathered in fremt of the Tribune build-
iag and burned copies of that paper. At
12 30 the streets down town were com-
paratively deserted.

An associated press bulletin issued at
New York at 1 this morning says: The
official returns from Westchester county
give & democratic gain over the previous
figures of 488. This makes Cleveland’s
plurality in the state 117.

Henderson, ehairman of the Indiana
democratic state committee, telegraphs ‘that
Indiana has surely gone for Uleveland.

A Boston despatch says the interest. in
the result ot the election there is unabated.
The streets in the vicinity of the newspa-
per offices presented a remarkable appear-
ance last night. The excitement was in-
tense. Papers were sciized from. newsboys
and burned. Pictures of Blaine and Cleve-
fand were seized by the crowd and de::
stroyed,. Many personal encounters oc-
eurred. The crowd- broke ‘a iarge plate
glass window in the Journal office and
threw rotten eggs and stones at the build-
ing. Six persons were arrested in connec-
tion with the newspaper burning omtrage.

The complete police returns im New
York give €leveland a plurality of 43,226.

Full returns from every county in New
Jersey give Cleveland a plurality of 2519,

TheN.Y.Post has the following: Chicago,
Nov. 6.—Postmaster-General Hatton, now
here, says his advices render €leveland’s
election certain. Republican - despatches
from Washington to members of the board
of trade confirm Hatton’s statement.

The Michigan repulican committee claim
the state by 7000 majoriay. Reports re-
ceived up to 10 o’clock indicate Blaine’s
plurality 3593.

Additional returns indicate Blaine’s
majority in Colorado at 4500, Estom, re-
publican, is governor by 1500.

The New York World’s Augusta de-
spatch asserts that Blaine is seriously ill.
He is unable to lge&k alond and is com-
pletely prostrated. A severe cold on his
lungs adds greatly to his sufferings,: ‘A
subsequent despatch from Auagusta con-
tradicts their report. The despatch says
the report that Blaine is sick is untrue
While reeeiving congratulations he said :

Congratulatory telegrams poured
in. At 2o’clock a m e was received
from the democratic national committee
assuriog Cleveland of his election and con-
gratulating him on the result,

The democratic national committee has
issued an address to the ple of the
United States saying: Jeveland and
Hendricks are ted with 219 electoral
votes. The ress names the states
which have given democratic majorities,
including New York, New Jersey, Con-
necticut, Indiana and West Virginiun. The
address concludes : No fraud or counten-
ance can defeat the will of the people of
the United States thus publicly and de-
liberately declared.

Chairman Warren of the republican stats
committee has issued an address announc-
ing that waile the vote is very close, re-
turns and estimates from the most authen-
vic sources justify the belief that the prop'e
of the state cast a plurality in favor of the
republican candidates. The committee
have received copies of official returns filed
in all but eieven counties, and feel justitied
in asserting with entire confidence that
the state has gone republican,

An associated press baulletin issued at 2
this morning says : Official county re-
turns and very close figures on twelve
counties which have not been cfficially re-
ported and compared indicate Cleveland’s
plurality to be considerably increased,
seaching nearly 1000 in the state.

The official returns last received have
shown] heavy democratic 'gains as com-
pared with non - official voters first for-
warded.

Governor Cleveland said last night : I
1 believe I have been elected president and
nothing but the grossest fraud can keep
me out of it, and that we will not permit.

Gen, Carr, secretary of New York state,
said this evening : There is no chance of
stealing the state as long as I have charge
of the affair, If Cleveland has plurality

The Eud of the British rosrmaster-Gene~

master-general, died to-day. He was oorn
in Salisbury in 1833. A few years after
attaining his majority he lost his eyesight
by an accident while out shooting. As 30
years of age he was elected professor of

litical economy in the University of

mbridge. In 1865 and 1868 he repre-
sented Brighton, Sussex, in the house of
commone, and at the accession to power of
the present government aceepted the posi-
tion of postmaster-general.

Mr. Fgov:mtisbutknonby his writ-
ings on political economy, and his reforms
in the English =postal snd savings bank
systems. His “‘political ecomomy,” and
“‘pauperism, its causes end remedies,”
are well known. He also introduced the
system of paying stamps into the savings
bapk in lien of coin. The parcels post,
perhaps, with the exception of penny
postage, the greatest innovation of the
British postal service bas yet seen, was
also inaugurated by him. Mr. Fawcett's
wife, Millicent Garrett Fawcett, everyone
will remember as, not only an able assist
ant in the late postmaster general’s works,
bat also as herself an authoress.
