WHICH I8 AGITATING THE GRAIN
MEN OF THE NORTHWEST,

Why Not Find a Market for the Cawadian
Crop in England Instead of in the
United States 2—Greatly Increased Im-
portance of the Dominton’s Product.

WiNNIPEG, Sept. 11.—The barley question
is among the greatest that have lately arisen
above the horizon in this new country.
Whether the Canadian seller or American
buyer pays the duty Winnipeg grain men are
not agreed. In the meantime itis asked :
Why not try to find a market in England
where there is no duty at all? Are there not
men in Montreal, Toronto or Winnipeg enter-
prising enough to try the experiment ofa
shipment or two to England ?
1t seems as if the discovery had been but
newly made, but it must now be considered
certain that the prairie soil and the sun that
shiues on it will produce excellent malting
barley as well as No. 1 hard spring wheat. In
no.other country in the world is there such
extent of soil, with durable substance to it
capable of carrying heavy crops of barley,as in
the Canadian Northwess.

As for what makes the price of barley cir-

cumstances are not now what they were years

ago. Then York State, Ohio apd Michigan,
with their large product, fixed the price.

While the farmers of Upper Canada sent their

share it was too little of the whole to influence

Barley and oats seem to have suffered but
slightly and the percentage of Lhese crops
injured is but small.
