But in Manchester and Salford the
police are clearly on the side of law and order,
and terrorism is not tolerated.

The Bristol duckers
have given in and returned to work, but
Glonaester holds out, and the Cardifi willers
are atill out. The Derby Gas Company have
made a truce with their men by conceding the
advance’demanded. South Wales proposes to
jndulge in the luxury of a coal strike on its
own account. Railway strikes are imminent
.on the Great Northern and Northeastern lines.
The bedstead makers —of Birmingham, who
struck for a 15 pet cent. bonus on their wages,
have carried the whole Black Country with
them. DProceisions are marching, the police
watehing thew, and nien willing to work are
forced to come out. The brewees at Burton,
who bate lately got an advance, now demand

A Rejected Lover's Crime—Double Murder
at st Louis.

St. Louts, Dec. 7.—Caspar Clispy, s ma-
chinist, 27 years old, loved Mary Anson, aged
22, daugnter of John Anson, aleo a machiniss
and co-worker of Clispy 1n the Missouri Pa-
cific railroad shops. ispy was a confirmed
opium eater, and Anson forbade him to visit
his danghter. A few nunutes before 6 o’clock
this worning Chspy went to Anson’s house
while the familv were at Jbreakfast. Chspy
fired a revolver at Anson, nflicting a mortal
wound. He hen shot hiéwea:he-rh, Mary,and
her younger sister Agnes. All fell to the floor,
and while they lay there bleeding the mur-
derer placed the pistol to his own head, blow-
ing his brains out and dying in half an bour.

River, took fire av 1.30 o'clock this afternoon
and burned nearly to the water’s edge.

It was the
most disastrons fire on the river front for
some time, For two hours the five resisted
the efforts of nearly the entire fire department
below Fourteenth-strest and seriously threat-
ened the ndjacent piers.

Before the men were really aware of their
danger the westerly end of the dock was a
burning mass and such ot the laborers as
escaped had to flee for their lives, It was
then that most of them were injured. Those
who did not escape at that time were over-
powered by the smoke and fell senseless and
dying in their traska.  Three alarms were
turned in finaily and the fire boats were sum-
moned. After strenuous efforts on the pn};s
of she fi n the fi were subidued at
o'clock and the bodies of the four victims were
conveyed tn the morgue. . The excitement of
the crowd that surrounded the place had
somewbat abated. One young woman how-
ever made several attempts to enter the ruins
in search of ‘her brother, Willie Burry. For
half an hour the ion of the spectat
was divided between her and the police-
men who ‘were endeavoring  to
soothe her. Funally she was approach-
ed by s man who told her the boy was
all right. She d nis
with a look of ’relief and turned away. . The
complete list of those killed is:

DEFENDING THE SUSPECTS,

The Everlasting Flow of Eloquence at Chi-
cngo—Foster 1+ ‘ Real Mad.”

CHi0AGO, Dec. 7.—Mr. Foster continved his
speech 1n bebalf of Beggs to-day. Alluding to
“ tiftat meséting which has mow become. his-
toric” that was held in. Camp 20- he |said:
“ Where is the argument, where is .the as-
samption to establish in your minds the con-
clusion that this wes & conspiracy which
originated in and was carried on by Cawp 20?
Not one thing in all the evidence, not one
thing in “all this case, except that four of
these defendants were members of that camp.
Nothing. Do you "believe, gentlemen, that &
society eomposed of 880 members in the city
of Chigago, composed of such men as haveap--
peared béfore you hete, “such men as
Michael P. Brady, the lawyer, such men as
Joha F. Finerty, the journalist, such mien as
havl been present or have been compelled to
come here by process of this court, and who
restified that they weremembers of Camp 20—
do you believe that such an organization was
corrupt? Do you believe tliat such an organi-
zation as that camp was adopted and carried
a connected scheme for murder? . Individ-
uals may be dishonest, but societies never can
be. The gentlemen are met with this propo-
sition as a reply to every argument that they
can make upo'n the theory that that camp as &
camp resolved upon the Kkilling of Dr. Cronin.
It is false, it is unreasonable, 1t is unsupport-
ed by a syllable of the testimony. It is un-
true.” X

Taking up the question of the appointment
of & committee in Oamp 20 to try Dr. Cronin,
Mr. Foster denied that any such committee
had been appointed.

He said: *“John ¥ Beggs is the dupe of no
man. He is the tool  of no man. He stands
forth responsible for his acts without a miti-
zating circumstancgif he is guilty. There-
fore I say to you, gentlemen, in all candor
and sincerity, you must destroy the life of
Jobn F. Beggs or else you must turn him
free, Are you opposed to the execution
of the death penalty? You and each oune
of you have sworn that you were not. Are
you waiting for a murder more atrocious? In
thg name of heaven where do you expect to
hear of one? T am talking sense now, gentle-
men. Iam appealing to your reason, your
jndgment. If Beggs is euilty he ;must die.
®hame to the verdict, shame to the verdict
under the circumstances surrounding this case
that wonld say, ‘We will not torture our
minds, we have not the moral turpitudé to
hang aman upon this evidenca, but guessing,
imagining, speculating that he might be
guilty, we will give him a term tn the peniten-
tiary upon general prindiples, or upon specu-
lation.” Shaine upon such a verdict as that.
Humanity can stand no such outrage perpe-
trated upon its nfembers.”

Mr. Forrest then began the closing argu-
ment on behalf of all the accused. Hs began
by contrasting the methods used by the ora-
tors for the prosecution aud those for the de-
fence in treating circumstantial evidence.
The prosecution treated it as a mass; asa
bundle of sticks, but the defence proceeded to
analyze each circumstance. Tho latter was
the right method and was according to law,
logic and reason, Mr. Ingham and the jury,
he said, would never forget the scene when
Ingham in his address denounced Coughlin
and Kunze with such fierceness that their
faces blanched and the little German cried out
from the bottom of his soul: *God knows I
am innocent.”

& BUSY TIME AT RICHMOND BALL
YESTERDAY,

Two Hundred Adults Well Fed in the Morns
ing. Four Hundred Childreu at Night—

To mortal man great loads alloted be,
Borotail packs no pack llk’aumeﬂy:

These lines of Robert Herrick, so true when
he wrote them a couple of centuries ago, were
uppermost in the mind of The World’s
Ecclesinstical Young Man when he yesterday
saw living exemplificatipns of them in well
nigh » couple of hundred adults in the morn-

ang aud double the number of poverty-stricken

children at nighs.

The early morning was not like godly
George Herbert's ideal Sunday, ‘O day, most
calm, wmost bright;” on.the contracy it was
dark and muggy, wet and miserable. *So were
& number of humble wayfarers whom I joined
on Yonge-street and with- whom I chatted on
the way to Richmond Hall. *They’d all been
there before,” they said, referring to the free
breakfast, and when I surgested®tbat there
were other places not so good where perhaps
they’d been, they agreed that such was the
case, ‘‘more the pity.”’ >
The contrast inside the hall was marked:
Cheerful smiles, hearty welcomes, kindly
ushers, lively singing. Keen appetites relish-
ed the buttered beef sandwiches, hot stropg
coffee warmed and stimulated the ‘interior
apparatus. Ib was surprising how rapidly
pint pots were emptied and replenished and
how soon the stacks of tasty sandwiches were
dimnished.

There was one thing they ‘all liked —and
hersin is a not despicable suggestion for large
restaurants—whilst the teedinz went on so
did the music. The choir sang their sweetest
hymns and sang them con amore. And the
rough guests when their mouths were not filled
with bread and meat were filled with chorus
sging. ‘‘The half hath not been told of love
85 full, so free.,” was a favorite, so also were
“Qver There,” “The Sweet Bye-and-Bye,”
+Seatter Seeds of Kindness” and ‘‘Sowing the
Seed.” Some of the songs were selacted as
specially apolicable to the poor and forlorn;
others were for the t 6 of
the workers.

In conversation with the men I found they
were truly thankful for the kindness and hos-
pitality shown them. They said :  ““We like
the speaking,” It does ue good,” *“We know
it’s all well-meant,” “It's what we used to
hear at Sunday school,” “It reminds us of
happier days.” §

And as I conversed with thase poor fellows
and heard the sad tale of all their woe I re-
membered Shakespeare’s admonition, ‘*‘gently
to hear, kindly to judge.”

The managers of the free breakfast were
wise in their generation yesterday. There
was a total absence of the clericak element,
there were no reverends with white ties on
the platform, but men who by personal expari-
ence know what causes poverty, how hard is
the poor man’s lot, and having been in the
fight themselves could speak of its fierce-
ness and the joy ot vietory, and
this. was done. The effect of & larwe-
hearted address in which the men were called
“Boys,” and told of the hardships of hunger,
howmelessness, and bare-footed want was
electrical.

Never have I seen more riveted attention.
The words were plaig, very plain, but the
poor fellows knew they were true; and dirty
handkerchiefs and ragged coat cuffs were
utilized in brishing away many a tear. The
touch of nature was there, such as educated
collegians often fail to produce. ’

Some of my anti-poverty friends were also
there, studyiug the working of practical
Cbristian pmlantirophy. I compared notes
with their secretary; we both agreed that
such poverty was gsad comment on 19th
century civilization, and were of Henry
George’s opinion that poverty and trouble
cause drink as well asdrink causes poverty
and its train of evils. Poserty pallst
the wmost generous spirits, cows industry
and offtimes casts resolution itself into
despair. Its porgnancy is never so severely
felt as by those who have seen better days.

And thus another success was scored by the
cottage workers, thankfully they sang their
pariing hymn of praise, cordially shook hands
with everyone although the said hands were
innocent of Pears’ soap, and then came the
general dispersal :* some to join in worship
at various churches, some to herd in hovels
which are Toronto’s disgrace, but all with set
purpose to come again, to minister or be
ministered unto. As I took my meditatiye
way I recalled the words of Charron, ‘“He

But the morning scene was weak in sug-
gestions - when compared with the evening’s:
In response to the generous offer of the
anonymous gentleman whose sympathy for
little ones is well-known and whose generosity
was stirred by The World’s sketch of the
previous Sunday, 450 little ones and a few
big ones, but all professing to_be under 14
years of age, filled Richmond Hall last night
in more senses than one. Their noisy
prattle could scarcely be repressed, and the
jubilant juveniles were too demonstrative
in their eagerness for food and testifying of
applause. What a picture they presented!
There was every variety and characteristic of
childhood amongst what are often called *‘the
kgwer orders;” thin pinched faces telling of

aut and neglect, prematurely old repellent
faces plainly speaking of rough street life,
clean faces and dirty faces, ragged pants and
frocks and fairly clean shirts, hoods and
aprons. The lads outnumbrred the girls by
ten to one; of both sexes there were eolored
specimens, Some of the faces were keen,
bright and as premising as can be seen in any
public or Sunduy school; but of all of th-m it
could be said they were ‘‘little ones shut out
from love and lwl& out of dark forbidding
retreats where Wa$ is king and Christ de-
throned.”

It was no light labor feeding them, but the
busy cheerful workers successfully did this,
and all were satistied., The fare was tea,
corned beef sandwiches, and currant buns,
and of each there was no lack. *‘‘Come to the
Saviour,” “Sweet Bye-and-bye,” *‘Safe in the
Arms offJesus” and kindred songs were lustily
sung. @
The addresses were brief and telling, the
speakers beinz Mr. J. J. Kelsoand Mr. H
C. Dixon. The former is an o.d triend of the
voungsters through his connection with the
Children’s Fresh Air Fund, and the latter 18
the dispens r of the bounty which for four
months has been placed ab his disposal. The
attention and 1uterest of even ‘the noisy
boys” was gained, and the meeting, for a first
attempt, was a thorough success. Truly of
the Cottage workers it could emphatically be
said, “‘something attempted, something done,
had earned a night’s repose.”
