the Reichstag.
New Credits for the Navy.

The Budget CommUeion of the Reichstag 
is rapidly voting the new credits for the 
navy under the impulse of Chancellor von 
Caprivi’s declaration that there is a danger 
of a coalition of the fleets of France, Russia 
and Denmark.

Herr Hahn, a member of the Reichstag, 
made a powerful impression upon the com­
mission by hit statement that, despite the 
declarations of the Danish Foreign Minis­
ter in the Folkesthing, the German Govern­
ment had reMon to believe that Denmark 
in the event of war would make common 
cause with Russia.

Though the reception of the Czarewitch 
here is not likely to modify the grouping 
of the powers or reverse the policy of 
Russia, it is decidedly a temporary check 
to the French party at the Czar’s court. 
Despatches received from St. Petersburg 
testify to a marked change in the tone o 
the semi-official preM toward Germany. 
The Government Messenger announces that 
on the occMion of the anniversary of the 
birth of Emperor William the Czar invited 
Gen. von Werder, the German Ambassador, 
and Major de Jeune, Military Attache 
of the German Embassy, to the Anitch- 
koff Palace. During the coarse of the 
interview the Czar made eordial re­
ference to the good-will existing be­
tween the courts of St. Petersburg 
and Berlin. Furthermore the semi-official 
Journal de St. Petersbourg publishes a 
communication expressing the satisfaction 
of the highest court circles at the manner 
in which the Cue rewitch wm welcomed to 
Berlin. The paper adds that in yesterday's 
despatches from Berlin, Russians read the 
words of Emperor William in proposing the 
health of the Czar at the luncheon given by 
the Alexander regiment in honor of the 
Czarewitch, in which 
qnent terms to the traditions of friendship 
uniting the two Imperial families, of which 
the redeption to the Czarewitch wm a 
fresh proof.

The express trains would leave the Louise 
embankment, where steamers would land 
their passengers, the company’s object be­
ing to put tbe passenger in Chicago in as 
short a time as possible. The track laid at 
presant along Dalhousie-street was only for 
freight service, And it was not their inten­
tion to extend the track to the Allan 
Wharf.

If the fast line of steamers were in­
augurated ferries would be put on between 
Quebec and Levis, and each boat would be 
build sufficiently large to carry across a 
whole passenger train.

THE GOSPEL OP JUSTICE.
The Bloquent Mngl* Tux Advocate's Ad­

dress in the Auditorium-Beery Mon 
should Get Wlmt He Ennis.

The main fleet of the Auditorium was 
well filled yesterday afternoon, notwith­
standing that there had only been one day’s 
notice of the fact that [Mr. Louis F. Poet 
was to speak there on the Gospel of Jus­
tice. Mr. 8. T. Wood, vice-president of 
the Single Tax Association, occupied the 
chair.

Mr. Post, who was loudly cheered, com­
menced by saying that the Gospel of 
Justice meant that every man should get 
what he earned, arid that no portion of 
the fruits of hie labor should be taken 
away under forms of law for tbs benefit of 
those who did not work.

The only way to bring this shout was to 
recognize the principle that all men had an 
equal right to natural opportunities, and 
the practical nay to put the principle Into 
operation was the fiscal reform known as 
the single tax. He laid down brôadly the 
principle that every man had an equal 
natural right to the face of the earth, and 
that to withhold thia right was to enslave 
men in just the proportion that the right 
was withheld. In olden times the method 
of taking away the earning» of men was by 
making men private property. But now 
the simpler method wae adhered to 
of making land private property.
The essence of slavery was the 
taking away of a man’» earning» without 
return, and this eould bo effected just as 
well by absolute ownership of land es by 
the absolute ownership of men, because it 
il by and on the land that all men must 
live. He illustrated this by the idea df a 
sailor shipwrecked on an island, wljp by 
applying his labor to the laud managed to 
live pretty comfortably. By and bye ano­
ther wreck occurred and another half- 
drowned sailot came ashore.

There are 237 public parks, gardens and 
playgrounds in the metropolitan area of 
London. Of these. 18 of the most impor­
tant, such as Kew, Hyde Park, Regent’s 
Park, Richmond Park, Epplng Forest, etc., 
are maintained by the crown, that is out ot 
general taxation, 15 by the corporation of 
London, 108 by local authorities, and 60 by 
associations, the clergy, etc. The'remain­
der are now controlled by the London 
County Council. Besides such important 
open space» as the Thames Embankment, 
Hampstead Heath and Parliament Hill, 
the area governed by the County Council in­
cludes the large parks of Battersea,

THE EAETH'S POPULATION.
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How It IS Distributed and How the People 
" tire,, and Live.

The human family living on earth to-dny 
consists of about 1,450,000,000 souls, not 
lees, probably more. These are distributed 
literally all over the earth’s surface, there 
being no considerable spot on the globe 
where man has not found a foothold. In 
Asia, the so-called “cradle of the human 
race,” there are now about 800,000,000 
people, densely crowded, on an average 
about 120 to every square mile. In 
Europe there are 320,000,000, averaging 
100 to the square mile, not so crowded as 
Asia, but everywhere dense and in many 
places over-populated. là Africa there 
are, approximately, 210,000,000, and in the 
Americas, North, South and Central, 110,- 
000,000, these latter, of cour*, relatively 
thinly scatteied over broad areas. On the 
islands, large and small, there are probably 
10,000,000 more. The extremes of the 
blaoke and whites are as 5 to 3; the re­
maining 700,000,000 “intermediate brown, 
yellow and tawny in color. Of the entire 
race 500,000,000 are well clothed—that is, 
they wear garments of some kind that will 
cover nakedness; 250,000,000 habitually go 
naked, and 700,000,000 enly cover the 
middle parts of the body; 500,000,000 live 
in bouses; 700,000,000 in hots and cave», 
the remaining 250,000,000 virtually having 
no place to lay their heads.

Washington, Jml 28.—Matt Smith, the 
Hawaiian Minister, has received an official 
despatch confirming the report that the 
Hawaiian Government has been overthrown 
and that commiaaionera from the new Gov­
ernment are on their way to '^Washington 
from San Franolsco to ask that Hawaii be 
annexed to the United States.

Mr. Smith i« now at the State Depart­
ment waiting to apprise the Secretary of 
State of the information he ha» received.
The State and Navy Departments have 
been officially informed of the revolution.

Recognised by All th# Powers Except
England.

Boston, Mass., Jan. 28.—A despatch re­
ceived by Charles Brewer A Co. of this 
city gives the additional information that 
the revolution in Hawaii occurred on Jan.
14, and was caused by an attempt of the 
Queen to abrogate the constitution and pro­
mulgate a new one. The people then de­
throned the Queen and placed S. B. Dale I 
at the head of the provisional government.
President Dale, the despatch 
been recognized by all the powers except 
England. 8488

The first intimation of trouble came on 
Jan. 15, when the Queen tried to get the 
cabinet to sign a new constitution that dis­
franchised all foreigners and put the whole 
Government in the hands of the native 
politician!.

The ministers refused and when threat­
ened by the Queen fled for their lives.
They returned later aad induced the Queen 
to postpone the coup.

Detail» ol th. Revolution.
There was a public meeting in front of 

the palace. The Queen announced the 
failure of her plan» aud a native orator de­
manded the lives of the Ministers.

Early in the evening citizens met and 
formed a committee of public safety.

On January 18 a mas» meeting wae held 
in the armory.» At about 6 o’clock p.m. 
the United State» etr. Boston landed 300 
men fully armed.

They marched to the office of the Consul- 
General of the United Sûtes. The manne» 
were sent to the American Legation, while 
the sailors marched out along Merchant- 
street with two Gatling guns and camped 
for a time on private grounds. They stay­
ed on shore all night.

The Point, of th. Proclamation.

There a proclamation wae read, of Which 
the chief points are as follows :

1. The Hawaiian monarchial system of 
Government hereby abrogated.

2. A provisional government for the con­
trol anti management of public affaire and 
the protection of the public peace is hereby

bliehed, to exist until terms of anion 
with the United States of America have 
been negotiated for and agreed upon.

3. Such provisional Government shall 
consist of an Executive Couucil of four 
members, who shall adminilter the exe­
cutive departments of the Government with 
an Advisory Council of fourteen, who shall 
have general legislation for authority.

4. All officers of the Government are to 
exercise their functions except the Queen, 
Marshal Wilson and the Cabinet.

The Provisional Government and the 
Cabinet went to the palace and submit­
ted their plan to the Queen. She 
refused at first to yield, but finally 
retired to her country residence, her troops 
surrendered, and the Government was in 
the hands of the foreigners.

An epidemic has descended upon this 
city, and has caused enough pain and ache 
to drive half the citizens into temporary in­
sanity. The disease is evidently an accom­
paniment of the January thaw that set in 
on Saturday. It starts with an attack of 
catarrh or cold, quickly developing into a 
fever and violent headache, and then fol­
lows vomiting end purging more or less 
severe. The termination—it cannot come 
too quickly—leaves the sufferer completely 
demoralized. >

The quickest relief is gained by applying 
a mustard plaster to the stomach, and 
drinking warm water and mustard to ease 
the strain in retching.

It is said by some physicians that this 
epidemic is significant of what may be ex­
pected in the spring when the cholera 
moves across the Atlantic; to be more plain, 
that people here evidence a susceptibility to 
an attack of cholera when warmer weather 
comes.

Other physicians state that the impure 
water in general uoe is the cause of the 
epidemic. But the bay water cannot be ac­
cused of causing catarrh and other ailments 
ascribable to cold, even if it might have 
the effect of creating an epidemic 
stomach complaint.
