Why the Farmers of the Dominion Are 
Prosperous—Canada Sends Grain To 
the Great Fair Grown 900 Miles North 
of the U.S. Boundary—Standing On the 
Threshold of Great Things.

Chicago, Oct. 9.—That Canada is com­
ing to the front as the great agricultural 
centre of America is a 
to every visitor at the 
Fair. The farmers of the United States 
are boring wells and looking for veins of 
coal on their farms and turning cityward, 
from which causes, in large measure, has 
come the financial cataclysm spreading 
desolation and ruin on all sides, 
abandonment of the plow has had almost as 
much to do with the panic of 1893 as the 
fear of tariff tinkering, and that is 
equivalent to saying that the two things 
combined in the proportion of six to half-a- 
dozen have produced the shrinkage of 
values, stagnation of business and collapse 
of fortunes with which the country has 
been visited.

The Canadian farmer, on the contrary, 
appears to have been content with farming, 
and the wisdom of hie choice is everywhere 
manifested at the White City.

Because it is extremely cold in the far 
northern part of the United States, people 
judge as you go north into the Dominion 
the temperature gradually lowers. But in 
this, as all World readers know, they are 
mistaken. Only a few years ago it was 
thought by the Yankees that fruit or even 
grain could not be grown to any extent 
north of Uncle Sam’s domain. Cattle­
raising was looked upon as another improba­
bility. Anyone who doubts to-day should 
visit the Canadian section in the Agricul­
ture building. Apples, grapes, peaches, 
melons and tomatoes flourish in Manitoba, 
and the proof is here.

Sheep are exported at the rate of 350,000 
per annum, and over 110,000 head of cattle 
are shipped out of the Dominion in a year.

RAPER MILLS SHUT DOWN.

London, Oct. 10.—The Chronicle’s cor­
respondent at Paris says the unexpected 
resignation of General Mathelio, com­
mander of the Fifteenth Army corps, who 
in the ordinary course would take command 
of a French campaign against Italy, 
has caused a painful sensation.

This feeling, the correspondent says, is 
increased by a telegram from Marseilles to 
Le Jour, which telegram the authorities 
suppressed, stating that in the higher mili­
tary circles no surprise would be felt if 
Italian troops should pass the frontier to­
morrow.

He says further that the attitude of the 
officers and men of the army towards Italy 
has become so aggressive that even Germany 
is counselling calmness and prudence.

The correspondence adds that probably 
the reports of the anti-Italian feeling are 
somewhat exaggerated, but it is difficult to 
infagine greater unpleasantness short of

London, Oct. 9.—The Prince ot Wales 
opened to-day the new Gallery of Fine 
Arts in the South London Library. The 
purpose of those interested in the gallery 
has been to afford to the laboring classes an 
opportunity to 
old and modern masters. The Prince, ac­
companied by the Duke and Duchess of 
York, rode in an open carriage from Marl­
boro House to the gallei y. Great crowds 
lined the streets through which the royal 
party passed and the Prince was cheered 
almost constantly. At the gallery he was 
received by the Lord Mayer, die Bishop of 
Rochester and several academicians. In 
his speech he dwelt upon the importance of 
acquainting the working people with the 
best forms of art and literature. Thirty 
thousand pounds sterling have been expend­
ed upon the gallery, and a large fund is to 
be’used to aid to it periodically.

A SIGHT WELL WORTH SEEING.

One ef the Finest Displays Ever Been In IRailway Passenger Bates.
The proposal to establish a two-cent a mile 

rate on our railways in Canada is looked 
upon by many as too radical a measure to 
spring upon the railways in one deal. Be­
sides, such a proposal is held to be an inter­
ference with vested rights. The Parliament 
would hardly be justified m interfering with 
the rates of the passenger tariff if the result 
of its interference was a material decrease in 
the railways* receipts. But if it can be shown 
that lower passenger rates mean increased or 
even stationary receipts for the railways 
then the Parliament that created these com­
panies would be justified in stepping in and 
enforcing these lower rates. One and a hal f 
million passengers at two cents per mile give 
the company the same returns as one million 
at three cents. Here is a case where it is a 
matter of indifference to the company which 
rate prevails. The company would perhaps 
prefer the handling of the smaller number of 
passengers at the higher rate, even though 
the extra expense connected with the larger 
number wa£ fully met. But to the public the 
matter is by no means one of indifference. 
Instead of paying $1.30 to go to Hamilton a 
passenger would be charged only 80 cents. A 
trip that now costs $9 could be made for $6, 
aud so on. The public would highly ap­
preciate a change of this kind. And if it 
can be shown that a reduction of the travel­
ing rate from three cents to two cents per mile 
will not materially disturb the receipts of 
the railway companies then the * Parliament 
ought to give the public the benefit of the 
reduced rates.

Railway passenger rates are destined to 
take a tumble before long. In countries 
where experiments have been made in re­
ducing rates the railways have profited 
thereby. The Hungarian Zone system is a 
noticeable instance of the success of the low 
rates in increasing income. The most pros­
perous railway in the United States is the 
one that pioneered the way of the ,2-oent 
rate. But the most notable innovation that 
has yet taken place in any country is that now 
in operation on the Belgian state railroads. 
The mileage of the system is a little over 3000 
miles. What are called subscription tickets are 
issued at surprisingly low rates and are good 
for certain stated periods, and the holder can 
travel over any part of the lines belonging 
to the system. The prices of these tickets for 15 
days are 50 francs for first-claes, 38 francs for 
econd-class and 35 francs for third-class pas­
sengers. This is about like paying $ 10 for a 
first-class ticket good on all the lines of the 
Grand Trunk in the Province of Ontario for 
as many journeys as one chooses to take for 
15 days. The ticket can be obtained at any 
of the railroad stations by presenting one’s 
photograph, signing the ticket immediately 
on receipt and making a deposit of 5 francs, 
in addition to the regular price as a guar­
anty for the prompt return of the 
ticket at the date of expiration. 
The tickets are goad for all trains, except 
specials and a few particularly designate d 
international trains. In addition to these 
15-day tickets, thefre are on sale also similar 
subscription tickets for longer periods, rang­
ing from three months to a year, and for 
these rr.tas comparatively still lower have 
been made. A ticket good for a]whole year, 
for example| costs, for first-class passage. 
800 francs; for seoond-class passage, 600 
francs, and for third-class passage, 400 
francs. It is a somewhat difficult operation 
for us in Canada to conceive of a ticket cost­
ing ocly $120 that would give one the right 
to travel anywhere throughout the Province 
of Ontario for a whole year. That is prac­
tically what the Bslgian yearly ticket 

, amounts to. This system has been in oper­
ation but a couple of months and its effect 
on the passenger traffic of the country has 
not yet been published.

%TRADE TOPICS.

October remittances have been much bet­
ter than had been anticipated by a majority 
of our wholesale merchants. When asked 
how this was accounted!for, a prominent 
dealer made the statement that “our farmers 
n many parts of the Province are exception­
ally well off. They no longer depend upon 
the sale of wheat, but the cheese, dairy and 
live stock interests are so large that they are 
making comfortable livings.”

“The report of the Ontario Government on 
the Yield of barley in this province is away 
out, ’ remarked one of our largest dealers in 
this cereal. “The yield in the palmiest days 
of the trade, I believe, was not over fifteen 
million bushels, while the Bureau of Statis­
tics has placed the average at over eighteen 
millions in the past ten years.

“The greatest amount ever exported in 
one year was twelve millions of bushels, and 
prices that season were so high that it is safe 
to say that farmers did not feed any of i| to 
stock. The amount-used for malt is not 
much over a million and about the same 
quantity for seed. Thus you soe fifteen 
millions is a full crop.

“The estimated yield for this season is 
twelve millions, but I do not believe that the 
crop will be over half that amount. The re­
turns, as far as this crop is concerned, are 
valueless.”,

The Globe yesterday had a long article in 

regard to the Manitoba school case. It pro­
fesses to be in the nature of a warning to 
the Government at Ottawa not to interfere 
with the legislation passed by the Province 
of Manitoba, and it says;

The proceedings now going on at Ottawa 
are regarded with the gravest distrust, and 
we speak advisedly when we say that no 
Government whicn actually proposed 
coercion could live for an hour, and that 
the supporters of such a government could 
not be elected in twenty cf the constituen­
cies of Ontario. This is the sober truth, 
which those who are carrying on the agita­
tion would do well to loot in the face.

As The World pointed out yesterday it is 
not at all likely that the Dominion Govern­
ment will interfere with the Manitoba schools 
question. Sir John Thompson held out but 
little hope at Dunnvllle that such will be the 
case.

If any relief is to come to the minority in 
Manitoba it must come through the Liberals 
of Manitoba amending thoir legislation an­
tagonistic to Separate schools, and if they do 
not do this it will be useless for Mr. Lanrier 
or for Mr. Tarte to raise any further dis­
turbance at Ottawa.

The Liberals have made their bed, and so 
must they lie. They raised the Provincial 
rights agitation in Ontario under Oliver 
Mow at and antagonized the Dominion at 
every possible point. The Liberals next 
summoned a conference of the Provincial 
Premiers at Quebec, whereat Mercier was 
the dominating spirit After that con­
ference Mercier undertook still further to 
realize the Provincial rights idea by passing 
the ill-starred Jesuit Estates bill. Fired 
ith the same enthusiasm of Provincial 

rights, the Liberals of Manitoba passed a law 
abolishing Separate schools in that Province, 
partly to vindicate the declaration at Quebec 
of Provincial rights, and partly as a Protes­
tant answer to the Jesuit drill passed 
by Mercier. There is where the mat­
ter now stands, and there —it must 
rest as far as Dominion politics are 
concerned. The Globe professes to be en­
tirely in favor of the legislation of the Lib­
erate of Manitoba in abolishing Separate 
schools, and declares that Ontario will not 
stand any interference therewtih on the part 

: of Conservatives at Ottawa. As a matter of 
fact, there will be no such interference, and 
it is because the Liberal organ now suspects 
that this will be the case that it professes to 
be so much afraid ami to regard with the 
“gravest distrust” the proceedings now 
going on before the Supremo Court. „

The trouble about the Manitoba schools is 
in the Liberal camp, not in the Conserva­
tive one; a perusal of the views of the Liber­
al member for Pontiac, Mr. Devlin, as set 
forth in a local paper yesterday, ^fully bears 
thtâ'out.

TO-NISandy Hook lightship is was a broad reach 
on the port tack shifting to a close reach as 
the wind canted to the westward. The 
Vigilant seemed literally to fly through the 
water from the moment she gybed around 
the mark, and when the red outline of the 
lightship revealed itself in the haze the 
vaunted English cutter was hull down, fully 
three miles astern. She seemed making 
very heavy weather of it, and though her 
sails fit as neatly as a glove she looked at 
times as though she were anchored.The wind 
blew fresh from the southwest throughout 
this leg, getting a little to the west near the 
end. Indeed, it had^increased to almost half 
a gale and both boats were forced to take in 
their jib topsails before half the distance 
had been covered,for their sharp prows were 
buried deep into the see and lee rails were 
awash more than once.

The yachts made for the line established 
by the May and the lightship with 
the wind a little forward of the port beam 
and blowing half a gale.

Valkyrie Liked the ISreexe.
The Valkyrie did not seem to mind the 

breeze, which was getting stronger all the. 
time, and, taking a short cut through the 
swash channel, made sail as she went. She 
even ran up heç club topsail without heading 
up into the wind. This was not her largest 
one, as there were indications of more wind 
later. The Valkyrie arrived at the Sandy 
Hook lightship an hour before the time of 
starting. After a consultation had been held, 
on board the topsail was taken down and the 
larger one, which she used ou Saturday, sent 
up instead. At this time the wind was blow­
ing » ' good 15 miles an hour. The 
Vigilant ran up her large club topsail 

' at 10 o’clock. Both boats cruised
about north of the lightship for an hour 
before the start. The Vigilant showed her 
tobin bronze bottom as she heeled over and 
bowled along the seas, occasionally dashing 
BDray over her white jacketed crew. The 
Valkyrie did not heel quite so much but she 
showed some of her copper below the. water 
line.

The wind was blowing 25 miles an hour 
when both boats went over the line within 
two seconds of each other. The Vigilant led 
by the length of her bowsprit They made a 
pretty start as they started on a beat to 
windward of 10 miles to the first mark, 
which was off North Long Branch and so 
close in shore that a good view of the racing 
yachts was obtained from Seabright, Mon­
mouth Beach and Long Branch.

The Englishman Forged Ahead.
As on Saturday the Valkyrie forged 

ahead at the start. She was not running 
so close to the wind as the white sloop, but 
she was going faster. In 10 minutes the 
Valkyrie led by four lengths, but the Vigi­
lant was a trifle to windward. The Valkyrie 
increased her lead to 10 lengths at the end of 
the first half hour, and then the Vigilant be­
gan to cut the open water between her bow 
and the Valkyrie stern. She walked right 
up and took the lead, and the race was a 
procession from that point. The enp 
defender gained four minutes 45 
seconds in the first 10 miles’ tacking to 
wind wart}. 4 min. 12 secs, in the second 10 
mile run and 3 min. 20 secs, in the last 10 
miles. She crossed tne line ahead of the 
Valkyrie 12 mina and 23 secs, actual time, 
and ded ucting the time allowance of 1 min. 
48 secs, she won by 10 min. 35 secs. The 
Valkyrie was over two miles astern when the 
Vigilant finished. The next race will be on 
Wednesday. It will be a beat to windward 
15 miles and return. Should the Vigilant 
win again the America’s Cup will remain 
here another year, and the American centre­
board will still be the champion yacht of the 
world.

The course was a triangular one, 10 miles 
to a leg. At 11 o’clock the official boat 
anchored about 200 yards to the northward 
and eastward of the lightship, and 10 min­
utes later the course signals were fluttering 
from the triatic stay. They were: S.W. by 
8, E. 1-2 8. and N. N; W. 1-2 W. The wind, 
being then light from the southwest, the first 
leg was to be to a dead beat to windward, 
the second a run with the wind on the star­
board quarter and the third a broad reach on 
the port tack.

W hen the preparatory gun boomed the 
breeze had freshened a bit and the prospects 
for a closo and exciting contest were very 
encouraging. Both yachts were then 
mauceuverlng around the flagship under 
mainsails, club topsails, jibs and staysails.

Mr. J. B. Tyrrell and his brother James of 
the Dominion Geological Survey left last 
spring to explore the Barren Grounds be­
tween Lake Athabasca and Hudson’s Bay. A 
letter from them waa published some weeks 
ago from Fort Cblppewyan. The letter 
below is the last heard from them. They were 
then 500 miles from Hudson’s Bay and about 
to croie a country never before traversed 
by white men. If they hare had any kind of 
luck they ought bow to be ou the shores of 
of the bay. But whether they will get home 
this winter or not is altogether a matter of 
chance.

Fosn du Lac, June 29, 169a
We have now reached this the last post 

of the Hudson’s Bay Company that we shall 
come to before starting Into the Barren 
Grounds, and so far everything has gone on 
pleasantly and well. Since leaving Fort 
Chippewyan James has mode a survey of 
the north shore of Lake Athabasca to here, 
a distance of 180 miles, and 1 have already 
surveyed the rest of the shore to Black Lake. 
Besides, we have secured a guide to take us 
up to the Barren Grounds and to carry part 
of our load that far.

The old man who was in charge here last 
year died last winter, and the post has been 
abandoned asa summer post, so that we may 
be out before you receive this letter; but if 
not, you will know that we are all in good 
spirits and have already made some interest­
ing discoveries.
