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Gravel Top.

Mr. Clemens Herschel, whose treatise on
road making is printed in the little book on
highway improvement issued by the League
of American Wheelmen, writes as follows
of the use of gravel as a substitute for
broken stone on roadways : ‘ Instead of the
macadam top, screened gravel may be
used. The foundation for these gravel
roads should be the same as the rough
paving for the macadam road. The gravel
to be uséd for the top must be selected
with some care; it shouid be of a hard
kind of stone, clean, that is, free from
clay, of the bright color, etc. It is put on in
two layers, each rolled, and the top one
made compact and firm, by spreading and
mixing in some good binding material,
sprinkling and rolling. There need be no
fear of making & poor road by using the
smoothest, most water worn pebbles, free

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Notes on Old Times and People.

The following gleanings, we believe, will
be read with interest by many of our read-
ers. Ebenezer Felch, senr., a native of

~Massachusetts, with his wife and children
(several of whom were then married) came
to Annapolis, and settled in what is now
 known as Bentyille, in 1760 or 1761 - Mr.
and Mrs. Felch were old people at that
time, and the survivor of them died, as we
shall see, in 1778. Their sons Ebenezer,
Isaac, Daniel and John, were settled in the
same district, and the former was a land
surveyor, cordwainer and farmer. He had
received what was then recognized as a
good education in his native province, and
became, on his settlement here, a promi-
nent and useful citizen, though never pos-
sessed of a very strong constitution. This
man kept a diary from March 19th, 1777,
to February 20th, 1779, which is now be-
fore us. It deserves to be printed verbatim,
as it gives an admirable picture of the daily
life of our ancestors more than a century
ago with a vividness nothing else could pro-
duce. 'We will, however, content ourselves,
in this article, with a reference to some
people and events noticed in it.

Under date, Sunday, 8th of June, is the
following entry: ‘Heard the Rev. Mr.
Alleyn preach from Psalm 107, v. 31.” This
has reference to Henry Alline, the evange-
list Newlight, whose father and family
were at that date residents in the township
of Falmouth, and who, a few years later,
died of consumption while on a preaching
tour through the New England States.
Mr. Felch makes frequent mention of the
preaching of this man during that year and
1778, the latter being the last year during
which he visited this country. On the 10th
he writes : ““ Went to Round Hill and Esq.
Evans.” Henry Evans, sometime an M. P,
P. for the township of Annapolis, was the
person to whom he made reference in this
entry. He had been previously domiciled
in or near Sudbury, Mass., and had married
a sister of Rev. John Baldwin, D. D., of
- Boston, by whom hé had one child only--
a daaghter. He had been selected in con-
junction with David Bent and Ebenezer
Felch, senr.—the father of the diarist—in
1759, to visit Annapolis, and report upon
the propriety of accepting the grant of a
township of 100,000 acres of land withow
payment. This grant was to include the
marshes, which had been laboriously dyked
by the dispersed French habitans, and the
orchards they had planted, and the lands
they bad cultivated. It is no wonder that
Messrs. 'Evans, Bent and Felch reported
favorably, and during the next and follow-
ing years came and took possession of
them. Mr. Felch says on the 12th : * This
day I went to Esqr. Prince’s.” Thisrefer-
ence reveals the fact that Christopher
Prince, then M. P. P., resided on the
““ Bell ” Farm, though he represented the
township of Granville. He probably built
the first house erected in Digby, at which
place he had located some years before,
as a convenient place to carry on trade
with the Indians, with whom he did a large
business. He was a native of Boston, and
a partner in the firm of Prince Brothers.
His first wife was Mary Foster, a native
of Boston, who died in thi§ province. He
afterwards married a daughter of Jonathan
Payson, one of the grantees of Annapolis
township. Mr. or Colonel Prince was a
conspicaous figure in the early history of
the country. His remains lie buried in
the village of Lawrencetown, to which
place he went about 1790-1795. He died
before the beginning of the century.

The following entry in the diary was
made on the 20th, being Sunday : * Went
to meeting to hear the Rev. Mr. Morse
who preached from Acts, ch. 26, v. 14, and
in afternoon from 2 Cor., ch. 4, v. 10.”
The reference here is to the Rev. Azarelah
Morse, for whom a meeting house was built
in Granville, on lands then belonging to
Josiah Dodge.  He had accepted a call to
preach to the Granville settlers in that
part of the township, and to extend his
services on the Annapolis side of the river
from time to time. A few years later this
man  having first sold the ‘‘ministerial
lands ” granted to dissenting congregations,
returned to his native province, Massachu-
setts, where he sometime afterwards died.
The meeting house thus vacated was pur-
chased by the Episcopalians of the two
townships, and was for many years after
used as a place of worship for that body of
Christians. Mr. Morse was, we believe,
distantly related to Abner and Samuel
Morse, from whom the Morsefamilies of the
county are descended.

On the 25th August he writes: ‘“ Heard
Mr. Fisher was dead. Watched at night at
Fisher’s and next day went to the funeral.”
This was Nathaniel Fisher, a grantee of
Annapolis, who was the grandfather of the
Rev. Nathaniel Vidito, so well known
throughout the county.

““Sept. 22nd : Very rainy; old house
Jfell down; had to move out to Widow
Lawrence’s house in the rain and in the
night.” Is it possible that the *“ old house ”
in which he lived, and which “ fell down ”
during this stormy equinox, was an old
French dwelling, spared by accident from
the flumes which consumed so many others
in 1755? The widow Lawrence referred to
was the widow of William Lawrence, who
owned a lot near Felch’s late residence.
Her maiden name was Messenger, and she
was a daughter of Ebenezer Messenger,
from whom all our Messengers are descend-
ed, and was born at Wrentham, Mass., and
probably married there a few years - before
her father’s refioval to the valley. She
afterward returned to Massachusetts,
where she died leaving three children to
mourn her departure.

““Octr. 7th, 1797 : Warm for the time of
year ;- went to Beriah Rice’s, got a plough.”
This reference is not to Beriah Rice, senr.,
(who had died in 1764), but to his son
Beriah, who at that time lived, we think,
on the farm now owned and occupied by
Mr. Jeptha Rice, near this town.

“ Nov. 25th : Made cider for Mr. Bass.”
This Mr. Bass lived a mile or more east-
ward from Mr. Felch’s abode. His name
was Joseph, and he was a brother of the
right Rev. Edward Bass, D. D., first bishop
of Massachusetts.  He was one of the very
few adherents to-the English church then
to be found in the county, and was a man
highly esteemed for his many good quali-
ties, and has left descendants who are yet
with us. Joseph Bass, of Melvern Square,
is a great-grandson. - The Barss’ of Queens
County, are descended from John Bass,
another brothér, whose descendants. have
changed - the orthography of the family
from some cause which we have been un-
able to trace. On a near future occasion
we shall endeavor to resume the subject.

" Mr. R. G. Leckie, a gentleman who has
been an indefatigable promoter in the ad-
vancement of these works, and whose bus-
iness in connection therewith lately took
him to Ottawa, made a statement during
his visit there, in which he said that he
believed it to be an uncontradictable fact
that the ore taken from the leads in this
county far surp&ssed that of the Pictou
mines,

The Adjourned Meeting.

The adjourned meeting of ratepayers for
the Water-District of Bridgetown took
place at Dennison's Hall on Wednesday
evening the 26th ult. A large and repre-
sentative meeting gathered together, R. E.
FiwzRandolph, KEsq., in the chair. The
minutes of last adjourned wmeeting were
read over and approved by the meeting.
The Auditors’ Report was now: called for,
and duly read and presented by W. M,
Forsyth, Esq., and Jaid on the table, when
it was moved by J. G. H. "Parker, and
seconded by E. Ruggles, that the report,
as a whole, be received and adopted by the
meeting. This was put to the meeting and
passed. ‘A lively discussion now took
place between the commisioners, auditors
and ratepayers as to the report ; and it was
moved by J. G. H. Parker and seconded
“That’ the day-book, ledger, cash and
bank-book of the tommissioners be now
produced at this meeting, and laid on the
table, with the auditors’ report,” (to which
an amendment was moved by John L. Cox
and’'duly seconded, as follows: * That to
produce the books as mentioned would be
inexpedient, and that said books be not
now produced,” which amendment. was
carried.

By some oversight, it was again moved
by Mr. R. A. Crowe and seconded, ‘ That
the auditors’ report be received and adopt-
ed,” which passed unanimously. The reso-
lution proposing free water to the manu-
facturers which laid over from last meet-
ing was now taken up for discassion and
reads as follows: ““1In order to encourage
the manufacturing industries of this town,
that all the factories therein where steam
is the motive power, have the use of the
water necessary for manufacturing purposes
free of charge for the next five years.”

After several persons had spoken there-
to, and the matter of free water to all had
been proposed and found impracticable in
the present state of the law, an amendment
was moved by John L. Cox, Esq., and
seconded by E. Bent, Esq., ‘ That the fol-
lowing manufacturers be allowed the use
of the water for the next five years at the
following rates: Geo. Murdoch, $20 per
year; J. B. Reed & Sons, $25 per year;
The Bridgetown Foundry Company, $15
per year ; and the Acadian Organ Company,
$10 per year.”

A petition from the owners and occupiers
of real estate on Queen Street, RBridgetown,
to have a public sewer laid down on said
street, was now laid on the table and order-
ed tobe read. It was then moved by J.
G. H. Parker and seconded by J. W. Beck-
with that-the prayer of said petition be
granted ; which on being put to the meet-
ing, passed unanimously.

Meeting now adjourned sine die.

Dear Eprror,—My critic “F. Ao
Victoria, says that I ** have been detected
in an attempt to mislead the readers of the
MONITOR a8 to our temperance laws,” and
that *“ when this was pointed out” to me I
did not “retract or apologize.” I deny
having attempted to mislead the readers of
the MoxrToR ; I deny anything of the kind
having been pointed out tome; therefore, I
have nothing to retract or apologize for;
but, instead, an apology is due from him;
What have I been charged with? He
says :—** He (Reform) has asserted that the
logislation of recent years is not satisfactory
to the temperance people, and that reforms
are needed in our laws relating to temper-
ance.” I said nothing of the kind. T will
reproduce every word I said to the readers
of the Mox1TOR Which has called forth his
criticisms. It was as follows:— *“This
country is deeply interested in the matter
of reforming our laws relating {o intemper-
ance. We want men to represent us who
can be heard on the floors of our legislatures,
who are in sympathy, and are identified
with the aims and movements of temper-
ance reform; who can not only be heard
upon the public platform, but who can be
relied on to go into the party caucus in
behalf of morality, virtue and sobriety,”

It would, I think, puzzle the proverbial
Philadelphia lawyer to warp the above
quotation into particularizing the legislation
of recent years, or of Local Legislation
merely. I did not refer to local legislation
only, from the fact that I spoke of legisia-
tures. I wished that it should apply locally
in whatever respect the circumstances of
the case required, while at the same time
feeling that it had a much stronger applica-
tion to Dominion matters. It will be found,
I think, on a re-perusal of these letters,

that every point of importance raised by

«J. A.” has been answered by himself, and

strikingly in favor of my contention.

The claim is justly made that local tem-

perance legislation has advanced during
the last few ** years,” and why ?

“A”says: ‘“The present Housé of Assem-

bly is a strong Temperance House.” It has
been through the persistent efforts of such

men as the Gaytons, the Bills, and the Blacks
men identified with temperance work, and
an organized backing among their constit-

uents—that this progress has been possible.

“A’s” practical admission to all this
gives over to me the priHCipal point that I

wished to make in my argument. To
my claims that an agricultural people
like ourselves have a peculiar interest

in this question, ‘“A” does not

attempt a rebuttal. This point being

conceded, the importance of choos-

ing the best men possible to carry forward
and to maintain the work already accom-

plished, is evident.

“F. A.” queries: ““Would it surprise

‘ Reformer’ to learn that Mr. Rassell is the
legal adviser of the temperance committee

of the present House of Assembly, and that

the temperance men in the House paid Mr.

Per-
haps that province is better situated in its
relations to the Dominion for effecting this
privilege ; it cannot be very much,
Says “F. A.” :—*“Now, Mr. Editor, I
plead guilty to the charge of being ignorant
as to reforms needed in onr local temper-
ance laws,” and this: ‘“ What wounld you
have the local legislature do more than it
has already done?” According to the opin-
ion of ““F. A.” the work is all completed.
To use an expression of his own: *How
little he knows what he is writing about !”
If this extremely caustic critic, after his
experience as an ‘‘infant crying for the
light,” should now take a trip down to
Halifax perhaps he might, if he takes the
proper course, find gathered in the old
Legislative Chambers, from here and there
over the country, a few men deeply inter-
ested in this matter who would gladly give
him further information.

What reason has
he tor assuming that these resolutions have
not reference to all our temperance laws
and laws bearing on this matter? What
evidence has he that the claims set forth in
those resolutions, were not the opinions of
the majority of temperance people before I
wrote a line upon the subject? According
to what can be gathered from the argument
of my critic’s letters, no change of laws are

them. How then is intelligent, effectual
action to be made in this direction except
by the very course which these resolutions
indicate? With all our law making, they
are u degradation to us if they still abound
with ‘“snares and pitfalls "—the decision of
one of whom ‘‘ A speaks as giving par-
ticular study to this subject. Our own
inspector got into one of the ‘‘pitfalls” last
year, and his legal advisor was unable to
pilot him out, and expense to the county
was the outcome. The inspector of Pruro,
we are told, also got into one of the pitfalls
to the tune of over $500. It is rumored
that the same difficulty has overtaken the
inspector of Lunenburg.

Our law which gives to the brewer a
draw back of duty on his imported stock in
order that his business may have a greater
measure of prosperity is a degredation. A
fiscal system which has the effect of creat-
ing a liquor power in politics, is a degreda-
tion an3 can never result in fostering a true
development—a desirable political or social
state.

I have no objections to “F. A.’s” inter-
est in politics, but I object to his claiming
a monopoly of this subject, as I feared,
from the tone of his letter, he was inclined
to do, and as for his sanctions about *‘quali-
fications” for political positions, that pro-
blem is not always settled until a term in
parliament is put through. Of his temper-
ance principles, I had no adverse suspicions.
I only suggested to him, where he might
get information as to the wishes of the tem-
perance people, should he ever be inclined
to seek nomination in their behalf.

In conclusion, I would say that in the
writing of these letters, I have not been
prompted to it in order to ‘‘ boom” anyone
in particular, or for a party purpose—ior it
is not a party question; but to do some
little service to a great cause—a moral and
an economic matter of the utmost mowment
to us as a people. No one who is inclined
to deal intelligently with the drink habit,
but must admit that it should be dealt with
in ways suggested from various aspects of
the problem, and that the conditions are
continually on the change. As a moral
suasionist, the true temperance worker's
efforts must be constant, and conducted
with the utmost consistency. But it is a
question that has much to do with laws,
and with political economy—in the near
futare it must take large place in this great
science; therefore it should find an import-
ant place in the decisions governing our
political purposes and actions. 1 am fully
bursuaded that it is the duty of every con-
cientious voter to record his vote, and to
nfluence his choice of representative as to
his course of action, as though the whole
safety of the state depended upon that vote
and that influence. This is the course of
safety. And now, bringing the matter
home to us, I believe it to be the duty of
every elector who is sincere in his desires
for good government and good laws for our
Province, whether he vote for Mr. Longley,
Mr. Chute, Mr. Harrington, or Mr. Starratt,

" The health department of the city of
Providence has issued the following cir-
calar:

“Consnmption canses more deaths than
any other disease the human race is subject
‘to.  Nevertheless it is to a very large ex-
tent preventable. It is, though not gen-
erally known, a contagious disease. Con-
sumption, or pulmonary tuberculosis, is in
every case cansed by disease germs which
grow in the lungs in enormous numbers.
When a person is sick with this disease,
these germs are coughed up in great quan-
tities in the expectoration, and when this
becomes dry and crumbles, or is trodden to
dast, the germs float abont in the air and
are liable to be breathed into the lungs of
any one. If the lungs of the person who
does breathe them are poorly developed,
or if the constitution is feeble, the germs
are very sure to grow and cause the disease,
Unfortunately, we do not know how to
kill them when they are once in the air
passages. The best that can be done is to
baild up the system and strengthen the
lungs by the use of cod liver oil, good food,
and fresh air.

¢ Much, moreover, can be done to pre-
vent the spread of the disease by destroy-
ing the germs as completely as possible in
every case.

¢ (1) No person with consumption should
ever spit on the floor or in the street. If
handkerchiefs or bits of cloth are employed,
they should at once be disinfected or
burned. A good plan is to use a small
wide-mouthed bottle with a rubber stopper.
The contents should be thrown into the
fire and the bottle and stopper thoroughly
scalded with boiling hot water cvery day.

“(2) The dishes used by a consumptive
should be at once scalded and the unwashed
underwear and bed: clothing should be
thoroughly boiled as soon as possible.

“(3) When a per-on with consumption
has diarrheea, the discharges from the
bowels should at once be disinfected, as at
this time they contain the disease germs.
A good way is to add a half-teacupful ‘of
chloride of lime, or fill up: the, chamber
vessel with boiling water. :

‘(4) No one with consumption should
sgleep in the same room with another per-
son, and the room occupied by the con-
sumptive should be thoroughly cleaned as
often as possible.

¢ (5) No mother with consumption should
nurse an infant, and children ought never
to be taken care of by a consumptive per-
son.”-—Boston M. and 8.

How to Purify Drinking Water.

Prof. Peter T. Austen, Ph. D., F.
says in Scientific American :

¢ While I do not wish to undervalue any
of the excellent small filters now on the

" market, I desire to explain asimple method
by which any housekeeper of average in-
telligence can make an inexpensive con-
trivance which will do its work in a way
not easily surpassed either in results, effi-
cacy, rapidity or simplicity by any filter
that can be bought. Such a filter can be
set up in a short time at any place, and
will be found particularly useful when one
is away from home ; for then special ap-
pliances are not always easy to obtain,

My attention was directed to this sub-
ject several years ago, and after some ex-
perimenting a simple &pparatus was de-
vised. . Since then Iffave continued to ex-
periment on thisggubject, and am more
fully convinged than ever of the practical
utility and efficiency of the method.

It has been known for many years that
the addition of a minute amount of alum
to a water containing bicarbonate of lime
in solution (and most natural waters con-
tain more or less of this substance) will
cause the formation of a gelatinons precip-
itate. This precipitate entangles and col-
lects . the suspended matters and germs,
forming coagulated and agglomerated
masses which are removed by simple filter-
ation. = Waters containing clay or mnd
which are so fine that a mechanical filter
cannot remove it, when treated with a
small amount of alum.can be filtered per-
fectly clear through a coarse filter. The
alum thus added is not left in the water,
but isremoved by the filteration, for its
active constituent, the aluminic sulphate,
is decomposed and precipitated by the
action of the dissolved bicarbonate of lime.
This should be well understood, although
if.a minute amount of of alam were left in
the water its effects would not be motice
able, and even if present in larger amounts,
it would not be at all dangerous.

The method of filteration is'simple in
the extreme. An oil bottle or any long,
narrow-necked bottle serves for the filter.
Tie around it a string soaked in kerosene,
about half an_inch from the bottom, set
the string on fire, and hold the  bottle
bottom up. When-the string is burnt out,
the bottom of the bottle is thrust into cold
water. If properly donme, this causes the
bottom of the bottle to split off evenly.
The rim of the glass should now be burred
off a little with a round file to remove any
sharp edges that may be left.  The bottle
is then thoroughly cleaned and placed neck
downward in a convenient support, as, for
instance, through a hole bored in a shelf,
or it may be allowed to stand in a wide-
mouthed bottle, resting by its shoulders
on the rim of the mouth. A small hand-
ful of cotton wool is now thoronghly wetted
by squeezing it in water, and shreds of it
are dropped into the bottle until a layer
about two inches deep has been made.
The shreds should be dropped in carefully,
80 as to distribute them evenly, and not to
let them pile up in the middle or at the
sides. When enough cotton has been
dropped in, & cup or two of water is poured
in, and the bottle gently tapped. This
consolidates the mass and finishes the mak-
ing of the fllter-bed.

The amount of alum needed to coagulate
the water sufficiently for filtering need not,
as a rule, exceed two grains to the gallon,
and in many instances may be less, but in
certain cases of very dirty waters, such as
that of the Mississippi River, the amount of
alum may be increased to four or even six
grains per gallon. The alunvis best kept
in a solution of such a strength that a tea-
spoonful of it will contain a grain. To
save trouble, the following prescription
will enable one to get enotigh of the solu-
tion put up at any apothecary’s to last for
a considerable time.

I may add that the expense of this  pre-
scription, IMCluding the bottle, should not
exceed fifteeen cents,

The treatment and filteration of the
water is best done as follows : :

A gallon of water is placed in a clean tin
pail and two teaspoonfuls of the alum solu-
tion are added. It will save time to make,
scratches on the inside of the pail, showing
the height of one, two, or more gallons of
water. . It is then well stirred and mixed
with a clean tin dipper. It is best to keep
this pail and dipper for this use alone.
Theéy-should be kept scrupulously clean,

and frequently well scoured with sapolio
or a'similar kind of soap. After mixing,
the water is allowed to stand five or ten
minutes, and then poured, by means of the
dipper, into the filter. It will run th
rapidly if the filter-bed has been rly
made, and will be as clear as crystal, and
not seldom will form an astonishing con-
trast with the original water.  The firat
half pint of the water passing through
should be rejected. The filtered water may
be caught in a pitcher or in any other con-
venient receptacle. A filter-bed will last &
day, but it is not advisable to use it longer.
Each day the used filter-bed should be
thrown away and & fresh one prepared.
The method may, of ¢ourse, be applied to
any. of the many . filters in. use, by simply
adding to the water to be filtered one or
two grains of alum 'to the gallon. It will
be a poor filter, indeed, that will not filter
clear after this addition.

Of late, attention has been drawn to the
latent dangers of ive. It has been found
that this apparently harmless and attract-
ive substance may fairly reek with disease
germs and filth of all kinds. Unless it is
known from whence the ice comes, its use
may be more dangerous than the use of
water. Ico is sometimes derived from
water which no one which no one would
think of drinking, as, for instance, from
ponds in cemeteries and from rivers in the
neighborhood of sewer outlets, and as a re-
sult may be indiscribably foul.. Aside from
the danger of germs lurking in ice, there
is risk in the indiscreet use of water cooléd
to an abnormally low temperature, siuce
functional disorders are often caused by
the drinking of very cold water., No
water is 80 refreshing as that of a moun-
tain spring, and one reason of this is that
its temperature is just right. Itis well to
take hints that are given by nature, and
the hint that the best temperature of drink-
ing water is about fifty degrees Fahren-
heit is a good one, and werth following.

I would suggest—and I am sure that
every one who tries it will be more than
satisfied—that the filtered water be caught
in stoppered carafes, or, what is just as
good, carefully cleaned sherry bottles stop-
pered with new, clean corks, and that these
bottles filled with water and carefully stop-
pered be placed in the refrigerator for sev-
eral hours. By putting hali a dozen such
bottles filled with water in the refrigerator
and replacing them with others as they are
taken out, a supply of water, filtered water
of a satisfactory and safe degree of coolness
may be kept continually on hand.

The use of this simple method of purifi-
cation of water will, I am certain, prevent
many a case of sickness and not a few
deaths, and it is so simple, cheap, and effi-
cacious that any one can make a success

of it.”

Tue EXPERT ACCOUNTANT. — Knowing
all the intricacies of figures and account
is one of the necessities of business life. He
compiles reports, adjusts averages, and
brings order out of chaotic masses of figures.
He knows how to make annual reports look
attractive, and mot unfrequently makes
ugly accounts look straight. One of the
most important functions of the expert
accountant is to show up defaulters. It
often happens that business men find " their
affairs getting entangled. They know they
have been making money ; but, somehow,
they are running behind. They have relied
upon some trusted book-keeper. So far as
they can see the books are all right, but the
results are unsatisfactory. They do mnot
like to suspect the trusted servant, but
they want to be satisfied. The expert
accountant is called in with great secrecy,
and ordered to go over the books at night.
Then comeg the exposure ; the forced bal-
ance is shown up ; the amount of the defal-
cation is set down in plain figures. It is
surprising how many concerns there are

oing large business who are absolutely
dependent upon their bookkeepers, and are
utterly helpless to find out exactly where
the trouble is, although they may be con-
vinced that something is wrong. The ex-
pert accountant may strike it at the first
glance. He may delve for weeks before he
reaches the solution. He learns lots of
secrets, but be is dumb as an oyster, and
keeps his discoveries only for the ear of the
employer. If he is kind hearted he advises
the defaulter to pay up before the éxposure
comes. Many culprits surrender at the
mere sight ot him.

Farm Notes.

You need not ch(;;:;bbnge for poultry.
Simply place a head of cabbage in the
poultry yard and the hens will know how

‘{ to ‘use it. Cabbage makes an excellent

addition to the ordinary dry food and is
highly relished by all classes of poultry,
especially at this season, when green food
is.not readily obtainable.

Do not mix wood ashes and animal ma-
nure together, for the latter is made useless
by using the former with it. Bone-dust
and wood ashes will supply all that may be
lacking for strawberries in any soil. Of
all the commercial fertilizers none. is safer
to buy than pure ground heone. It must,
however, be decomposed before the plants
can use it, as they take up all of their food
in solution. = For immediate effeotiiit is
sometimes advisable to use dissolved bone,
or superphosphate of lime, which will be
washed down to the rooté by the first rain,
~-Practical Farmer.

Some one asks ; ‘ Whatis & good cow?
This is a fair guestion in these days of
vagaries and indefiniteness. We call it &
good cow that givés 20 to 30 pounds of
milk a day, which will make a pound of
butter from 20 pounds of milk" for six
months, and then gradually shrinks her
mess until she becomes dry about four to
six weeks, before calving. "A better cow
will do better : but how many are there in
the country 1—Mirror,

Before you decide to pay out any money
for fertilizers this seuson, see that the ma-
nure in the stable yard is not renning to
waste from exposure to the rain and snow.
If you allow the best strength and only
soluble part of the manure to be washed
out, and sink into the sub-soil of the barn
yard, you will have a maes of almost worth-
less straw and leaves—worthless for the
present season. at least—remaining, to put
on the land. Every rain takes some
strength out of the manure, and the aggre-
gate loss in the course of a winter amounts
to a great deal.. If you: have no shelter
under which to deposit the manure in
winter, it is far better that it be carried
direet 'to the field and spréad upon the
land’ wheve it-is ‘wanted.  That is, it the
field is level. We would not do this on
hilly or rolling ground: Carried to the
field mow, the soil gets the whole strength
of the manure, and it begins to do good at
onge as soon as & orop is planted. There
is no loss worth talking of by evaporation,
and you get the manure out of your way
at the stable in the shortest and cheapest
way, 'This plan also saves the trouble
and expense of constructing a cellar
or shed in which to keep the manure till
spring, which is an important considera.
tion. — Masey's lllustrated,

Good oats are clean, hard, dry, sweet,
heavy, plump, full of flour and rattle like
shot. They have a clean and almost
metallic lustre. Each oat in a well-grown
sample is nearly of the same size. There
are but a few small or imperfect grains.
The hard pressure of the nail on an oat
should leave little or no mark. The kernel
when pressed benecath the teeth should clip
rather than tear. The skin should be thin.
The size of the kernel will be less in pro-
portion than the skin is thick. The color
of the oat is not very material, but white
oats are generally thinner in the skin than
black. Again, -black oats will grow on
inferior soils. Short, plump oats are pre-
ferable to large, long grains. Bearded oats
must have an excess of husk. Oats are
not necessarily bad because they are thin-
skinned or bearded ; but they must con-
tain a less amount of flour per bushel than
thin-skinned oats without beards. —Lewis-
ton Journal.

Keep a cake of silver
soap at hand, and rub each piece of silver
as soon as discolored. Then wash the
china, beginning with the caps, saucers,
pitchers, and least greasy dishes, and
changing the water as soon as cool or greasy.
Place these dishes in the rinsing-pan with
the cups inside up and plates resting on the
edges, that they may be scalded inside as
well as outside, and drain quickly. Scald
and wipe immediately.

Where there is only one woman for
‘‘ cook, waitress, hostess, and kitchen girl,”
it is well, after the table is cleared and the
dishes neatly packed, to wash first the
kitchen dishes, and pots and kettles ; then
with clean water add towels wash and wipe
the table dishes. The hands will be left in
much better condition than when the pots
and kettles are washed last.

Do not become wedded to the idea that
dishes can only be washed in a sink. If
your pantry or cook-room be some distance
from your sink, and have a broad shelf or
table in it, take your dish-pan to the pan-
try, wash and wipe your dishes there, and
in this way save a few of the unnecessary
steps which soon amount to miles with many
weary housekeepers,

Never put pans and kettles half filled
with water on the stove to soak. It only
hardens whatever may have adhered to the
kettle, and makes it much more difficult to
clean. Keep them full of cold water, and
soak them away from the heat.

Dripping-pans and other greasy dishes
should be scraped and wiped with soft
paper, which will absorb the grease. The
paper will be found useful in kindling the
fire and is a great saving of water, which is
sometimes an object. A tablespoonful of
soda added to the water will facilitate the
cleaning.

Tins should be washed in clean, hot soapy
water. Rub them frequently with mineral
soap, and they may be kept as bright as
when new. Saucepans and other tin or
granite dishes browned by use, may be
cleaned by letting them remain half an hour
in boiling séda water, then rubbing with a
wire disheloth or stiff brush.

A new tin coffee pot, if never washed ou
the inside with soap, may be kept much
Wash the outside, and rinse the
inside thoroughly with clear water. Then
put it on the stove to dry, and when dry
rub the inside well with a clean, dry cloth.
All the brown sediment may be wiped off
in that way, but a soapy disheloth should
never be put inside,

Keep a granite pan near the sink to use
in washing vegetables, and use the hand-
basin only for its legitimate purpose. Pare
vegetables into the pan, and not into the
sink as is so frequently done. Clear up as
you work ; it takes but a moment then, and
saves much time and fatigue afterward.—
Godey's Ladies Book.

FeprUARY FroraL Hints.—At this sea-
son everything begins to think of spring,
and the plants in yoar window will start
into new and vigorous growth if given half
a chance. Stir the soil in the pots. Give
them all the sunshine possible, and as much
fresh air as can safely beadmitted. Shower
them daily, and see that no insects are allow- | «
ed to collect and work on the new shoots.
Give a watering with liquid manure once a
week at least,—twice is better,—to all that
are making new wood, and repot those need-
ing more room for their roots. It is quite
important that this attentionshould begiven
now, as a shift later on will interfere with
the growth of the plant for a time, and
everything caleulated to check its steady
development should be avolded. Do what
is necessary before the plant gets much of
a start.

Bring up your Fuchsias from the cellar
and repot them, cutting the old branches
back at least half, if that was not done
when you put them away in the fall. Give
plenty of water, a.good light, and a rich,
well-drained soil. They will soon break
freely all over the old wood, and by March
they will e covered with new shoots and
healthy foliage. Those who persist in
keeping their Fuchsias in the living-room
all winter know very little of what this
plant is capable of doing if given a complete
rest for three or four months. After such
a rest it will make an astonishing growth
in a short time, and be loaded down with
flowers, a good share of the summer and
fall; bat if kept in the light and heat all
winter it will grow tall and spindling, and
be weak, and give but few blossoms.—-Eben
E. Rexford, in Ladies Home Journal.
