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Samuel and God had given her the sacred task of prepar-
ing him for that mission. It was hers to teach him of
the living God in whose service his whole life was to be
spent ; it was hers to joyfully present him before the
Lord in whose preseuce he should abide forever. But
Hannah's work was not all done when Samuel was
placed in the temple. Every year she made a little coat
for her son and took it to him when she went up to offer
the yearly sacrifice. This tells its own story of tender-
ness and love and continued prayer. It is a beautiful
picture of Hannah ! lonely without the presence of her
child, yet firm in her purpose before God, busy at her
sacred task, making the little coat for Samuel, and pour-
ing out her soul to God in his behalf, while the child
ministered before the Lord.  There was nothing remark-
able in the life or character of Hannah, and we are not
accustomed to think of her as having performed any large
part in the mission of her son; bus God has His silent
partners everywhere, their names are not on the sign-
boards and the world does not know how large a place
they Hll in the kingdom. When that which is covered
shall be revealed, the work of Hannah, the godly mother,
will appear more glorious than the work of many whose
nanes on earth are written in letters of gold.

Let the brief story of this mother speak to our hearts
and teach us that God would have us consecrate onr chil-
dren to His service and prepare them for His work. It is
casy to say we will lend our children to the Lord. but it
is not easy to give them that they may become anything
or nothing in order to glorify God. We desire that our chil-
dren be attractively clothed, be educated and possess a fair
share of this world’s goods, but these ambitions are worthy
only so far as they are subservient to the desire that God
be gloritied in their lives. It was in this spirit of conse-
cration that the parents of Ann Hastletine gave their
daughter to be subjected to all that she suffered during
her short, butl heroic missionary life.  When asking for
her hand in warriage Adoinram Judson wrote: ‘1
have now to ask whether you can consent to part with
your daughter early next spring, to sce her no more in
this world ; whether you can consent to her departure to
a heathen land and her subjection to the hardships and
sufferings of a missionary life ; whether you can consent
to her exposure to the dangers of the ocean, to the fatal
influences of the southern climate of India, to every kind
of want and distress, to degradation, insult, persecution,
and perhaps a violent death 7 Can you consent to all
this for the sake of Him who left His heavenly home and
died for her and for you; for the sake of perishing im-
mortal souls, for the sake of Zion and the glory of God!
Can you consent to all this in the hope of soon meecting
your daughter in a world of glory, with a crown of
righteousness brightened by the acclamations of praise
which shall resound to her Saviour from heathen saved,
through her means, from eternal woe and despair?”
Since Ann Judson suffered and died in the name of
Christ, many a noble mother has given her souns and
daughters to be spent for His glory. But God requires
more ; He has a right to the life of every child of His
redeemed people. The children of Christian pare::ts do
not come into this world as accidents, they are the most
precious gifts ever given from the overflowing store-
house of God, and only when they are received as such
can the mother’s heart rejoice in the Lord and utter the
prayer of consecration :

“ Take my children, let them be
Consecrated, Lord, to Thee.”

We must not only lend our children to the Lord, but we
must prepare them for His service. God’s work is spread-
ing far and wide : there will ever be a growing need for
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laborers ; somebody’s boy and somebody's girl will be
called to India, others to China, others to the heart of
the Dark Continent, and many will be left to labor nearer
home, but all must be at work. Our noblest missionaries,
as a rule, do not come from the homes of ease and luxury,
they come from the arms of faithful parents, who toil
early and late. But how can we prepare our children for
such a work 7 We have the pastor, the Sunday school
teacher, the boarding school, and the theological hall.
Are these not enough to inpart spiritual knowledge, and
prepare the children for their life work ¢ These have a
noble work to do, but all the Christian agencies in the
world combined cannot do the mother’s work. She alone
holds the key to the child’s heart ; she knows its doubts
and fears, and hopes and joys, and, holding the little
ones close to her own heart, she may drop the seeds of
immortal trath. If we would prepare our children for
the Lord’s work, we must be often in prayer with them,
and for them. Itis a sad fact that there are children
who never hear the voices of their Christian parents in
prayer. It is a sad fact that there are Christian mothers
who are active in every religious enterprise, and yet
never kneel with their little ones at a throne of grace.
We do not say there is too much done outside the home
for Christ and for humanity, but we do believe that in
the very active Christian life of to-day there is a danger
that the little ones may suffer, because they need more of
the mother’s time and energy, more of the influence that
her presence only can give. If we desire God to use our
children to His glory, we must pray for them, pray with
them, and teach them to pray.

We must also, in this early preparation, teach our
children to love and trust the true God, by telling them,
again and again, the story of His beloved Sou.

Do we not hear the children singing, *‘Tell me the
story often, for I forget so soon?” 1In many a Christian
home there are little souls hungering and thirsting after
righteousness ; longing to hear the words of life from the
lips of their own mothers. Our hearts are pained for the
little ones who are deprived of this, the sweetest of all
childhood juys. Wehear the story of the Crossoverand over
from the lips of eloquent preachers ; we read it in books;
we sing it in hymns. But does it ever seem to us so un-
speakably sweet as it seemed when, years ago, it fell from
the lips of a patient, careworn mother, who, amid all the
perplexities of life, still wrought in quietness and trust ?
We know it is very difficult for the mother, in ordinary
circumstances, to find the spare hours, or even moments,
to teach the little ones of the things concerning the
kingdom. There is so much that must be done. And
yet, if we appreciate the sacredness of the work (fod has
given us to do, we will let nothing prevent the conscien-
tious performance of this sacred duty. A few moments
at the close of each day spent in sacred intercourse with
the children may be sufticient to direct their thoughts to
God, and lead their feet in the ways of righteousness.
We have known mothers who made it a duty to remain
at home on Sabbath evenings, in order to have one hour
a week with their little ones, to tell them the old sweet
story, and to kneel with them in childlike prayer. Itis
possible for us, while busy with the ordinary household
duties, to live out the great purpose of a mother's life,
and prepare the children for the service of God. While
in a godly house, a short time ago, we were pleased to
hear a child say, ¢ Mother took the children of Israel all
through the wilderness while she pealed a bushel of
pears.” And so, while the hands are busy, the little ones
may draw closer to hear the wonderful things that only a
mother can tell.

Beloved Christian mothers ! if we have not yet cons

The-New Testament sounded the key-note of ywoman'’s
emancipation from the tyranny of old custom, and wel-
comed her to a share in the active service of redemption.
The old dispensation had given a promiso which cheored
every Hebrew mother’s heart /with hope, and here and
there, as in tho stories of Hannah and Ruth and Esther,

_ appeared beagtiful illustrations of what woman's influence
might accomplish in‘the world. But outside of the Jowish
Church, the worst element in the darkness of heatheniam
was the oppression of the femalo sox. )

The very fact that woman was specially honored in'the
advent of the Messish'seemed to presage a new and more
sinplo sphere for her influence,_The twosistoraatBethany,
instead of beaing hidden nway like the inmates of a Moslem
harem and forbidden to share the blessings of the 8aviour's
visits, aeem to have had the same intimate acquaintance
and friendship with their brother’s guest that would be
accorded to tho wives or. sisters of a modern Christian

“"home. Dorcas wasasfree and as efficient in her Christian
activities as any modern president of an orphau asylum or
a womAn's home. Priscilla taught theology when crude
and uninsfructed young missionaries ncoded further train-
ing ; and of all the men-and women in the church in
Cenchrea, Phwbe alone was immortalized by her Christinn
service. N

Tt must have been a matter of disappointment to Paul,
‘when he crossed the Hellespont and entored Philippi,

In hundreds of instances also .woman,
who in the bloody. invasions of savage tribos was spared
from carnage only to bo borne into slavery, becamo a
herald of the Cross. Even in the courts of savage kings
---wo find her the centre and source of gospel light. Tho
conversion of Vladimir of Russia through his Byzuntine
wifo was a case in point. . o :

In no country has woman's carly influenco it the pro-
pagation of the faith been more romarkable than in France
and Britsin, Olovis on the eve of battle vowed that if
vietory should be given him he would thereaftor worship
the God of his Christian wife, Clotilda, The victory was

- won and in pursuance of his vow he was baptized with
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threo thousand of his court and his army. It has been
truly said that not merely Olovis and his srmy were bap-

-tized, but a-great empire-and--the- whole-civilization-and

destiuy of Western Europs.” ' :

- When the rude Saxous-of Britain were to be reclaimed,
ond that Christianity which their savagery had ‘woll-nigh
trodden out on the shores.of Kent was to be restored, the -
way was opened by a Christian princesa of Burgundy,
who in hor marriage to. the King of Kent had, stipulated
that she should be free to worship the true God and His
Christ. Cantorbury was‘teally founded by Queen Baortha,
who prepared the way for Augustine and his monks.

In the modorn movemgnt of Christian henovolence the

-womon of the Roman Catlivlic Church were earlior in.the

field than those of tho Protestaubgliurches;™but they
worked under the rules and yostrictions of conventual
orders. It is quite to the credit of Romanism that its
sisterhooda have in modern times been mobilized for active
sorvice at homo and abroud. Though the missionary iden
in the Roman Catholic Church is that of a colibato prieat,
yot the Sisters of Charity go in groups to. all lands, and
their hospitals and orphanges rise up as by magic wherever
hitman suffering is found. Only praise and commendation
ean be given to the aclf-denying dovution with which this

- noble-work is done.

But a {nr better development of woman's work in mis-
sions and in all bonevolence is that which has boen shown
in Protestant Christendom within the last quarter of a
contury—better, first, because it is froer ; second, because
it aims at the subsidizing, not of a professional class, but
of all Christiam womanhood for the work of Christ ; and,
third, because tho example and influcnce of the married
and unmarried women of Protestant missions are more
positive than that of isolated sisterhoods. They illustrato
the home—of which China and Indis know nothing—in-
stend of tho convent, which Buddhisth already has ; and
they give stronger emphasis to tho freedom which all
women should claim. ’

It may bo said that on the homo side the woman's work

-of Protestantism dces not in fact subsidize all the talent

and moral power of Christian womanhood in the Church, '
This is, indeed, too true, but its tendency is in that di-
rootion ; that is its ideal and its aim, and in nq_other one
ontorprigo has so laggo o portion of its membership, male
or female, beon enlisted-na.in woman's missionary work.
We have observed tho growth and operations of women's
foreig.x missionary socioties for the last twenty years, and
hnve been more and more impressed by their stabdlity in
organization and their advancs in officiency and power,
Ih'nll Protestant churches'the impulse is one and uni-

‘versal. Suspicions, doubts, and fears which conservative
_men entertained at the outset havo disappeared. Node-

nomination would think of dispensing with this potent
suxiliary force. It worodiflicult to say whother ita succoss
abrond, great as it is, or its reflex power at home, has
beon the'greater.

The late Dr. Mullens, of the London Missionary Socioty,
maintained that, as a uniform law, home charitica of overy
kind had grown out of the brcader and deoper movements
thay/ have been stirred by the spectacle of woman’s debaso-
ment in heathen lands. Ho traced nearly all the societies
for ovangelization in Great Britain to the antecedent im-
pulse. which arose about tho boginning of the century to
give tha gospel to distant lands, .

Whatover may havo been.tho facts in England, it is
certain that the great tido of sympathy which fivst spran,
up in the hearts of American women for their onshvoﬁ
sistors in tho zenanas of Indis has inured to the good uf
our own frontier sottleménts and of tho froed mon in tho

Imow and can remomber all these things, bocauss‘you
have been taught to read. Whon asked if they have
over heard of Christ, they recognize the namo, but can-
not tell who He is. Then we tell them who Ho is and
how He came to iave us, and gave Himaelf #o freely for
us, snd of how He loves us, and how He hates sin, and -
wo tell them of the way-of salvation the very best wa can,
and then ask them who it is who has done all this for us,
and'they cannot tell us. One young woman when asked
what the soul was, said, it is the body ; and so it is.

OCTOBEHR AND NOVEMBEK ‘‘ON THE FIELD.”

In ‘visiting the Aidﬁ’ogi‘qp_i_eq,iq N8, though you cau-
not say ‘*in porils off,” yet you may, with truth declare,
**in journeyings oft.” From train to hoat, from boat to
carriage, from carriage to stage-coach, over rough roads,
and muddy roads;-you must go, but there ig always a
warm welcome waiting somewhere on the road ; and if
you want to sco the beauties of your own proviace, there |
18 no better an than driving by stage. '

The 16tH October found us in Digby, juit too late for
the coach to Bear River, but it did not take long to pro-
cure a carriage, and -the drive of nine miles was sqmo-'"~
thing to bo romembered. Parts of Digby county arc
picturesque in the extreme, and Bear River is no excep-
tion. Tt ia a popular myini thero in driving you can seo
down into the chimneys of the houses, and it almoat seems
80 ; then again away up above your head you will find a
house or may be a church perched on the top of a hill
whioh looks aa though it had found its resting-place some-
where in the clouds. : .

It being prayer-meoting ovening, we met with mauy of
tho sisbors, and after the usual exercises, an Aid Society
was_organized, with fourteon members. Though tho
Socioty has gone down, yet thereare grand workers here,
and Mrs, Simpson had written somes weeks before for Qon-
stitution, in ordor to reform. Nine MiwsIONARY LiNks
were taken. Instead of one Mission Band they have
many here, each teacher and her class forming one, and
they are doing & good work.

1‘ twenty-four milo drive the next day found us at

Contrevillo the next evening, and on Sunday afterncon
quite a hrgBonnumber meot in the Centroville church, and

" & Mission Band was formed with thirty-three members
consisting of the frionds in Waterford aud Centreville ;
the two places being only two miles apart it was judged -
better to thus join hands ; holding the moetiugy alter-
nitely. Youpg and old.are thus working togother, and it
cannot fail to be a power for good. .

These two sections form part of the church, overwlich —
Brothor Morse has for many lon% years been the faithful
ovorsoor.
