None of the participants were poltt.cians,
I'Tt was composed of men who, as manufacturers, had rmsen
superior to politics, and who we e, o1 had been, atlihated with
both the then existing political parties, They were deawn toge-
ther by a desire to see (anada made a great self sustmining
manufacturing country. The N P. was then in 1ts infancy.
Sir John A VMacdonald had brought it into cxistence, and sts
"oneunes were doing all they could to destroy 1t.  Under it
large numbers of manufacturers ha l been induced to invest
their weaith 1n industrial enterprises, and now, when 1ts in-
'tegrity was threatened, (heir great eaptain had called thein
i Leset them, and
had rallied them in council to devise methods Ly which the
efforts of the enemy were to be defeated and the N P. unde
more thoroughly secure  Iist wy records how promptly the
manufacturers acted upon the advice of Nir John, and what
good results flowed from their action. The Uaptnins of Cang-
dian industry who composed that committee 1nserilied upon
their banner of protection, ** In Hoe Signo Vinces,” and their
work justified the motto. They did their work wel] and
ncbly, and Canadn has good cause to perpe
and to record their worthy deeds.

manufacturing industries, illustrating in their successes in hife
the stecling worth of thejy individuality, and the benefit that
policy hns been to them. That nucleus of earnest men who
assemnbled around Sir Jobn that glorious June day ten years
ago bas increased to a powerfal army, Its recruits and ad-
herents are 0 be found throughout this broad Domamon, from
Halifax to Vancouver Under the folds of that National
Policy banner no politics is known or discussed other than
such as bear directiy uoon that policy , and in this fact lieg
the strength aud vulnerability of that army.

The manufac.urers who participated in that mweeting, per-
haps cvery one of them. were members of what 18 now the
Canadian Manufacturers' Assocation. This Association wag
no new thing even at that time. The inception of it dateg
back to a tima when Canadian manufacturing industries had
no tariff protection. It was then that a number of manufac.
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turcrs, wnhout (hstmctlon of party,. foroguthorod in Toronto,
and, after o full discussion, passed resolutions to the oﬂ‘oct
that the success and perpetuity of their enterprises dopended
upoa the sdoption by the Government of a sound and suflicient
tarifl' systom.  This was in 1874, and vhe N.P. was evolved
from this neating nfter a long and urduous struggle, which
was crowned by the victory of 1878, The iufluence of this
Associntion hus contributed lar cly to the solidifieation of
public sentiment, and to the dircction of tarifi” legislution,
Si~ John A. Macdonnld was well aware that his party could
not accede to power, nor retain it, upon any other issue than
that of the Nationa) Policy ; and he aud his party knew that
the reins of government would remin in their hands as long
as they had the hearty support of the manufacturers. It is
a * cticeable fact that although the manufacturers wmay lo
div Jed on all other issues and policies of the Gosvernment,
there is one platform upon which they all stand, and where
political differences do not divide them —that of the National
Policy. The ullegiance is to a policy, not to a party.

This, then, being the case, it is clear that the party holding
power through 'this influence, would lese it should it turn a
deaf ear to. the reasonable rcquests of the manufacturers for
* such moditications of the tarifl as appear necessary from time
to time. “They have never claimed that any tariff enacted
under the N. P. was “immaculate.  Circumstances are con.
~ stantly changing, and the tariff should be made to conform to
them. Indoing this it is not understood that the principle,
or poticy upon which it is built is violated, for it is not. Nor
“are the men who formulated it any more immuculate than the
tarif’ which they have mude ; and it is their duty, as it should
he their pleasure, to listen to the suggestions of their friends,
the manufacturers, and remove such incongruities as may
appenr in it They are the servants of the people, and they
ought not to attempt to inhabit a sphere higher than that of
the people  The strenm ought not to attempt to rise higher
than its source, for it cannot do it

There is that in these reminiscences and suggestivns that
should commend them first to the Government, gecond to the
members of Parliament who support the Government, and
third to the manufacturers whose influence and votes have
clected these members. The ability of the Government to
hold oflice, and of the members to occupy seats, lies in the
suffrages and good will of the upholders of the policy of tariff
protection to Canadian manufacturing industries, It is by
this sign they conquer.

THE KEY-STONE OF POLITICAL SUCCESS.

It scems quite strange that people do not comprehend that
Oanadian manufacturers are not necessarily members of the
Conservativs party merely becanse they vote for Conserva-
tives in preference to Reformers in Dominion elections, It
has often been shown in these pages that quite a large portion
of our manufacturcrs are rejular and staunch adherents of
tho Reform party inall things and at all times except when the
National Policy is in question. In local politics they are un-
swerving Reformers, and it is because they are that the gov-
ernments of about all the Provinces of the Dominion are in
the hands of Reform statesmen. On the other hand, we see

the Dominion Government entrenched -behind n- Conservative
majority which it scoms impossible to overcome, The resaon

for this onomaly is obvious. In provincial politics it is im-
possible for tho legislatures te interforo or lcgislate in tarifl
matters, and therofore those manufucturers whose sympathies
lio in that direction aro nlwnya freo to go with their party,
and to clect Roformers to oflico ; while in Dominion elections
the safoty and porpetuity of tho National Policy is at stake,
and becauso they are supporters of it—because they believe
that their prosperity and that of the country depends
upon the maintenance of our system of tariff protection
to  our manufacturing industries —thoy soparate from
theiv political party which does not sustain the National
Policy, and afiilinte with their otherwise political encmies
who do. There is uothing else in common between these
pro-tariff Reformers and the Conservative party. [t does not
follow that because theso mon vote the Consorvativo ticket in

Dominion elections they approve of any othor Conservative
doctrine than tho National Policy. In fact, it is well known
that thoy do not, as is frequently exemplitied in thedivisions
of the House of Commons. But they think the National
Policy of such great importance that they are willing to
swallow all other issues, pnlatable or not, so that the perpetu-
ity of the Nationa! Policy is assured. ‘There are quite a num--
Ler of Conservative members of the Dominion . House of Com.

mons.who hold their seats by oxceedmgly narrow majoritics ;
and it is true that these members could not possibly have

been elected had it not been for the votes and influence of the -

manufacturers. In a previous article we have given the facts
and figures by which it is shown that the change of but a
couple of hundred votes in the Frovince of Quebec would have
given the Reformeis a dacided majority there; and this fact
applics also to Ontario. It is :lear, then, that the fate of the
tw. great political parties in Canadu, in Dominion elections,
rests with the manufacturers, and that even indifference, not
to say active hostility to Conservativa candidates, in 1 few
constitucncies, would deliver the Government into the hands
of the Reform leaders.

This situation accentu.ces the fact that the National Folicy
is the key-stone of political success. It is just what it pur-
ports to be. It is not a purty policy, and it does not belong
inalicnably to the Conservative party. It is true that party,
under the able leadership of Sir John A. Macdonald, seized
upon it and under its:egis attained to power.  Is there a vater
in Canada who can discern any other important issue between
the Conservative and Reform parties ¢ There is not one. There
i8 no less patrintism among Reformers than amor;g Congerva-
tives. Canada is as much beloved by one as by the other.
Ono wonld fight for her honor as quickly as the other. One
would rejoice in her prosperity as heartily as the other. The
struggle between the parties is for ofice more than anything
else, all tho chances being with the one which advocates and
upholds the National Policy.

Why does not the Reform party uphold the National
Policy 1 Aye, why?! The leaders know that the country enter-
tains a sentiment for tariff protection which will always crown
with success the advocates of it, and will always. doom to dis-
aster and defeat those who oppose it. Are these leaders Bour-
bons who never learn anything, and who never forget? It

thure are plonty of progressive mer in thut party who should
he bright cnough to seo so good un oppartunity, and quick
cnough to grasp it.  Why ara thoy willing to continunlly re-
side in tho cold and oblivious shades of Opposition when, if
thoy cheerfully accept the inevitable, and also become staunch
advocates nnd supporters of the National Policy, could soon be
hasking in the bright sunlight of political pred minance.
‘Ihere is only the onoe thing needed. Manufucturers whose prefer-
encos in e}l other ways are with the Reform party would most
cheerfully give their votes for a Reform statesman if they be-
lieved thet the National Policy would be safe in their hands
Munufaciurers are protectionists tirst nud always. It Reformers
over accede to power in the Dominion Government, it can
only bo by winning over this cluss of voters. If the Conser-

vatives expect to retain power, it must be by a faithful observ-

auco of the spiritof the National Policy. The manufacturers
wonld be the arbiters if the Reformers were smart énough to
catch onto n gool thing when it comes within their reach.

THE GRITS AND THE N, P,

IF the Grit party by convention or private agrecment, are
hatching another onslaught upon the National Yolicy, well and
good They will find its advocates rendy for them. Nothing
can be more certainly demonstrated than the bonefit of the
home murket to the farmer, and the growth of that nmmvket
under protection  One of the chief fallacies of the Grit trade
policy—whether their revenue tariff policy of 1878, their anti-
protection policy of 1882, their whittling-down Blake policy of
1887, or their free trade with the States scheme of 1891 —ha
been the persistent ignoring of the home market.—Zhe Empire.

"The Empire seems to bo much concerned regarding the out-
come of the talked-of Grit party convention, and would be
wuch pleased to prepare a platform for it. Who knows but
what that party are preparing to knock the wind out of the
sails of the Tory party by stealing their thunder? Thero are
many patriotic men among the Grits who have no doubt ob-
served that their party has heen and is on the wrong tack, and
that the frequent shipwrecks that have befallen thom are just
80 many presages that thoy must change their course if they
would ever arrive at their desired destination. Thoy ses as
clearly as the other party does that the farmer is the advocate
and upholder of the National Policy, and that no free trade
arguments can swerve hin from his allegirnce thereto. I1f
these Grits are as wise a3 they ave patriotic, having observed
this fact they will act upon it. Certainly they are not all
Boucbons who never learn and never forget.

1t is not impossnle for
them to do 8o, nud it is not entirely improbable. Sucha thing
wonld not by an unprecedented event in politics, and surely
the patriotisin of the country wonld unot feel very horritied if it
were done,  If it wero done it would ba ditlicult to distinguish
any difference between the two parties. A Grit party stand-
ing upon a National Pelicy platform, nund a Tory party going
Lefore the country upon thes same issue, would bo different
only in nnme nnd in the would-be leaders. These would by
differences for which the people would care nothing  The
eflfeet would bo that the people would be free to choose whom
they would elect, nnd the best would be elected regardless of
previous party distinctions  With both parties advocating a
policy of tarifl' protection to Canadinn munufacturing indus.
tries, the prosperity of the country would be assured. The best
and wisest men would be in oftice. There would be no brutal
aud inconsiderate two-thirds mjority to defy foes and disap.
print friends,  The iden of such a condition might he Utopian,
but it sheuld not bo impossible.  We nught strive for it, and
certainly we are all the butter for having striven after a good
thing whether we nttain it or not,

DIVINE RIGHTS,

Lasonrt troubles in the United States atlecting two very
important industries have recently occurred: that nt Howme-
stead affected o protected industry , that at Buffulo an in-
dustry in which proiection played no part. In the Homes ead
incident the free trade papers and orators made loud de-
nouncenent of protection ne bLeng the cause of the trouble,
the effort Leing made to influence the public mind against
protection in that it had built up a grinding monopoly which
ignored the rights of labor and forced wages down to a pont
whero starvation or rebellion were the horns ¢f the dilemna,
In the Buffalo atl ir no such arguent could be advanced.

Public sentiment is usually quick to array itseif on the side
where it is thought the weak are being imposed upon by the
strong; and in the Homestead aflrir, without stopping to
consider the real fucts of the case, the impression was that
the iron workers were to be forced to accept wages which
meant starvation.  Discussion has disclosed the fuct that this
was not the case, but that the strike wus engineered by men
who had nothing to loose und everything to gain by plunging
the community into anarchy. In fact, it was to be a test as
to whether men who were willing to work should be allowed
te do so if they did not happen to owe alleginnce to a labor
organizition. In Buffalo the striko was precipitated by
equally unwise leaders, the same spirit of intolerance and
tyranny being observable when bloodshed, rapine, arson and
plunder were resorted to to prevent men from working who did
not owe allegianca to a labor organization. In this case, ag
in that of Homestead public sympathy was actively interested
in behalf of the laboring man until it was forfeited by acts
of lawless violence.

In sceking the causes of theso outbreaks we are reminded
of the fact that within the past few weeks in at least four
States of the .American Union it was found impossible to
quell the disturbances growing out of thesc so-called Inbor
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- troubles, and to restore peace ansl the enjoyment of guarnn.
teed rights, exc pt by the aid of the soldiery. We refer to
the trouble in Pennsylvania, where the Amnlgamated Asso-

-~ cintion of “lron” Workers precipitated- riot and committed

“murder in an effort to prevent non-union Inbor tukmg em
ployment in the Homestead wills; to the outbreak at the
Idaho mines, where the union miners went on strike and
butchered and tortured non-union miners who desired to
“work, the disturbance not being suppressed until the United
States Government sent an army there for the purpose; to
the action of the union miners in ‘Tennessec in destroying the
steckades surrounding the mines where the State's conviets
were employed, in the putting down of which !nwlessness the
militin forces of the State were called into requisition ; and
tothe event ut Buflulo, with the circumstances of which weareall
familiar. In all of these cases the soldiery were brough to
the scenes of action after wmurder or arson, or both, had b 12
committed ; and it is to be noticed that all of these outbreaks
arose directly from the ctlorts of organized labor to prevent
non-union Inbor from supplying their places when they were
out on strike.  Tar be it from us to deny the right of laboring
men to organize, and also to use all lawful means to induce
other laboring men to become connected with their organiza-
tions, with the understanding always that whatever they do
must ba within the pale of the law. We object, though, to
these organizations heing a law unto themselves, and *o
assuming any power by the exercise of which they may coerce
and force unwilling acquiescence from any.

The fact is, in the United States, organized labor pretends
to hold a largo intluence in clections, and they wield it so
mercilessly that frequently, as in the Pennsylvania incident,
those in authority decline to interfere in the preservation of
the peace until after outrages have been committed, for which
the whole nation have cause to blush with very shame.
‘There organized labor, through their control over politicians
whom they have elected to oflice, have produced a condition
which trnmples into the dust the constitutional rights of
bthers. - By a'pretence of power they bulldoze polmcl.ms and
' dm"oon the (.Olll)tI) into submission to their uncommuuonul
demnnds )

Abstractly these organizations certainly possess the right
to go on strike whenever they may desire to do so; but this
« divine right,” as they call it, is far-reaching in |ts effects
when exexcxscd, and generslly most pernicious in its resuits.
C mfined in its operation to legitimate functions, no great

 harm could be done to the community by strikes; and the
strikers mwht greatly improve their condition thereby ; but
unfortunately, strikes are not usually conducted in that way,
‘They arc too immense and intractable for the engineers of
them to control when they have once been started ; and the
almost invariable result is that the aivine rights of others are
not considered when the etheric force of unbridled passion is

libernted. One of the most cruel and cbjectionable features
observable in labor troubles is the *‘divine right ' to apply
vile epithets to unorganized labor ; and this spmt of detractive
" In speaking
of strikes tho press despatches and the newspapers generally

abuse is contined not alone to organized labor.®

indulge in it to a most reprehivnsible extent. Why should

such names as “ scab,” ‘black sheep,” etc., be applied to men
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those who are opposed to any exhibition of manly indepen-
dence?  Scabs, and black sheap, as thoy are called, otherwise,

barges loaded with lwlpless men, as was done by the Home-
stend strikers; to hurn their victims alive as was done in
Idnho; to break down stockandes and liberate the prisoners
who hnd been convicted of keinous crimes, as was done in
Tenuessee ; or to derail cars londed with helpless passengers—
men, women and children—and destroy by lire the property of
inoflensive people, ns was dono at Bniialo, Theso scabs and
black sheep are usually distinguished by all the better charac-
teristics of good citizenship, n comparison ns ngainst the un-
lnwful excesses of the others which throws no unfavorable
light upon them.

This # divine right " business, as being interpreted by ergan-
ized labor in the United States, has become very badly dis-
lorgnnized and demoralized. It should be remodelled upon
more humane and equitable lines.

MONKEYING WITH A BUZZ SAW.

WuRY a stone is hurled into the air the force with which it
is returned to the earth is equal to that which propelled it up-
wards, And similarly this is the fact as regards the rescinding
of the bonding privilege with which Canada is threatened by
the Yankee Govertament.  They ciain that Canadian railways
are the most benefitted by the ¢ privilege,” and, therefore, be-
cause Canadian institutions are benefitted by it, they are to
be deprived of it. Tt is true that severnl hundred wiles of so.
called Canadian railways lie within the jurisdiction of the
United States, and that if they were deprived of the privileges
they now enjoy the owners thereof would be injured to a cer-
tain extent. Dut it should be remembered that in the opera-
tion of these roads only American labor ean find emwploywment,
and that hundreds of Americans are thus employed. A dis-
varment from this trallic would then secriously uffect these
American workmen. The bonding privilege also benefits several
large Awmerican cities, and is of most decided ndvantage to
sc\eml states of tiic American Union. The competition of the

interstate trafic between New England on the one hand, and
Michigan, Wisconsin, Minnesota, Dakotz, and other western
states on the other. Tho benefit to Canada in having the use
of New England sea ports during the winter is probably no

we are to be deprived of it we may suflfer some inconvenience,
but it will be a serious blow to the prosperity of the Ameri-
can ports. We can exist without them, for we have ports of
our own —&t. John and Halifax—which could be used both
winter and summer, although not with as much comfort and
convenience in the winter as in the summer. It would be no
experiment to usc those ports in the winter, and the reason
why we have not thus used them was because tho others were
morn convenient. With the exception of the tolls won by the
Canadian roads under the bonding privilege, Canada has bug
very little interest in the tratfic over her territory between
Nev: England and the wes’. 'We are not otherwise interested

Not necessarily. The ddeertiser is constantly decluiming
agninst the ovorproduction and consequent ruiious cheapness
of certain kinds of protected articles, showing that the duty is
the dircet or indirect cause of the cheapness. If clapping o
tax on an article makes it searce, great pity that u heavy tax
could not be clapped on such nonsense as the ddvertiser is con-
stantly guilty of,

AT tho recent meeting in Toronto of the Millers' Associn-
tion, it was shown that the railroads discriminate against that
interest in freight charges on flour and in favor of grain. In
other words, tho railronds charge more for hauling flour than
they do for hauling an equivalent quantity of wheat. This is
a ropetition of « similar condition which provailed n fow years
ago, when thoe duty upon American flour wag actually less
than the duty upon the guantity of wheat necossary to make
tho flour. In that instance the influence of the Caunadian
Manufacturers’ Associntion was brought to bear upon the
Government with the result that the duty upon flour was
advanced from fifty cents per barrel to seventy-five cents, [u
the present instance we do not observe any great outery on
the part of so-called protection newspapers against tho rail
roads. Perhaps it is becausc of a dislike to jeopardizo the edi-
torinl passes. If the railroads do not correct this evil, and
that very promptly, the sentiment will. gain ground very
rapidly that the Government should intervene. The milling
interest should not be handicupped vy such unjust discrimina.
tion.

Tugrg was lately delivered as old iron at Mr. W, Trotter’s
junk store in Galt, Unt., a veritable relic of the past, in the
shape of a stove of the Dutch oven style, which is known to
be over 100 years old. In 1797 the mother of Mrs, Wells, liv-
ing near Hespeler, brought it with tho family from Pennsyl}
vania to Toroato, and up to a fow years it was in constant use.
The plates are vory heavy, from nearly « half inch thick to
close upon an inch, and the total weight 18 about 670 lbs. On
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the frunt and rear lowor plates are the British Coat of Arms,
and on the othue plates what hins tho appenrance of the Prussinn
Engle. The firc was placed in ths large tire box below- the
oven and the heat radinted through two openings in the lower
ovon plate at each end of the inside of the stove, passing
over n half-cirelo plate, insido of which was the oven proper.
"Tho various parts are beautifully cast, tho heavy bottom, centre
and top plates boing flanged so as to hold the side and end
places in place withoat bolts and nuts. If this old stove could
write the history of what has happened round it iu its long
dnys of usefulness, what a tale it could tell us of tho doings of
lives lived and closed, human joys and sorrows ; but it is only
a dumb ovidence of the past century or more

We hopo the common sense and Christianity of the two
people will prevens its going any further, und that acts of
enmity mny be confined to the politicians, Protection in new
countries on simple articles that can with moderate protection
he manufactured to advantage is advisable and judicions—
such as protection on cotton domestic goods—but wihen you
attempt to protect everything and complex articles you get
into trouble, andonly give n Government a splendid opportunity
to andvance taxes on evervthing, raise enormous revenue and
then squander the same, the hnrd savings of the people.”

M. Javes - Foster, of San Francisco, i a rocent nowspaper
iutorview described the great flute which his fitin has constructed
in Southet. Californin. ~It extends from the tinber region on the
mountain, 35,000 ‘et above the sea level, to Fresno, fifty-four
milee distant, and 4,700 feet lower. Mr. Foster smd. ** The
process of buildin¥ our big tlume may be of interest to yon. Wo
built a dam sixty feot high at the mills up in the mountains, and
flooded 1,000 acres. Tho flume was then started. It is V.shaped,
with size varying from three to six feet in height.  Tho timber for
its construction, about 11,000,000 feot, was floated down the flume
as we proceeded. At some places it rests on wooden trestles 160
feet high 1 at othersit runs through cuts twonty fectdeep. At one
placo it is suspended upon wice cables, for spans of 500 feet, ovar w
canyon of great width and depth. 1t is fifty-four miles long ; it
took two years to build it, and it cost §£260,000. The supply of
water to it is inoxhaustible, and the transportation which it effccts
rates §11 for 1,000 feet milway freightage. 1t has a capacity of
250,000 fect per day, isalways ready, nover freezes, and delivers
its freight in cight and a half hours from the mil} to Fresno, fifty-
four miles away, 1t is tho longest flume in tho world, and at some
points tho water in it travels at the rate of thirty milos per hour.”
