The flood of addresses of congratulation to Sir Adolphe Caron and
Sir Fredeiick Middleton continues unabated, the latest being an ad-
dress te tho General at Kingston on the 13th 1,y the Mayor of the city
on behaif of the corporation and citizen;, and one to the Minister of
Militia on Saturday hy the Junior Conserv'ative Club of Montreal
many of whiose members can.ie to Ottawa foir the purpose of presenting
it. In this action of ail classes of the peop>le there may be recognized
the satisfaction of the country at large rot only with the recipients of
the congratulations but wvit1i the outcome of the insurrection and the
way in which ail concerned rose to the occasion. Sir Adolphe is very
williug to acknowtedge this on ail occasions. In bis reply on Saturday
lie refera to his subordinates in the Departionet as Ilmen of great and
'wide experience, men whose devotion Lo their work was exhibited
under very trying circumstances, mon who night and day wvore always
ready to (Io what was expected of theui fm'om the country to niake the
exj)edition at success."

The General, in bis speech At Kingston, gatve the highiest possible
praise to the Itoyal Military College, saying, that it was not only the
beat college of the kind in Canada, but equal to any military college in
the world, and lie liad seen many of theni. It gavc not only a military
education, but an education that fitted the btudents for civil life as
Nvell. Hie delighted the citizenï also by exprcssing himself as favorable
to the future location of the district camp wliere it proved s0 successful
thlis year.

The Guards' matches, a description of wbich, we pubiish, suggesét a
novel way of making annual regimental rifle matches. attracti.ve, and
evidently proved suiccessful in this instance. It was a happy idea to
order the regiment out so as to, secure a good attendance, and the hint
might profitably be taken by other city corps. Unfortunately rural.
battalions are not in a position to do the saine, unless perhaps they
could arrange their matches for the day their annual camp broke up,.
when the men miglit be kept together an extra day.

In our last few issues we have given the programmes of many
rifle associations, and it wiIl be foand very interesting and instructive
to, compare themn ail, and to see the different ideas as to the best kind
of matches to, adopt. One association goes ini for a large nuînber of
amaial matches, another for a very few large ones; one bas most of the-
shooting a t 400 yards, another sticks close to Queen's ranges> and
affects 600 yards; one niakes a specialty of skirmishing, and another
eof nursmery matches. 0f course in niany cases these details are arranged
to suit the particuilar class of competitors who are likely to sboot, but
there is no doubt THE GAZETTE is doing a good work by bringing them
ail together and giving each gathering an opportunity of comparing its
inethods with those of others, whereby tbey can improve their pro-
grammes for another year.

Captaiii Ponton renew8 Col. Bog's suggestion in our columns that
the dispensing of the annual allowance of ammunition should be dele-
gated to the rifle associations of the several battalions, and that this
would ensure more systematic firing. More systeinatic-yes; but more
general-no. If there were amy way in. which the government could
be assured that the saine proportion of the force would fire as do ait
present we have no doubt they would gladly give over the animunition,
and even greatly increase the supply, but past experience in this direc-
tion lias been unfavorable, especially in the case of a rural commanding-
officer, who was found to be selling ammunition at half price, althougli
regularly made out target practice returns came in for the full amount
supplied him. The officer was dismissed the service, but this method of
serving out amniunition ended.

By the way, the erudition of Captain Ponton, in beginning hisý
letter with an imp)osing Latin heading, rather awed us until a second
glance disclosed a familiar old phrase that recalled ouir schoolboy days,.
wlien a sell of this kinid was considered J)otLus alauda.

De net maake a.ny experimente during a mîatch, î'eseî've ahi that sert

.of thing for practice days, and take as niuch painq, if iesing, with your
Aast shot as with the first ; do flot throw a cartridge awvay, iL is a w'aso,,
-und it in botter te retire than te de this.

When one bas done bis best and is beaten, then own up like a
man, and do net attempt to blanie the rifle, or the weather, or the
ammiunition, for being the cause of defeat, the cause inust be looked
for elsewhere.

There is one thing whichi should be borne in mind hy ail shooting,
men-that the rifles they use are those placed in their hands as ruembers
of the Active Force of Canada for the ptirpose of drill and becoming
proficient as soldiers in their use, which, is their legitimate place. The
militia authorities do flot consider it to be necessary that any corps in
Canada shall undergo thoroughi instruction in musketry, drill takes the
miost promninent place, and howv to march past is of More importance
than knowing how te shoot the riflé; but b9 this as it may, every man
to whom a rifle is issued should pride hiniseif on becoming efficient in
its use on the range, and on being as well one of the best drilled nmen
in his company or battalion. Shooting men shotild renienber that a
systemtatical andi intentional negleet of drill can only be construed as a
slur on the corps te whili they belong. The man 'vho shoots because it
pays, wvhicli is a inercenary feeling, and is always ready to engage in
pot-htinting, scratch matches at a favorite r'ange, or garnbling for sweep-
stakes, niakes but a poor solciier. Such as hie shoot for the sake eof
winning prizes, l)ellhps to be sold at a future tine, forgettintg, it May
ho, that I>rizes should be viewved in their proper lighit, viz. : rewards for
gcood, true and honest shooting. If this is to be de1)recated in the
l)rivate of any corps, it is te be deprecated in a ten-fold degree in the
case of an olficer, for, if offleers who aÎ'e shots do not drill, it can
hardly he e.xpected that their corps or comnpany cati excel or even bc
proficient iii that for which. they are enrolle(l, viz. :the duties of a
sohiier. It is te be i'egretted that se fe'v of the oticers of the fore
take an interest in shoeting,, forgctting, that it is pairt of their ditty to
teachi their men hew to shoot.

Tt has~ been said Ilthat niany peisons regard rifle shooting as an
amuitsentent." It is an amusement and somethinq more aise. It takes
nmany quialities to nire up the perfect ntarksnian. lie must have
nerves of' steel, muscles of iron, an intelligence prompt an.l iimerring, a
patience thtcannet .e exas , a.corage capable of enduring under
adverse circuinistances, and that niost vahitable quality eo' ail, of not
being tunduly elateti by success. Men who fulfil suceli conditions are
obligeti to bc abstemions, devoted te the work iii hand, patient andi
iiittïîng, ittid representatives of the true school. eut of' whicli are turined
ninly men anti gooci citizens. But this is only hiait ot' the wvork wvhiel
rifle shooting bas accomplished. It is the chic[ condition of' success iii
wvar. It oftcn happens that the restilts of' the experience of many
years, andti he imprevemients ot' science are te britig nmen back te the
point wvhence they started. So in wvar. In veciy atucient tintes the
great quality of the seidier wag personal skill in the use of weapons.
Thoso wvho 'vere stuccr'ssful were not so because eof any particular systeni
of tactics, but because every man exerciseti i highest control over his
armns. Ini the uliddle agyes, the yeomen of' Engiand swept the battie-
fieldi because tliey had been tatught to, use the long bow wvith tinerrilng
skill ; anti the knighit was Victor ini the lists who hiad the mest perfect
command of the animal lie bestrode, andi the lance hie 'vielded. Ait
unskiiled warrior ini armor andi niointed on the horse of a Bayard,
wouid oniy tiave macle hiniseif ridiculouis. When powder began te be
tiseti, acctritcy wua net taught nor needed. Now, however, that the
breech-loader, the weapon par excellence of acctiracy, is in the band of
every soidier, it is an absolute necessity that each man sheuld know bis
wveapon thoroughly. The great point withi the soidier eof the present
day is, nlot to wraste a shot; that requisite can only be obtained by con-
stant andi careful practice in tîme of peace. i

The foliowing advice, clipped many years age from. Forest and
Strearn, may net bc amiss as a conclusion te, this set ies of lectures :;-

"lTreat your local editor and the reporter who cornes on the grour.d
duringy a match with the greatest courtesy. If ho (lees nlot understand
it ail at a glance yoti inay be 8ure hie wïll be at the bottom of it ini a
reinarkaly short time. Above ahi remember that ranges and rifle
associations are madie chiefly for the soldier, andi the olement so iinfor-
tunately calleti 'the sporting man' mnust have ne place ici theni.
Sedulously keep down aIl bets or wagers, or anytbing likely te cenvert
your association into a gamning club. So f'ar in thîs country (U.S.),
and it mnay be one of the reasons for-'the great success of the rifle move-
ment, no înissionary association has over been tmnrer andi freer f'oin
gaimbling pollutions, than ouir rifle organizatiomîs."

Owing to the Brigade Camp for New Brunswick being held at
some distance. from the iiead-quartei-s of the eighth, a Regimiental Camp
%vas held at Rothesay, beginning on the 29th September, when four
troops (C. E. F. and G.) reportied, the rentaining three t roops being
î-elieved frein dill. The camp ground iras well chosen. being near the
bank cf the Kennebecasis River, and thougli the area f*,a' nanoeuvring
ivas iimited this defeet was, ampiy compensated by oter facilities. Tue
camp was in command of Lieut.-Col. James Doiviile, with Major A..MLarkhiara as Field Oficer, and it is needless, theî-efore, to say that'
every detail ivas thoroughly and strictly carried ont. For the first few
days a daily riding sohool wua held under Sergt. Dingheyc cf the Quebec
Cavalry School, Nvheti every man uinderwenb instruction in this
important branch of his training. A new feature Liais year for thle Stli
was musketry instruction and practice, which were caî-aied out iuder
Lreop officens at a range laid eut for the l)url>ose. Heretofoae ne timue
could b. found at the annual camps Lir shooting, but this year they
"4amade ime " and ail ranks seemied ucli pleaseci with the re.suit, net
only in the niatter of scores but fr-un the fact that a number of prizes
a'eî-e oflered by oÈlcers of the cor-ps and p-orninent residents of IRothe-
siy tand vicinity. The weatlîer ivas most disagreeabie throughout the
timie they ivere under canvas, and inteî-fered inucli îith drill. The
herses, as a i-uic, weie iveil up te the average, and soon settled down te
woî-k, and althougli the weataev wus cold very littie sickness ameng
eithier herses ormnenwias reported. The inspection was beld on the O Là
October and was witnessed by Lieut.-Col. Maunseli, D.A.G., and a
number cf ofilcers ef the Militia and citizens frein St. Johnu.

The morningy was devoted te an inspection cf the nx disnmounted
and an examination of efficers in thein duties, &c., when each was
î-equred Le put the troop througi a few movements. After a lunch in
the mess i-cen), at which a number of guests were present, the whole
for-c. paraded in review order, and headed by their band marched te an*
adjoining field ; îvhen, after receiving the D. A.G. with a general sainte,
the force naarched past in coluinn ef squadnons and columu of treops,
and again in tiie saine formationsi at a trot, aften which an advance was
made in single file frein right ef treops andt each man ivas exanîined
critically by the inspecting officer. I n these movenients the distances
and dressing ivere, as a rule, iveli kept and the herses iîeid well in hand,
though the saltiting by the officers had net, iu sorte cases, been suffi-
cieutly practised. Soin. skirmishing vus thon donc, each alternate
man firin& and tiie others holding iîorèes, the fighting liue oceasionaily
reLu ing and a troop changing and clearing the front. These niovements
were well done, though the ground iras rough and uatlîer iinaited. The
P. AG. thon addressed the. regmment, complianenting them on thein
proficiency, and the prizes. were presented by W. Pugsiey, Esq., M.P.P.
The presence of the band in camp contributed much te the enjoymient
of both soidiers and civilians, and ail ranks seemed raLlier te regret the
breaking up cf the camp on the lOth inst.

N. B. PROVINCIAL RIFLE ASSOCIATlIOA.
0

The annual business meeting of this association iras held in. St.
John on the 7tIh iat., Mr. J. Hl. Pau-ks, president, in tlîe chair. Capt.
J. T. Hartt, secretary cf the association, presented the report of the
Couincii, which began by remarking on the great faliing off in the number
of competitors at tlae haLe matches. In discussing the neasons for- this the
repent says:

The only remnedy whlch suggests itseif to tb. council lit the formation cf
regimcntai clubs in tbe several corps, which would lead te a greater lnterest ia
the relative sbooting cf the companies compohing theni. There le a noticeable
lacIs of this interost iu cur own corps as compared with many of Lb. corps else-
where in Canada. in Ontario and Quebec the regimental clubs arc aneet
important auxiliarles of the provincial associations. Vitt many cf the battalions
it le rf gorded as almeet nêcesary to efficiency that tbey sbould furnish each year
a falrly sîa-oag teain to sustain tlie coirp's crudit at the larger gatherings. The
council, tiierefore, submits te th. consideraâtion of the members their opinion
that thae only effective means now remaining, b>' wbich Lbe menabers cf Lb. pro.
vincial association can be tnlarged, les in the formation of sbcoting clubs or
corniittees la the différent corpsr, whose work it will be to encourage an intereat;
in rifle practice.

What alterations in Lb. present programme would likely aid in increasing
the atttndance, has been a question much considcred by the niembers cf the
counceil. Many suggestions have been ruade, and somne cf tlaese the council would
beg te mention, though without cffering any opinion as to their value. IL bas
been suggested that a niaiden team match bc addd to the prizo Iist, open te
teanis of five frein eachi corps, t he team8 to b. composed of men wbe bad neyer
lefore attended a provincial meeting; aise, that the squadding bc se arrangcd

that the matches may only occupy thrce dilys, so as to save time and expense to.ý
the coupetitors; aloo, to, restrict the nursery match to those who have never won:
a larger prize than one of $5; alao, that a nursery aggregatu bc provided,
restricted ln the sanie manner.

Owing to the lack of Engilsh ammuriition, the association was coinpelled to.
accept tbat of Canadian m'ike for use et the matches. il was, unfortutnately,.
found very unreliable, and complainte about it wuse very generai among those
who shot it. The hope la exprt.ssed thiat lînnediate steps will be takeii to.
remedy its defecte, for unloss Uts quaiity le improvcd the consequence muet be-
fatal to Suider shooting ln the Dornini--n. The exe, utive foun'i it necessary to-
Issue an order that only tlwt; ammunition should be used in the matcbes which-
was being sold at the office, oc as to place ail the competitors on tbe sortie fo)oting..
It would be well, for the future, to inert a direction te thit3 eff -ct in the regtala-
tions Roverning the meeting.

The association was fortuntate in havlng a g-od rep)resentatiuti at the-
Dominion mattchei, there being a teani proper of 20 meinbers, and five others wbo'
accompanied it. WVith much difficulty free passage over the Intercoloniai was
secured for flie team. Witb much reason it 18 hoped that the authorities ivil)
continue to paso the maritime rifiemen as far as Quebec free of charge. If it às
ever refused if wilI bu impossible for the association to furniélh anythinir like a
proporiionate contingent for the Dominion meeting. Tite teamn captain'e reportý
contains the detail of the ttam'te sticcesq, in some l)articulat6 very gratifyi'tv. itts
ivinning8 were larger than those of any former N. B. team, and it brotight back..
the chief prize in the Governor-General's match.

Since the laet annuai meeting a five year's 1qêse of the Stockton r-ansc at the--
present yearly rentai of $60 bas been procured. ]3y its terms the occupattion by.
the at;sociation must begin net earlier than the 18tth f Augu8t; in each y.ear.

Acting on the suggestion contained in the lat council report, the executive
committee Lad an additional buLL con8tructed for extra series matches, which ga~ve
ail the accommodation that was requircd. The butL has been so builit that it
will mouat a long range targut, and ttwu counceil consider tliat iL might be advis-
able to joclude in the neit programme a mittch at 800 yards for Martini rifles only.

Early in the year somo correspondence took place betwe ibis association.
and those of Nova SceLla and Prince Edward Island, with refèrence to an annual-
Inter-provincial team match. Both associations seemned*desirous of seeing sucli.
a match definitely arranged, but the occurrence of tb. North-west rebellion put
an end to the further consideration of the niatter. IL lB too important a match
to be allowed to flu through, and the lncoming council would do well to take
the initiative in bringing it once more to the notice of the other associations.
In view of the growing importance aud neceesity of Martini shooting, a match
sucb as this shot with this rifle would be of the greatest; benefit to the eIder
markismen ef ail Lhree provinces."

The financial statement showed that there w-as a balance on hand
of $22.03, which, wvith receipts from other sourc .es, makes the total,
$:1,377.13. The expenditure came within 68 cents of this sum. There
is on haud animunition valued at $83.36; the olaims outstanding are-
$31.25, which is really an improvement over last year.. The auditors:
report confirnîing the above figures was read and both passed.

(3apt. Hartt, who was in comnmand of the Ottawa teain, subrnitted
a staternont of the amouint of money sectired by the teain in the last
comipetition at Ottawa. The winnings in the return of prizes show
that the total amount 'vas $664. There are also two badges in the
Governor-General's match.

A matter that will be of interest in the future, as governing, th&-
Wimbledon meu's expenses, came up. Lieut. Kirkpatrick and Sergt..
Miner, the New Brunswick representatives, had paid the cost of their
trip to Ottawa whcre tbey joined t.he Wimbledon team. They buà.
been toid by the Dominion Association that the money should b.
reftinded by the N. B. Association. In the past the expenses had been,
paid-pases have been sent down since 1879-ond the question arose-
as to whether tbe money could be geL for the men, and frGrn whomn.
No p~asses were issued at ait this year. It 'vas feit that the New
Brunswick Association had no legal right te pay the dlaim. A reohi-
tion was, bowever, adopted that communication should b. entered into,
witlî the Dominion Association to ascertain if the amount of expenses.
could net b. returned.

On motion of Lieut. ICinnear it was decided to d-) away hereaf ter
with sightmng shots iii all the matches.

The resolution of last year with regard te the Lime of fïiig wnii
ordered to be carried eut. It is as follows :-" Tlaat scorekeepers be-
insti-ucted te allt»%v eac ' pair but 15 minutes wherein te fia-e their number
of rounds, and that they notify each pair te that efftct before tley corn-
nience te fire."

SiR,,-The i 5th Battalion A. L. I. Rifle Association at their matches, hold
fleptember 26b, vêre, I thiuk, the flrst to act on the suggestion to abolish sight-
ia2g shote dropped by the Dominion Association. The rosuits probably wero more
satisfactory te tbe succes8ful tban te the uusuccesful competitor8; but ail admit
that much timo vas saved, less experimental and more careful shooting vas doue,
and ne appreciable revenue vau leLt. I would reapectfully submait to the Depart-
mnent that the dispeuing of the annual allowanco of ammunition b. delegated to
the Rifle Associations of the different Battallons, and there would thon ho more
systematic flring. The expense of ammunitien militates againet geueral or con-
tinuons practico; and as long as baIl cartridge coste more than eue cent por round,
crack shots and practical sho(s vili b. limlted in nuniber te the favoured few
who cari aford te pay a high prîce for their pleasure.

It appears
from tho Volunteer Service Gazette of the 3rd, page 827, tbat the N. R. A. granted
this permission on an application made in Juiy, 1883, b>' that well knewn shot,
McVittie, in which ho etated that ho had 'euaso te believe that sonne compotiters
wero using a set ef sighto lu which notches wverc cut te suit right and Ieft
winde.

The editor of the Volunteer Service Gazette, lu cenimenting on this matter,
expresses au opinion that the decision of the Wimibledon Cormittee et 1883 was
wroug in iteelf, and that rigbt or wrong it ought te have been publicly stated at
the time, and iucorporated in future regulations, vhich vas net done. IL appears
from a letter b>' Mr. C. F. Lowe, lu the Issue of the Volunteer Service Gazette
queted, that the practice ef havîng a set of sliding bars is not a nevelty, that a
competitor lu pre-Martini dais was se provided for bis Snlder, and ho justifies
their use by etating that the practice exiats ln Holland.

IL is, lu my opinion, to be regretted that any sucb permission bas been
granted, as the use of a set of eliders by a competitor bas much the appearanco
of pot hunting, and an approach te sharp practice, if it b. net sharp practice
itseif; and 1 trust that .thtir use will net be sauctioned by au>' associati -u or
club lu Canada; and furtber, that there vili be in the future a much more rigiid
examination of Lb. rifles nsed than bas been lu the pait.

The cases to be investigated are divided into two classes:
Ist. Cases of militiamen wbo have received wounds or injuries, or have cou-

tractcd disease on actuai service, sucb as to incapacitaite themn wholly front,
tollowing their usual t rade or profession.

2nd. Cases of militiamcn who bave received wounds or injuries, or have con-
tracted disease on actual service, such as to incapacitate theni for a time from
following their usual trade or profession.

The boards wilI take auch cvidence as may bu produced, and ivili report
their own opinions thercupon, either as to the total or partial disability of the
claimant; if the disability in partial, the board wvill state the amount of injury or~
incapacity under which tbe clalmant la suffering at the date of investigation, and
its probablo duration. The opinion of the board %ville of course, bu based solely
on the evidence wbich is cmbodied in the ciproceedings" wbich must bc accord-
ing to the ftwin prescrîbed by paragrapli 1000 of the ilegulations and Urders for
the Militilt, 88:3.

The b.ntrd %viii assemble on sncb days as mny, ie their opinion, bc necessary
for the purpose of lnveatigating the dlaims which are laid before theni by the
Deputy Adj ut à nt Generai of their district. Eacli member of a board will receive
surg gon'8s pay for the days lie is present and in the discharge of bis d uties on tbe
board. The claims for such pay to be certified by the presîdent.

Each case is to be investigated separately. The ciproceediegs"' in each coin-
pleted case, are to be forwvarded with as littie delay as possible to the Deputy
Adjutant Generdl of the district, In order that they mnay bu produced as evidence
before the Board of Officers specified ini paragraph 1008 of the Ltegulat!ons aind
Orderp, 1883.

BCARDS OP OFFICEBS.

The boards of officers in the different military districts to take cognizance
and report on the varieus dlaims whlch. may be presented for consideratton under
the proviisions of paragraphe 1008 and 1009 et the regulations and orders for the
militia, 1883, wvill consist of the deputy adjutant general of the district, or tige
officer acting in hie stead for the turne bting, and two captains residing al, bis
head quartera to be named by hlm.

The cases to be inveatigatod by the severai boards wili be those of claimants
who reside in their districts. It will bc the duty of the deputy adjutaut general
ln each district ta make himpeîf acquainted with ail the cases in bis district
which should be investigated by the board, and to do ail lie properly can to
facilitate the inquiry in order that those who are entitled to compensatiov,
gratnity, or pension, may have their cases propcrly verified and brought without
delay to, the attention of the department.

Commanding Officers, North-west Service.
Officers wbo comtnanded corps in the North-west during the recent rebellion

sbould bring te the attention of the deputy adjutant general in their respective
districti the cases of sucb of their officera and men as are entitled to be con-
sidered, with a view to compensation, gratulty,* or pension, provided by
regulation. la some instances those entitled to consideration are not aware o!
the stops nccessary to properly place their cases bofore tho department.
