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HISTORICAL SKITCH OF CANADA.

'

To the celebrated Jacques Cartier belongs the honor of discovering Canada. This

distinguished naviga'^or sailed for the const of America on the 20th of April, 1634, but

proceeded no further ihan Oaspe. Tn the following year he procured a new commission

from his sovereign, Fiancisl. and on this voyage entered the threat river of Canada.

This magnificent stream he called the St. Lawrence, because he began its exploration on
the festival of that martyr. He sailed up the river to the Isle of Orleans, which'whe

named the Isle of Bacchus from the vines he found there. Here he was visited by Don-

nacona, " the Lord of Canada," whose residence wns Stadacona. This Indian town oc-

cupied a portion of the present city of Quebec. Being informed by the natives d^he
existence of a large settlement away up the river, called Hochelaga, he determined io

visit it. After a long though pleasant voyage, during which he was treated with

great kindness by the aborigines, he landed on the Island of Montreal, which

was the site of Hochelaga. Here, as at Stadacona, the natives treated Cartier and

his companions with the greatest hospitality. After a pleasant interview with

the inhabitants, who beV nged to the Huron tribe, he returned to St. Croix where

his vessels had been left, the expedition to Hochelaga having been made in boats

of a lighter draft, and went into winter quarters; but being unaccustomed to the severity

of the climate, and not having a supply of suitable clothing and provisions, twenty-five

of his companions died from scurvy.
" In the spring the remainder of the party re-

turned to France, compelling eleven of the natives to go with them, thus abusing

the confidence which the Indians had reposed in them, and laying the foundation for

that animosity which so long existed between the red and the white man.

It was not until 1540 that Cartier returned to the St. Lawrence. On his arrival

at St.- Croix he foimd that the seed he had sown was producing its bitter fruit and

the natives were opposed to his settling among them the emigrants whom he had

brought out with him. He therefore proceeded further up the river, laid up three

of his vessels at Cape Rouge, and sent the other two back to France. A fort was

built here, and a settlement attempted but with little success; and the country re-

mained in the undisturbed possession of the Indians. About the beginning of the

17th century however a permanent colony was founded under the auspices of a com-

pany of merchants who tradetl with the natives for furs. Further settlements were

made by Champlain, De Monts, and others. Champlain first explored the Ottawa

River and was the founder of the cities of Quebec and Montreal.
_

After ms
death the Government wac administered by M. deMontmagny, M. d'Aillebout, M.

d'Argenson, M. d'Avangour, M. deMesy and Marquis de Tracy successively. In 1672

Frontenac was appointed governor. He may be said to have opened the door to

civilization in Canada West. One of his first acts was the erection of a fort at Cata-

raqui, near the present site of the city of Kingston; a movement that had beenpro-

jected'by his predecessor, Courcelles. "During Frontenac's administration, explorations

of the lakes and rivers of Canada West were made by Perrot, Marquette and la

Salle.

In 1685, Denonville was appointed to supersede De La Barre, who was deposed on

account of his ill success in fighting the Five Nations. Denonville was a brave oflv

ccr and as soon as he arrived from Fra ce went to Cataraqui with a force of 2000

men. Here he decoyed .".ome of the chiefs, put them in dose confinement and sent
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I
them to France ; devastated the fields of the Indians and built and garrisoned a
fort at Niagara, wh'u^h was shortly afterwards destroyed by the Iroquois. Great bar-

barities were committed on both sides, and the country was a vast theatre of
slaughter.

In this emergency, Frontenac was again appointed over the Province. He
brought back the Indian Chiefs who had been so treacherously seized by Denon-
ville and sought to conciliate his enemies, but in vain; hostilities were continued
with the same vigor aj; before. In addition to his Indian foes, Frontenac was
threatened by a British squadron under the command of Sir William Phipps, who
disembarked 1500 troops near the river St. Charles and endeavored to reduce Que-
bec; but being repulsed by the French, he re-embarked after a few days, and re-

turned to Boston, which was then in the possession of England. Frontenac died
soon after the peace of Ryswick, and was succeeded by the De Caillieres, who liv-

ed but a few years and was succeeded by the Count de Vaudreuil. After him,
Beauharnois, Galissoniere, Jonquiere, Longuenil, Du Quesne and Sieur de Vau-
dreuil came successively into power. It was during the administration of the latter

that Quebec was captured by the heroic Wolf, whose exploits are too well known
to our readers to need a recital hero. With the fall ofQuebec and Montreal, which
sun-endered shortly after, ended the French dominion in Canada. The population
of the province at that time was in the neighborhood of 65,000. In the year 1786
an edict was issued dividing it into the two provinces of Upper and Lower Canada,
to the former of which we will now turn. Upper Canada is bounded on the North
by the Hudson's Bay Territory; on the east and northeast by Canada East and the
Ottawa river ; on the South by Lakes Erie, Ontario and the River St. Lawrence

;

and on the West by the Detroit and St. Clair Rivers and Lake Huron. The
north-western limit is indefinite. The name Canada is supposed to be derived from
the Indian word "Kanata," meaning a collection of huts. Canada consists

of an immense plain, lying between a high range of hills on the North
and the lakes on the South. The distinguishing feature of this

,
province

is its lakes, which surpass in area and in depth any others in the world. Lake Su-
perior is the largest body of fresh water on the globe, and its depth in many places

(900 feet. The water is perfectly transparent a.id very cold even in summer. On
the South shore are the Pictured Rocks, which rise 300 feet from the water and
extend along the coast a distance of15 miles. The outlet of this lake is St. Mary's
Channel, through which the water passes into Lake Huron; this lake is 82 feet lower
than the former, and is about a thousand miles in circumference. The Manitoulin
Islands run parallel with its northern shore, separating the lake into two portions.

The principal British naval station on this lake is Penetanguishine, in Georgian
Bay. On the Eastern shore of Lake Huron lies the Huron District, a fine and fer-

tile region, with an undulating surface. Geologists suppose that this tract of land
was at one time the bottom of a lake, from the fact that ridges of gravel and stone
running in a north-east and south-west direction are very frequent, and have the
appearance of having been rolled about in the water until they became smooth and
round. It is a curious fact, that an immense swamp exists on the highest land in

the District, from which many streams are supplied. It is supposed to be 500 teet

above the level of the lake. The population of Huron District is rapidly increas-

ing. Thirty years ago it was a wilderness; now it is a thickly populated and
wealthy agricultural country, with a town which is fast rising to importance as a
lake port We allude to Goderich, which from its lofty situption overlooks the
beautiful lake below. Lake Huron empties through the River St. Clair into the
lake of the same name. This sheet of water is of a circular form, being about 26
miles across. On the St Clair rapids is a settlement of Indians numbermg several
hundred persons. Into this lake (St Clair) empties the river Thames, on whose
banks are situated London, one of the finest cities in the Province, Chatham, and
various other towns which are rapidly rising in importance. The Detroit river

conveys the waters of Lake St. Clair into Lake Erie, which in a commercial point
of view is the most important of the great lakes. Its length is 244 miles, breadth
58 miles, and its level is 30 feet below Lake Huron. At the Rondeau, Port Stan-
ley, Port Maitland and Port Colborne expensive works have been erected to supply

the deficiency of natural harbors. This
ment from the rivers which flow into it

subject to sudden and violent storms.

One of the first settlements in this province was made on the Detroit, river by a

few French families, and their descendants bear a remarkable resemblance to the
hahitarM of Lower Canada. The country is well cultivated and grows grain,

grapes,^ peaches, nectarines, apples and pears. Sandwich and Amherstburg arc on
the bank of the river. Point Pelee is the southernmost point of Canada. Near
Amherstburg and Point Pelee is an Indian settlement composed of Chippewas,
Hurons, Munsees and Shawnees. Port Talbot, an extensive settlement made by
Colonel Talbot in 1802, lies about halfway between the Detroit and Niagara rivers.

Long Point, a peninsula between the Grand River and Port Talbot is a fertile and
thickly settled cotmtry. The land at the mouth of the (Jrand River is low and
sickly, but the upper part of it flows through a country luisurpassed in healthful-

n«is and fertility. The Counties of Middlesex and Oxford arc thickly settled and
well cultivated. A settlement of Indians was made on the Thames in the year

1792.

Guelph, situated on a branch of the Grand River, is one of, the most flourishing

towns settled by the Canada Company ; Gait is also rajiidly rising in importance.

CanadaWest is one of the flaest portions of America, and needs only cultivation to

intake it the garden of the world. The climat* of the Gore, Huron and London
Districts is rem; i-kably salubrious and might almost challenge that of California.

—

Brantford is a sturing place, on the Grand river.

Near this place a fine tract of land was granted to the Six Nations in the year

1784. This tribe of Indians, as its name implies, was made up of six other tribes
;

viz : the Mohawks, Oneidas, Onondagas, Senecas, Cayugas and Tuscaroras. The
latter tribe joined the confederacy in 1714, previous to which time they were called

the Five Nations, once they were the lords of the soil, but now only a few scatter-

ed fragm^ts of them remain.

Thp Welland Canal is one ofthe many works of internal improvement for which
Canada is noted. It issues from Lake Erie at Port Colborne and enters Lake On-
tario at Port Dalhousie, thus affording a safe and speedy water communication be-

tween two of those great inland seas, and overcoming the great obstruction to

navigation placed by nature at the Falls.

During the war of 1812 we were very unfortunate on Lake Erie, the British

squadron carrying 68 guns being defeated by the American of 56, and had it not

been for the determined loyalty of the Canadians, England must then have been

deprived of this fine Province.

The first vessel that ever ploughed the waters of the great lakes, was built on Ihe

Niagara river in the year 1579; and having been dragged up into Lake Erie started

westward under the direction of La Salle, whose purpose was to explore the Mis-

sissippi River and follow it to the sea. After traversing lakes Erie, St. Clair, Huron,

and Michigan, they landed at Green Bay, and La Salle having given up the hope of

getting his vessel into the Mississippi, loaded her with furs and sent her back to

Niagara with a crew of six men, but nothing was ever after heard of them, and they

are supposed to have found a mariners grave at the bottom of Lake Huron.
Near Grand Island is a smaller one called Navy Island, which was the stronghold

of the self-styled Patriots in the late insurrection. Hundreds of jnisguided men
flocked to the standard of Van Rensselaer here, and provisions were furnished them
in abundance; and the insurgents having purloined some of the cannon belonging to

the State ofNew York, mounted them and opened fire upon the Canadian Shore.—
The steamer Caroline which had been used for transporting the munitions of war to

the Island, was taken from her moorings by a party of loyalists imder Capt. Drew,

set on fire and carried down by the current over the Falls. The people of the

United States were considerably incensed at this proceeding; but the sober second

thought convinced them that it was not an unjustifiable act, but rather a military

necessity. The malcontents evacuated the Idland on the night of January 14th,

1838. An unimportant demonstration was also made against Kingston, but upon

theapproschof a band of Militia the Patriots thought it prudent to retire. The

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same thing took place at Fighting Island near Detroit. At the island of Point Pela.
however, the uwurgents made a determined resistance, but wtre finally overfoome
and the majority of theni slain or captured. Let ub hope that we may never aira?n
witness 8uch scenes of civil strife, but that all. our efforts may be directed to the
promotion of harmony and good-feeling amongst all classes of our .Mtizens So much
has nlroady been said and written about the Falls of Niagara tf.at it would bo al.
moKt superfluous to rnefitlon them here; not because they are not worthy of men
tJQKj, for Xature has jnade theui the wonder of tJie world; but bec»ufle evert oerson
iw Kupposed to be in the poss^nsion of all needed information in regard to them.

A short distance below the falls is the Suspension Bridge, and further down ui
the romantic village of Queenston; while Forts Messassagua and Niagara euard fl.n
the river at its entrance into Lake Ontario.

The Rideau Canal, which is more properly speaking a series of canals connectinga number of lakes, commences about a miie below the Chaudiere FaUsand t^mfna es at Kingston on Lake Erie. Thus, although a comparatively
new country, Canada enjoys facilities of transportation unequalled by many lancte

much older in (;ivilization.

Then there is our great system of railways, branching in every direction, aiid

embracing in their iron arms the most fertile and valuable tracts in the Province,
conveying travellers to and fro, and furnishing the agriculturist with a cheap and
speedy means of sending to a good market all his surplus produce.
Our climate too is mild and healthful, we produce among ((urselves all the com-

forts and many of the luxuries of life, our commercial and manufacturing interests

are advancing with rapid strides, our educational and religious institutions are es-

tablished upon the most liberal basis, our people are possessed of indomitable per-
severance and industry, and the mother country leaves nothing undone that can
conduce to our progress or our welfare. It is not strange then that we are loyal

and prosperous : we possess all the elements of success and why should we not
succeed ? We have succeeded; and "judging the future by the past" we shall
continue to succeed and to advance in an accelerated ratio, leaving far in our wake
many " ships of state" whose voyage began long before our keel was laid. We
do not wish to make any invidious distinctions, but we think it must be a source of
congratulation to every Upper Canadian to reflect upon the fiict, that although the
Lower Province was colonized long before ours.yet we have so far outstripped it in

population as to outnumber it by 800,000. Our present position is a proud one
and we cannot but feel a deep gratitude towards the great Disposer ofevents for the
solicitude with which he has watched over our beloved land, and for the great
prosperity with which he has blessed us,
