Alien residents of 
the United States might send for their 
parents, grand parents, unmarried or 
widowed daughters, or sons under 16 
years of age, unless these relatives 
had been alien energies, for. whom spe­
cial authorization for admission would 
be required. Skilled labor also migfht 
he imported Under existing law, and 
foreign officials, tourists, students and 
professional men- might come Into 
the country temporarily under pass­
ports.

—doptidn of the bill would mean, its 
framers say, literal fulfilment of the 
sc-called "gentlemen’s agreement” be­
tween the United States and Japan 
with respect to immigration and wpfrld 
keep out Japafiese coolies.

Chairman Johnson says the re­
quirement that aliens landing at 
American ports must have passports 
with a time limit will break up the 
great inflow of foreigners. The bill 
provides that aliens coming within 
exemption clauses of the present law 
must obtain passports from their own 
governments, vised by consular agents 
of the United States, and limited as 
to time. _

Aliens, who, under present laws are 
eligible to citizenship, would be per­
mitted to çome to the United States 
without passports, providing they 
state in writing their belief that they 
Intend to reside here and become citi­
zens. They must agree to register at 
least once a year, failure to do so 
being a cause for deportation. Fail­
ure to take out first papers at the 
end of two years’ residence, also Is 
cause for deportation- 

After tâkiilg out papers aliens must 
remain here five years for final citizen­
ship, with a time allowance off for 
knowledge of the elements of the 
American plan of government and pro­
ficiency in the English language. If an 
alien -does not acquire citizenship in 
eight years he is sent home.

The committee hopes to provide a 
plan by which citizens of contiguous 
territory, Canada and Mexico, may 
visit the United States on cards issued 
annually.

TRIPLE RESELLING.

New York, Aug. 2p.—On the alleged 
triple reselling of two carloads of sugar 
which brought the price from 12c a 
pound to 14 3-4c, Assistant United 
States Attorney Matthews probably 
wdl prepare evidence for presentation 
to the federal grand Jury to obtain 
indictment, charging violation of the 
Sherman or Lever act, or perhaps both.

As outlined by Mr. Matthews, a firm 
of exporters in New York city 
the original holders of the two carloads i 
of sugar. They sold thertl at 12c a 
pound to a f.rm of brokers, who In 

-turn disposed of one carload to Boston 
wholesalers and another to Worcester 
dealers to 14 3-4ca pound. Mr. Mat­
thews is interested In tracing the sugar 
further and ascertaining Its cost to the 
ultimate consumer.

Both the Lever and Sherman acts 
prohibit resales not in the -regular 
business cycle. Reselling undeiA the 
Lever act "h punishable by two years' 
imprisonment and 85000 fine. The 
Sherman act provides for the dissolu­
tion of the firm by civil prbceedings 
and also permits of criminal “action 
against the heads of vlolatnig’ firme.

Sergeants Stewart and Young had a 
warrant charging Mellinson with forg­
ery. It is alleged that he presented 
forged cheques to the amount of over 
55,000 with the central branch of the 
bank of Nova Scotia and obtained 
turns of money.

The military discharge papers found 
on the prisoner will be handed over 
to the military authorities, the police 
claiming that Mellinson was a diis*-' 
chargerd soldier, but that he did not 
win the war decorations and had no 
'-ght to the honor/ he boasted.

Two da,ys ago, the police stated. 
Mellinson registered at a downtown 
hotel, and having been acquainted 
with the city, visited the Bank of Nova 
Scotia.

court at a special hearing here to- 
cay. The statement of counsel for 
the Commercial Union of America that 
the sugar was intended for exportiand 
that no effort had been made to con­
ceal it, or to dispose of it except under 
agreements made two months ago, was 
accepted by representatives of tk«
United States attorney’s office and an 
t greement reached for release.

The sugar was seized at the ware­
house of the terminal wharf and rail­
road warehouse company in the 
Charlestown district. The action was 
taken on a warrant issued by Judge 
Morton of the federal district court, 
after evidence concerning the hoard 
had been presented to the federal 
judge who is investigating the high 
cost of foodstuffs.

The libel alleged that the ugar had 
been in the possession of the company 
since July 29, and that it was being 
hoarded in quantities in excess of the 
requirements of the owners, and for

Rumuski. the police say, is a'danger­
ous man, and was the leader of a gang 
of gunmen and robbers that commit­
ted a series of crimes thruout the pro­
vince of Quebec.

Rumuski, in addition to being want­
ed for the killing of a foreigner In the 
bush in Quebec, it is stated, is also 
being sought ?n three charges of high­
way robbery.

For over one month. Inspector Rous- 
sein has been chasing Rumuski In this 
province. Last week it was learned that 
the fugitive was in Niagara Falls. From 
there he was traced to Hamilton. While 
in Hamilton, it is said. Rumuski was in 
a gambling game, and, . following a 
fight, disappeared with a Russian and 
left for Toronto. The secret service 
men came to-Toronto, and on informa­
tion received, located RumuskVs com­
panion at the corner of Qur in and Sim- 
coe street. They took him .rom a gath­
ering of foreigners and placed him under 
arrest charged with vagrancy. The 
prisoner denied having been with the 
murderer, and was later released from 
custody. -<

' "Lookouts’’ Arrested.
Two associates of Rumuski, who acted 

as “lookouts” on the night of the mur­
der in Quebec, were arrested near 
Montreal, and are awaiting trial on 
charges of murder. They told the po­
lice that Rumuski was the man who 
fired the gun.

The shooing resulted over an attempt 
to rob an Austrian lumberman who was 
preparing . to leave. Quebec fdr 
with his savings, amounting to 51.300. 
The Austrian was a big man and when 
he was attacked by two men who at­
tempted to club him, he was so strong 
that he prevented them from getting the 
best of him and during the struggle he 
was shot twice in the head with a 
revolver.

Rumuski, is alleged to have robbed an­
other countryman tn Montreal, of 6700. 
While robbing the victim, Rumuski s al­
leged to have fired a shot from a gun, 
but the bullet just grazed the side ol 
the man’s face, inflicting.a flesh wound.

The police did not divulge the name of 
the Russian held as a vagrant, but the 
Police are working in conjunction with 
the Dominion men.

G. Mitchell, of the Dominion Im­
migration office, said yesterday that 
travelers to the old country wishing 
to reserve passage back are being told 
that they, will h*ve to take their 
chances on getting accommodation on 
returning ships. It it expected that 
soldiers and dependents, who are giv­
en priority over other travelers, will 
require all the available tonnage for 
some little time. In view of this fact, 
emigration from the old country on 
the large scale predicted cannot be 
looked for for several months.

Attorney-General Takes Ac­

tion Against Sellers of 
Oil Stock.

%BeachREORGANIZE FIRST Hon. I. B. Lucas, attorney -general, 

announced yesterday that several oil 
and other companies are being prose­
cuted by the government for non-com­
pliance with the terms of the Ontario 
companies act.

This act, Mr. Lucas explained, re­
quires that before a company offers 
its shares for sale to the public, It 
shall file a prospectus containing de­
finite information as to the names, 
addresses and description of the or­
iginal incorporators, and as to. the 
number of shares subscribed for, with, 
the names and addresses of the direc­
tors.

The names must also be given of 
the vendors of any property purchased 
or required, the amounts paid in cash 
or shares, the amount of commission 
on any subscription for underwriting, 
the amount of Preliminary expense, 
particulars of contracts, and the in­
terest, If any, of every director of 
the company.

“All this information,” Mr. Lucas 
states, “is calculated to give the in­
vesting public the real situation as to 
the company in which they are asked 
to buy shares. If a company does 
not do this in the advertisement, the 
persons responsible, and the directors, 
as weU as the company itself, are 
liable to prosecution.

More information Required.
“Advertisements dealing particu­

larly with oil stocks have recently 
been appearing in the papers,’’ Mr. 
Lucas added, “without giving - proper 
information as to the real standing of 
the company. The government pro­
poses to make determined Efforts to 
slop advertisements of this kind or 
if they cannot be stopped, under thd 
existing laws, we hope at leefct to 
secure a bylaw to compej compliance 
with the law as to information which 
Shall be given in the advertisements.

"If all companies.” said Mr. Lucas, 
“comply with the law in advertising 
their stock issues it will at least give 
the investing public an opportunity 
to investigate the character of the 
company and form some idea of its 
p; ospects. The advertisements on 
which we are now taking action give 
little real information of value to in­
vestors, but mainly vague, elusive and 
mainly scattering generalities of the 
get-rich-quick variety. : As far as we 
have power we propose to stop this. 
There are many difficulties in tihe way 
of a prosecution, but every effort is 
being made to secure the necessary 
evidence.

“Certain, informations have already 
been laid, and where the necesealry 
evidence can be procured further pros- 
ecutions\ will follow. In the 
where informations have been laid or 
warrants issued I Understand the of­
ficers have been able to secure at 
least some evidence by the seizure of 
papers and documents that will prove 
of value in the prosecutions,”

The attorney-general of the United State* is a busy man these days, STORED FOOD WILL 
for the is directing the activities of district attorneys and federal officials 
all over the country. Some idea of what Is being done may toe gleaned 
from a Washington despatch to The Christian Science Monitor, herewith 
reprinted alongside. Great hoards of food have been uncovered in Boston,
Detroit, St. Louis, New Orleans and many other places.* It’ will toe otoserved 
that as these hoards are discovered the United States district attorney ap­
plies to a federal judge to “libel" the goods; that is,.toe proceeds much as 
an ordinary litigant woul ’ proceed to libel a ship on which he had a claim.
The admiralty court would keep the ship In port until the claim was 
adjudicated. So the hoa *ed food is In the possession of the court until a 
summary enquiry is made, and then it’is forced to sale and the profiteer 
punished. Some five hundred men are already under arrest In the United 
States for profiteering.

Near Boston the other day officials tracked some greasy profiteer to wedne*di 
his lair and there found hoarded five million pounds of sugar, millions ofJx«frfct 
pounds of butter .and cheese and fourteen million dozen of eggs. These 
stores were libeled and will be forced ‘to sale. The profiteer himself is 
being dealt with by a special grand jury Immediately empaneled by a federal 
judge. We have little doubt that he will be summarily punished.

At Washington tie house of representatives is busy putting more teeth 
into the laws against profiteering, and the president may be given authority 
by proclamation to fix the price of all commodities. Dealers selling at a 
price higher than that fixed by the proclamation will be liable to two years 
in the penitentiary. Attorney-General Palmer is on the job and his district 
attorneys, deputy marshals and special agents are everywhere at work.

What is going on in Canada?
The Dominion government is not uncovering any hoards of food, forc­

ing them to sale or bringing the profiteers to justice. The attorney-general 
of Canada is doing nothin , whatever to enforce the laws against profiteers.
True he has no district attorneys or deputy marshals or special agents to 
do this work for him, but these etoeuld be provided at the earliest possible 
moment. We observe that the Royal Northwest Mounted Police and the 
Dominion police are to be consolidated, a press report says for federal en­
forcement of the federal law. Generally speaking the Royal Northwest 
Mounted Police has done constabulary work for the western provinces 
which should have been done by the provincial governments and municipali­
ties. However, this consolidation may be the first step toward putting at 
the disposal of the attorney-general a force to ferret out hoarding and 
arrest profiteers.

But we have an attorney-general for the Province of Ontario, altho we 
are not reminded of his existence by anything he does to reduce the cost of 
living or punish the extortionate dealers. He has under him many crown 
attorneys. In every county and province there is a grand jury, and a 
special grand jury at any time may be empaneled upon the request of 
tho-'attorney-general. But nothing Is being done by the authorities in 
Queen’s Park to uncover hoarded food or punish the profiteers.

The province passes the buck to the Dominion, and the Dominion, not 
to be outdone in generosity, passes it back to the province. We have creat­
ed a board of commerce, but we have not given it -the powers of a court.
It cannot seize hoarded foods or send profiteers to the penitentiary. Its 
functions seem to be one of inquiry, and, as The Ottawa Citizen observes:

Heaven knows we have had enough futile and money-wasting en­
quiries, commissions and what not to date.
Still, we have great faith in the ability and integrity of Judge Robson, 

the chairman, and W. F. O’Connor, K.C., the other member of the commis­
sion. They will do their best, but they can do little unless the full power 
of the federal government is thrown into the struggle. The government 
must have federal courts, federal district attorneys and federal officials 
under the supervision and direction of the-attorney-general, to do work 
like that which is now being carried on by the government of the United 
States.

Turning to Hartley Dewart's Toron­

He 
was In favor of Union government all 
the time if he was invited into the 
cabinet as attorney-general or in some 
other capacity. He was prepared to 
walk humbly behind Sir William 
Hearst. "We refused to assent to the 
offer of this gentleman and did not 
form a Union government in Ontario 
because we had the people of Ontario 
behind us. The act recites the assem­
bly has unanimously, signified its as­
sent to the declaration of the leader of 
the opposition. It does not say a 
word about a unanimous vote. There 
was unanimous assent to the delaration 
of the leader of the opposition, and Mr.
