At Moscow 600 cabmen have already
fought the strikers, whom they charge
with taking the bread out of their
mouths. In many cities, especialiy at
Moscow, the question of food is becoin-
ing extremely gserious. Collisions be-
tween the troops and strikers are re-
poited to have occurred at several
.places. At Ekaterinoslav, a regular
piiched battle between the soldiers itnd
sirikers was fought, and the city was
lefi in darkness. But as a rule the
revolutionary leaders are keeping their
mep in hand. Communication by tele-
graph with many interior pointg is in-
terrupted.

In State of War.

The whole country is vecoming
ala:..ed, ana in gt. Petersburg an in-
cipient panic prevails. The boats and
the Finnish trains,now the only means
of agress, are crowded with people
fieceing abroad. Tne situation here has
grown much worse over night. The
ranks of the 40,000 workmen in the
mills and factories who joined tne
strikers yesterday, were increased by
30,000 more this morning- All the em-
pleyes of the port, 4000 in number,walk-
ed out, and 12,000 other men from the
steel works left work in a body.

The inhabitants of St. Petersburg
awoke to find the capital resembling a
brleaguered city. The shops in the
Vasiliestrov district and in all the
suburbs, are cosed,windows are board-
ed and barred and mounted patrols
‘are to be seen everywhere in the
streets, Except jn the heart of the
city, women and children are afraid
to venture out. Workmen are gather-
ing at all the places frequented in the
deys of Father Gapon, but they are
quiet and the Cossacks have had no
provocation to interfere. The general
appearance of the town is menacing.

Ment Nearly Gone,

The prices of food have gone up
anc¢ the supply of beef is only suffi-
clent for three days, but there are am-
p'z supplies of wheat and rye for two
months, The emperor and the court
at Peterhof are supplied by a warship
from St. Petersburg. All the families
who can afford it have hasteneq to
lay, in supplies and stand a siege. The
suftering falls heaviest on the poor,
who live from hand to -mouth- All
the bakers gold out their bread before
noon.

The meat dealerg have been orderod
by the revolutionijsts not to deliver
meat to the troops under pain of deatn,
and consequently the soldiers are liv-
ing on canned goods. The butchers
have notified their patrong that the
meat marketg will probably be closed
toomorrow on account of lack of meat.
All the St. Petersburg schools were
clored to-day and the childrem gent
home, with instructiong not to return
until theiy parents think it is safe to
do so-

Postpones Foreign Loan.

The great strike promises to delay
anqg possibly interrupt the negotiations
for the new Russian loan. The inter-
nationa] bankers who are here do not
seem to be greatly disturbed by the
situation, altho they are constantly in
receipt of threatening letters from
the revolutionists, warning them
that if they contract a loan without
the consent of the nationa] assembly
it will be repudiated.

Nevertheless they are not disposed to
close with the government until“-the
situation has cleared up- The fact
that the strike may jeopardize the suc-
cegg of the loan is one of the most po-~
tent levers behind the government
and makes the foreign bankers the
unconscious allies of the advocates of
the far reaching reforms which are
about to be promulgated,

By imperial order the garrison of St.
Petersburg has been placed under the
command of Gen., Trepoff,
minister of ‘the interior, who isg held
responsible for the safety
of the capital, and the troopg distri
buted in wvarious parts of the city,
but martial law, with its accompany-
ing hardships to the people, hag not
been proclaimed, The garrison of St.
Petersburg has hitherto been included
in the military district of St. Peters-
burg, of which Grand Duke Viadinir
is chief.

Farmers in Britain can no more be
expected than any other class of pro-
ducers to continue branches of their

| industry which are found /to be un-

profitable. If, therefore, the land is to
revert again to grain crops either the
prices must be 'increased or the cost of
production reduced. The former of
these could be accomplished by an im-
port duty. The latter can apparently
only be obtained by a reduction in the
rents paid the landlords. It is all very
well to rail against the land laws of
Britain and the incapacity of the Brit-
{sh statesman to undertake their re-
form, but the time occupied in doing

i this 'would be better occupied in point-

ing out how it is to be done. And it
is a curious circumstance that the
very critics who are the most insistent
upon the cray ‘“Back to the land” are
those who announce their determined
opposition to any and every measure
which would raise the value of the pro-
ducts of the land.

Britain, like 'all the older countries
inheriting feudal traditions, posscoses
a system of land law designed to fav-
or the creation of large estates and
their descent unbroken to a succession
At one time the abolition of
the 'law of promogeniture and ‘he &l-
teration of the law of intestacy to the
effect that in such event the whole
estate, real and ‘personal, be divided
equally among the heirs, formed a reg-
ular part of the Radical program. Of
recent years, little has 'been heard of
these proposals and possibly public
opinion is scarcely ripe for ecven this
reform. As for the 'more
drastic plan of buying out the land-
owners ‘on the lines of the recent
Irish Land 'Act, it is admittedly im-
practicable under present conditions
more impossible is the de-
mand of the socialist party for land
nationalization. Progress ‘may be
made along the line of private cffort,
but this at the best can only be a Vvery
partial alleviation of the situation.
Meanwhile, the unemployed are there,
a very present and pressing problem.
These at least must be dealt with, for

WITH THE WILD DUCKS,

The Common Varieties Can Rarely
Be Seen Closely,

From Nature and Seclence, in November
8t. Nicholas : By the river, the lake, and
the swamp, where the tall grasses and
reeds are sighing In the wind, an interest-
ing company of birds is gathering. . Per-
haps we have made the acquaintance of
some of them in spring when they went
north—they are the ‘wild ducks. Do not
exr«(-t them to allow you so ciose a fri nd-
ship as the robin and other b.rds that pro-
ple do not often harm, For the ducks, you
remember, are great_game birds, and’ so
they have a dresd Wl ®verything tbat looks
at all like a shooter. o hide near the
water and watch them from a distance. If
we keep still and out of sight they may
come quite close. Most of the drakes a:e
handsomely - colored, - while the ducks are
generally greyish and look a good deal alike
at a little distance. When ysou see on*
distinetly marked, black next tg white, or
any very dark and light colors which mcet
without blendlnﬁz you may be pretty sure
it is a drake. hree of the kinds we see
most often are shown in the heading—th»
scaup, the mallard and the pintall, thers
are the teal, which you may know at a
glance, they are so small; the widgeon,
wood-duck, sheveler, black duck, baldpate,
golden-eye, buffiehead, and the mergans rs,
or fish-ducks.

If you succeed in getting acquainted with
several of these you will do well. It needs
patience and good eyes; and if you can
add to these an opera.glass, yon will be
still better fitted for duck-hunting.

To stalk ducks near the shore in o en
water, approach them by sho't stages when-
ever a]l are under water at once. A duck
will usually remain under water about half
a minute; in the mieantime you have cov-
ered a hundred feet or more of ground, and
concealed yourself as much as possible, al-
lowing only an opening to watch from.
Sometimes one finds a feed' ne-cround, wheve
he can hide and wait for the ducks to come.
This {8 the best way to observe them ai
close range. I knew of a small pond, sur-
rounded by willows and other bushes, where
scaup-ducks came every day to feed, While
waiting heside the pond I have seen a flock
of ducks sall down over the water only a
hundred feet from me, then turn, and, com-
ing back, repeat the performance. As they
gwooped down with set wings and waking
a loud, swishing nofse, they were a fine
sight, well worth an hour's waiting.

Altho ducks are very wary and alert, they
do not readily see danger when they are
about to .alight {n the water. This appe rs
to be a rather difficult act, for it seems to
engage their entire attention.

The most common kinds of ducks can
rarely be seen closely. Even the hl ck dve's
i& not often to be studied, except at an ag-
gravating  distance, altho he is found in
every marsh. It ls a common saying that
water leaves no trall, Bnt where some

In the past property own-
ers were satisfled with 'a net grofit of
about two per cent, on their invest-
ed capital. To-day they demand a
better return. There are many causcs
tending to raise rents. Formerly brick
makers used waste wood to burn their
product. This condition no longer pie-
vails, Lumber has advanced in cost.
It must be carried from greater dis-
tances. Further, there is a Jdemand
the world over for the finer grades of
lumber. Workmen now do not have as
long hours as formerly and machin:ry
being run for a shorter period each day
does not give the pame return for
money invested. Again, taxes have in-
creased. The greater demand for
houses tends to raise the cost of con-
struction. Good wages bring more
peopie to the larger cities, and these
must be housed. Thus many causes
may be discovered in a material pro-
cess of growth in any country, which
will ralse rents and the cost of living.

Building Bylaws Severe,

The precentage of profit to huilders
is not so great to-day as it was five or
gix years ago. One of the causes tend-
ing 'to raise rents, more especially to
the laboring man, Mr. Denison argues.
is the uhnecessary severity of thy
building bylaws. Modifications all
along the line in /this regard -zould be
introduced without effecting their use-
fulness in the least, and a saving of
25 per cent.'in the cost of construction,
could in this way be affected., Walis
must be built. according to the byiaws,
much thicker than is ‘necessary. It is
a foolish provision to compel a brick
wall to be built between two adjoining
roughcast houses, Several 'sther un-
necessary requirements could be men-
tiened, which only tend to add to the
poor man’s burden. These shonld be
remedied 'speedily. The bylaws, bhe
thought should permit of large dig-
tricts in this city of frame houses.
Such cities as Detroft and Buffalo
have them and they are among the
most beautiful and picturesque to be
found there. This class of building
may be painted frequently and give
such an artistic 'effect as is not found
in stone or brick. 2

S0 far as the port of New York is con
cerned the only shock upon the voi
ume of business, is, exporiers say, -i.€
inability of the railroads to bring for-
ward the products in anything like che
degree required. As one. exporter puts
it. “al], grain offered and all freight
offered are being taken.”

Thig I8 a situation that naturally in-
dicates marked prosperity in shippiog,
and ocen rateg show a greater profit
to shipowners to-day than they have
for a number of years, For instance,
full cargo grain steamers of say b
000 quarters capacity are now quoted
at 3g per quarter to call for orders. A
few years ago 2s per quarter was ac-
cepted as a basis on which a steamer
of perhaps one-half that capacity could
come forward in ballast and return
with a full grain cargo without incur-
ring a loss, if, indeed, there was not
some slight profit in the transactions
for the owners. Liverpoo| grain by the

regular steamerg is now quoted at 2

1-2d and London at 3d; these figures
compare with 1 1-2d, the figure for
each port agreed upon as the mini-
mum rates i{n the steamship combina-
tion of 1902, Grain rates are usually
the standard for the entire freight
market. A significant feature of the
present movement is the fact that a
number of large tramp steamersg have
recently been engaged to load- full
cargoe of grain, and some of them will
load at New York—a circumstance
worthy of note,

Activity during the last few days
hag been so great that no complite
statement of the saleg of grain is yet
avaflable. One large transaction in-
cludeg 400,000.tq 480,000 bushelg of num-
ber 1 Manitoba wheat within the last
day or two, which will be shipped via
Boston; also 200,000 bushels of Maca-
roni white,l Whi¢h will also go via
Boston. Sales of Manitoba wheat dur-
ing the week past are estimated at
between 600,000 and 800,000 bushels.
