Sir Willlam Vernon Harcourt, whose wife

Lothrop Motley, the historian, and at one
time United States Minister in' London, ias
for 25 years held a commanding position 'n
the Liberal party. Mr, Gladstone long re-

arded him as his ablest lieutenant in the
douse of Commons. Second son of the
Rev, Willlam Harcourt and grandson of a
tormer Archbishop of York, he was born
Ocr, 14, 1827,

In 1851 he left Cambridge University with
high honors, and three years later he was
called to the bar at the Inner 'Lemple. In
1858 he unsuccessiully contestéd the Kirk-
caldy Burghs, and 10 years after was re-
turned to the House of Commens for the
City of Oxford in the Liberal'interests,

He was elected professor of international
law in Cambridge University In 1869, and
in 1873 was appointed Solicitor-General, o
which occasion he was knlfhted, This of-
fice he held untll the resignation of Mr.
Gladstone's Administration In"° February,
1874. When Mr, Giladstone returned to
power ‘In 18%0, Sir Willlam Harcourt was
nominated Secretary of State for the Howe
Department.

On going down to Oxford for re-election,
he was defeated by his Conservative oppon-
ent, but at this juncture My, Plimsoll, mem-
ber for Derby, then a sure Liberal seat, |
resigned by accepting the Chiltern” hun- |
dreds, whereupon Mr. Harcourt was chosen
one of the representatives_ of that borough.

He went out of office with his party in
June, 1883, but on the return of the Liber-
ols to power in January of the following
year, he was made Chan-eilor of the Ex-
chequer, He was re-elected for Derby at |
the general elections of 1885 and 1886,

Mr, Harcourt went out of office again on
the downfall of the Gladstone Goverumeat
In July, 1886, but returned to it as Chan-
cellor of the Exchequer in August, 1892,
when My, Gladstone reassumed power and
held this portfolio throughout the life of
the (iladstone-Rosebery Government,which
fell in June, 1805. In the general election
of 1805 Mr. Harcourt was returned for
West Monmouthshire.

I then told him that I did
Jot think he would receive answers to the
questions contained in it from the tele-
graphers In the employ of the company.”

“What svould happen if the company In-
sisted upon its telegraphers answering the
questions?”’

With such expedition was
his work conducted that before 11 o’clock
on Monday morning he had collected suffi-

New York, Dec. 13.—The great steel gas
tank of the Consolidated Gas Company at
Avenue A and 20th-street, the largest of
its kind in the worla, coliapsed at B5.30
o'clock this afternoon.. It went down with
a crash and a roar llke a great explosion,
Masonry of granite blocks and bricks, to the
height of 50 feet, fell like a child’s toy
house of blocks, and 8,000,000 gallons of
water, loosened from bondage, deluged the.
streets, and In a 10-foot tidal wave car-
ried death and ~destruction through the
surrounding neighborhood. It Is not -yet
known how many were killed and injured,-
but the list will be a long one. Already
tae bodles of Andrew Wendt, a working
man, and IMlous Baum, an engineer in an
adjacent factory, have been récovered.

About 25 people were Injured, more or
less severely. or almost drowned. All of
the most severely injured were taken to
Bellevue  Hospital by a number of ambu-

He has
made politics his business for several years,
and until recently was an active member
of Mr, Platt's maching, but he bad a fall-
ing out with the “eusy boss,” and is no
longer admitted to his confldence, Mr,
Thornton advertises %imself as a lawyer,
but no one has seen him in court for many
years. He has bad considcrable experience
