KRUGEE MUST. °

The Situation Has Not Changed and
Will Not Change Until Milner’s

Claims Are Granted,

New. York, July 9.—Henry Norman, ia ]
cubling to The Times, says: *“President
:Kruger has begun to make-¢qneessions, but
" it is impossible to tell whether his latest
scheme gives the frauchise to the Uitlanders
after five, sgven or nine years. In any case,
it does not approach what Sir Alfred Mil-
_ner called the ‘irreducible minimum.’ Be-
yond this, the situati has not changed
in the least from its fresentment in these
despatches for weeks past. Moreover, it
will net change., There weed be no doubt
about dt, whartéver; elther Kriiger will give
away, or he will be made {o give way. '1'his
1 state as a positive fact from exact know-
ledge. One or two journalé with Boer sym-
patnies here have been reiterating for weeks
‘that no military preparations have been
made. I told you about these preparations
last Saturday. Yesterday The Times un-
nounced on official authority that every-
thing was In readiness for a move; that a
aumber of ecial service officers would
sall for the Cape to-day, and that recently
'very large shipments of war material had
been made to the Cape. I may add that
other steps have been. taken recently by
the War Office, but absoiute secrecy con-
cerning these is Impused upon those who
know of them. I belleve also that no more
shipments of arms and ammunition will I'e
allowed to be imported into the Transvaal.

Must Give a Guarantee Also,

THE WHITE AN CHILCOOT PASSES

Constitute the Storm Centre—Wae
tershed Back of Skaguay and
Dyea the Dividing Line,

Tacoma, Wash.,, July 9.—The Fairbanks-
Foster Alaskan boundary party returned
from ‘the north-to-day and interviews with
members of the party indicate that the
watershed on White Pass, back of Skaguay
and Dyea, will be accepted as the interna-
tional boundary line at,that point. The
White and Chilcoot Passes constitute the
Storm centre of the Alaska boundary. At
those points the Canadians hope to secure
concessions that will enable them
dLchor down a port of entry into the-Klon-
dike gold tfields. All other parts of the
country - thereabouts where. concessions are
looked for are of little importance compar-
ed with the Lynn Canal, which is the key
to the situation,

S¢énator Fairbanks, when interviewed,
placed importance on the fact that he must
sit ‘with the Joint High Commission in
August, but declined to state what lines of
argument he would take up.

What Foster Said,

To these people on whels, pedestrians
are, apparently, as so many ninepins, to be
gally bowled over, with no after-question as
to their fate, or apology for the assault
and battery. Twice within the’ last two
weeks have I been come at full tilt by
wheelmen, who. seemed rather - delighted
than otherwise that they had mired my
clothes with their dusty tires, and who
made not the slightest attempt at apology.
On one of these occasions, had it not been
for the alert action of a man who was
nearby, I should, without doubt, now be re-
posing in.the quiet tomb, for I came within
an ace of cracking my head upon the stone
kerb. Not that the tomb is the worst fate
that can befal one in these complex days,

but one does not like to be sent there un-
timely by ill-mannered and reckless wheel-
~ people.

Whether wheeling has a bad effect upon
the manners, it is difficult to say, but cer-
tain it is that the wheelfolk with whom the
P‘edestmn comes in collision are wofully

cking in ordinary courtesy. A man [
know, who thinks that his manners -are
those of a gentleman, came in collision with
a lady old enough to be his mother not long
ago on the Mimico roadj" But so far from
apologizing or asking her’if she was hurt, he
bellowed, with his face as red as his hair
with rage, “Why the devil can’t you keep
out of the way?’ He was blissfully uncon-
sclous of the faet that two younﬁ ladies
whom he knew were behind him, w ;in o8
of his brutal behavior, and since then he
-has been wondering what he has done that
they should cut him. This young man is a
fair sample of the wheelfolk who come, I
am very much inclined to think wilfully, in-
to collision with the ' pedestrian. They
either ride off sniggering at the discomfiture
and fright they have caused or they rage
like the heathien and lapse into profane
-words, as if they were the abused parties.

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ADVANCE TORONTO,

When the next census is taken Toronto
will prove to be a city of goodly propor-
tions. . The population beyond doubt will
be shown' to be well In excess of two hun-
dred thousand, notwithstanding that {t
sults a certain stripe of politicians at the
present juncture to put it at a good deal
less. All important as are the growth In
Population and the material development,
tkey are not the only elements that have to
be taken into account in considering the
future of the city. As residents of its po-
Itical capital ana trade centre, we owe
the province much consideration. In other
words, it 1s our duty to be In the front all
along the line. A free ferry and such 'lke
conveniences are of local import. The wider
duty lies in extending the system of trans-
portation, in making the city take on the
appearance of a well-to-do and thriving
metropolis, in centering within its confines
every. possible accommodation .that ean be
required by the most extensive movemen:s,
and in providing perfect facilities for trade
and commerce. Wherever we are deficient
In any of these things we are deficient in
duty, not alone to ourselves, but to the pro-
vince and to the country at large. Our
weakness Is a very common and ordinary
one. We are too prone to extrayvagance,
both in time and money, in dealing with
the lesser and local matters of clvie, con-
cern, and.too slow and too hesitating In
seizing the larger opportunities that offer.
In no single branch of clvi¢ control have
we kept pace with the growth of the popu-
lation and the progress of the material in-
terests of the city. Great schemes have
been mooted, much discussed and then zl-
lowed to become only a memory. Lessor
projects have engaged the attention of the
Council duting many a weary hour und
then been ‘abandoned. Money has been
frittered away In numberless valn things,
usvally in small amounts, but In the en-
couragement of enterprises either worthy
only of a village or that should be left to
Secure their supplles from private sources.
Toronto has g0t beyond small matters, and
now requires to husband its revenue to
leet the prellminary expenses and to ald
In the carrying out of undertakings that
will benefit not a class or a section but the
whole. In the quarters of the old City
Hall it was perhaps. impossible to break
entirely away from old assoclations, from
dnclent traditions, from musty customs
and’ parish manners. ' In the new, costly

and imposing bullding on Queen-street we,

shall at least hope for better things, for a
larger grasp of the situation, for an Im-
proved appreclation of the position of the
city. In one or two instamces recently ve
have noted signs of improvement. It did
Dot take years to-settle the deal with the
Sunlight Soap ‘people,:nor did it take weéks
to resolve to replace the bullding lately de-
stroyed by fire on the Exhibition groungds.
No practical step has yet been taken to ex-
pend the $150,000 voted by the people for
expenditure on’ market improvements;
neither has anything definite been done to-
wards increasing the facilities of our
growing live stock trade; but, as we have
said, the course pursued In the former In-
stances has filled us with expectation that
with the taking possession of the new clvic
plle an era of greater municipal energy
will set in. :

AN EARLY NEED, oy

A demand will shortly be made upon the
Council for a new Main ‘Building on the Ex
hibition grounds. 'Such & structure is very
much  needed. The present building has
been in exlstence, for mnigh on to half a
century. It did duty on the old provincial
grounds on the north side of King-street,
being raised a{ storey when ‘moved to its
present site. Not only is it inadequéte in
space, but its interior arrangement is crude
and inconvenient. A .bullding is required
that will at once bear testimony to our na-
tional prosperity and to ‘the greatness of
the Exhibition, and furnish fitting accom-
modation for high-class musical entertain-
ments during the show, for extensive ex-
hibits of-~art, mahufactures and products

of the country, and for other purposes that |

may subsequently commend themselves,
St. Louis, Detroit, Buffalo and many. other
citles are making arrdingements for the
holding of exhibitions on an extensive scale
during the next few years. These will na-
turally threaten the supremacy of our Fair,
which, in all but management, has mssumed
a natlonal character. It is doubtful if in
any case we can better meet fhie forward
movements of others than in erecting a ea-
paclous and comprehensive Main Building
worthy of the nam® and capable of meet-
ing not only present requirements Dut
probably those of the next half century,
Apart from the natural and praiseworthy
desire to at least keep pace with all pos-
sible rivals, there could be no better ﬂme
for the erection and dedication of such an
edifice than the last year of the century,

TORONTO’S TRADE,

As ‘an importing centre and dlstrlbutlng
point Toronto is away ahead of any bor-
der American city of even greater popula-
tion. The customs receipts of Buffalo are
under $1,000,000, while Toronto during the
fiscal year ending June 30 collected In .du-
ties close to SS,OOO,QOO. The export trade
Is also steadily increasing and annually
runs up into millions in value. In addition to
the value of goods imported must be reckon-
ed the Immense turnover in domestie goods,
of which no fair estimate can be formed
but can only be inferred from the volume
of business transacted by the wholesale
dealers and departmental stores, apart from
the sales direct to smaller concerns. With
the increase of population consequent upon
the development of the Northwest and
Northern Ontario, the possibllities of future
expansion in the trade of Toronto may fair-
ly startle the most sanguine citizen. In
fact no possible combination of circum-
stacces can now retard the growth of the
trade of the Queen City.

The new discove appears to form a
natoral sequel to the method of treating
diphtheria by means of the. so-called ‘“‘anti-
toxic serum,” which’ was introduced in
1804, and has been so successful during the

ast: five years. According. to statistics in
24,681 registered diphtheria cases in which |
the serum was used the mortality was only
14.6 per cent., while in 6507 cases where no
serum was employed, the mortality was
more than double, viz., 34 per cent.

If. the new method of treatmenf be as
usefal in C(;Ylng with typhold and plague as
the antitoxic serum in dealing with diph-
theria, it must be looked upon as having
obtalned a high measure of snccess.

It is noteworthy that the rew discovery
can be considered, in a measure, as ‘having
been . anticipated bf; the late. M. Pasteur,
to whose genius the modern methods of
therapeutics owe so much. For in 1861 he
showed that by inoculating harmless germs
along with the anthrax microbe the latter 8
evil effects were completely averted.

This discovery, taken in conjunction with
the others, ogens out a new vista for pos-
sibilities in the treatment of disease. After
all, the time sung by :he poe: when all
diseases will be “quenched by sclence,” may
not be so hopelessly. far away. ,

SLAVE TO PILOCARPINE,

Harlem Druggist Has Acquired a
Habit, Said to Be Unique, for
the Peculiar Drug,

New York, July 8.—Thomas
«druggist; has acquired a unique drug habit,
which, according to the physiclans in Hare
lem Ifospltal. has no known parallel. Eight
years ago Frazer was treated for Bright's
disease in St. Luke's Hospital, where he
recelved injections of pilocarpine, varied
at times with morphine and cocaine. After
he was discharged he continuad the use of
the drugs. He was taken .o FHarlem Hos-
pital yesterday suffering from their effects.
Dr, &{uller, who s treating' him, said last
night : ¥

“We fiind thnt&-‘razer is a slave to the
drugs he learned to use while in St. Luke's,
His arm is full of sores made by the ‘needles
of hypodermic syringes. Every two hours
he requires an injection of pilocarpine, Half
an hour after the pilocarpime he must take
two grains of morphine, and half an hour
later three-quarters of a grain of cocalne.
It Is the first case on record, so far as we
know, where a man acquired the pilocarpine
habit.”

The drug pilocarpine when taken inward'y
constricts the blood vessels.

FOR A NATIONAL MUSEUM

The Laurier Government Seems to
Have Money to Burn—Here
Goes 8$500,000,

Ottawa, July 9.—The supplementary esti-
mates will include an appropriation of $50,-
000 towards the construction of a national
