His Mafesty., Dr. H. A, Bruce, on|
rising to propose “The Empire,” an-
nounced: that he intended to speak on
Jmperialism in the medical profession.
In Canada, he said, there were eight
medica} councils, one in each orovince,
and a man was prevented by law from
practising in any one of these with-
out passing the examination of that
particular council, It was outrageous,
he eaid, that there shouid be these
eight Chinese walls preventing a man,
from healing the sick outside of his own
province, Between France and Ger~
many a neutral territory fifteen miles
wide existed all along the frontier.
Dr. Roddick had worked towards reme=~
dying this and towards establishing a
Dominion council, and only the Prov~
ince of Quebec .had objected. More-
over, Camadian degrees were not recog-
nized in Great Britain, whilst, on ac~
count of the reciprocity between the
two countries, Australian degrees were,
Thus Canadian doctors were debarred
from a great many official appoint-
ments in Britain, notably army. and
navy surgeonships. He felt that Im~
perialism in medicine was needed in
Canada, and for this reason he spoke
o’{ it in connection Wwith “The Em-
pire.”

J. M. Clark, K. ., in responding, said
that he regretted the absence of Sir
Wm. Mulock: Medical men might say
in connection with reciprocity that they
were fighting geographical conditions,
but Canadiang had fought geography
pefore and with fair success., There
was, he sald, a future in the empire
for medical men, and as not only liber-
ty but justice was the principle of the
Anglo-Saxon people, the matter of
medlcal reciprocity should be speedily
arranged.

Hon, Mr, Hapeouri's Joke,

Hon. Richard Harcourt, in proposing
the toast  “The University and Its
Faculty of Medidine,” pongratulated
the students upon the vocal ability
wihich they had evidenced during the
early part of the dinner (prolonged
cheers). He belleved that there were
600 of them, and if the 200 absent oneg
were to be judged by the 400 present,
they were a “noble six hundred.” He
congratulated Provost Macklem, Presi-
dent Loudon and the others who had

Colonies Propose Settling
Colonists in New Ontario,

Fort William, Dec. 11.—The United
Stdtes Mining and Development Com=
pany are looking for land upon which
to settle colonies from the TUnited
States, on a new plan. If they can se~
cure 10,000 acres of a free grant they
guarantee to purchase 20,000 acres
within two years.
