8. Morley Wickett, Ph.D., lecturer on
political economy at Toronto University,
addressed the Canadian Household Eco-
nomic Association in the Normal Thea-
i tre yesterday afternoon.on “Some Pha-
ses of the Social Problem.”

In
Europe there are 1024 women to 1000
men, but the proportion varies ifi all
countries.

TO PROBE TELEPHONE TRUST.

Rusiness Men of New York to Seek
Relief From Monopoly.

New York Herald: There is a grow-
ing disposition among New York City
business me&n to resent the extortion
to which they are subjected by the tele-
phone monopoly. In some quarters
their indignation has ecrystallized into
a distinct desire to have the whole
subject threshed out by a legislative
{inquiry conducted by a joint commit-
tee of the senate and assembly.

‘It is on the cards in Albany that
such an inquiry is likely to be made
irito the ramifications of the gas and
electric lighting monopolies, and since
the electric subway conduits used by
those concerns are also occupied by the
cables of the telephone monopoly, and,
acecording ‘to- popular report, are made
a potent weapon for the exclusion of
all practical competitive effort directed
against the maintenance of that mon-
opoly, it is urged that any resolution
providing for such legislative investi-
gation might well be so framed as to
permit an inquiry -into the causes
which compel -New. York @ity to pay
vastly more for telephone service than
does any other city or toyn, big or
little, in America. 7

Strong Power in Politics.

-Probably it would not be -easy to
persuade the party leaders who con-
trol such matters at the state capital-
to train their guns .upon the telephone
trust unless those leaders could be
made to see that the political advant-
ages likely to follow such an inquiry
preceding a municipal campaign would
be great enough to offset the hostility
iot’ the powerful telephone monopoly
‘and the probable loss of its usual heavy
subscription to the campaign fund. It
is an open secret that for years both
the great political parties have. been
the beneficiaries of the telephone trust,
and that many hundreds of thousands
of dollars “have ben .transferred from
its coffers or those of the men con-
trolling it to be poured into the annual
campaign chests of the political ma-
chines.

Men who are wise in such matters
say. therefore, that so radical a mea-
sure would find favor with the Republi-
cans only in the event of their belief
‘that it ‘could be made a useful lever
to aid in the ousting of Mayor Mc-
Clellan and the Tammany regime next
fall. Should the legislative scalpe be
applied to the telephone trust in New
York State it would be the second.in-
quiry of the kind in the history of
that monopoly.”

NEW BOOKS.

Life of Sir John Beverley Robinson,
Bart.,, C.B., D.C.I., Chief Justice of
Upper Canada. By Major-General C.
W. Robinson. C.B., Toronto, Morang
& Co., Toronto.

In' Mr. George R. Parkin's preface
to this valuable contribution to Cana-
dian literature he specially commends
the work to the youth of Canada as
the biography of a man whose charac-
ter and public service may well be
copled by themselves.

No wonder western feeders
complain® of the effects of soft corn,
when the principal and best market
shows a loss of over $20,000,000 in live
hogs; if the other markets could furn-
ish a reliable table of weights and
prices the total loss could be appraised,
fhen the full significance of soft corn
would be astounding. Sheep and lambs
reached to 4,502,318, a decrease (wholly
in the late months) of 80,442.. The value
was $18,398,713, a loss compared with

100 Ibs. over the preceding year; lambs
averaged $5.60, an incréase of. 10c per
100 lbs. The shipments of live sheep
and lambs from Chicago increased dur-
ing the year by 362,057. There never
was a.year when thé demand for feed-
ing sheep and lambs was so urgent. The
average weight of sheép increased from
€3 1bs. in 1903 to 84 1bs. in 1904.

A decrease in value of live stock at

Chicago in one year of over twenty-five
million dollars must have a far-reach-
lng‘eﬁect upon farmers and feeders
thruout the west. While on this topic,
attention is called to the éleven months’ !
exports of breadstuffs, showing a de-,
ficit valued at $93,000,000. The chief items |
comprising this loss are flour and wheat. |
In the past decades thé farmers and

feeders of the United States have been
the great purveyors of wheat, ' corn,
flour, live caftle and dead meats for the
British nation. There will need to be a,
«iulck change in the United States or |
the consuming public will require all the
wheat and flour and nearly all the live
gtock for their own requirements. The!
question ma?[ well be asked: how long
can they hold the supremacy? Canada
cannot supply‘the corn, but it behooves
us to rise equal to ‘the opportunities of |
making up the deficits in wheat, flour, :
live cattle and dead meats. !

LIVE STOCK EXPORTS.

- Without this ?ast feature,
a horse lacks endurance jand that is
an essential quality in an animal of
this kind. Breed a horse with depth
of chest, round in body and not too
wide in ‘the hips, for this gives a
rolling motion which is not only ob-
jectionable ' but -decidedly - fatiguing.
Thé ‘great misfortune ‘of the times is
thé wuniversal demand for a carriage
horse with speed. Thousands of ecar-
ciage horses are being ruined because
their owner wants to make a record

“Lately there have been many good
horses imported but they do not f{ill
the bill;.as they are not the type of
carriage horse the American ‘peéople
want. Horseman have spent $5,000,000
in importing a lot of hackney herses,
but not more than five out of the lot
hawve proved good. We do not want the
English horse. We want one that is
strictly American and we can get him
if the race idea is eliminated froim.the
breeding of a purely carriage horse.
A ‘good sire is necessary to'begin with,
but I am of the opinion that ,the dam
gives a youngster much character. 1
believe that the government plan to
establish a breeding farm for that type
of a horse:to be known as an ‘Amoari-
can carriage horse’ will prove a great
success and that .good results can be
obtained. in the first generation, altho
it will. require more than ene or two
generations to produce what is really
demanded.”

Few persons realize how many hoirses
are required to do the work on some of
the big ranches of ,the far west. The
late Marcus Daly’s stock horse, at the
Bitter Root Ranch, in Montana, em-
braced more than one theusand ani-
mals, in addition to the thorobreds and
trotters. Five hundred of them were

Chicagzo Horse Market.
Chicago, Jan 10.- The trade opened
encouragingly active for the first week
of the year. Receipts were not only
fairly liberal, but of good quality, and
commission dealers had no difficulty
in closing’ out' the offerings at fairly
The attendance of east-
ern buyers was larger than anticipated
and the demand thruout the week was
of stronger tone for all commercial af-
ferings. Northern buyers executed ‘n-
creased orders for loggers at $150 to
$200.

Big
drafters and feeders held steady under
an even inquiry at $170 to $220 for‘the
former and $150 to $200 for the latter
class.

BAD SEASON FOR CHEESE

Heavy Losscs Sustained by Manwu-
factarers in the Past Year.

While the season of 1904 just cloged
has shown enormous developments
along almeost all lines of commerce, in
some avenues of trade not alcne has
there been no increase, but the returns
show a marked falling off from the sea-
son of 1903. In no special line has this
 probably been more marked than in
that of cheese. The season of 1903 was
&, fairly good one for the dairy indus
try, more especially cheese. But that
of 1904 has beéen declared by competent
authorities to be the =.ust untavorable
in point of returns for the past eizant
years. The decrease in the value of
shipments from the port of Montreal
during the year 1904 is stated to be some
five and three-quarter million dollars,
In detail the shipments fell away 281,-
293 boxes, or 11.73 per cént., représent-
ing an enormous loss to the Canadian
dairy interest. Admittitg that thé sea-

isen _has not been a good one, a study

of the causes which contributed to this

prove of ‘the greatest interest—and they
are probably many-sided. In the first
place, the losses incurred by the mid-
dlemen during the year just closed were

to this, is the fact that an era of great
depression is, and has for some itime
been, severely felt in many of the indus-
trial portions of Great Britain.

The occupant of “Happy Jock’s” was
John Chandler, a bathing-machine keep-
er in the summer, and an empioye at
the Hurtley Colliery during the rest of
the year. His wife and three children
alsc lived there, and a relation, Mrs.
Macgregor, and her nine-year-old son.

Chandler left “Happy Jock's” to go to
is night-spell at the pit, and his eldest
Jaughter, Dora, aged 17, locked up the
he at 11 o'clock and went to bed.

The violent barking of Chandler’'s dog
woke up Mrs. Chandler at 2 o'cloek yes-
terday morning, and a few moments
later she found the kitchen in flames.

Mprs. Chandler roused the other in-
mates, and then, with her daughter,
Maggie, aged 13, and Mrs. Macgregor.
fled from the now blazing house and
taok refuge in a bathing machine,

Dora then came running out to join
.her mother, and found that her seven-

yvear-old brother. Willie. and her cousin,

James Macgregor, aged nine, were not
with the party. .

RBarefoot and clad only in her night-'

dress, Dora sped back to the house, now
almost wrapped in flames, made her
way thru the heat ard blinding smoke
to the little bedrcom where the two
children were still sleeping, and brought
her brother safely out in her arms.

Tho half-choked and blinded by the
smoke, the brave girl then rushed back
_into the furnace, and half-carried, half-
dragged her cousin to the safety of the
sands.

By this time the crazy wooden strue-|

ture, full as it was of inflammable ma-
terial, was burning furiously, but for
the third time the darling girl made her
way into it.

She suddenly remembered. even ia
that exciting moment, and almost ex-
hausted by her previous efforts, that
there was a bag of gunpowder in the
burning house.
