Gradual Absorption of the Waters of 

the Globe.—In an introductory essay to a 
work on the agamic and cryptogamie plants, 
colleded by Messrs. Durville and I^esson in a 
scientific voyage round the globe, M. Bury de 
Saint Vincent, among other interesting specula­
tions, has published the following ideas oo phy­
sical geography. Setting out with the proposi­
tion so strongly countenanced by tradition, as 
w II as by observation, that the globe was ori­
ginally covered with water, the author regards 
the causes which have occasioned the disappear­
ance of a considerable portion of that element 
as still operating, and tending gradually to en­
tirely dry up even the waters of the sea. The 
reasoning is in this manner ;—The vast deserts 
of sand, mixed up with the salt and the remain* 
of marine animals, of which the tuiface of the 
globe is partly composed, were formerly inland 
seas, which have insensibly become dry. The 
Caspian, the Dead Sea, the Lake Baikal, &c_ 
will become dry in their turn also. Then the 
beds of these vast bodies of salt water will be 
sandy deserts. The inland seas, whether they 
have only one outlet, as the Mediteranean, the 
Red Sea, the Baltic, Ac. or whether they have 
several, as the Gulph of Mexico, the Seas of 
Okolsk, of Japan, and China, Ac. will, at some 
future time, cease to communicate with the 
great basin of the Oceana ; they will become in­
land seas, true Caspians. and in due time will 
likewise become dry. On all sides the waters 
of rivers are seen ,to carry forward in their 
course the soil of the continents. Alluvial lands, 
deltas, banks of sand, form themselves near the 
coasts, and in the directions of the currents ; 
madreporic animals lay the foundations of new 
lands ; and while the straits become closed, 
while the depths of the sea fill up, the level of 
the sea, which it would scent natural should be­
come higher, is sensibly lower. There is, there, 
fore, an actual diminottorr m the quantity of li­
quid matter.—Eon. Scientific Jour, for March.

Potatoe Farina.—The farina obtained 
from potatoes is now an article of commerce in 
Scotland, where very fine samples of it are bro’t 
to market. It is stated to be quite equal to 
genuine arrow root, and is soldat about half the 
price of that preparation. Mixed with wbeaten 
flour in the proportion of one third, it is a great 
improvement to household bread, aod is light of 
digestion. Sir John Sinclair’s mode of prepa­
ring the farina is perhaps generally known ; but 
the following short account of the process for 
domestic use may not be uointeresling : into a 
pail of clean water place a fine colander or 
coarse seive, so that it may be two inches in the 
water ; grate the potatoes, pared, into the co­
lander, taking care from time to time to agi'ate 
the pulp in the colander, so that the farina may 
fail to ihe bottom of (he pail. When the fi­
brous paît which remains in the colander, or 
sieve, has accumulated so as to impede the 
washing of the farina into the pail, remove it. 
About one gallon of potatoes is sufficient for a 
pail of water. After the water has remained in 
an undisturbed state for twelve hours, pour it 
off—the farina will be io a cake at the bottom. 
It is to be dried slowly before the fire, being 
rubbed occasionally between the hands, to pre­
vent its becoming lumpy, and it is then fit for 
use. The French prepare an extract from the 
apple in the same way ; but this is expensive, as 
the farinaceous part of the apple is very small.

With regard to the interesting colony at Pit­
cairn’s Island, fears were expressed by 
who visited the spot not very long ago, that dif­
ficulty would soon occur in drawing a sufficient 
sohsisfence from the soil. More gratifying ac­
counts were received ill England, about the end 
of February. A Portsmouth paper says 
“ The most recent accounts received at Val­
paraiso from Pitcairn Island describe the little 
colony as existing in great harmony, and in full 
contentment with its produce. That which is 
now grown upon it is plantains, bananas, cocoa- 
nuts, bread fruit, sugar cane, potatoes, ginger, 
and a plant, from which a spirit is distilled. 
The number of individuals who landed from the 
Bounty was nine Englishmen, and of natives of 
Otaheite and of Tabous, six men, twelve women, 
and one child. The population now comprises, 
of English males and their descendants, thirty 
eight, twenty-six females descended from the 
same nation, and five females, natives of Ota­
heite. It is a remarkable fact, that not one in­
dividual who landéd with Christian, not 
hered now with the living, met with a natural 
death ; each arrived at an untimely end, by as­
sassination or other violence, the fruits of inter­
nal broils in this little community. The off­
spring of Christian are represented to be very 
handsome, their featores strongly partaking of 
the English ; the beauty of one of them, a girl 
named Mary Ann Christian, from which she is 
termed “ the maid of the South Seas,” is said 
to invite the same admiration which is offered 
to the most favoured of our fair country 
Their habitations, which are thirty feet in depth, 
and twelve feet , wide, are constructed with 
boards.—It is computed that the island is suffi­
ciently extensive to afford by culture mainte­
nance for its inhabitants, allowing for their in­
crease, for at least one hundred years. An 
American, the only stranger among them, had 
landed lately and settled there. He is

: -,Ireland.—The Shannon, navigable from its 
source, rises in Lough Allen, in the county of 
Leitrim, a lake above ten miles in length, and 
having on its hanks the celebrated iron and 
coal mines. At a distance of fifty miles from 
its source, It receives the first of the great na­
tional canals leading to the metropolis, from 
which it is there distant 80 miles. Ten miles 
lower down it opens into a splendid and emi­
nently picturesque sheet of water called Rough 
Ree, twenty miles in length, and excelling, in 
the beauty of its islands and their evergreen 
tioody scenery, the attractions of our own 
Westmoreland. This great lake, or enlarge­
ment of the Shannon, from its irregular shape 
and innumerable bays, is, however, usefully 
■navigable by the aid of steam boats aloue.— 
Within two miles of this lake, the Shannon 
passes through the ancient, celebrated, and 
fortified town of Athlone, in the very centre of 
Ireland, possessing a large garrison and a dense 
population. From Athlone the river winds its 
noble stream a distance of 25 miles, passing 
within a few miles of Balinasloe, perhaps the 
largest cattle market in the world, until it ar­
rives at Shannon-harbour, where it is intersect­
ed by the second great national canal ; thus 
possessing, in its progress, two distinct lines of 
intercourse with the metropolis. Eighteen 
miles farther, and it again expands its surface 
and its influence, aud forms a still more mag. 
nificent sheet of water called Lough Derg, 25 
miles long, with au irregular breadth of from 5 
to 10 miles, aud haring a coast of 60 miles sur­
rounded by a soil of the greatest possible lux­
uriance. Yet, strange to say, until within the 
last year, when a small steam boat was intro­
duced upon it, this great inland sea, lying di­
rectly between Limerick and Dublin, had but 
three or four inferior luggage boats with which 
to carry on the intercourse betweeu these two 
great cities ! This lake terminates at Killaloe, 
where the bishop of the see of that name re­
sides. A stretch of 18 miles lower brings the 
river to Limerick, still distant 60 miles from 
the sea, to which it runs between the counties 
of Kerry and Clare. Thus, then, we find this 
noble river dissecting Ireland: navigable for 
nearly two hundred aud fifty miles from its 
source to the sea : washing, in its course, the 
shores of Leitrim, Longlord, Roscommon, 
Westmeath, King’s County, Galway, Tippera­
ry, Limerick, Kerry, and Clare ; passing through 
districts rich io soil, minés, minerals, aod popu­
lation, yet unoccupied, we might almost say— 
unknown. We could here say much in sorrow, 
if not in auger ; but let us look at the bright 
side of the picture. Let us anticipate this great 
•river, itself the richest mine of national prospet 
rity, though now “dragging its slow length 
along,” with great, but unprofitable splendour, 
about to become q medium of intercourse and

Coal.—The countries in Europe which pro­
duce the gicatesl quantity of coal, are—Great 
Britain, who produces 230,000,000 quintal.-. 
Belgium, 55,100,000. Prussia, 13,300,000. 
France, 19,450,000. Austria, and some other 
states, and even Sweden, possess Coal Mines ; 
but these Mines are but little wrought, as thei 
have a sufficiency of wood. The German Jour­
nal Geograhische Ephemerida, from which in­
take this notice, states that M. Villefosse ha- 
erroneously estimated the amount raised in 
France, at 12,758,906 metritial quintals, whilst 
M. Piquot gives the above as the correct state­
ment. ■ :

Consumption of Fuel.—By a memorial from 
the Lyceum of Natural History, recently read 
in the common council, it appears that 40,000 
chaldrons of coal are annually consumed in this 
city : Of which 20,000 are English and Scotch ; 
4,000 Rhode-Island ; and 16,000 Lehigh, &c. 
The value is about $600,000. Besides this 
there are 28C,000 cords of wood used for do­
mestic purposes, and 200,000 for steam-boats. 
The whole amount paid by the city for fuel, each 
year, is $2,400,000. It all goes out of the 
slate, except a portion of the wood.—N. York 
Enquirer. '

Gravel Walks.—The following cheap im­
provement has been recommended in the con­
struction of walks in gardens, lawns, &c. uni­
ting the advantages of great hardness, durabili­
ty, and freedom from worms and insects. When 
a new walk is made, or an old one reformed, 
take the necessary quantity of road scraping, 
previously dried io the air, and reduced as fine 
as possible ; mix with the heap enough of coal 
tar from a g as Work, so that the whole shall be 
sufficiently saturated, and then add a quantity 
of gravel ; —with this lay a thick stratum 
foundation, and then cover it with a thin coat­
ing of gravel. In a short time the walk will 
be as hard as a rock, not affected by wet, or 
disfigured by worms.—Register of Arts.

Hyson 275,000 lbs.

Catholic Membersof Parliament.—The 
number of Catholic members whom the relief 
bill will send into Parliament from Ireland, will 
be eighty-five, and five more will be choseu io 
England. The English peers whom it will ad­
mit into the House of Lords, are the Duke of 
Norfolk, the Ear I of Shrewsbury, Barons Stour- 
too, Petre, Arundel, Dormer, Clifford of Chad- 
leigh, and Stafford, besides which the two Scotch 
Catholic Earls, Traquair and Newburg will be 
eligible to the Upper House.

Arctic Expedition.—A new Arctic Ex­
pedition was to sail from England about the 
middle of April, consisting of two vessels, one 
of which (the Victory ) is a steamer of 200 tons, 
and the other a vessel of 230 tons, laden with 
fuel, provisions and stores for three years. The 
crews will amount to 60 men, and the expedi­
tion be conducted by Captain Ross, at whose 
expense, assisted by his friends, it is undertaken.

The government of Great Britain, anxious to 
diminish the use of climbing hoys in sweeping 
chimneys, has issued a circular that in future 
the flues of all the royal palaces, public offices, 
official residences, public institutions, prisons, 
Sic. will he cleaned by the use of Mr. Glass’ ma­
chinery.

We mentioned repeatedly, in the course of 
last year, the increase in the distillation of spi­
rits. It now appears that the excise duties paid 
in Glasgow last year, amounted to Ihe unprece­
dented sum of 711,980/. Is. 11 l-2d. sterling, 
shownig an increase over the year 1827, of 78,- 
613/. Os. 10d.—Glasgow Chronicle.

Steam Engine.—The idea of the steam en­
gine, by the Marquis of Worcester, in bis 
“ Century of Inventions.” as a way to drive up 
water by fire, was published in 1663. Captain 
Savery’s engine for raising water in 1698. Pa­
pin’s engine exhibited to the royal society in 
1699,—Atmospherical engine, by Savery and 
Newcomen, 1713.— Watt’s invention of per­
forming condensation in a separate vessel from 
the cylinder,in 1765 ; his first patent in 1769 ; 
his engines upon a large scale erected in manu­
factories, and his patent renewed by an act of 
parliament, in 1755 ; made to give a rotary 
motion (Washboroogh’s patent) in 1778-9 ; 
his expansion engine in 1778. Double acting 
engine proposed by Dr. Falk, on Newcomen’s 
principle, in 1779.—Double engines executed 
by Watt in 1781. Trevithick’s high pressure 
engine in 1802.—Wolfs doable cylinder expan­
sion engine in 1804.

The first patent for a steamboat was taken in 
1776, the first boat was tried in 1788, by Mr. 
Miller of Dalswinton, and put in practice on 
the Clyde in 1-602. Steamboats were first pot 
jn operation on the Hudson in 1807,

It falls to our lot, this day, to announce the 
final settlement of that great Question which 
has divided the Councils and agitated the popu­
lation of the British Empire, for the last thirty 
years. The Catholic Relief Bill having 
passed a third reading in the House of Lords, 
with a majority in its favour of 104, it received 
the Royal Assent, by Commission, on the 13th 
April, and has now therefore become the law 
of the laud. This important information we 
received yesterday from a Liverpool paper of 
the 18th ult. brought hy the ship Brothers from 
that pert, and take this opportunity of return­
ing thanks for the immediate use of a print which, 
it may well be supposed, was eagerly sought 
after by many of our fellow citizens. It is plea­
sing to witness the spirit manifested on both 
sides of the House, on the interesting occasion— 
neither symptoms of undue exultation on the 
one part, nor of asperity caused hy failure and 
consequent mortification on the other. Indeed 
both parties have their separate and distinct 
sources of gratification, the one arising from vi­
gorous efforts crowned with the success desired, 
the other proceeding from the consciousness of 
having done what they could to resist what they 
really believed to be an experiment fraught 
with danger to the Constitution in Church and 
State. We have no hesitation in avowing dor 
sincere satisfaction that the question has at last 
found a permanent adjustment, and that the 
passing of the Disfranchisement Bill forms part 
of the conciliatory arrangements. “ Whatever 
is, is right,” and it only remains for us to ex­
press our fervent hope that the sanguine expec­
tations of the quondam Editor of the Edinburgh 
Review, and of the renowned Divinity Profes­
sor itf the same “ modern Athens,” cum multis 
aliis, may be fully realised.

The Steam.boat St. John went off yesterday 
on her first trip across the Bay for the season.
