isMoscow, Feb. 21.—The assassin of 
Brand Duke Sergius maintains an 
attitude of profound indifference. 
When pressed to reply to questions 
he declared that all the efforts of the 
authorities would have no result. 
Before his victim was .laid under 
earth other victims would be found. 
Regarding Ms motives, the assassin 
said he only acted in the Interests of 
an oppressed people. He considered 
the deed was an act of duty. The 
Grand Dukes had for years violated 
every canon of ordinary decency and 
ruined the country, wMle exploiting 
the weak will of the emperor for their 
own ends. They had made him a 
tyrant, so that the people execrate 
Vim. He was aware that the emperor 
was an Innocent dupe and Ms party 
had decided to deliver the emperor 
from the evil influences surrounding 
him in the hope that he some day 
would join in the movement, and be­
come head of a national government 
based on western lines. Neither the 
police nor their spies, he added, will 
be able to prosecute those who are 
doomed to death.

A Daring Reconnaissance.
Mukden, Feb. 21.—General Ren- 

nenkampl’^ division qvhich moved out 
Feb. 14, has returned from a daring 
reconnaissance, having succeeded in 
passing around thq Japanese left 
flank and penetrating well to the 
rear, causing considerable consterna­
tion along the line of Japanese com­
munication. The losses were insigni­
ficant.

The first day the division, which 
moved in two columns, drove in the 
Japanese cavalry screen and travel­
ed 25 miles. Throughout the night 
Russian vldettes were in touch with 
the Japanese and in the morning 
brought information that.a force jot 
infantry was moving northwestward 
with a view of cutting off the Rus­
sians, wMle a body of 5,000 CMnese 
bandits, said to be commanded by a 
CMnese governor, appeared to the 
southward to prevent a movement on 
Yankow, had such been the intention. 
At tMs juncture the commander de­
termined to strike eastward, discov­
er the strength of the enemy and 
threaten Ms rear. TMs bold move­
ment was successful. At noon col­

umns of Japanese cavalry were en­
countered, but meeting the fire of the 
Trans-Baikal batteries, the Japanese 
fled, with Cossacks in pursuit. A 
battalion of Japanese infantry* open­
ed fire from a villa 
left, which had 
vanced and forced the Japanese to 
abandon the village. Owing to dark­
ness and lack of knowledge of the 
strength of the Japanese further pur­
suit was suspended.

At daybreak of February 16, the di­
vision moved eastward toward the 
village of Oudiagantse, which was en­
trenched and occupied by Japanese 
horse artillery. The advance guards 
opened fire. The Japanese cavalry 
suffered heavily, shrapnel bursting in 
their midst, stampeding their horses. 
Detachments of Russians occupied 
villages on the flank and drove back 
the Japanese.

The division having accomplished 
its task, retraced its road. The Rus­
sian losses were one Cossack killed 
and an ensign and 11 men wounded.

COTTON QUOTATIONS.

Itent of the South as to this year’s cot­
ton crop. The bankers' of the South are 
probably in more intimate touch than are 
any other class with farming conditions 
there. To more than 2,000 of them, there­
fore, were sent circular-letters asking for 
their views on the whole situation.

In reply nearly 1,000 letters have been 
received, covering with much minuteness 
as many localities in the cotton belt 
from North Carolina to Oklahoma. About 
6-00 of these letters are published. They 
indicate a present determination to re­
duce tne acreage in cotton, and a streng­
thening inclination to diversification of 
crops, with generally satisfactory finan­
cial conditions, in spite of individual dis­
tress, as an outcome of the slump in 
prices some weeks ago.

Summarizing the replies, the Manufac­
turers' Record saya; "Estimates of reduc­
tion of acreage range, according to dif­
ferent localities from 10 per cent to 50 
per cent, in a few instances farmers quit­
ting cotton altogether. The tendency to 
reduce seems to be most marked in the 
older cotton-growing communities, espe­
cially on the seaboard,

“The recent convention at New Orleans 
undoubtedly has given an impetus to the 
reduction movement, but a number of in­
terfering possibilities are pointed out. It 
is suggested that if the price of cotton 
remains at 7 or 8 cents at planting time, 
there will be a decrease in acreage, but 
that an advance to 10 cents, or higher, 
will mean no decrease* if, indeed,. there 
be not an increase, for, as one writer 
sagely notes, many a farmer is like the 
mercury in a thermometer, and goes up 
and down with the price of

“Reduction in acreage promises to be 
accompanied in great measure by reduc­
tion in fertilizers. In the Carolinas and 
Georgia there are already reports of de­
creases in the usual hauling from 700 to 
twenty tons, from 12CO to 200 tons, or 
from ten to forty per cent. At one 
Georgia town that usually handles 4000 
tons and has big stocks on hand at this 
season, no fertilizer has been hauled. An 
interesting phase of the question is the 
fact that reduction of cotton acreage will 
not mean a decrease in fertilizer, inas­
much as it will be used upon land for 
other crops.

“This brings diversification
With few exceptions southern 

farmers have been brought face to face 
with that natural and logical relief from 
constantly recurring cotton bothers, and 
all along the line preparatians are under 
way for the growing of other crops than 
cotton. Grain, fruit and truck in Ala­
bama, fruit, corn, hay* strawberries,

/ vegetables and poultry in Arkansas; pea­
nuts, potatoes, alfalfa, truck and stock

New York Journal of Commerce and 
Commercial Bulletin—The only evidence of 
animation in the market for refined cop­
per is in the continued inquiries from 
Chinese interests for export, but trans­
actions are discouraged by the demand­
ing of premiums over the current market 
lor early shipment. Thus far during the 
month of February, 4500 tons of copper 
have been exported from New York and 
Baltimore to Shanghai and Hong Kong, 
and it is expected that between 1500 
and 2000 tons will be shipped from Seat­
tle to the same ports this month, while 
about 2000 tons more are expected to be 
exported from New York. But most of 
these shipments have been and will be on 
purchases made from one to two months 
since. Domestic consumers continue to 
be aggravatingly indifferent respecting re­
fined copper, there being little if any, 
business above carload lots. At the same 
time thpre seems to be more liberal buy­
ing of small quantities both in the for­
eign and domestic markets. Sales of 
Lake copper have been made within the 
last day or two at 15.35 cents, while the 
largest interests are still holding for li5* 
cents delivered 80 days. Electrolytic 
copper is difficult to sell over 15.1 & 15* 
cents cash, or 15* cents delivered 30 
days. There are only a few holders, 
however, who are anxious to sell. Cast­
ing grades are still quotable at 14* to 
15 cents New York.

Walker’s Weekly Copper Letter in the 
Boston Commercial tomorrow will say. 
Copper is a trifle firmer, but quotations 
are unchanged. Lake is selling at 15* 
cents and electrolytic at 15* cents per 
pound. Consumers are said to be satis­
fied that prices will be maintained at 
about this level for a long time to come. 
A leading producing interest is quoted as 
saying that many consumers would like 
to enter into contracts covering their 
needs for the remainder of the present 
year at 15* to 15* cents per pound. 
Conditions are therefore normal in the 
home market and the prospect is that 
consumption will be considerably heavier 
this year 'than last.

It is now said that exports of copper 
for the month of January were really 
2000 to 3000 tons greater than previous­
ly reported. The taking so far this 
month indicate that the high export re­
cord of thé past year and a half is to, 
be maintained for some time to come. 
One producer having headquarters in this 
city sold 542,000 pounds of copper this 
week for shipment to Shanghai, China. 
France and Germany continue heavy buy­
ers of our copper, their agents appearing 
in the market at frequent intervals.

Some of the best posted men in the 
trade believe that copper is more likely 
to sell at 16* cents than at 14* cents. 
They see no prospect of any abnormal 
increase in production this year, and 
they confidently believe that consumption 
will be considerably larger than last 
year. The recent improvement in Lon­
don metal market quotations is taken as 
proof that those foreign consumers, who 
were doubtful a mo,nth or two ago, now 
feel renewed confidence in the situation.

Lloyd's Register of Shipping, of Ships 

building at home and abroad for 1904, 
shows that during 1904, exclusive of war 
ships. 712 vessels of 1,205,162 tons gross 
viz., 613 steamers, of 1,171,375 tons, 
and 99 sailing vessels of 88,787 tons, 
have been launched in the United King- 
som. The war ships launched at both 
government and private yards amount to 
37 of 127,175 tons, displacement. The 
total output of the United Kingdom for 
the year has, therefore, been 749 vessels 
of 1,832,367 tons. The output of mer­
cantile tonnage in the United Kingdom 
during 1904 shows the slight increase of 
about 15,000 tons on that of last year, 
and with the exception of 1908, is the 
lowest since 1897. Ninety-nine and sev­
enty-one hundredth per cent, of the ton­
nage launched has been! built of steel, 17 
per cent, of iron and 12 per cent, of 
wood, and that 97.2 per cent, is compos­
ed of steam tonnage. Of the total out­
put, 962,679 steam tons and 17,314 sail­
ing tons, or 979,993 tons in all (81 1-3 
per cent), have been built for registra­
tion in the United Kingdom. The net in­
crease of United Kingdom tonnage dur­
ing 1904 is about 429,000 tons. There 
are at the present time under construc­
tion in the Unified Kingdom, besides the 
two large express steamers for the Cun- 
ard company, five vessels of about 29,- 
500 tons which are to be fitted with 
steam turbines. Of the vessels launched 
in the United Kingdom, 521 of 961,094 
tons have been built under the society’s 
inspection with a view to classification 
in Lloyd’s register book. There have 
been built abroad during the year, 570 
steame of 626.190 tons and 861 sail­
ing vessels of 156,583 tons, in addition 
to 65 war vessels of 307,831 tons dis- 
olacement. These figures show the large 
reduction of 172,000 tons as regards mer­
chant vessels as compared with those for 
1903.

There have, however, been few years of 
recent record, when the difficulty of “doc­
toring" wheat, that is, mixing higher and 
lower grades in such judicious propor­
tions as to evolve the requisite standard 
grade, was so great: in fact, so great as 
to approach the impossible by reason of 
the an wonted scarcity and high cost of 
the better qualities.

This is a factor of no small moment, 
and not only promises continuance for re­
mainder of the crop year, but the diffi­
culty of what is technically termed "mak­
ing’’ contract grade will without doubt 
increase as the end of the crop year gets 
nearer, and stocks approach the smallest 
proportions as is the annual, record.
