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STANDARD TIME.

The calculations of this Almanac are 
given in local time. In places where what 
is now called standard or division time has 
been substituted for local time, our values 
can be changed to standard or division time 
by applying a plus or minus correction cor­
responding to the number of minutes which 
said time is fast or slow of local time. This 
difference is generally well understood. 
By local time is meant the time of each lo­
cality reckoned according to its longitude 
west from Greenwich, as generally in use 
prior to the adoption of standard time. 
Standard or division time is the time of 
certain longitudes applied to extensive 
divisions of the country for the purpose of 
securiug uniformity.
