‘LOURDES OF WALES’ DRY?

Civxil Engineer Says Blasting Has Di-
verted Waters of Famous Well.

Medical Magic
Sill }_@s Sway

Preposterous D' ceptions Prac-
~ ticed on the Ailing

“Scythian Lamb's” Virtues —
Wooelly Root of a Tree Was
Said to Insure Perpetual Youth,
But Medicihe Men Perforce
Must Die

| R. L. Geare of Washington, D, C., who
"has made a study of medical magic and
mummery practiced by the medicine
men  of many savege and semi-savage
races, as well as of races advanced in
civilization, contributes an article on the
subject to American Medicine. He lists
these “practitioners” in the category of
fakirs, enumerates the beliefs of their
dupes and describes some of the prepost-
erous deceptions practiced upon their
ailing élients.

“Having its origin, it is believed,
among the ancient Magi of Medea, Per-
sia, and neighboring countries, the sup-
posed production of supernatural effects
through magic art was based on the

theory that all finite things were con-|

trolled by certain natural forces capable
of preserving and destroying them,” he
writes. “It thus followed that any who
could master these powers could dispose
as he chose of all that was subject to
them. The magic art, however, was
rot confined to the eastern countries, for
among the North American Indians,
South Sea Islanders and other savage or
semi-savage races of the Occident, med-
icine men have abounded who were sup-
posed to possess marvelous powers for
curing disease. They are even now
treated with respect by their own peo-
ple and form an exclusive society with
endless privileges. :

“They are the worst kind of fakirs.
For instance, they pretend tv Juck poison

haired dog,” actually nothing more than
the woolly root ut( a plant called
‘kouchi,” but regarded as‘'a drug of
marvelous power by pharmacists in Kur-
ope no further back than the sixteenth
and seventeenth centuries. In some parts
of China it is still regarded as a g@per-
natural means of renewjng youth.

“Elias Ashmole, who’ styled himself
fmercuriophilus Anglicns,’ in his praise
of alchemy described several clusses of
stone, such as ‘mineral’ stone, ‘vegetable’
stone, ‘magical’ or ‘perspective’ s:one,
&c., and declared that the first had the
power of changing any imperfect earthy
matter into gold and silver, flints into
rubies, diamonds, sapphires, &c¢. Even
such men as Lord Bacon and Sir Isauc
Newton speculated on the philosopher’s
stone, which was about on a par with
those of our day who visit mediums
and believe in slate writings and spirit
rappings.

“It is a fact, too, that Dr. Christopher
Girtanner, a famous professor of Got-
tingen, prophesied as late as the last
century that, before it had passed, the
transmutation of gold would be gen-
erally known and practiced. ‘Every
chemist and artist,” he wrote, ‘will make
gold; Kkitchen- utensils will be of silver
and even gold, which will contribute
more than anything else to prolong life,
which at present is poisoned by the
oxides of copper, lead and iron, which
we daily swallow with our food’ (Per-
haps there is something in that.)

“Magical powers were commonly be-
lieved to be bestowed through the me-
dium of animals. Toads and some oth-
er kinds of batrachians came under this
category; hence lizards which have been
dried and stretched on bamboo splinters
are still greatly in demand in China and
other countries where the primitive
medical man yet holds his own.

“In some parts of Japan the mere
skin of a snake is still supposed %o be
a sovereign cure' for pains in tm?alr
domen. Turtles are regarded with great
awe in China and elsewhere, and so too
are tigers’ bones and carbonized mon-
keys™ skulls, which latter are prepared
by putting them into clay vessels ex-
posed to heat until the crania are thor-
oughly calcined. Birds, too, are car-
bonized for medicinal purposes, while
the nests of certain swallows, made out
of the gelatinous substances of sea-
weeds partly digested and disgorged,
form a most invigorating tonic for the
sick.

“The exorcising of disease by a host
of gods and goddesses is still credited
in some parts of China, Japan, India,
Korea, etc. For example, the Hindoo
goddess who has a personal power over
smallpox is approached with solemn
| ceremonies and presents to propitiate
iher. She is represented as standing
| with two uplifted fingers, threatening
to strike on the right and left.

[fore her stands a band of the executors

WEEK - END FIRES

Only prompt action averted the loss of
several lives in_ a fire which destroyed
two dwellings in Chapel street on Satur-
day evening. The fire was first detected
by & neighbor living at some distance,
about 6 o’clock. Two alarms were rung
in, and before the fire was extinguished
the three story dwelling, No. 54, owned
by Morris Jacobson, was completely
gutted, the three tenants losing practi-

cally all their effects. In the house ad-
Jolning, owned by Mrs. Thomas Mallory,
theWecupant of the third floor lost near-
ly. all his belongings, while the tenant in
the second flat suffered severely by water
and smoke. The total loss is considered |
between $6,000 and $7,000.

Louis Vineberg escaped with only what
clothing they had- on. Their children
were rescued by the firemen. Mr. Mal-
lory, with. whom fwo. children whose

father was killed in the war, were living,
managed to get the family into safety.
He was later partly buried by a falling
wall while attempting to save some!

power. The honor of inventing the
modern machine gun must be awarded
to Sir Hiram Maxim, who produced his
first practicabie model in 1882, after
having spent a tremendous sum in ex-
periments. All modern machine guns
have taken the Maxim as a model. The
French army has three types of ma-
chine gun, and it is that called the
Saint-Etienne that Capt. Carre describes.
The power to explode the bullets and
move the cartridge belt is obtained by
drawing gas from the barrel through a
hole 4.8 millimetres in diameter, the gas
entering a cylinder called the gas cham-
ber and later escaping to the air by ap-
propriate apertures. The piston at the
end of its movement is driven back by
a spring. It is a to-and-fro movement,
which brings about the complete action
of the weapon. It can he fired at any
rate, either at rapid fire or at a speed
regulated by a specialyapparatus which
permits all rates from ten to 500 shots
a minute. .

French v, German Guns.

In one notable respect does this gun
differ from the popular German ma-
chine gun. It has no water jacket for
cooling purposes, with the result that the
barrel gets exceedingly hot when fired
at a high rate. But since the barrel is
made of special manganese steel the
ballistic properties of- the gun are not
impaired even when the barrel is glow-
ing red. The gun is fixed on a tripod

How the Bullets Fly,

! It is probable that of all the various
models of machine gun now being uscd
at the front one does not stand out. One
excels in one point; one in another. For
instance, the cooling jacket of the Ger-
man gun, as said, discloses its presence
when the gun gets hot. One fires idter
than another, but after a certain point
this expert says, nothing is gained by
. extreme speed, since there is rarely justi-
| fication for firing for more than a min-
ute at one target. Theoretically a weap-
on on a fixed support should send all its
shots along the same path. In prac-
tice this is not so, because of the con-
cussions of the gun. Each bullet takes
its own curve, and the ensemble makes
a sheaf, closely packed but very nar-
row, which is properly compared to the
stream of water discharged from a hose.
In the mowing fire, which is the normal
fire, a certain number of sheaves . is Jux-
taposed along the whole front of the ob-
jective. From this it results that at the
point at which they strike the earth, the
density of bullets is terrible, and an ex-
traordinary effect of destruction on un-
sheltered men is produced.

Within the last two years in my hos-
pital work amongst the soldiers, I have
had end PD ities of observing
theip~¢hivalry, which, combined with

heir cheerfulness, makes them ideal
patients. Incidentally, men always
make better patients. than- women! But
soldiers beat them all. They never take
our services for granted, and their grat-
itude is boundless. Strong language is
often—in fact, nearly always—a strong
man’s outlet in times of severe pain,
yet never once have I heard an oath
from a suffering soldier. Our orderlies
may have heard something stronger, but
when a sister is present soldiers behave
accordingly. Where I was stationed at
first I was theatre sister, and had charge
of a small surgical ward. Sitting one
day beside a stalwart gunner, who was
Jjust coming out of chloroform, I found
him greatly distressed. He wanted to
know if, when under chloroform, he
had “used bad language!” “It wouldn’t
matter for the blokes (i. e, the sur-
geons), you see, sister—but it would be
awful if I done it before you.” I hast-
ily reassured him that he had slept like
a lamb and never even bleated.

A Court Martial,

Conscious or unconscious, our ‘I'om-
mies’ chivalry. is to be depended upon.
On another occasion I entered one of
the larger wards and found an impres-
sive court-martial scene proceeding. If
there had been any officers ‘about they’d
i have been much tickled. The Tommy
Irepresenting the Colonel was irresist-
{ible. The offender was charged with
[using profane language in the presence
jof a sister. The defence was that the
sister was half-way out of the door,
and therefore technically not in the
ward. I suggested the case be settled
by asking the sister what the profane
word had been, and abiding by her
judgment. A tactful sister had heard
rothing, so the court was dissolved, with
a threat of C. B. if the offence was re-

These may seem small matters, but
an army that respects womanfolk can
be trusted all the world over.

They spoke, however, of the security
for fleeing refugees only to be found in
and around our trenches. One well known
Highland regiment was proud of the
fact that a party of nuns, fleeing from
the Huns with their school-girl charges,
found sanctity in a trench filled with
fighting Highlanders, who next day
formed their escort to the rear. These
were stern days, and helpless women and
girls were in deadly peril, but their ap-
peals for help found ever a ready re-
sponse from every available soldier of
our army. A soldier told me a story of
this kind, and when I praised him for
his share in it, he modestly said, “Oh!
any other bloke 'ud have done as much
for my missus or kids” That is the
spirit in which our soldiers proved their
chivalry, and it ought to hold a fore-
most place in our memory, even in these
great days erowded out with wonderful
deeds.

Taking-in Night,

“Taking-in night”—that is the name
we gave to our nights for receiving the
wounded, and ‘they were often an edu-
cation to us sisters in more ways than
one,

Worn and tired and muddied the men
arrived in blood-stained khaki, clinging
to kit-bags, heavy or light, as the case
might be, but all carrying “souvenirs”
for loved ones, First demand was al-
ways “Where are we? Can you give us
a post-card to let our folks know we’re
‘all right?”” That “all right” was of-
ten pretty patbetic from a surgical point
of view, but they, poor chaps, felt that
to be back in “Blighty” anyhow was a
bit of “all right’ ’and would be good
news for ho

In many r&es the newly returned
soldiers had sad duties to perform. Mes-
sages from comrades, now dead, were
not always easy to remember or deliver.
Yet they were the first thing to be seen
to after arrival. In many cases there
had been no time for words, and a ring
from a dead hand was often the only
solace they could bring to an aching
heart.

One of my patients had been easing
the last moments of a Frenchman who
seemed anxious about a letter in his
breast pocket. The only word . the
Frenchman was able to say was—“send”
and then he died. My soldier had
brought the letter back with him and
we found it was from a sister anxious
for news of him. It was a beautiful
letter, the last words I shall always re-
member—“from thy sister who “adores
thee.” We enclosed the letter to the ad-
dress given and,broke the news as gent-
ly as we could to the bereaved sister.

Should Merge
Fnﬂailways

Engine-r's Suggestion for Solution
of Camada’s Railway Problems
—Part Goverament Ownership

Montreal, Jan. 22.—In one of the
most comprehensive papers ever present-
ed to the Canadian Society of Civil In-
gineers, W. F. Tye last week dealt with
the subject of “Canada’s Railway Prob-
lems.” After giving many figures show-
ing the history of railway development
in Canada and the manner in which
money has been squandered duplicating
roads, Mr. Tye suggested as a solution
that the government authorize the orga-
nization of a new corporation to take
over the Grand Trunk, Grand Trunk
Pacific, National Transcontinental and
Canadian Northern railways, and con-
solidate them into one comprehensive
system,

This, he suggested, should be run by
the corporation, without any govern-
ment interference in the management,
although he proposed that the govern-
ment should own at least 40 per cent.
of the stock and have a proportionate
representation in the directorate.

With this plan he showed ¥ series of
maps and diagrams, indicating the man-
ner in which he considered such a con-

solidation would do away with overlap-
ping, and permit of the doing away
with a lot of the duplication of tracks
which was now in existence in both
eastern and western Canada. .

The Grand Trunk Pucific, he 'said, had
a splendid main line, built on altogether
too expensive a plan for the traffic. ‘I'he
Canadian Northern had a poor main
line, while it had a good supply of feed
lines, which the G.T.P. had not. In the
east the Grand Trunk supplied a splen-~
did line of feeders, while the Canadian
Northern and National Transcontinental
would supply an excellent main line,
and in many sections overlapping varts
could be done away with,

His proposition was that by taking
the four lines and doing away with as
much as possible of the losses caused
by extravagant government finance,
overlapping of roads, and other mis-
takes, and getting the lines into a rea-
sonable condition of efficiency, the mis-
takes of the past might eventually be
overtaken. He proposed that the four
lines should be put into a holding com-
pany, and, if necessary, the G.T.P. and
Canadian Northern liquidated, so as to
get on to a firm basis for a start.

It would probably then, he consider-
ed, be necessary to spend a large amount
during the next five years improving the
existing lines and building feeders. But
by that time he figured that the increase
in business would be such that from a
steady loss during the first few years,
the consolidated railroads would get to
a paying basis, probably within five or
six years.

Mr. Tye put it that the C. P. R. had
been a great financial success, the G.
T. R. a moderate success, the Canadian
Northern a moderate failure, and the G.
T. P. a great financial failure,.

The C.P.R. had succeeded by wise
planning, wise aid and good manage-
ment. But government ownership could |
never succeed on so vast a plan as that |
he suggested for the consolidation of the |
four roads, hence his suggestion for the
formation of a company, with stock
guaranteed by the government, which
would put it on a 5 per cent. basis. In
this way they would avoid the costly ex-
perience of the Intercolonial. With the
amount of land available, and the possi-
bilities of business, he did not see how
there could be a failure of such a busi-
ness consolidation of railways.

The whole situation, he said, had
arisen through unwise duplication of
railways and d vicious system of bonus-
ing and land granting, which should be
stopped. That would end the debauch
of railway construction from which
Canada was now suffering.

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SPEAKS TO CANADIAN CLUB

He is Head of Nova Scetia Tech-
nical College—The Conv.les-
cent Homes, Vocatienal and
Re-creative Training

~The following is from an address de-
livered to the Canadian Club, Moncton,
on Jan, 16, by Principal F. H. Sexton of
the Nova Scotia Technical College on
“Restoration of Returned oldiers 1o Ci-
vilian Life.”

You .may properly ask what Canada
las planned and what she is actually do-
ing in technical training and re-educa-
tion for our gallant heroes. She has
made adequate provision that all of
our men shall have adequate opportun-
ity to get proper technical education
and also that those who have been seri-
ously disabled shall be trained for new
vocations. The country is so huge and
the problem is so new that we have not
}'a(‘httd the high state of perfection in

nese branches whiech has been attained
m France and Belgium, but rapid pro-
gress is being made. All of the work
is under the Military Hospitals Com-
mission.

Stretching across the dominion are
twenty-four convalescent homes and
sanitoria in which our boys are receiv-
ing medical and surgical care until they
have been made as-well as possible. At
the present time there are over 2,600
soldiers recciving treatment. . Most of
these men have a great deal of tirhe on
their hands. They may be in these in-
stitutions from two or three months up
to six months or even a year. There
is great danger that these men may get
into a despondent of indolent frame of
mind and that they will deteriorate
mentally and morally. They may get
into a state which is known technically
as being “hospitalized.” The solution
for this dificulty is the provision of
some interesting form of work. The
old philosopher who wrote Ecclesiastes
spoke truly when he said of the well-

rounded existence that *“There is no-,

thing better for a man than that he
should eat and drink and that he should
make his soul enjoy good in his labor.”

To Meet Conditions

T'herefore, there has been provided in
the convalescent homes technical train-
ing that is planned not only to interest
the returned soldiers but that will also
give him;such knowledge as will enable
him to take a more responsible position
in his occupation when he returns to
civil life, Instruction varies in the dif-
@ent homes according to the part of
‘he country in which it is situated and
the dominant industrial interests of that
part of the 'dominion. Thus in the
west, agricultural © training including
poultry raising, bookkeeping, market
gardening, ete, are emphasized, while
in the east, most of the instruction is
based on the manufacturing industries
and business,

In all of the homes classes are offered
in the general subjects, English and
arithmetic. Sad to say, some of our sol-
diers have never had the opportunity to
get a good common school education
and . their period of convalescence is
Lailed as the chance of a lifetime to get
a thorough training in the essentials of
education. These men look forward
with apprehension to the day when they
will be discharged and their opportunity
=nd.

Many soldiers have found here the
opportunity to perfect themselves in
some of the technical or theoretical
parts of their trades that they did not
know before and others have develop-
ed skill and knowledge that they did not
possess. Some have been able to learn
enough to secure positions in entire-
ly new  branches of industry in
which they can secure greater re-
muneration and mgre joy of working
than in the occupations which they fill-
ed before enlistment.

This vocational training applies to all
returned soldiers who have to go to con-
valescent homes. The men are given
two weeks in which to rest and to
browse around the class rooms to see
which kind of instruction suits them
best. They are interviewed and guided
by the supervisor of vocational work in
the home into the class which will suit
them best. Thereafter they study for
four or five hours a day unless excus-
ed by the medical officer as unfit for
this work. - They also have two periods
of a half-hour each of physical exercise
adapted to their needs. This keeps
them in fit physical condition and helps
to gradually restore them toward their
normal bodily power.

Vocational and recreative training is
also being worked out at the Lauren-
tide Inn, Ste. Agathe, Quebec, for sol-
diers recovering from tuberculosis. Of
course great care must be paid here to
provide exercises that do not strain the
muscles of the chest and open the lesions
that have healed. The work consists of
card-board cutting, basketry, raffia weav-
ing, stenography and typewriting, Eng-
lish, arithmetic and woodworking. A
complete set of woodworking tools such
as hand saw, planer, post borer, etc.
[ have been installed here 80 that none of
i the hard physical work has to be done
by hand. This experiment is.only in
| the initial slages, but much valuable
work has already been accomplished and
!the men have found the classes a great
ibeon to while away the tedium of the
]long convaldscence.

| How it Works

| All this training is incidental to the
| work of the convalescent homes. It is
{not re-education although it has prov-
led to be so in many cases. Where men
have been so disabled that they cannot
| follow their previous occupations, pro-
vision has been made to give them
| trade training in some calling for which
| they 'are fitted, physically and men-
itally. Al cases of men who have bcen
{granted pensions and other cases which
seem to need of investigation are being
i lookeq into carefully.
| The soldier is brought before a dis-

One important principle that has
been established and incorporated with
an order-in-council is that no deduction
Lshall be made from the amount awarded
to a pensioner owing to his -having
undertaken work or perfected himself in
some form of industry. This may not
seem fundamental, but France and Ger-
many found that d.cabled men would
not enter any form of re-education, be-
cause they thought it was merely a de-
vice to cut down their pensions accord-
ing to their increase of earning power.

England has been able to do compara-
tively little in restoring the ability of
her cripples to earn a living by techni-
cal education, because a man’s ‘pension
is reduced as soon as it is found that
he is_able to earn part of a living. Re-
education is worth much more to any
man than any pension he is granted and
it is more valuable to society to have a
contented, busy, self-respecting worker
than any number of idle pensioners.

When it is decided that any disabled
soldier is to be re-educated, he is sent
to the proper institution, his living is
provided and his dependents are sup-
ported by the Dominion . government
until - his course is completed even
though it takes six months or a year
to fit him well enough to take his place
in industry again. This programme is
comprehensive and in accordance with
abled men which any of the fighting
nations have evolved.

Canada has the advantage of France in
that this merciful work is all centraliz-
ed under one head in the Military Hos-
pitals Commission. In France there is
more or less confusion, and overlapping
because it is done by several depart-
ments of the government and by many
voluntary societies.

Canada is ahead of England on ac-
count of the wise declaration that the
training would not impair in any way
the amount of pension Canada has been
slower in gettipg to work because the
pressure of numbers of men was not
felt for some time on account of the
fact that wounded men were given a
large part of their medical treatment
in England before - being -sent home.
Progress is being rapidly made at the
present. time and. in Alberta every man
who seemed a candidate for re-educa-
tion has: been investigated and some of
the men are receiving: their training.

Interesting Experiment

One very interesting experiment in
re-education has been made in Nova
Scotia. Some frost bitten Jamaican
soldiers were sent to the Military Hos-
pital in Halifax for treatment. Some
amputations were necessary and nine
men lost both legs below the knee and
eight lost one leg or considerable por-
tions of their feet. After protracted
negotiations the Jamaican government
consented to reimburse the Military Hos-

men with artificial limbs and training
them for suitable trades. A house was
generously donated by W. J. Clayton,
and fitted up by the Red Cross Sgciety.

For four months these men havé been

of shoe repairing, garment making, tin-
smithing, stenography and typewriting,
They have made wonderful progress
and will soon be ready to go back home
and earn as good or better livings than
before they enlisted. @ The artificial
limbs were made in the factory of the
Military Hospitals Commission in To-
ronto and represent the most advanced
type that has been developed. In a
fortnight after they were fitted, some
of these soldiers walked so well that
the fact of their having artificial limbs
would not be noticed. This is truly set-
ting men on their feet again.

The provinces also are taking up their
share of the burden. Fach province has
an employment committee or co.nmis-
sion which undertakes to find suitable

However this may be, it is certain that
the soldier returned from the front
does not relish taking up the old strug-
gle for a competence in civilian life. He
usually wishes only a prolonged rest
during which time he may spoil him-
self forever by an idleness which saps
and corrodes his initiative and ambition

The value of vocational training in
ihe convalescent homes is very evident.
1t is justified by its recreative and
curative value alone. Medicine can do
little for cases of nervousness and shell
shock. But if the soldier can only be
interested in some kind of work he ceases
to brood about himself and regains his
normal grip on himself. He finds to his
surprise that his old power of work and
interest in producing things gradually
grows until he is ready to face the world
again and wrest a living from it. The
vocational training is, however, made
intensely practical. The English and

Of course some of the men are
really unemployable ana after several
openings have been found for them they
are given up. Such men are compara-
tively rare and most of our returned
soldiers are working away with the
same old vim as they had before donning
khaki,

Individual Help

The dominion and provincial govern-
ments have tackled this proplem of re-
sturing returned soldiers to civilian life
with wisdom and vigor. They cannot,
however, carry the whole burden. Each
one of us must 8o a share in this great
work as well ag in recruiting, patriotic
work, and in giving. Employers must
make such allowances for the fact that
the man back from the front is not in
a normal state of mind and such allow-
ances must cover a period of a few
weeks or months until he has regainea
his old self. If some patriotic employer
has disagreeable experiences with a few
soldiers who misrepresent their ability
or try to take advantage of him, he
must not generalize on the basis of such
unfortunate accidents and refuse to give
an opportunity to more of our boys.

the Great Lakes during the season of |
1916, according to the annual report of |
the Lake Carriers’ Association, made!
public today at the annual convention of !
the organization. This heavy casualty
| record is the most serious since 1913,
when a fearful November storm cl.uiln-i
ed the greatest toll of lives and of ships|
in the history of inland navigation. |

Three weeks last year caused the

death of sixty-seven seamen. The first!
| serious casualty took place. on May 8,
when the steamer S, R. Kirby went
down in a gale on Lake Superior, off
Eagle Harbor. Only two members of |
i her crew of twenty-two were saved, The!|
other two boats sank in Lake Erie on
October 20. 'T'wenty-four men
down with the whaleback, James B. Col-
gate, and the steamer Merida was lost
wiht her entire crew of twenty-three
persons.

The gross tonnage of the fourteen ill-
fated vessels was 16,817. The remaindcr{
of the boats, recorded in the casualty
list are: !

ten cents a ton last year, “the boats
made very little money,” because “oper-|
ating expenses were so greatly in-!
creased.” i
{ It is stated, however, that “the out-|
look for 1917 is roseate,’ ’because after a|
lapse of sixteen years, the ore rate of
$#1 a ton from ports at the head of Lake
Superior has been re-established.

United States
Trade Dangers

Vice-President of C. P. R. Says to
NewYork Audience That There
Will Be Preferences— Benefits ;
for Allies

New York, Jan. 22—A warning that
serious dangers to this country’s inter-
national trade development will prob-|
ably arise after the war was uttered by |
Senator James Hamilton Lewis, of Illi- |
nois, administration leader in the sen-
ate, at the annual dinner of the New
York Creditmen’s Association. The fu-
ture credit of this country in the world
would depend upon the terms of peace
at the end of the present war, Senator
Lewis declared. He warned, too, that
the United States was liable to become
involved after this war in a conflict over
territorial rights in North and South
America, and that this country’s insis-
tence on the Monroe Doctrine would be

and Asfa.

Many of the business men who heard
this address attached special signiﬁcancei
to Senator Lewis’ warning because of a)
statement made in an earlier speech at|
the dinner by J. S. Dennis, vice-president
of the Canadian Pacific¢ Railwoy. Mr.
Dennis talked of Canada after the war.
He said that Canada would undoubtedly |
have preferential trade relations with all
of the British dominions in all parts uf‘
the world as a result of the part Canada
has played in the war, and that she
in all of the allied countries and par-
ticularly in the great development pro- |
jected in Russia.

Immigration Prospects

Speaking of the prospects of immi-
gration to North America after the war,
Mr. Dennis said: “No one can foretell
what will happen, but if we can be
guided by past occurrences, we may ex-
pect, and should prepare for, a great in-
flux of immigrants. We know from uac-
tual statistical information that follow-
ing cvery European war of modern
times there has been a large emigration
to America. We need only refer to the
latest instance—the Balkan war. Dur-
ing the year previous to that war, the
cmigration to the United States from
the Balkan states amounted to 25,000,
and this number increased to 47,000 the)
year after the war.

“At the close of the South African
war, statistics show that within one
year 120,000 of the 800,000 men engaged
in that war emigrated to America,
T'hese facts justify the opinion that
following the war we will have a great
influx of immigrants to Canada and a
rapid increase in our population.”

Speaking then on tariff prospects, Mr.
Dennis said: “As a result of existing
conditions throughout the British Em-|
pire, it seems quite certain that at the
close of the war we will have prefercn-'
tial trade within the empire, and that|
being the case, Canadian goods will huv(‘j
a tarift preference in all markets of the

That Private Frederick Moody An-
nable, son of Mrs. K. J. Annable of 187
Duke street, had died as a result of
wounds sustained on the western front,
wag the word received by Mrs. Annable
this morning,

Private Annable was only sixteen
vears old when he donned khaki. He
Joined the 64th battalion and after ar-
riving in England with that unit, was

transferred to another battalion in
France. Prior to enlistment he was in
the employ of the Bank of Nova Scotia,
in Yarmouth, N.S.

Mrs. Sarah Heans of 78 Paradise row,
received word this morning from Otta-
wa to the effect that her son, Private
Harry W. Heans was in a serious con-
ditfon as a result of gunshot wounds in
the arm, and that the arm had been am-
putated.

Private Heans was twenty-two years
old and prior .5 enlistment was in the
employ of the Bank of Nova Scotia,
Prince William street. He enlisted with

the 55th Battalion and crossed to France
with a draft to another battalion.

Two other St. John men are named in
today’s official list, J. W. Mahoney and
F. J. Flaherty. The news of the latter
came some days ago in a Red Cross let-
ter as announced in The Times.

., Nothing more was said—the boys
served the bed patients and then all sat
down to the table and had theirs, then
[ went to my dinner and to my room
for a few minutes after, and you can’t
guess what those dear boys were doing
when I went back. They had cleared
up the dinner things and three of them
were down on their knees scrubbing that
end of the ward. You can’t imagine how
that made me feel, to think that they
cared enough to do that without being
asked, and you cannot imagine how un-
satisfactory it is to do it, the mud at
our back door goes up to your ankles
and is awful. Don’t you think they are
unusual ‘boys and they are always do-
ing nice things like that.

At five o’clock we had tea. This time
we set two tables so all the up-patients
could sit. down

The sisters had a very nice Christmas
dinner at 7 p. m., and our mess was
very prettily decorated with holly and
red tisssue,

Sunday afternoon we had a very nice
Christmas tea in our mess, and invited
the officers. It was served in the dining
room, from a large table across one cor-
ner and small tables were set here and
there and had very nice home made
candy, cakes and sandwiches. We did
not eat them in that order, but I am
afraid this whole letter is a jumble.

Her Letter Describes Christmas
Among the Wounded Men

The following is a letter from a nurse
in Dr. Hugh Cabot’s hospital—a native
of St. John, who went overseas with the
Harvard unit and is now with them in

the 22nd General Hospital in France—
the second St. John nurse who has writ-
ten to this cicy from that institution:--
22nd General Hospital,
Dec. 29th, 1916.
Dear Mother and Father:—

Of course you will be very much in-
terested in our Christmas and I will
tell you all T can about it.

I came off night duty two days before
Christmas and went back to my old
ward. It does seem like home and 1
have such a nice M. O. {medical officer).
Just at that timme there were a great
many sisters off duty with severe colds,
so they took the sister who was with me
off to another ward and left me alone.
I only had {thirty-two patients and
twelve of them were up during the day,
so we got along very nicely. The boys
are wonderful and will do anything for
you. Your package arrived in nice time
and 1 was so glad.

Well, evenings and when I could get off
for a little while, I filled the bags and 1
tell you what I put in them. A tin of
shaving soap and a khaki handkerchief,
that was my personal gift to the boys.
I bought them a few at a time long be-
fore the rush started, those were tied up!
with red ribbon. 'Then therc was a]
small package of hard mixture and al
package of cigarettes sent by Apsey
girls, a bar of chocolate a few nuts and
raisins and a package of gum, also sent
by Apseys, the gum I 1ean. These
bags sears and I took over to the ward
about twelve p. m. and do you know
most of the rascals were still awake ami‘
could not help snickering.
