March (when Germany’s election was

“Make It Snappy” is the slogan of
the musician who would achieve suc-
cess nowadays, in the opinion of
Lieut.-Com. John Philip Sousa, who
this season will make his 84th annual
‘tour with his famous band and will
appear in Saint John Sept. 28. And
Sousa practices his preaching by put-
ting into his programs in about the
same.space of time twice as many
numbers as he was accustomed to pre-
sent during his earlier years.

“The conductor who believes he can
get people who obtain their news from
headlines or tabloids, who dash about
in taxicabs, who eat in cafeterias and
who live in a general state of hysteria,
to listen to the long selections in vogue
in the leisurely times around ‘the turn
of the century’ will finish his days in
the poorhouse,” says Sousa. “There
isn’t such a thing as leisure any more
and the man, even when he is taking

i .
his pleasure, enjoys himself at the
fastest gait. :

“Bach season I find myself cutting
down the length of my programmed
numbers with the result that I get
more numbers into the concert. The
radio people have found that 20 min-
utes is the longest time that the aver-
age air listener can be held: I think
It is a liberal estimate and this season
there is no single number on my pro-
gram that occupies as much as 10
minutes., We have speeded up the pro-
duction of music just as Mr. Ford has
speeded up the production of flivvers.
Ten seconds after the conclusion of
the number, we know whether, the ap-
plruse warrants an encore, and five
seconds after that we are giving it.
The old days when a conductor coyld
leave the stand and take two or three
bows after each number are gone for-
ever. I never leave the conductor’s
desk at any time during the pro-
gram.”

Queer Quirks of Nature

CALLED AMERI

By AUSTIN H. CLARK.

HALF a century ago it was believed

that silk could be profitably pro-
duced from the cocoons of the poly-
phemus moth, which for that reason
is sometimes-called the American sil-
worm moth. But the "promise df the
early successes has not been fulfilled.

On one estate in 1865 not less than
a million of the huge caterpillars of
this moth could be seen feeding in the
open air on scrub oak bushes covered
with nets; five acres of woodland were
swarming with them. But this thriv-
ing colony was wiped out by a dis-
ease imported in the eggs of an allied
moth through Paris from Japan.

The cocoons of the polyphemus are
oval in shape and tough and dense,
and closed at each end. Within there
is a spacious cavity with finely pol-
ished sides in which the pupa lies,
Usually thé cocoons are spun between
two leaves and in the autumn fall to

quently to be seen on the sidewalks In
two towns, and sometimes even in our
cities.

Sometimes the caterpillar runs a
band of silk up the stems of one or
both of the leaves which are thus at-
tached securely to the twig.

BRITISH STRIKE FAILURE
THROUGH MISGUIDED
POLICY

HROUGH misguided policy,

British Coal miners have
their strike. 'I'he union leaders do
not work on the theory that co-
operation ‘with the operators means
highetr wages and prosperity for
both. Instead, the union leaders have
tried to drive a wedge between the
operators and the miners.

The miners, or any other laborers,
should be protected in their right to
strike, but co-operation with the op-
perators should remove the necessity
tor strike.

Coal in England’ greatest reserve
of wealth, One third of the country’s
coal can be mined at a profit on the
existing basis, one- third can be mined
without loss, but the other third can
be mined ontly at a loss.

The cost of production has risen
because of poor mangement, because
the operators have not had direct
control of their mines. It will con-
tinue to rise as long as the trade
unions continue to work at variance
with capital.

The country has reached the limit
of governmenet interference, and the
result has been only to cripple the
mines and industry. The English are
sick of the subsidy and the dole.

I am certain the strike is over, so
far as its effectiveness goes. Any
kind of a formal settlement now de-
pends on the adroitness of A. J. Cook,
secretary of the minres federation.
A great many of the politicians are
afraid of him, and the tendency of
the miners is, of course, to give their
leaders a chance to save their faces.

It seemed to me, too, that RMae
other British workers are tired of
pulling the oar for the miners. If the
English miners cannot stand the com-
petition with other countries, cannot
work as long hours and produce as
much, the industry is done for there.

If work does it, Germany will come
back. The German miners, natur-
ally, are willing to contribute to the
British strikers, for the strike has
done a lot to help the industry in
Germany.

For the next four or five months,
however, this country will continue
to serve British markets. Cheap
fuel and low rates were respongible
for the strength of the British mer-
chant marine before the strike, and
it wgs impossible for the United
States to compete with it in export
business,

Our exporters during the strike
have been selling to British markets,
principally in the Argentine, despite
the fact that the shipping board has
raised the rates.

Corn fritters may not be the most
digestible food in the world, put they
surely are one of the most tempting.
And_after all a fritter that is properly
cooked will not tax the digestion of any
healthy, normal person. Try them some
chilly autumn day when the family
need cheering up.

Corn Fritters.

One cup corn pulp, two eggs, half tea-
spoon salt, one-eighth teaspoon pepper,
one teaspoon sugar, one cup flour, one
teaspoon baking powder, two table-
spoons milk,

Cut the tops from the kernels of four
or six ears of corn. W!Q\ the blunt edge
of a knife scrape out the pulp. Beat
yolks of eggs until thick and lemon col-
ored. Beat in milk, beating until eggs
thicken. Add to corn pulp with flour
mixed and sifted with salt, sugar, pep-
per and baking powder. Mix until per-
fectly smooth and fold in the whites of
the eggs beaten until stiff and dry. Drop
from the tip of the spoon into deep fat
hot enpough to brown an inch cube of
bread in 60 seconds. Turn several times
while cooking and cook until brown on
all sides. Drain on soft crumpled paper
and serve with maple syrup.

Progressive, was elected by acclamation at the advance nomina-
tions held last week in 27 constituencies of wide area and in-

accessibility.

Featured by the large number of triangle figures, final nomina-
tions today for the other 219 seats brought the tota] number of
candidates to 528. Of this number 235 are Conservatives, 199
Liberals, 20 Progressives, 21 Liberal-Progressives, 12 U. F. A.,
23 Independents'and 18 Laborites.

All the ministers in the Meighen
government and the former ministers
in the late King administration who
are running face straight party fights
with the exception of Hon. H. H.
Stevens, minister of customs, and Hon.
J. H. King, former minister of public
works. Mr. Stevens is opposed in
Vancouver Center by a Liberal and a
Laborite, while in Kootenay FEast, a
Conservative and a Laborite are run-

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REVIVAL OF GENEVA
PROTOCOL TRIED

French Proposal is Referred to
League Sub-committee on
: Disarmament

Canadian Press

LONDON, Sept. 8—A French Ft'
tempt to revive the Geneva protocol
is reported by the Daily Telegraph's
diplomatic correspondent at Geneva,
who says that the council of the
League of Nations has referred to its
own sub-committee on disarmament, a
most important proposal previously
submitted to the preparatory commis-
sion on the disarmament ¢onference
by the /[French delegation on that
body, supported by the Polish and Fin-
rish delegations.
Sir Austen Chamberlain, British Sec-
retary of State for foreign affairs, and
Great Britain’s representative on the
League Council, has not refused {o al-
low the proposal to be examined by
the sub-committee but he has express-
ed the gravest doubts as to its ex-
pediency and eventual acceptance by
the British Empire.

NEW YORK, Sept. 8—A vendetta
relentlessty pursued by an Italian
mother for six .years. ended this week
when she shot and killed the man, she
believed responsible for the fatal shoat+
ing of her only son.

As Andrew Ficarelli, the vietim,
approached the corner of Delancey and
‘Goerck streets, a few doors from the
spot where he is said to have killed the
voung man, Mrs. Josephine Cagnina,
mother of the slain youth, hurried up
behind him. She gripped the collar. of
his coat and whipped a pistol from her
dress. Before he could turn, she fired
a shot tlrough his neck. Four more
bullets #fwllowed. One struck him in
the head, the others going wild.

The woman threw her plstol aside as
Ficearelli fell. Bending her umbrella
over her knee, she hurled it at the dy-
ing man’s face In a final gesture of
fury. Patrolman John O’Donnell ran
up and arrested her. At first she de-
nied all knowledge of the shooting.
Confronted with a seven-year-old boy
who witnessed it, she admitted * her
guilt. :
TELLS CROWD WHY SHE DID IT

She told the gathering crfwd that
the ‘man had killed her ear ald
son in April, 1920, in front of his home
at 56 Goerck street. Ficcarelli was
taken to Gouverneur Hospital by Dr.
Horowitz, but died on the way.

Mrs. Cagnina waved good-bye to the
crowd as she was taken to the Clinton
street station. There she became hys-
cerical, saying over and over again
that she had killed Ficcarelli to avenge
the death of her son. When the police
questioning lapsed she sobbed her son's
name softly to herself, as if the only
impression the crime made on her was
to reécall his memory.

“Hvery one in the neighborhood
knows that man shot my son,” she
said. “He was my only son and a
very good boy to me.”

Detectives learned that the pistol she
used had been sent to her from Italy.
She gave her occupation as a coat fin-
isher in a tailorln; shop. She told
the police she had left her husband
because he would not avenge the death
of their son.

The killing of her son, she declared,
occurred in an' altercation” with Fie-
carelli when her boy resented an al-
leged slur regarding her.

She was charged with homicide and
will have a hearing in Essex Market
Court this morning.

Ficcarelli was 40 years old and the
only address the police could get for
him was Lorimer street, Brooklyn. He
was said to have been married.

According to Bertillon prints and po-
lice records, Ficcarelli was arrested on
Jan. 6, 1913, on a charge of counter-
feiting and was sentenced five days
later in Federal court to a two-year
term in the Atlanta penitentiary.

Three years later, under the name
of James Lombardi, the same man was
arrested here for petit larceny. The
last entry in the case is dated October,
1016, but no final disposition is re-
corded.

At the same time
the number of men employes of the
government has gone down from 88,275
to 83,1586,

Areas in N, B, and Maine
Promise at Least Aver-
age Yield

—

WOODSTOCK, N.B., Sept. 7.—Al-
though it was admitted that the heavy
rains experienced during the past few
days, if followed by warm, muggy
weather, might have the effect of pre-
cipitating rot in potatoes remaining
undug, C. W. Clark, Woodstock, prom-
inent potato dealer, expressed the
opinion here, tonight, that, so far, there
is no evidence of rot in the Carleton
county potato area.

GOOD YIELD ALREADY.

Referring to potatoes that have al-
ready been dug in Carleton county, Mr.
Clark stated that thé yield reported
from various sources ran all the way
from 70 to 100 barrels to the acre,
a yleld which on the whole measures
up equal to the crop of 1925.

Potatoes already dug, generally are
free from rot, of good quailty and well
matured, Mr. Clark stated.

MAINE CROP GOOD.

HOULTON, Me., Sept. 7.— The
Aroostook potato crop is coming along
well under normal conditions, although
much depends upon the next two
weeks. The yield at present is at the
average, or perhaps a little better, per
acre, and with continued good growing!
weather the crop will be fully up to
the maximum yield.

The total acreage is slightly less than
last year.

The selling prices are from $2.50 to
$3 a barrel with normal demand.

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ENWELCH KEPT
P STAGE WORK.
THOUGH BLIND

Famed Comedian Dies—He
Once Was Making $50,-
000 Year

NEW YORK, Sept. 8—Funeral serv-
ices for Ben Welch, blind comedian,
who died after an attack of bronchial
pneumonia, were held in Riverside
Memorial Chapel, Amsterdam avenue
and 76th street, under auspices of the
Jewish Theatrical Guild, of which he
was a member. Delegations represent-
ing the National Vaudeville Artists,
-the Grand Street Boys’ Assoclation
and fraternal organizations attended.

After he became blind, Welch con-
tinued to play in vaudeville. His health
began to fail about five months ago.
The strain had been too much. He
was on the verge of a physical and
mental collapse and his dectors or-
dered a rest. On Aug. 7 he was taken
to Bellevue Hospital, where it was said
his condition was almost hopeless. T'wo
days later he was removed to the
Kings Park Hospital, Smithtown, L. P
where he died last Thursday.

He obtained a part in Arthur Ham-
merstein’s musical comedy “Jimmie,”
which opened in Washington, and a
few days after the first night his eyes
failed him on the stage. But none of
the audience knew that the comedian
they were watching was a blind man,
for he stepped to the stage on agrug,
of which he knew the exact location,

guided during the performance.

For twenty-one weeks he appeared
nightly with the company end then he
returned to New York and entered
vaudeville. He obtained a booking at
the Palace and then played in other
theatres on the Keith circuit, doing his
turn with success. He had carried an
insurance policy which would have
given him $75 a week for life so long
as he did not work or & lump sum of
$10,000 if he did not work for a year.
He sald, however, that he wanted
neither pity nor charity and in the
presence. of the Mayor of Providence,
R. I, and other officials he burned the
policy.
