ANCOVER, B. C., May 15.—The dirigible Norge, from King's

: Bay, Spitzbergen, over the

North Pole, arrived at Teller,

' Alaska, at two o'clock this morning, Eastern Standard time.
All aboard the Norge were well and everything else was said
tobe O. K. No indication of whether the Norge had been brought

‘to earth was obtainable here.

Teller is 75 miles northwest of Nome
and is on Port Clarence, an arm of the
Bering Sea. Nome, the destination of
the Norge, is also on the Bering Sea.

FIRST SIGNAL HEARD :

The following message reached the
Puget Sound Navy Yard station from
the Navy ‘Radio Station at Cordova,
| Alaska, reporting a message from St.
‘Paul Island, which is in Bering Sea,
8500 miles south of Nome.

“Following signal heard:

F¢LBT from WXY: ‘Received all
okeh. Go ahead when you are ready.’”

L.BT is the wireless call of the Norge
and WXY is that of the radio station
of the signal corps of the United States
Army at Nome.

The St. Paul-Cordova message was
received here at 9.45 this morning,
Kastern Standard Time.

WASHINGTON GETS WORD

WASHINGTON, May 15—The
United States war department an-
nounced today that the dirigible Norge
was at Teller, Alaska. |

“The office of the Chief Signal Offi-
cer,” said the department announce-
ment, “is in receipt of a message from
Nome, Alaska, to the effect that the
Norge is at Teller, Alaska, about 75
miles Northwest of Nome.

«¢®ommunication between Nome and
the Norge was established at 11 p.m.,
May 14, Alaska time.

all charges for meals in hotels and
restaurants when such meals cost over
a dollar, will Lave to be collected by
the proprietors of the <ating places.
The tax is to be collected, not only on
the actual food, but also on the beer
or wines or other incidentals which
may be ordered by the customer to be
used in the course of his meal.

An order-in-council, putting the new
law into force, was passed at the pro-
vincial cabinet meeting held here on

signed by the Lt. Governor. The law
exempts meals costing up to a dollar,
ut the tax applies to,all meals costing
more than a dollar, and in that case
the amount is collected on the first
dollar as well as on the amount over the
first dollar.

. WHEELS TURN AGAIN

London’s millions of wheels began

turning again—trams, buses and tubes
showing their, paces in bringing the
people smartly to business, as though
te compensate for the irksome condi-
tions under which the metropolis
labored so long.

The same thing was largely true in
the provinces. The transportation ser-
vices were not normal, nor can they be|
before next week, but on the w ole,f
they were good.

TALK LAW ACTION.

Among individual trades unions the
aftermath of the general strike prom-
ises to ba serious and far-reaching.
Groups of members of several unions
already are contemplating appealing to
the law courts against the course of
their executives in embarking on the
strike unconstitutionally and thus ex-
pending union funds unlawfuly. In
times past such actions at law have
been instituted with success.

For months to come every union !
will have its own bitter domestic quar- !
rel with possible dire effects upon the
prestige of the leading officials thereof. i
This is likely to culminate in a wordy
turmoil on a grand scale, when the
trades union congress meets in gen-
eral session in the autumn.

The miners are united in what they
condemn as the milk and water policy
of the Congress and they talk about
withdrawing entirely from member-
ship in that body. As the affiliation
fee is a shilling per member, this
would mean a damaging loss in the
revenue of the congress.

Whether the employers who suffer-
ed loss as a result of the general strike!
will seek to recover damages from the
unions either individually or as one
organization formed for the purpose
of taking legal proceedings, is entirely
problematical at the present moment.
Much may depend on the manner in
which the unions and groups of work-
ers accept the methods of the railways
and other industries in taking their|
men back.

EMPLOYERS STAND PAT.

The employers also are likely to wait
to see what legislation, if any, the
Government will introduce in Parlia-
ment to safeguard the country against
a repetition of the recent upheaval.

* Practically every union was in low
financial water when the general strike
opened, and today the general fund in
many instances is virtually wiped out.
Realizing this state of things, the Lon-
don Society of Compositors agreed to
forego strike pay. |

There are still individual trade
unions in various parts of the country
which have not yet solved their differ-
ences, with the employers, and it may |
be some time before everything is
righted.

BRISTOL UNSETTLED.

New Westminister Stirred
By Tales of Treasure Trove

The Evening Sun yesterday published
the following from the New West-
minster:

Persistent rumors of a treasue trove
in the royal city, are passing quietly
among a select party of old timers,
who refuse to deny or confirm reports
| that gold nuggets, buried 60 or 70
years ago by sappers of the British
army, have been located.

The story is that a large quantity

of gold nuggets, valued at $200,000 or
$300,000, was purloined and buried by
the sappers. Gold from the Caribou
country at this time passed through
New Westminster.

This gold is said to have been cached
in an old well, location of which is
described in an aged document said
to have been recently discovered. Quiet
investigations started and are slated
to have revealed several nuggets, but
all information is withheld by those
in the know.

He called upon the British public,
whose sympathy, he said, was with the
miners, to ‘“express itself in definite
form” during the new négotiations.

“The great mining community,” he
added, ‘“expects the British public to
treat it fairly and squarely at the pres-
ent moment. Next week will be a deci-
sive week in our history, and no doubt
it will decide the future of the mining
industry in this country.

“I hope the government will recog-
nize that any attempt to depress our
present standard of living will be met
with the greatest possible opposition
and that if we are turned down it will
only mean an unsettled state in’ the
future of our industry.”

POSSIBLY NO BALLOT

The government’s proposals have met
with such a degree of approval that in
some quarters it was believed a ballot
by the districts themselves, would not
be necessary.

“It is quite possible that a decision
may be made next Thursday by the
miners’ conference without a ballot,”
said one mine leader. “If the govern-
ment interprets the proposals generous-
ly and fairly, much progress will be
made toward an honorable peace.”

While it is obvious the wheels of in-
dustry, brought to a stop by the gen-
eral strike, cannot be set turning at the
touch of a magician’s wand and that
full resumption will come onlv by de-
grees, nevertheless the people are
working hard to give effect to Premier
Baldwin’s statement in the House of
Commons yesterday.

“The supreme necessity of the coun-
try requires that the largest body of
men possible be brought back to work
at the earliest possible moment,” de-
clared the Premier. This statement,
together with the agreement between
the railway managers and the railway-
men’s union, and the arrangements
made to resume work on the tramways,
tubes and omnibuses, has been greeted
with satisfaction by a majority of the
people.

Praises Loyalty of Employes and
Recalls Start of Radio
Feature

Canadian Press
TORONTO, Ont., May 15—“Before
fong—before most people think—
the National Railways will be not
only self-sustaining, but will also re-
turn a substantial profit to the public
treasury,” declared Sir Henry Thorn-
ton, president of the Canadian National
Railways, in an address at the annual
banquet of the Canadian National
Employes here.
The highest optimism for Canada’s
publicly owned transportation serv-
ices, was expressed by Sir Henry, who
gave as evidence of the financial prog-
ress which the services were making.
The report of the Canadian Merchant
Marine for the first four months of the
present year, which showed a deficit
of $518,000, to be turned into an op-
_ erating surplus of $19,000. Such a
showing, Sir Henry believed, strongly
indicated that “there was life in the
old dog yet.”

SOCIAL THREAT BY
KING EFFECTIVE

Brougl;t Recalcitrant Employers
Into Line Over Wage
Reductions

LONDON, May 15 — There are
many stories current on the King's
attitude during the recent crisis.

IMPERSONATION IN
COURT ISCHARGED

Boston Man Gets in Trouble
Over Plea Made in Another’s
Name

BOSTON, May 15—District Attor-
ney O'Brien appeared unexpectedly at
the Roxbury District Court and in-
terrupted the session by conferring for
an hour with Judge Ahern in the
lobby. Later a complaint was intro-
duced by Henry Ryder, assistant clerk
of court, and James A. O'Connell of
Roxbury, a bricklayer, was arraigned
on the charge of disguising himself
with intent to obstruct justice. O’Con-
nell was described in the complaint
as being “otherwise known as Francis
Carroll.” He pleaded guilty.
O’Connell took the stand and answer-
ed the questions of the district at-
torney. On April 23, he testified, he
was in court before Judge Ahearn.
There were three other defendants in
court at the same time, but he did
not know their names.

“Did you talk with any one pre-
vious to going to court?”

O’Connell said that the day before
going to court, someone he met stand-
ing on a street corner told him that if
“I would go to Roxbury Court tomor-
row he would make it right with me.”
Then, O’Connell testified, “I went to
the home of Mr. Burke, a house off
Ruggles street. I came to court and
pleaded guilty to a case under the
name of Carroll. My name, though,
is O’Connell.

“Were you ever at 1107 ColumBus
avenue?”’ asked the district attorney.
The address is that of a store in which
a liquor raid is alleged to have taken
place.

O’Connell said he had never been
there and never sold any liquor there.
“What were you to receive for your
services?”

“Twenty-five dollars. I was loafing
at the time”” The case on April 23
was continued, said O’Connell. “I
was put in custody and bailed out by
Mr. Burke.”

The district attorney then informed
the court that the complaint against
“Carroll,” heard April 23, was signed
by Michael J. Hartnett, police ser-
geant at Roxbury Crossing, and sworn
to by Hartnett on April 17, together
with complaints against Charles Russ,
Martin Calney and August Alvers. The
three latter defendants were arraigned
on April 18, charged with keeping and
exposing liquor for sale, the same com-
plaint as that for which “Carroll”
pleaded guilty. All complaints orig-
inated with the same raid on April 10.

The district attorney asked that
O’Connell’s case be continued for dis-
position, while further investigation
is made. In accordance with the dis-
trict attorney’s request, Judge Ahearn
set bail at $2,000.

TRAP FOR POLICE

Saw Off Step in Ladder Before

Before beginning
their work they laid a trap for the
police or for any pursuers who might
follow them over the route they took
in entering the buildings.

There has been a whisper in and

about City Hall of late—not a serious

Committee meeting, the Council pro-
gramme is really practically put
through, should be closed to the public
—that is to say, to the citizens who
elect the Mayor and Commissioners and
entrust them with the power of spend-
ing the taxes, which they, the_ gitizens
provide.

Incidentlly — quite incidentally —the
exclusion of the public from these com-
mittee meetings would involve the ex-
cluston of the newspaper reporters.
With the newspapers themselves, the
mere reporting, or not reporting of the
committee meetings, or even of the
Council meetings, is not at-all a serious
matter, except insofar as the news-
papers are ‘obligated, as newspapers, to
tell the citizens what their servants at
City Hall are doing from week to week
with the citizens’ money, how they are
managing the citizens’ affairs, what
their reasons are for taking, or not
taking, certain lines of action, and,
generally, letting the taxpayers -know,
by telling them what the Mayor and
Commissioners are saying and doing,
whether or not these public servants are
worthy of the trust reposed in them
for' a short season by the people who
constitute the City of Saint John.

To the average newspaper man, and
to all the citizens who have followed

She visited the Woolworth
store, later going to her room in the
Travelers’ Aid quarters, until it was
time to go to the depot, for the pur-
pose of leaving the city on the train
at 7.15 o’clock for Grand Falls. The
girl told that she had been advised by
her mother to carry the infant to Saint
John and place it in a babies’ home.
Mrs. Bessie Demerchant, the girl’s
mother, and Dr. Chapman, who was
the attending physician at Grand Falls,
also gave evidence. The latter said he
@id not know that the child had been
taken away from its home, when only
21 hours” old. Mrs. Demerchant told
of having her daughter take the child

away, for the reason that she could-

not maintain it and wished to keep the
matter of its birth quiet.

Dr. H. L. Abramson, provincial
pathologist, was the first witness and
testified he made a post-mortem ex-
amination of the child. It was an in-
fant not more than 72 hours old. Wit-
ness considered the child had heart dis-
ease. There was no evidence of vio-
lence.

In the stomach was found a small
quantity of fluid but no evidence of
milk.

INLAND WATERWAYS

PAYIG IVESTHENT

NEW YORK, May 14—The annual
dividend to the American people from
its investment in inland waterways
under suggestions of the bbard of en-
gineers for rivers and harbors is $150,-
000,000 a year, or 30 to 40 per cent on
the investment. This is the estimate
of Brig.-General Edgar Jadwin, senior
member of the board, In a report ta
Major-General Harry Taylor, chief of
engineers of the army, made public
by the War Department.

The report describes the method of
work of the board, and points ‘out, as
indicating the approval of Congress of
its procedure, the fact that in the past

ten years Congress has appropriated
8157,000,000, or 90 per cent of the
board’s recommendations, and has au-
thorized only $160,000 of the projects
of which the board disapproved, 1-10
of 1 per cent.

Compared with railway of Class 1,
the inland waterways made a remark-
able showing, General Jadwin points
out. While the railways, with 250,000
miles of “first track,” handled in 1925
about 1,280,000,000 tons of revenue
freight, the 80,000 miles of inland
waterways, including unimproved sec-
tions, carried 200,000,000 tons. That
is, with one-eighth of the mileage of
the railways, the inland waterways car-
ried one-sixth as much freight.

The report states that in both inland
waterways work and in that relating to
harbors everything possible is being
done, and recommends the continuance
of the work as now carried on.

BURGOS CATHEDRAL
NEEDS RESTORATION

MADRID, May 14—The critical
state of the beautiful Gothic cathedral
at Burgos is arousing much attention
and anxiety for it is feared that un-
less steps are immediately taken this
splendid monument of mediaeval archi-
tecture, the shrine of thousands of pil-
grims and wondering visitors from all
parts of the world, is doomed to ruin.

Built in the thirteenti and four-
teenth centuries, and altered in the two
succeeding centuries, Burgos Cathedral
is one of the chief glories of Spain; yet,
strangely enough, it is mainly the work
of two foreigners. The original build-
ing is supposed to have been erected by
the British Bishop Mauriceé, while the
additions of the fifteenth century are
the work of John of Cologne. Like so
many other Gothic churches—especi-
ally those in Germany, the Mainz
Cathedral, for instance—Burgos Cathe-
dral stands amidst a cluster of houses
which in all their simplicity still seem
to form an integral part of the mass of
architecture, with the cathedral in its
elaborate splendor as their head.

As a result of the ravages of time
and weather, much of the stonework
of the towers has crumbled away, and
in places the rot has eaten its way
wedge-like into the walls. The con-
dition of the building has several times
been brought to the notice of the auth-
orities, but through the alleged lack
of funds for reparation purposes noth-
ing has so far been a®complished to
save the cathedral.

Over One-Half of Tonnage
Now in Private Hands,
Report Shows

NEW YORK, May 14—More than
one-half the gross vessel tonnage of
the American merchant marine is now
in the hands of private American own-
ers, according to the quarterly report
of the Bureau of Research, United
States Shipping Board, on the status
and employment of sea-going Ameri-
can steam and motor vessels as of
April 1, 1926.

Through various changes in owner-
ship during the quarter ending March
31, the privately owned American mer-
chant fleet increased 31 in number and
181,512 gross tons, bringing the tonnage
to a total of 5,622,470. Of this total,
more than 92 per cent (5,302,434 gross
tons) was in active service on April 1.
This is an increase of 169,132 tons over
the total gross tonnage in service Jan.
1, 1926, and the number of active ves-
sels increased from 1,026 to 1,068. The
42 additional vessels placed in active
service include five passenger ships, 34
general cargo carriers and three tank-
ers. On of the five passenger carriers
was added to the West Indies and
Caribbean trade and the other four
were assigned.to coastwise routes. In-
cluded in this number is one newly
completed passenger ship. The general
cargo boats were distributed, six to
the West Indies and Caribbean trade
and 28 to coastwise service. The ad-
dition of 11 tank vessels in the West
Indies and Caribbean trade indicates
an increase in the import of Mexican
crude petroleum. Four tankers were
added to the trans-pacific trade and
one to the transatlantic. These shifts
were supplied by transfer of 13 tank-
ers from coastwise routes and the three
added vessels mentioned.

The Government owned fleet in-
cluded on April 1, 1,062 ships of 5,306,-
215 gross tons, as against 1,118 ships
of 5,506,670 gross tons on Jan. 1. About
one-third of the Shipping Board fleet
is in active service, being employed in
the maintenance of trade routes where
facilities furnished by privately owned
American ships are insufficient to meet
traffic requirements.

During the quarter ending March 31,
62 vessels were delivered by the Ship-
ping Board to purchasers and six were
returned to the custody of the board.

The outstanding event of the day
was the announcement of the govern-
| ment’s decision that as a mutual agree-
ment between the miners and mine
owners was impossible if they were
permitted to come together of their
own accord, it must act on its own
responsibility if any soluton was to
‘be found. Premier Baldwin reduced
the recommendations of the Royal
Coal Commission to succinct form and
submitted them to the parties with an
undertaking to help the industry to the
extent of £3,000,000 and to pass, if
possible, in the present session of par-
liament the necessary legislation to put
the recommendations into effect.
The general situation also improved
rapidly.
TO REINSTATE MEN.

An agreement was reached between
the railway managers and the Railway
Men’s Union for reinstatement of the
men, although the union had to make
certain broad concessions. Arrange-
ments also were made for the resuinp-
tion of work on the tramways, the
underground tubes and the omnibuses.
Here, doubtless, there will be con-
siderable difficult details to settle about
the disposition of the volunteer work-
ers, who aided the government and
who have Premier Baldwin’s pledge
that they will not suffer for their
loyalty.

PRINTERS UNSETTLED,

atives and the newspaper owners.

Builders to Urge Committee
to Report Pepper Bill
This Session

PHILADELPHIA, May 14—Repre-
sentatives of marine interests on the
Atlantic Gulf and Pacific coasts at-
tended a conference in Philadelphia re-
cently called by the Atlantic Coast
Shipbuilders Association to discuss the
bill introduced in Congress by Senator
Pepper of Pennsylvania, known as the
overseas trade act of 1926.

F. Wilson, chief .preventive -officer of
the department, told the committee
that the departgent had received in-
formation that the Tremblay had not
divorced herself from the rum-running
trade even though she was merely re-
leased on payment of a deposit. He
read a letter from the files of the de-
partment in which he informed his cor-
respondent of alleged meetings between
the Tremblay and a vessel called the
Shepherd King, the latter laden with

alcohol. In his letter, he asked that
the Tremblay be watched.

BARGE RELEASED IN APRIL.

Mr. Wilson explained to the com-
mittee that the barge Tremblay was
released in April of the present year,
pending final disposition of the case.

P. F. Casgrain, M. P,, it was stated,
acted as solicitor for Captain Trem-
blay in obtaining release of the barge.
A deposit amounting to $1,700 had
been made with the department, in
order to obtain the release of the
barge. Of this amount $70 was to pay
for the care of the barge which had
been kept by the customs all winter.
Mr. Wilson told of a request received
by him from J. E. A. Bisaillon, former
chief preventive officer at Montreal,
that the vessel be released on payment
of a deposit of $500. This request had
been refused both by him and by the
deputy minister of the department, the
witness said.

MAN-EATERS FIND
WOMEN TOO BITTER

Leopard Society Members
Act Like Wild Beasts
to Get Prey

LONDON, May 14—Lady Dorothy
Mills, daughter of the Earl of Oxford,
returned to London a few days ago
from Liberia, after wandering in re-
gions of that country which have never
been explored by white man or wo-
man.

“i stayed eight weeks in Liberia,”
said Lady Dorothy, “eights weeks that
were chock full of interest and adven-
ture. I visited parts of the hinterland
which no European has ever penetrated.

“Most of tha time I traveled on a
hammock, which is one of the most
uncomfortgble vehicles imaginable. The
carriers are mostly bush people, who
hate Europeans, and who, when tired,
are apt to throw you down violently
on the ground. On one occasion they
threw me down so roughly that I
sprained my ankle.

LEARNS ABOUT RITES.

“For more than a month I lived in
the midst of canibals, and learned all
about their rights and ceremonies, espe-
cially how the Human Leopard Society
carries on. =

“The Human Leopard Soclety is a
cannibal organization, whose members
arc scattered in the many villages on
the hinterland. They appear harmless
and, in fact, seem fairly law-abiding.

“They disappear, however, at stated
intervals, and go off to the bush, where
they put on the weirdest of kit imagin-
able, something that resembles a leop-
ard skin with long iron claws. Thus

accoutered, they lie in wait for their
victims, on whom they pounce with
wild cries and gestures that ape the
leopard.

ORGY LASTS SEVERAL DAYS.

“The orgy lasts three or four days.
When it is over the Leopards shed
their costumes and return to the com-
parative civilization of the village.”

Lady Dorothy Mills stated that bush
cannibals did not usually like eating a
woman, as they found their flesh too
bitter.

“The human thigh is the best deli-
cacy,” she said. “It is usually reserved
for the chief. A youth of 14 to 15
years is the ideal food.

MAGIC PRACTICED.

“The Leopard Society also practices
magic in order to attract its prey, and
I have heard it said on the best authori-
ty that every time an orgy is going to
take place the headman goes to the
village after dark and, blowing on his
pipe, repeats the name of a victim
three times, whereupon the victim has
to go off to the bush.

“I found the cannibals very cheery,
however, and they made no attempt to
molest me.

“Liberian women, like other women
in the Dark Continent, are nothing bet-
ter than beasts of burden. They wear
practically no clothes, are covered with
jewelry and are of a facile morality.

“An ordinary healthy, normal wife
costs about $60 in the marriage market
and a ‘palaver’ wife $15.”

GERNAN RESEARCH

tor, the German research ship Meteor
has traveled backwards and forwards
between South Africa and South Amer-
ica at intervals of five degrees. The
physical and chemical properties of the
Atlantic Ocean have been studied, bio-
logical conditions embracing miniature
plant life carefully noted, and the
depth of the ocean ascertained.

Soundings have been taken with
special instruments by which the echo
of a sound indicates the depth of the
water.

Since that time Mr. Al-
ward has been associated with F. Neil
Brodie, and now that ill-health has
forced Mr. Brodie to retire, Mr. Alward
has come before the public under his
own name.

J. Kenneth Gillies, the other partner
of the firm, is a son of James J. Gillies
of this city. He early decided in favor
of architecture as a calling, and since
191¢ has been following the profes-
sion in loeal offices, including that of
the late G. Ernest Fairweather and F.
Neil Brodie.

Mr. Gillies has specialized more in
the construction phase of the profes-
sion, and upen his return from over-
seas, he having served with the 6th
Siege Battery during the late war, he
secured a position in the Saint John
Iron Works, Ltd., with the object of
perfecting himself in the design and
fabrication of structural steel. It was
after this experience that Mr. Gillies
joined the staff of F. Neil Brodie, who
used his ability along these lines in
the designing of the reinforced concrete
and structural stcel for all his more
recent buildings.

DR. MINER CALLED.

The first witness called was Doctor
W. M. Miner, who is manager and
treasurer of the Calais Hospital, where
the deceased, James Lord, was taken
on December 6 last, the day following
the shooting on Deer Island. The
doctor explained the condition of Lord
on admission to the hospital and the
position of the wound in his neck.
He had probed for bullet but could
not find it. It was later found by
X-ray. Lord showed slight rise in
temperature during his stay at the
hospital. After the X-ray picture he
located the bullet, an incision was
made and search made for the bullet,
but owing to hemorrhage and the con-
dition of the patient, the search had
to be discontinued.

The patient died on December 25
as a result of general septicaemia
caused by poison entering the chest
wall. The bullet was found at the
autopsy to be a .82 calibre' slightly
flattened.

. KNEW HE WOULD DIE.

At the afternoon session of the
court, Dr. Miner was cross-examined
by Mr. McNair, counsel for accused.
Witness stated the patient knew he
was going to die three or four days
before his death and he made a state-
ment to witness thirty-four hours be-
fore his death, while in hospital at
Calais, when he was fully conscious
of his approaching death and  was
without hope of recovery. 'Thé pa-
tient said he was very sick and he
would die game. At this time he
had a temperature of 104 and respira-
tion of 64. The doctor asked him if
he wanted a clergyman and Mr. Traf-
ton of the Baptist church was
called in.

PATIENT EXONERATED
JOHNSON.

Lord told Dr. Miner that he was
satisfied with what had been done
with the papers that had been signed
and the matter had been straightened
out that way; that he felt confident
that Mr. Johnson (the accused) would
not be blamed.

Island, but lived with his grand-
mother on Deer Island. The witness
said Lord was smeared with blood.
He dressed the wound and advised
taking Lord to hospital. He accom-
panied him to Calais hospital that day
and helped probe for the bullet, but
without success. Witness heard Lord
say to accused on December 6, at the
bedside, “I don’t blame you for this,
it was my fault” Court then ad-
journed.

Ruth goes. so go the Yankees, a by-
word of the diamond, which took root
in the greatest home run record of all
time, has come back with emphasis
this season to kindle the pennant hopes
of Miller Huggins.

National Hockey League
Meets For Third Time
In Month

ONTREAL, May 15—When the

National Hockey League meets
here today for the third time within a
month, it is expected that definite de-
cision will be reached regarding the
inclusion of Chicago and Detroit teams
into the circuit for competition in the
major league race of next winter.

The Harmon interests,
of the Illinois city, and the Hardy
group, from Michigan, made a strong
bid for the berths two weeks ago, and
it is said they have received the sup-
port of at least the New York Ameri-
cans for their requests.

New York Americans, headed by
Tom Duggan and Gene Gary, were
the lone opposition to the proposed ad-
ditions at the last meeting. Appa-
rently those favoring the admission of
Harmon in Chicago and the Hamlly
group in Detroit, are marshalling their
forces, as both syndicates will be rep-
resented here today and will make a
big bid for berths in the circuit. Those
favoring would not be opposed to Har-
mon and Hambly coming in the fol-
lowing season, if conditlons ' warrant
such a move. But they were opposed
at the last meeting to a too great ex-
pansion in any one ycar. The debate
today will largely develop avround
whether the two clubs, ore from ecach
of the two United Stales cities in ques-
tion, or the four clubs, twn from each
c'ty, should be admitted at the present
time.

Strike Caused Uncertainity Re-

the situation may have been straights-

ened out, and the threat to the thou-
sands of country-wide sweepstakes

centering on the derby have been re-

moved.

Trainers, of course, could not afford
to interrupt their preparations during
the strike, and they will have suffered
very little financial loss, being pro-
tected by contract with their employ-
crs. But the thousands of men—hos-
tlers, jockeys, apprentices and others—
making their living by the turf were
heavily hit by the abandonment of
racing during the strike. Outside a
favored few, in fact, the turfites were
worse off than the strikers, because
they had no society to look after their
interests.

LOUISVILLE, Ky., May 15—The

field of 164 colts, fillies and geld-
ings nominated last March for the
Kentucky Derby at Churchill Downs
today, narrowed down overnight to
17 crack colts. This number is ex-
pected to be reduced by several last
For the race at a
mile and a quarter, and carrying an
added purse of $50,000 and a gold cup,
the overnight entries are Pompey and
Bubbling Over, favorite  and second
choice, respectively. The other fifteen,
any one of whom might come through
the race to immortal fame, are: Boot
to Boot, Light Carbine, Rockman,
Bagenbaggage, Take A Chance, Blon-
din, Champ De Mars, Espino, Recol-
lection, Canter, Display, Bolton, Rasuli
Rhinock and Roycrofter.

Indications were for perfect weather
and track conditions today, instead of
the lowering skies that turned forth a
literal deluge of water last year. Ag
post time between 4.30 and 5 o'clock
Central Standard Time, approached, it
appeared that the track would be dry
and fast.

In the bright sunshine of the early
morning hours yesterday W. R. Coe's
Pompey, two-year-old champion of
last year and probable favorite for the
fifty-second running of the Kentucky
Derby Saturday afternoon, worked
such an impressive mile as to break
the solid ring of confidence centering
around E. R. Bradley’s sensational
Bubbling Over.

He hit the half in 0.473-5 and thg
three-quarters in 1.122-5. He alway«
kept out from the rail eight or ten
feet, which lengthened the distanca
somewhat, of course. His work simply
knocked the hard boots dizzy. Thae
venerable foreman of the Idle Hour
Farm, which is the name of E. R.
Bradley’s racing establishment, fairly
collapsed after he saw the manner in
which Pompey had finished his fine
mile.

Pompey was not drawing a long
breath when he pulled up. Previous to
today’s work many believed that Bub-
bling Over would be able to lose Pom-
pey during the first half mile of the
Derby, but hard boot opinion has
changed somewhat within the last few
hours. A horse that can practically
breezc a half mile in 0.473-5 is not
going to be lost even by the speedy
Bubbling Over.

And there is another thing about
Pompey. He is a bulldog. If he is
within striking distance of any horse
at the head of the stretch he will come
mighty close to picking him up in the
run home,
