CITY OF PORTUGAL

Port Has an Appeal for Seek-
er of Quaint and Individual

Places.

_Lisbon which newspapers dispatches
report in civil upheaval, has an appeal
for the seeker of quaint and individual
places, according to a bulletin from the
Washington, D. C., headquarters of the
National Geographical Society. The bul-
letin says:

The fact that
inhabitants of Lisbon were tolerant of
the dark Moorish invaders is evidenced
in the coloring of the crowds in the Lis-
bon streets today. The kindly influence
of the English Crusaders who ming-
led with the Portuguese masses left its
mark too, and has shown itself in the
friendly relation that have, practically
ever since, existed between the two na-
tions.

FIRST ATTEND T0
BAPTIST NEEDS

Matter of Co-operation in
Church Work,

Discussion at Southern Asso-
ciation Meeting in West
End This Morning—Some
Committees Appointed.

This morning’s session of the conven-
tion of the Southern Association of the
United Baptist church in New Bruns-
wick was held in Ludlow street Bap-

‘tist church with Rev. D. C. Clarke in
the chair. Upon the conclusion of a
devotional period conducted by Rev. L.
H. Crandall, the enrollment of delegates
took place. The constitution and by-
laws of the association was adopted as
this is the first convention since the
re-organization. A report of the Sun-
day school and Young People’s Work
was submitted- by Rev. C. T. Clarke
‘and various committees were appointed.

In connection with the Sunday school
and young people’s work, there was
considerable discussion about the co-op-
erative work of the churches in this
regard, and the general opinion appear-
ed to be in favor of attending first to
the Baptist schools and then when these
were, properly looked after, contributions
could be made to co-operative orgamza-
tion. A plan along these lines was sug-
gested by C. T. Clarke, but no definite
action -was taken.

In his report on the Sunday schools
and Young People’s Work, Rev. Mr.
Clarke said that sixty-five schools had
reported showing that 5,500 pupils were
enrolled. There were 632 teachers and
officers; 817 pupils in the cradle roll
and 196 in the home, department; and
thirty-eight were taking teachers’ cour-
ses. He reported that $1,326.31 had
been contributed to missions; $301.45
to the Sunday school board; and $4,-
640.46 for school purposes.

The report was considered very satis-
factory and was accepted but in con-
nection with it Rev. Dr. DeWolfe re-
ferred to the large amounts which were
contributed to the co-operative work
and expressed the opinion that more
should be given to the support of the
Baptist schools. :

Rev. S. S. Poole, the secretary of
the convention, thought there was too
‘much emphasis placed on the co-oper-
ative end while their own schools were
allowed to suffer. He thought the as-
sociation should take a decided stand
to support their own work first. Rev.
J. H. Jenner, expressed his agreement
with - these opinions and Rev. C. T.
Clarke suggested that the Sunday school
boards should look after the amounts
collected .and after attending to the
local wants, give the rest to the co-
operative board. No definite action was
taken and the matter was laid over for
further discussion.

The secretary read a letter from the
HistoricalnRecords Committee, which re-
quested that all records of the various
churches be-pleaced in a fire-proof vault
at Acadia Unpiversity. This was re-
ferred to the executive for further infor-
mation. The secretary reported that
the total increase of receipts for denom-
jnational work over the amount receiv-
ed last year was $967.47 and he was
of the opinion that this showed a heal-
thy growth, especially in the present
difficult times.

The nominating committee was chos-
en as follows: Rev. Dr. W. C. Grouch-
er, Rev. L. H. Crandall, and Rev.
David Thompson. The following com-
mittee on temperance was elected: Rev.
Dr. David Hutchinson and Rev. A. L.
Tedford. Committee on resolutions:
Rev. W. H. Johnson, Rev. A. Perry,
and Rev. Henry King.

The .convention adjourned at noon
until 2.80 o’clock this afternoon when
an address of welcome was to be read
and the election of officers take place,
