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Re-Trial of Tieper
- Brings “Not Guilty”

Charge Was Killing of His
Mother

Stuck to Story That It Was
Negro Highwayman Who
Took Her Life and That of
Other Son — Charge in
Brother’s Case Pending.

Buffalo, N. Y., May 83—The jury in
the case of John Edward Teiper this
morning returhed a verdict of not guilty.
The jury had been out since Friday
morning at 11.14. All of the nearly
seventy-one hours was spent in consider-
ing the evidence brought out at the re-
trial which, like the first trial, was based
on an indictment charging Tieper with
the murder of his mother, Mrs. Agnes
M. Tieper.

The murder of Mrs. Tieper and her
son Frederick occurred on the road be-
tween Orchard Park and Buffalo about
midnight on the evening of Sunday,
January 80, 1916, after a visit of-the
Tieper family to the home of John Ed-
ward in Orchard Park. ’

Two days later John Edward Tiéper
was arrested. At his trial the jury re-
turned a verdict of guilty of murder in
the first degree. Tieper was sentenced
to life imprisonment. A motion for a
aew. trial was argued before the appellate
division and on March 13, 1919, a re-trial
was ordered.

Tieper never deviated from the story
told to the police on the night of the
murder that the crime was committed by
a negro highwayman.

Spectators in the court cheered when
the jury foreman reported “not guilty”
to Justice Taylor. Tieper, after em-
bracing his wife, rushed to the jury box
and shook hands wit hthe jurymen. His
wife followed him, shaking hands with
cach juryman and thanking them. Coun-

<rl for Tieper at once moved for formal’

discharge.

An assistant district attornew, in the
absence of his chief,"Guy O. Moore, ex-
plained that another indickment charging
'fieper wit hthe murder of his brother
was pending. He su ed that Tieper
be remanded to jail for an hour until
Mr. Moore could be consulted. Justice
Taylor complied, adding that he would
admit Tieper to bail if counsel so de-

sived.

' ‘Messenger Was Killed
By Hired Assassin

Sensational Evidence in New
York Case

Murder on Refusal to Turn

*Over $178,000 in Stolen Se-

curities for $3,000 — Still
Searching for Arnstein.

New York, May 3—Evidence that Ben-
jamin Binkowitz, a bank messenger,
who was stabbed to death at Milford,
Conn., last August after he had dis-
appeared with $178,000 worth of stolen
securities, was killed by a hired assassin
because he refused to turn over the
securities for $3,000, was developed, it
was learned today, through information
obtained at secret hearings held before
United States Commissioner Alexander
Gilehrist here last month in connection
with a bankruptey case against Nicholas
Arnstein, a fugitive from justice.

Binkowitz was in hiding with friends
in an East Side tenement house. He is
alleged to have been lured from his hid-
ing place by the murderers, who induced
him to accompany them in a limousine
to Milford, where they said they had
a purchaser for the stolen bonds .

Binkowitz, according to the report,
went to a hotel in Milford, where he re-
mained for several days with the men
who were to kill him. The automobile
containing Binkowitz and the assassins
started through the Milford turnpike.
When about two miles from the town,
one of the assassins is alleged to have
pulled young Binkowitz from his seal,
while the other plunged a knife into his
back. He was then thrown out of tbe
car into a clump of bushes, where his
body was found three days later.

The murderers then are reported to
have stopped the car about a half mile
from the scene and to have walkyd back
to the body. The report says that

.| Binkowitz was still alive and put up a

hard struggle with the assassins, who
stabbed him upwards of two dozen times
before the death blow was administered.
The police are said to be in possessiom
of four stillettos with which he met his
death, as well as pistols found in one of
the hotel rooms occupied by the mur-
derers.

Arnstein, who is wanted by the police
as the “master mind” in securities thefts
exceeding one million dollars is still in
hiding. Police detectives are alleged to
have evidence that he is secreted on
some large estate not far from the
metropolitan district, but they have not
. been able to locate the exact hiding place.
- Advertisements were printed in local
p today offéring a reward of $2500
for arrest of Arnstein.

BIG GIFT TO INTERCHURCH,

Baptists Get $4,000000 From Laura
Spellman Rockefeller Fund,

New York, May 83—Among the con-
tributions to the drive of the Northern
Baptist convention for $100,000,000, which
is a part of the $336,777,572 sought by
the Interchurch World Movement, was a
qualified gift of $4,000,000 from the
Laura Spellman Rockefeller Memorial
Fund. Mrs. Laura Spellman Rockefeller
was the wife of John D. Rockefeller.

The new Rockefeller gift increased the
total of the Baptist fund to $30,056,068.
The total of the interchurch campaign,
including the Baptist, up to last Thurs-
day evening was $86,949,450.

The new Rockefeller gift brings the
total gifts from the Rockefeller family
to the Baptist movement up to $6,000,-
000.

The new $4,000,000 Rockefeller contri-
bution is half an outright gift and half
a conditional one. Of the $2,000,000
conditional, the first million will be
handed over when the fund reaches $62,-
000,000, and the second million when
it reaches $87,500,000.

DISTRESSING
SCENES IN WRECK
THAT KILLED 150

Bombay, April 29—(Associated Press)
—Extremely distressing and pathetic
scences were enacted in the train wreck
on the Oudh and Rohilkh railway, east
of Delhi, on Saturday, when 150 pas-
sengers were either killed or burned to
death. Only a few of the large number
of women and children on the trains
escaped burning, while there were only
three survivors of three Hindu marriage |
parties. As a result of the collision the
gas installation caught fire and the flames |
spread rapidly.

The uninjured Indians fled terror-
stricken to the jungle. Those remain-
ing watched helplessly while the scream-
ing victims slowly roasted to death.
The medical arrangements aboard the
train were totally inadequate to give
necessary assistance. Several British
subjects aboard escaped injury. After
the accident spools of molten silver were .
found in the vicinity, resulting from the
melting of the hoards of rupees many
Indians carry about with them. °

Harbor.

Owing to increasing demands upon
harbor facilities the  question of con-
tinued control by the city has bcen a
live issue for the last two years. Negotia-
tions have been carried on between the
city and the federal government which
have resulted in the placing of an act
upon the statute books giving the city
the opportunity of handing its interests
over to a commission to be appointed by
the government, if upon reference to a
plebiscite the decision of the citizens
should be favorable.

Opposition to this plan has developed,
a large number of citizens being of the
opinion that the price offered is insuffi-
cient and further that no definite policy
as to the manner in which the port is
to be utilized and developed by the gov-
ernment has been announced.
