Chicago; I1L, Jul* 10—Meat prices will 
rise above the record figures of recent 
years, despite the huge grain crop, pack­
ing house reports today asserted. They 
say that the present ■yewelty of cattle 
and the effect o< dry weather on graz­
ing lands will inore than offset the 
enormous grain yield.

A beef price of sixteen cents to the 
butcher was predicted as an.early pos­
sibility, and it was said by one packing 
house man that cattle even now are 
higher than for sometime. Scarcity of 
grass-fed cattle was referred to as one 
cause for the predicted advance.

The dry summer in the west last 
year Is the chief cause of the present 
scanty supply on the hoof, 
factor is that the demand for meat ex­
ceeds the supply.

Volunteers Accord Military 
Honors To Leader Washington, D. C., July 10—With 

mediation proceedings at a standstill, 
interest ip the Mexican situation today 
was focussed on developments in the 
Constitutionalists’ military campaign, 
that reached a climax in capture of 
Guadaljara, the second largest city in 
the republic.

While dispatches from General Obre­
gon, who led the latest revolutionary 
triumph, asserted that few of his men 
had been killed or wounded, official 
Constitutionalist reports from El Paso 
stated that information received there 
asserted that losses had been “numer­
ous” on both sides.

From Guadaljara, Obregon intends to 
hurl his troops against Mexico City.
Doubt was expressed whether the army 
would be given any rest before beginning 
the crucial assault of the revolution.
Needed ammunition immediately would 

‘be supplied, it was said. Railroad facili­
ties for the movement to Mexico City, a 
distance of about 800 miles, were ade­
quate, Constitutionalists’
Washington declared, although resistance 
by the Fédérais at some points on the 
route was anticipated.

How Villa would figure in the 
ment against Mexico City, was a matter 
of much speculation. His troops, which 
had aided in the capture of Zacatecas, 
still were proceeding northward into forces numbered 10,000 men.

CORBET’S Letter From Real Estate Firm To 
Board of Trade

The board of trade staff has been 
looking into the question of housing in 
view of its intimate association with the 
industrial and other problems with 
which the board from time to time is 
called upon to deal with.

Messrs. Allison & Thomas, real es­
tate firm, in a letter to the secretary on 
this point, allude to the importance of 
the housing problem and say it is one 
that is well worthy of consideration by 
the board. .

“What you say in regard to the num­
ber of people looking for suitable houses 
is quite true,” remarks the writer of the 
letter, “because in our office alone we 
*have the names of about 150 clients who 
are looking for places to live. Of course, 
we also have a great number of houses 
for sale, but it seems. very difficult to 
get the buyers and sellers together.”

Messrs. Allison & Thomas say that 
they believe “the greatest need at the I 
present time in St. John is to do some­
thing earnest along the lines of town 
planning. We believe that a proper 
plan of the cityx should be made by an 
expert,^showing certain portions of the 
city suitable for residential purposes, 
other portions for retail business and 
others for manufacturing purposes and 
so on; also laying out the main traffic 
streets or trunk lines and providing such 
in any new districts. We believe that if 
this were done it would be a great stim­
ulus for people to build rêally good 
houses, as they would then have no fear 
of a deterioration in their values, but, 
on the contrary, would be assured of a 
permanent increase in value.

“We also believe that the board of 
trade should take a greater interest in 
the city’s streets, many of which are cer­
tainly a disgrace to a city of our size 
and importance.

His administration 
Of the railways department was very 
successful, and his thorough knowledge 
of Intercolonial Railway ^affairs made 
him a most valuable critic of govern­
ment policy after he 'had ■ retired from 
office.

DR. HODGETTS’ ADDRESS.
It was a wise decision when the Cana­

dian Medical Association- decided that at 
its annual convention one evening at 
least should be given up to an address 
of a general character dealing with pub­
lic health problems. St. John was par­
ticularly fortunate in having as the 
speaker of last evening Dr. Hodgetts, 
the medical advisor of the Commission 
of Conservation, and to have 4iim deal 
with questions which are of such great 
importance, with the eminent knowledge 
and ability he brings to the performance 
of all his tasks. The whole question of 
Dominion organization in relation to 
health and health departments has nev­
er before been so clearly placed before 
the people of this city, and Dr. Hod­
getts1 audience could not fail to see that 
the plan he outlined was the right plan 
in the interests of public health in Can­
ada. With regard' to the need of vital 
statistics, the speaker was compelled to 
note the fact that New Brunswick is in 
this respect behind all other provinces in 
Canada, and his remark should stimu­
late the provincial authorities to take 

No doubt the members of theaction.
Medical Association will press this mat­
ter, not only in relation to New Bruns­
wick, but in relation to the compila­
tion of accurate vital statistics for the 
whole Dominion; but the general public 
are chiefly interested, and should active­
ly support the Association in its plea.

In dealing with the milk supply, the 
most striking illustration given by Dr. 
Hodgetts was that presented by the 
Quebec health authorities, showing that 
out of ten children fed on bottled milk 
only one lived to enter its second year. 
In his view there should be municipal­
ization of milk supply, just as there is 
of water supply, so far as its reception 
and distribution is concerned, 
proposition is no doubt in advance of 
public sentiment at the present time, but 
communities are unquestionably moving 
in that direction, because they realize 
how much a pure milk supply has to do 
with the conditions of health,__ and es­
pecially the health of children.

We recognize in St. Jon the need of 
vaccination, and every child attending 
school must first show a certificate of

This

vaccination. Belief y> the importance of 
such a course was strengthened by the 
remarkable illustrations given by Dr. 
Hodgetts in the course of his remarks 
on this branch of his subject.

Touching the matter of medical in­
spection of school children, he would 
have that work done under the direction 
of public health officials, and would not 
set up a separate organization under 
control of the school authorities for that 
purpose. It is to be regretted that 
though we have the authority for medi­
cal inspection no provision has as yet 
been made to apply and carry out the 
law in St. John.

One of the most interesting to St. 
Jphn people of the questions discussed 
by Dr. Hodgetts was of course that of 
housing. The illustrations thrown on 
the screen showed in a very vivid man­
ner the danger there is of over-crowding 
in the cities by having old single family 
bouses converted into tenements for sev­
eral families, and the pictures also sliow- 

eed that we already have in the large 
Canadian cities slum conditions almost 
if not quite as serious as those which 
trouble the older cities of the United 
States and the mother country- This 
question of housing is to be further dis­
cussed by the Community Council next 
Thursday evening, and those who heard 
the address and saw the illustrations

J. C. Waters, of Ottawa, president of 

the Dominion Federation of Labor and 
official .representative of the federation 
in the galleries of the house of com­
mons at Ottawa, arrived in town yes­
terday and is registered at the Dufferin. 
To a Telegraph reporter, Mr. Waters 
explained that his business in St. John 
was mostly of a general nature, that is 
to say, educational and that of organ­
ization. The educational part would 

; coflsist briefly of reporting to the differ­
ent unions on the work of himself and 
of the other gentlemen who had been 
appointed to superintend the sessions of 
the different provincial and federal leg­
islative bodies, keeping an eye on all 
legislation that might affect the Federa­
tion of Labor in part or as a whole. Mr. 
Waters said that he would speak along 
these lines at meetings held by the dif­
ferent unions and also that a public 
meeting would likely be held at which 
he would also speak.

Speaking of the approaching meetings 
of the Dominion Trades and Labor Con­
gress to be held in this city in Septem­
ber, beginning on the 21st, He stated that 
the bulk of the programme was in the 
hands of the local council. In the Con­
vention Call, which is the official notice 
of the convention, there were various 
topics for discussion mentioned but that 
such programme need not necessarily be 
adhered to as it was the privilege of any 
union or any member to introduce any 
subject that was believed fitting. The 
topics laid down for discussion this year 
included such subjects as the Eight 
Hour Day, Alien Labor Law, Old Age 
Pensions, Pensions for Dependent Moth­
ers, Widows and Orphans, and the dis­
cussion of some amendments to Indus­
trial Disputes Investigation Act.

In relation to the Alien Labor law, 
Mr- Waters explained that it was felt by 

1 the supporters of organized labor that 
! the present law was far from perfect, 
insomuch as its present operation was 
only directed against one other country, 
namely, the United States. Under its

Ever since the days of the Puritan 
Fathers men have talked and planned 
for a canal across Cape Cod and their 
dreams are about to be realized by the 
opening of a magnificent waterway on 
July 4. During the days of George 
Washington a survey was made, hut no­
thing further was done. In 1860 the 
legislature of Massachusetts published 
an exhaustive report setting forth the 
feasibility of a waterway across the 
cape, and giving details as to routes 
and cost, but again the project fell 
through.

“Have we not, in striving for a pure 
milk supply, merely played into the 
hands of large corporations and, with­
out assuring to the. public generally a 
pure milk supply at the minimum cost, 
given the corporations the opportunity 
to juggle with prices while playing with 
names?” he asked.

“Milk is a necessity of life, nay more, 
it is a weapon for death and the means 
of the slaughter of the innocents. It is 
the most subtle food commodity that we 
have because of its inherent. principles, 
the method of its production, collection, 
storage and distribution, yet the only 
attempt made so far by sanitarians and 
veterinarians has been along the lines of 
inspection of dairy cattle and dairies and 
the examination of milk samples.

“In regard to milk, we are like the citi­
zens of the populous city who are de­
pendent upon individual wells for their 
water supply—we have not got beyond 
this point except in some few instances 
where the supply of milk is mainly in 
the hands of a large corporation whose 
officials after a few years as monopolists 
glide around our streets in costly mo­
tors, live in sumptuous houses, while the 
people are paying ail kinds of prices for 
all kinds of milk.

One of the most important addresses 
yet delivered at the medical convention 
was given last evening at a largely at­
tended publie meeting in the Armory, 
by Dr. Charles A. Hodgetts, M. D., L.

. R. C. P., D. P. H. In his address, Dr. 
Hodgett paid particular attention to the 
housing problem and to that of the 
necessity of more rigid control of the 
public milk supply. His remarks were 
listened to with deep attention by the 
large audience present.

“The nationalizing of our health wgrk 
is not as difficult as at first sight would 
appear,” he said. “For this purpose the 
federal government should create a de­
partment of health. The desired end 
would be secured if the director-general 
of public health were given full power 
to organize the department, and if he 
be placed under one of the present cabi­
net ministers whose department is not 
as large as that to which he is now at­
tached and in which he is swamped. 
Perhaps better results would be obtained 
in this manner than by placing health 
under a separate cabinet minister whose 
chief qualification for the office would be 
political rather than medical. Indeed the

"It would be the highest piece of folly 

to think that these conditions were only 
of a temporary nature, for it is evident 
that with the immense capital of over 
$1,250,000,000 already invested in manu­
factories, that the number of factory 
employes will very materially increase, 
and with the accompanied scarcity of 
housing accommodation there must of 
necessity follow the overcrowding. Thus 
we are repeating the mistakes of Great 
Britain and Germany, particularly the 
latter country, Where,- in some centres, 
127 of every 1,000 dwellings contain six 
or more persons per room. And already 
the evil results are becoming apparent.

“It is not my intention to weary you 
by a lengthy discussion of the unsanitary 
conditions to be seen in every large city 
and, unfortunately, in every progressive 
town in Canada, the exhibition of a few 
lantern slides will suffice. We must ac­
cept the fact that we have, right here 
in Canada, of our own making, just such 
conditions as have resulted disastrously 
to the people of older countries and are, 
now being felt in the United States as 
affecting the health and moral of the 
people.

“The people of Canada must be wise 
and accept the faet that overcrowding 
is one of the principal causes leading to 
the deterioration of physique. The opin­
ion of the housing commissioner of Eng­
land upon this question was that the 
general deterioration of the health of the 
people is n worse feature of overcrowd­
ing even than the encouragement by it 
of infectious diseases. It has the effect 
of reducing their stamina and thus pro­
ducing consumption and diseases aris­
ing from general debility of the system, 
whereby life is shortened.

“It was the South African war which 
stimulated the people of England into 
activity as to the need for better houses 
and towns, and the results of an awak-

7people might be better served with a 

layman as minister provided the depart­
ment is placed in charge of an efficient 
sanitarian.

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British Bench and Bar Will Pay 
to Sir Edward Clarke, as Head 
of the Legal Professioa in Eng" 
land, a Tribute Previonsly Ac­
corded to Only Two Men

(Times Sped*! Correspondence) 
London, June 27—One of England’s 

greatest lawyers and parliamentarians : 
* and the acknowledged head of the legal 

profession in this country is about to j 
retire from the practice of law, as lie 
retired from the political arena a few 
years ago. This is Sir Edward Clarke, 
K. C., who began life as a boy-clerk in 
a jewelry shop, and could have been 
Lord Chief Justice of England had he 
eared to quit the bar for the bench, and

!

Sir Edward Clark
who, on his retirement, will be paid by 

,r the most distinguished members of his 
pltofession to which he belonged a tri­
bute that previously has been paid to 
only two men.

Sir Edward Clarke, who is within a 
few months of completing his fiftieth 
year at the bar, and whose income is 
said to be not less than $160,000 a year, 
will retire from practice at the close of 
the so-called Trinity Sessions and on July 
17 will be entertained at dinner by the 
bench and the bar in Lincoln’s Inn Hall. 
The lord chancellor will preside over this 
gathering of the flower of the legal pro­
fession in Great Britain, and it is likely 
that both the prime minister and Sir 
Edward Carson, dropping their political 
feud for the moment, also will be pres­
ent, not to mention the lord chief justice, 
the master of the rolls and a host of 
other legal luminaries.

Only twice before has a member of 
the English bar been so honored. The 
first was in 1883, when the late Judah 
P. Benjamin, a famous queen’s council- j 
lor of American birth, was entertained 
in the Inner Temple Hall, and the sec­
ond when Herbert Henry Asquith, the 
present premier, was feted in the same 
hall in celebration of his appointment to 
the highest executive office in the land. 
At the last mentioned feast, the toast 
of the evening was proposed by Sir Ed- ; 
ward Clarke ,to whom, in the course o j 
his reply, Premier Asquith paid a line ; 
tribute. “I have always felt,” he said in 
conclusion, “that there is no one among 
our contemporaries whom I should 
readily advise a young man entering the 
professional arena to look to as a model, 
whether of temper, of method, or style, 
or of the whole art of advocacy.”

That this tribute was deserved was 
generally acknowledged, though Sir Ed­
ward lias not been without enemies, and 
powerful ones at that. One of them was 
Joseph Chamberlain, whose tariff re­
form policy Sir Edward criticised bit­
terly and who drove the great lawyer, 
temporarily, from the Unionist party. 
It is doubtful, too, whether Algernon 
Charles Swinburne liked the frankly ex­
pressed opinion of Sir Edward, no mean 
literary critic, that the former’s “Rosa­
mund” should be burned, nor Rudyard 
Kipling his dictum that “Stalkey & Co., 
was a disgrace to modern literature,” but 
among lawyers the great advocate has 
naught but enthusiastic admirers.
Made $500 In First Year

Taken all in all, the commercial annals 
of this country contain few stories of 
self-made men to match the hundred 
and one that have come from the other 
side of the Atlantic, but that Sir Edward 
Clarke certainly may be claimed as one 
of these few. We have, for example, one 
picture of him as a boy-assistant, who 
slept under the counter of his father’s 
shop in King William street, bringing 
down the paternal wrath on himself by 
his avowed intention of quitting the 
business. And then we have another of 
him, not only as a prodigiously success­
ful lawyer but also as a victorious par­
liamentary candidate, taking his seat in 
the House of Commons, while his father 
aged eighty, and his little son watched 
him delightedly in the gallery.

In the interim Sir Edward had been 
a “writer” in the India Office and a 
stenographer in the press gallery of the 
House of Commons, and meanwhile had 
succeeded in winning the Tancred law 
scholarship.

He was admitted to the bar in 1864, 
and during his first twelve months as a 
barrister made just under $600. In less 
than thirteen years, however, he had 
brought his income up to $15,000. Of his 
beginnings, as well as of his later tri­
umphs, many interesting stories are told. 
Here is one. In his father’s shop he was 
employed all day in cleaning the silver 
and now and then looking after a cus­
tomer. To one of these young Clarke 
confided that he hoped to be a lawyer 
some day. The customer held up his 

v hands in horror. “I have been a lawyer 
for twenty years,” said lie, “and it’s a 
starving game.”

AS HIE SLAVES
Ten Members of New York 

Gang, One of Them a Woman, 
Indicted

.

New York, 'Jùly 10—That at least 
fifty girls hive teen lured from their 
homes and held prisoners by a gang of 
white slave dealers who made their head­
quarters. In the Bronx and Westchester 
counties; that these girls have been de­
livered at $10 « head by agents and 
then sold as so mu - • cattle, was some of 
the testimony gi\ 
the Bronx grand jury.

The testimony followed 
down of indictments against nine men 
and one woman on evidence given by 
Mrs. Delia Neal 1 y Hanson, a Bridge­
port widow, who was found almost 
crazed by abuse and Beating in a house 
in East 164th street, after having been 
a prisoner of the gang for several weeks.

In addition to the ten true bills three 
secret indictments were found against 
a. man said to be the leader of the gang, 
and two other members, all three of 
whom are at large.

Mrs. Hanson was taken from Lebanon 
Hospital on a stretcher to testify before 
the grand jury. The woman told of hav­
ing been lost in New York, drugged, 
robbed and made prisoner, and she 
further into the operation of the dealers 
in women and girls.

She told of having seen a county offi­
cial in the Porchester saloon of Fran­
cesco Machilotti, who is under arrest. 
According to her statement she was a 
prisoner for a time in Machiiotti’s place 
and the detectives say it was one of the 
white slave stations. The woman, ac­
cording to District Attorney Martin, 
said this county official frequently was 
a visitor there, and she added that one 

got $10 a month for protecting the 
white slave station from police interfer­
ence.

Police Judge Louis C. Lewin of Port- 
chester, who sat at the hearing in Feb­
ruary last when Machilotti and James 
IFAnm were arraigned on charges of 
running a disorderly resort, and dis­
charged both defendants, putting the 
costs of the hearing $10 on the complain­
ant, also testified before the grand jury.

PhilBpo Biele also was arrested. Mr. 
Martin said Biele was in a coffee house 
at 225 East 149th street when an agent 
of the white slavers received $10 for de­
livering Mrs. Hanson to the gang. The
