TIE OPINIONS OF PROMINENT CITI-
ZENS ON THE SUBJECT.

That has been Long Delayed.

When a Gazerre reporter asked Hon.
Wm. Pugsley why he favored putting the
harbor in commission, that gentleman
answered : I favor harbor commission
L Jarge imprc tsare urgently
required in the harbor in order to accom-
modate the business which I believe will
come here if proper facilities are pro-
vided. From the fact thatalmost nothing
has so far been done to provide these
facilities, I have come to the conclusion
that unless the harbor is put into com-
mission it will be many years before the
necessary facilities will be provided. If
the citizens of St. John decide to put the
harbor in commission it will be a declar-
ation on their part that they are deter-
mined that the improvements shall be

| made without delaws. and. the i

sion are furnished by the act of 1882 with
ample power and provided with
the necessary funds for carrying them
out. Nothing could show , more clearly
the necessity for a change in the man-
agement of the harbor than the fact that
although it has been gradually filling up
and that there is no harbor in which
the -necessity for a dredging is more
urgently felt than here, yet ‘the Council
have taken no steps to meet this urgent
need.

I
know that whilst Mr. Mr Van Horne's
opinion would be that the city had
better go to work and make the improve-
ments itself, if that could not be
done by the city he is in favor of a com-
mission to do it, his objective point being
that we cannot hope tosecure the large
trade that could be brought here unless
we provide the proper facilities. He has
been wrongly quoted as speaking against
the scheme for he said, “Don’t put your
harbor in commission, if you can make
the improvements yourselves,” but he
strongly believes that it would be better
to-have the improvements carried out at
once by a commission than to delay the
matter longer.’

«It is my opinion that if the harbor is
put-in commission we could always get
dredging done and receive other aid in
grants etc., which we would otherwise
have to do without. This would be the
case no matter what government was in
power as the commission is an establish-
ed institution that is not changing every
year and no matter which sideisin pow=
er it is to t heir inferest to improve and
assist by every means to énlarge its bus-
iness and bring trade to the port.
EXPERIENCE AND SCIENTIFIC MANAGEMENT.

Dr. Silas Alward said, “I favor harbor
commission b , being a per t
body the commissioners would be en-
abled to give better attention to the re-
quirements of the port and acquire greater
experience than could possiblybe done un-
der the management of the Common Coun~
cil, which is subject to so many changes.
No great risk would berun in the change.
The commissioners would be in a posi=
tion to make the matter a study, and
would rapidly acquire a thorough know-
ledge of the requirements and having
the means to do it could handle the har-
bor in a scientific manner and in the
best interests of the city.”

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MUCH ADO ABOUT NOTHING.

The Telegraph publishes today with a
great flourish of trumpets a report which
was prepared by Hurd Peters,C E, sever-
al months’ago on the state of the harbor.
The Telegraph accuses Ald. Peters,
chairman of a certain commitiee
of the Common Council, of with-
holding this report, but if so Ald. Robert-
son, who was also a member of the com-
mittee,must be joined in the same charge,
and yet he will hardly be accused
of withholding a  report in
order to improve the chances
of carrying the Harbor Commission
scheme. The  truth-of the matter no
doubt is that the report was not consider-.
ed by the committee to be of any \alue,
and that it did not contain any informa- |
tion not hefore available to the Common
Council. It certainly was not half as
complete in regard to the knowledge of
the harbor it contained as the article
published ten days ago in the Gazerre,
which was prepared from information ob-
tained from these who know the harbor
thoroughly.

The following extract from the  report

,is the only portion of it that is of the

slightest value, and the figuresin it were
furnished.to Mr.-Peters by Harbor mos-
ter Taylor who took the necessary sound-
ings.

For vessels drawing 22 feet there are
six wharves, viz.: Intercolonial Rail-
way wharf, Reed’s Point wharf, Pier,
Pettingill wharf, McLeod’s wharf, on the
east side, and the Adams wharf and the
S.x:]nd Point railway wharf, on the west
side.

For vessels drawing 23 feet there are
two wharves, viz.: McLeod’s on the
castern side, the Sand Point wharf,
Carleton, which latter will receive vessels
drawing 27 or even 30 feet.

These soundings agree with those
given by Trie Gazerre in  the article al-
ready referred to,but what do they show;
that St John has just two wharves at
which a steamer drawing 23 feet of water
can lie and neither of them belong to the
city of St. John, one the Sand Point
wharf being the property of the govern-
ment of Canada and the other, the
MeclLeol or Custom House wharf, which
is in the hands of a private owner. The
first named of these wharves would no
donbt be transferred by the government
to the harbor commissioners, but to make
it available it would have to be much ex-
tanded, it being too shoii except for a
small steamer, and it being without any
warehouse upon it. The McLeod wharf
has only a face cf about eighty feet and
is therefore, utterly useless for a steam-
ship in its present condition, and hasbe-
sides no railway connexion. To talk of
these two wharves in their present state
fulfilling the functions of TUeep water
wharvyes for ocean steamships is a rank
absurdity.

The other five wharyes which have 22
feet of water may be very readily disposed
of. The Intercolonial wharf belongs to the
government of Canada. The Reed’s Point
wharf is occupied by the International
Steamship Company, except the small
portion at which the Yarmouth boat lies
which is too short for an ocean steamship,
having only a face of about 120 feet. The
Pier will accomodate one steamship 320
feet long, but it has no railway connex-
ions. The face of this wharf, which is
crooked, is a good sample of the engineer
ing gkill of Mr. Hurd Peters. The
Pettingill wharf will require an expendi-
ture of $20,000 to make it available for
a steamship 300 feet long, and even then
it will be without railway connexion.
The Adams wharf has neither railway
connexion nor warehouse and in fact
cannot be reached in its present condition
without the use of & boat. So much for
the wharves which Mr. Peters thinks
sufficient to do the winter port business
of 8t. John.

Every school boy in town will lau_b at
the ideas Mr. Engineer Peters makes
public as to the work necessary to be
done to make 8t. John harbor what it
ought 1w be. He recommends an
expenditure  of $12,000 for the
purpose of closing the Pettingill
slips, $5,000 for a warehouse and $10,-
000 for dredging or $27,000. This, accord-
ing to his own showing, will give accomeo-
dation for one more steamship. He thinks
that it may be desirable hereafter to re-
pair Reed’s Point wharf at a cost of $20,-
000, and to build an addition to it. 300
feet long and 60 feet wide, with two faces
at a cost of £30,000, besides $10,000 for a
warechonse and $15,000 for dredging.

This, he thinks, would make room for
two more steamships. In regard to this
it may be said that  this

of revenues which last year amounted to
$2.303.76. It is doubtful if the wharf at
Reed’s Point which Mr. Peters suggests
could be built for double his estimate.

The improvements which Mr. Peters
suggests he thinks would accommodate
three more steamships, and they would
cost, according to his estimate
$117,000, = including an elevator
which he figures at $15,000. But all
these improvements would depend for
their value on the good will of the gov-
ernment from whom railway connexion
would have to be had,and they utterly ig-
nore Carleton,which most people believe is
more favorably situated for ocean steam-
ship business than the East side. The
range of vision of Mr. Peters is strictly
limited to the small area bounded on the
south by Reed’s Point and on the north
by the Pettingill property.

If we were to accept Mr. Peters asa
guide the city would have to ex-
pend $117,000, in addition to $120,000
for street purposes in Carleton and Port-
land, a total of $237,000 without any sub-
stantial addition to its"harbor facilities.
But by accepting harbor #fnmission we
will reduce "our net indebtedness by
$350,000 instead of increasing it by $237,-
000, a difference of $617,000 in favor'of
the harbor commission, which may ap-
pear nothing to men like Mr. Peters who
have the spending of the money, but
which will seem rathera largeitem to
those who have to pay the taxes.

ABOUT THE CITY DEBT.

The Telegraph endeavored to make a
a point against Harbor Commission on
Wednesday morning by stating that the
$500,000 received from the sale of the
harbor, can not be applied to the re-
demption of the old city debt for some
years. The article was based'’6ti the
statement of a correspondent who 'Fave
the dates on which certain portions ofthe
old city debt falls due, and then went on
to calculate that if these bonds
run to maturity at 6 per cent. interest
and the city only receives 4 per cent. for
the ginking fund investments, there
would be aless tothe city of $82,000.
But even admitting this to bea true
statement of the case, which it is not, it
would still be desirable to place the har-
bor in commission. Since 1882 the own-
ership of the harbor has ' cost the city
$105,400. .

The statistican who furnished the
Telegraph with the figures has not been
favored with a copy of the city accounts
for the present year or he would never
have published his letter. For in-
stance this ignorant or untruthful person
places the old city debt at $334,303, in-
stead of which this debt amounted to
$408,568.68 at the close of last year.
Deducting the bonds] paid off .in June
last the present total of the old city debt
is $405,368.68.

The Telegraph is therefore out the
neat sum of $70,565 in its calculations.
This omission miay have been accidental
but the whole course of the Telegraph,
during the harbor commission contro-
versy has been so palpably dishonest
and startlingly mendacious,that we must
believe this omission was made for
the . express puzpose of dgeexvmg the

thonsnnd ' ‘dollars _ is  held in
the sinking fund ; that [is the chamber-
lain ' has redeemed within the pastfew
years $70,565 of old city debt 6 per cent.
bonds with monies from the sinking funds
and put these bonds in as securities. In-
asmuch as the city holds these bonds the
interest on them will be stopped instant-
ly the harbor goes into commigsion.
This will effect a saving of $2,822.60 for
interest alone and we would still have
the $500,000 in cash.

During 1891 and 1892 no less than $39,
230 of old city debt falls due and if this
were paid off there would be a farther
saving of interest of $2,353,80 or in two
years a total saving of interest of §5,176,
40. In the meantime the old city debt
would have been reduced from $405,36S,
68 to $295,573,68, while to meet this there
would be $460,770 of the cash received
from the harbor still on hand unex-
pended.

The reason for the mendacity of the
Telegraph is easily seen when it is shown
that in 1892 the interest on the remainder
of the old city debt will only be
$16,834.38 while at 4 per cent. the
sinking fund would realize $18,430.80
or a net gain for the city of $1,596,42. a
somewhat different showing from the
Telegraph’s lying figures.

We are not driven, however, to
manipulate the debt after this fashion.
Many of the old city debt bonds contain
a clause by which they may be redeemed
“on or before” the date mentioned there-
in and as the Act of Assembly under
which they were issued gives the
Common Council power to make
any contract they choose with
the bondholders there is mnot the
slightest doubt that these bonds can be
called in at any time when the city is in
funds sufficient to pay them, That there
may be no mistaking what is meant we
give below a copyof an old city debt
i@nd omitting the names:

There is not a dollar of
sinking fund to meet a large part of this
debt and no means of paying it except by
refunding so that the city would reap the
advantage by being able to buy up its
own debt, as it would with the money
from the sale of iis harbor in its treasury.

Moderate heat, monotony of sound
and darkness tend to make one sleepy.
The only effect of darkness is to shut out |
external objects and thus assist in quiet
ing the mind. The notion that sleep ob-
tained in the daytime is not beneficial
has no reason to support it. Sleep is
sleep, and if one can sleep soundly and
well in the day time it serves the same
purpose as sleep obtained at night. But
few people can do this on account of the

light and noise. Hence the old but er-
roneous idea that only sleep at night
could thoroughly rest and recuperate the
body dnd mind after theirlabors: This
is abundantly proven in the case of in-
fants and convalescents. Both aleep in
the day time equally as well as at night,
and both grow more while sleeping than
while awake.

Cool, fresh air is the best to slgep in.
Extreme heat and closeness of the air
tend to prevent sleep,as does profuse
perspiration. The teeth should be well
cleaned and the mouth rinsed before
going to sleep. After all these necessary
rules have been observed, and still sleep
refuses to come at tho bidding of the
pleading eyelids, one may be sure they
are suffering from insomnia, and should
seck to induce sleep by any means. But
how to do this has been the question
with many, and physicians are called in
and soothing potions taken, all of which
will fail innine cases out of ten. But
what, then, is to be done? This is what
thousands of sleepless persons have
asked. ‘There are many suro and siraple
remedies.

The most celebrated remedy was that
of a Mr. Gardner, of England. It was
known to tho entire reading world about
thirty years ago, but having been out of
print in recent years only older people
remember it. Physicians who make a
specialty of nervous diseases are familiar
with it, and recommend it in nearly all
cases where a patient suffers from in-
somnia.

Mr. Gardner was a man of wealth and
culture, and had ave¢umulated a number
of remedies, such as for allaying thirst
where liquids could not be procured, for
temporarily appeasing the pangs of
hunger, and for improving the eyesight
by various ingeniously contrived glasses.
He became a great sufferer from insom-
nia, caused by an injury to his spine
from falling out of a chaise.

The sufferer who wishes to sleep
must lie on his right side, with his head
placed comfortably on the pillow, hav-
ing his neck straight, so that respira
tion will not be hindered in the least.
The lips are thento be closed slightly
and a full inspiration taken, breathing
through tho nostrils only if possible,
The full inspiration taken, the lungs are
to be left to their own action. Attention
must now be fixed upon the respiration.
The person must imagine that he sees
the breath pass from his nostrils in a
continuous stream, like steam from an
exhaust pipe. The instant he brings his
mind to conceive that he thus sees his
breath, and grasps this idea apart from
all others, consciousness leaves him and
he falls aslecp. If this method does not
at once succeed it is to be persevered in,
and, if properly carried out, is believed

to be infallible. It is founded on the

principle that monotony or the influence
on the mind of a single idea induces
sleep.—Chicago Times.
