It will be seen by the above that Dock 
and Mill streets are included as parts of 
the great business thoroughfare and that 
the paving of these streets as well as 
Main street was properly provided for 
by the union act. The whole length of 
Main street from the public wharf at 
Indiantown to Mill street at Paradise 
Row junction is 5,780 feet, just 500 feet 
more than one mile. From the junction 
of Mill and Main streets along Mill and 
Dock to the Market square is 1,800 feet 
more, making the total length of the 
thoroughfare 7,500 feet or almost a mile 
and a half.

The work of grading these streets will 
be quite a heavy job, as in some places 
there will be considerable filling to 
level up the hollows and at other portions 
the tops of the hills will need cutting 
down some, so that satisfactory grades 
can be obtained. The laying of the 
curbing stones will probably be the first 
part of the work to be done after the 
grades are fixed, and then little can be 
done in the way of preparing for the 
pavement until the Gas company finish 
putting down the;

The contrac­
tors for supplying the curbing are Messrs. 
McNeill and Connell. The contract calls 
for 12,000 lineal feet of granite curbing 7 
inches in thickness, not less than 18 
inches deep, having a dressed face on 
top of not less than 7£ inches, and not 
less than 4 feet in length, the price being 
43 cents per lineal foot The granite is 
being obtained at the Spoon Island quar­
ries and one woodboat scow load has al­
ready been delivered along the sides of 
Dock and Mill streets. Some of the stones 
are about 13 feet long.
OfcDock street and Mill street to the rail­
way crossing will be paved with cedar 
blocks. The contracts call for sound cedar 
blocks 6 inches long not less than 4 
inches and not more than 8 inches in 
diameter, free from bark and all knots 
or excrescences that would prevent them 
fitting cloeely together, and all to be cat 
between November 1st and February 1st 
J. W. Hargrove of Musquash is to supply 
enough to pave 4,000 square yards, and 
Mr. Clark of Salisbury is to furnish 
blocks for 5,000 square yards ot the cedar 
pavement at 33 cents per yard.

Mr. Peters, by whom the packages were 
addressed is an old and efficient clerk in 
the employ of the firm and he feels his 
position keenly.

POINTS ABOUT THE NYES.the civil service. There is reason to be­
lieve that several cases of severe illness 
and others of death among those attend­
ing the Normal school were directly 
chargeable to the delicate or enfeebled 
condition of those, who, with ambition 
beyond their strength, sought to qualify 
themselves as teachers. Like occurrences 
will, as far as practicable, be avoided by 
the rule now adopted.

It is quite'!rue that the teaching pro­
fession is an arduous calling; but that 
does not prevent many persons who are 
not strong, and who could not obtain 
such a certificate as the-new rule re- 
qiiitea, from engaging in it There are 
teachers even in the city of Frededction, 
right under the noses of the Boarif of 
Education, whom no physician could 
describe as enjoying general good health 
yet who have been successful and 
eflicient"teaehers for many years. Many 
young women become teachers owing to 
death having deprived them of their 
parents and compelled them to provide 
for themselves at an age when other 
gir.s are enjoying the comforts of a home 
into which death has not entered. 
Surely It would be a most cruel act 
to close the doors of the Normal 
school against a young girl thus 
situated, merely because she did not en­
joy rugged health. Such au act would 
not only he an act of injustice hut it 
would also he an act of supreme folly, for 
the application of such a test would de­
prive the schools çf some of their bright­
est intellects and make muscle and not 
mind the first qualification of a teacher. 
Every physician knows that at the age 
w hen student teachers usually enter the 
Normal school the constitution is not 
sufficiently formed to enable any one to 
judge as to the future health of the in­
dividual. Many a delicate youth or girl, 
w ho seems weak or even sickly, develops 
into vigorous manhood or womanhood, 
and many of the same classes who at 
that age seem the pictures of health, in a 
little time develop latent disease and go 
to an early grave. It is nothing to 
the purpose to say that several cases 
of severe illness and death among those 
attending the Normal school are directly 
ehargable to the delicate and enfeebled 
condition of those who, with ambition 
beyond their strength, sought t£* qualify 
themselves as teachers. All the deaths 
that have taken place at the Normal 
school have not been those of delicate or 
enfeebled persons, nor do we believe that 
the majority have been. The very last 
death that took place there was that of a 
St. John lady, one who was to all outward 
appearance perfectly healthy and who 
would have passed the doctor’s test with­
out difficulty. It is absurd to suppose 
that the Normal school will. not have its 
proportion of deaths in common with 
other institutions. “Pale Death,” the 
Latin proverb tells us, “beats with equal 
feet at the cottages of the poor and at 
the towers of kings,” and why should 
the Normal school hope to escape his 
visits? The proposed health test will not 
avail to ward off the the King of Terrors, 
even if applied with the utmost strict­
ness. But it is not in the nature of things 
that it can be strictly applied, and as a 
consequence in most cases it will be 
evaded, while in others it will work gross 
injustice. The sooner the Board of Edu­
cation repeal their obnoxious order the 
better it will be for all interests concern-

1 IThe efforts of Mr. Chas. H.Fairweather 
at Ottawa for the amendment of the 
freight tariff of the Intercolonial Railway, 
w hich was issued on the 25tli July last, 
have been so far successful that an order 
in council has been issued providing for 
the following changes in that docu­
ment :—

1st. That as regards agricultural pro­
ducts a special farmers’ tariff on farm 
produce he issued.

2nd. That tire present rate ou stoves at 
the risk ot the railway remain undisturb­
ed, but when carried at owner’s risk thay 
be reduced to the old tariff rates.

3rd. That tire tariff on small lots of 
cattle he readjusted, the rates to be 
graded on the following basis, namely: 
bulls, cattle and horned animals, horses 
and mules, a uniform rate of 28 cents per 
hundred pounds for 100 miles; sheep, 
lambs, goats and swine the same rate 
per 100 ]X)

4th. Thf 
certain articles o 
manufacturers.

5th. That the rate on small lots of 
molasses he reduced to the old tariff 
figures.

" 0th. That the old tariff of the 23rd of 
February. 1880, on lumber, remain in 
force,

Mr. Fairweather is entitled to a great 
deal of credit for bringing about this re­
sult for he had to contend against more 
and greater difficulties than most people 
in SL John can conceive. The govern­
ment are also to be congratulated on 
having yielded to his representations 
and thus avoided doing a serious injury 
to the people of the Maritime Provinces. 
The first great gain is the restoration 
of the old rate on lumber which 
will insure those engaged in that 
business against the losses with which 
they were threatened by reason of the 
proposed change. The restoration of the 
old rate on small lots of molasses is also 
very satisfactory. The rate on cattle 
seems to be rather high, but perhaps it is 
as low as can be made to pay. Making

There seems to be a general agreement 
among employers that some concessions 
should be granted to the working men 
with regard to the hours of labor, hut 
there are differences as to matters of de­
tail Some employers are willing to con­
cede the nine hours day while others 
desire their men to substitute for it a 
half holiday on Saturday, so that the 
men will be free at noon on that day. As 
regards the time conceded to the work­
ing men there is but little difference be­
tween the nine hours day and the Satur­
day half holiday. The former would give 
fifty-four hours work a week, while the 
latter would give fifty-five On the other 
hand the six hours gained by the work­
ing men, being divided over six days 
would be of no use to them for 
any purpose except that of recreation 
within the city, while the Saturday hall 
holiday would give them an opportunity 
of going to places at a distance and 
would make their five huurs of some use 
to them. The majority of the working 
men, however, prefer the shorter day to 
the half holiday, although to us it seems 
unwisely. The half holiday system has 
been found te work well wherever it 
has been tried, and we think it would 
be found to be as advantageous here as 
it has proved in Great Britain where it 
lias been a feature in the labor question 
for a long time. It would he well, we 
think, for working men to give the mas­
ter their serious consideration, for what­
ever arrangements are made now will 
probably continue in force for some time. 
It has been suggested in connexion with 
the proposed Saturday half holiday that 
it would he well to make Thursday the 
pay day, and this idea is in our opinion 
a good one. If Thursday w ere made the 
pay day, Friday would be the great 
market day of the week and Saturday 
afternoon would become a holiday not 
only to the working man but to all who 
have to deal with him in the way of 
business. Tire subject is one which 
should be dealt with without prejudice 
and considered in the light of the great­
est good to the greatest number. We 
think this result will be best attained by 
the Saturday half holiday.

Senator Cullom’s special committee has 
reported at last, and the report is a clear 
proof of the alarm that Americans feel at 
Canadian competition. The report re­
commends measures against Canadian 
vessels in retaliation for entrance and 
clearance fees charged American vessels 
on the great lakes, from which, it is al­
leged, Canadian vessels are exempt. The 
imposition of discriminating toll on the 
tonnage of Canadian vessels passing 
through the Sault Ste. Marie canal in re­
taliation for alleged discrimination 
against United States products for U. S. 
ports passing through the Welland canal. 
The establishment of a license system 
applicable to Canadian railroads doing 
business in the United States, or that 
some plan he adopted which shall secure 
American railroads an equal chance in 
competition with Canadian railroads. It 
is evident that the Americans intend to 
adopt a system of retaliation against us, 
but we will teach them that two can play 
at that game.

It is divided into the 
upper and lower Marina, and extends 
from the Corso, which. In turn has come 
in a straight line from the 
roval palace and citadel at the 
edge of the Valley of the Gol­
den Shell, to the magnificent Botanic 
Gardens and the Bàttery beyond, near­
ly a mile in length. The upper Marina 
is bordered by magnificent houses, with 
exquisitely tile-paved courts, separated 
by delicate iron and bronze railings 
from the promenade. The latter is a 
broad, massively walled esplanade, brok­
en here and there by splendid tiers of 
steps descending to the lower Marina, 
where there are, first, rows of tremend­
ous shade-trees from 200 to 300 years old, 
then a drive of immense width and per­
fect paving, then massive protecting 
walls with frequent semicircular pro­
jecting explanades, and, at last, along 
the sea-side, a paved and lighted foot­
way of the greatest natural and artificial 
beauty. By night the Marina is a scene 
of most extravagant luxury in dress 
and equipage. By day it is a place for 
languorous, lazy siesta and dreams.
Then the quaintly habited fishermen of 
the bay and idle stragglers are its only 
occupants. Seaward, hundreds of pic­
turesque sails speck the sapphire waves; 
and across the rippling bay looms Pelle­
grino, another Gibraltar in contour and 
loftiness, sacred to Santa Rosilia, the 
adored patron Saint of Palmero.

The legend of Santa Rosalie is very 
dear to the Palermitans. Descended 
from Charlemange, she was born in 1130, 
and though reared in the utmost refine­
ment and luxury, she fled from her 
father's house to the neighboring moun­
tains at the age of twelve to begin a life 
of devotion and penance. At last she 
sought a cavern in Monte Pellegrino 
where she died unknown and alone.
During the terrible Sicilian plague of 
1624 when all efforts to diminish its 
ravages had proved unavailing, a certain 
lowly Palermitan, a soapmaker named 
Bonelli, in desperate distraction and to 

pe the horrors of disease and death 
ind him, and especially to bemoan 

the loss of his own wife, wandered out 
upon the mountains. The vision of a 
beautiful virgin appeared to him. Lead­
ing him to a cavern the^virgin told him it 
was her grotto, and that she was the dev­
otee, Rosalia. The blunt and honest fel­
low, with his own sorrows uppermost in 
his mind, inquired why had she aband­
oned her country to such dire afflictions.
It was then revealed to him that so far 
had been the will of Heaven; but as soon 
as the remains of her body which had 
previously been discovered and placed in 
charge of the archbishop, had been car­
ried through the city the plague would 
cease; closing the revelation with the as­
surance that in four days Bonelli would 
be with her in paradise. The latter made 
confession to the Capuchins; the relics of 
Rosalia were followed in splendid pro­
cession through the city by the senate, 
clergy and people; from that moment the 
plague began to diminish; the soapmak­
er followed Rosalia to paradise on the 
fourth day after having seen the glorious 
vision; a magnificent yearly festi­
val celebrating the deliverance is 
annuallv held
and 15th of July, when an effigy of 
Rosalia is drawn through ;the principal 
streets on a triumphal car, 100 feet long,
20 wide and 50 to 75 feet high,
80 to 100 caparisoned mules, the effigy 
being in silver upon a dome supported 
by colossal figures of apostles and saints, 
below which are masses of roses and 
trees of artificial coral; and the grotto 
thus miraculously discovered, which has 
become a famous Sicilian shrine, is 
adorned by a statue of the adored saint 
by the sculptor Gregorio Ledeschi, 
clothed with a robe of solid gold, and 
another gigantic statue in marble stands 
near the grotto on the brink of a might)' 
nrecipice. To this figure of Santa Rosalia 
the devout mariner and fisherman 
alway turn for protection against the 
dread evils of the mighty sea.

The architecture as well as the dialect 
of Sicily is a mixture of Greek, Arabic,
Norman and Spanish. Nowhere else is 
this more noticable than in Palermo, 
whose streets disclose most curious com­
posite of structures, though the effect is 
alwavs extremely bright and interesting, 
if never artisticically wholly satisfying; 
while with the people who are seen upon 
them there are striking gaiety and 
jauntiness as universal characteristics of 
the lowly, blended with astonishing ele-

Palermo, the ancient Panoramas of the 

Phoenicians, with its quarter million 
lation of to-day, seems to my eyes 

one of the brightest and most 
beautiful cities of Europe. ‘One gets 
away from lava and scoriae in Palermo. 
If hundreds of brigands are harbored in 
the heights of Misilmeri. only eight 
miles away, such barbarous dangers are 
shut from the consciousness by the gaie­
ty ;.nd splendor of the Sicilian capital. 
And here one is even partially relieved of 
the presence of the eternal stone monu­
ments and dead-age remains which 
a* most have the power to in time render 
the European traveler possessing a 
student’s mind a maundering senti­
mentalist, a driveling idiot, or worse, a 
classic pedant and cynic.

Beautiful as is the winsome city itself, 
its site is far more lovely and enchant­
ing. At the northeastern extremity of 
Sicily, huge precipices throw protecting 
arms nearly around Palermo on the north. 
These almost mountainous heights to the 
right and to the left descend to the sea 
in delicate lines and with tints of rarest 
tone. Between the headlands lies the 
deep and dreamful harbor. Then, the 
city on a gently-rising plain. Behind 
this, encircled by a vast mountain-capped 
loop, shaped almost precisely like the 
horse-shoe arch of the Moors, stretches 
fur and far away that most famous of all 
Italian valleys, Conda d’ Oro, or the 
Valley of the Golden Shell.

the year are cast with consuming quick 
lime, to remain undisturbed until the 
same day of the succeeding year ; the 
huge convent of San Martino and cathe­
dral of Monreale, built by William 11, to 
outrival the greatest religious edifices of 
northern Europe; the Royal Chapel, with 
its marvelous mosaics,finished in 1132;lhe 
interesting Saracenic relics of La Cuba 
and La Zisa; and the magnificent cathe­
dral (II Duomo) with its mighty sarcop­
hagi where repose the ashes of the royal 
Normans, King Roger I, his daughter, 
Constantia, and Emperor Frederick II. ; 
but the most weird and unearthly fas­
cination will be felt in the crypts of the 
convent of the Cappuccini, where over 
8,000 bodies are disposed in the eternal 
sleep in a manner which ought to bring 
eternal sleeplessness to the living. These 
bodies are practically embalmed, or 
mummified, and many, habited in the 
clothing of their mortal days, are 
stood, or fastened, or hung, in 
niches, in upright postures, in 
which they sway, seeming to writhe 
in horrible facial contortions, for 
the entertainment of the on-looker. 
Every possible age, every manner of 
dress, every conceivable posture, is dis­
cernable. The theory upon which this 
ghastly show-house is conducted is that 
it is a good thing for the living to 
commune with the dead. Perhaps it is 
not a bad idea, but it would take a 
healthy American some time to get 
used to it; and as our steamer sped to­
ward Naples, I was glad that the 
brightness and beauty of Palermo, “la 
felice”, were rich enough in memories 
of delight to hide the Capuchin 
Catacombs as gladsomely as a sweet 
June dav will efface a hateful dream.

From Marble street 
to the public wharf the street 
is so steep Jthat it would be 
impracticbale to» pave it, and 
as this portion of the roadway is the only 
outlet for the heavy and increasing river 
traffic the city engineer prepared a plan 
showing how the grade might be reduced 
to 6 per cent between tbe public wharf 
and Brown’s poet office, a distance of 600 
feet To do this would require a rock 
cutting from west of the street railway 
stables to P. Nase & Son’s establishment, 
which cutting would be 12 feet deep at 
Brown’s post office. This would certainly 
be a great improvement to the street for 
purposes of traffic but after visiting the 
place a short time ago the Board of 
Works decided that it would not be 
advisable to make this cutting for the 
reason that it would be an injury to the 
properties along the street at this point 
by leaving them so much above the 
roadway.

The pavement will be laid so that the
