Being
much in need of repairs she left the in-
let in charge of Captain Scott and the
above crew. As a matter of safety a
stoutly built yawl was towed behind the
steamer. In Queen Charlotte Sound the
Georgia encountered rough weather and
havy seas. One of these came over.the
steamer. Captain Whitworth, who 18
the regular master of the steamer, and

his~companions, ‘had :just’ time -totaeize!

‘their clothes and a small stock of pro-
wisions and get into the yawl before
the steamer went to the bottom. They
pulled the boat for eleven  hours in a
blinding snow storm before making &
landing at Cape Calvert. From there
they rowed to Whonnock. The Georgia
was registered at 20 tons net. She was
built in 1872 and was for some time
employed as a passenger Steamer between
\Seabeck and Port. Gamble. The Dom-
inion government then purchased her
and used her as a tender for the har-
bor dredge. - She was valued at $3,000
and was msured for uearly that amount.

At 3:30 tlns mornmg the Northern
Pacific steamer Olympia arrived at the
outer wharf and after discharging about
150 tons of freight left at noon for
Tacoma. The Olympia had a pleasant
passage across. Three days out from
Yokohama.she met the steamer Tacoma,
ui' the same line, and four days before
her arrival here another large steamer
was seen going west, but her name could

ot be discerned. Among the Olympia’s

xssengors were Lieutenant  Bloodilowo-
\l\\ of the Russian navy, and wife, who
are returning home from Yokohama,
Mr. Retz, a Kobe business man; Mr.
Owen Williams and Mr. Harry Sniffin,
who belong to the United States civil
service and who made the round. trip
on the steamer. She has a full carge
of freight, the greater portion of which
will be taken east over the Northern Pa-
cifie.

After the Danube had been loaded
with freight fcr the Northern ports, it
was found that her machinery, which
had been strained by the steamer strik-
ing a rock several weeks ago, was aut
working smoothly. Her freight was
transferred to the Islander, which will
leave for the North this evening, (The
Danube will undergo necessary repairs.

When we come to look now at the
matter we can see how much better it

how much eould be got out of them in
their effort to save themselves—a chance
now apparently gone forever.

What would it cost then to settle
what now might be compromised for
550,000 or so? If once it were establish =
ed that the city was legally liable, the
demands of these claimants and others
would know mo bounds, and where the
liability would end, no one ecan foreteli.
Therefore, not only reason. justice and
humanity, but common sense, pradence
and self-protection, dictate the only one
course, and that is the course of cen
ciiiation and the endeavor to repair the
wrongs and sufferings which. have oc-
curred. 4

Now, a few words upon a different
subject. We have a city of which we
can trathfully say that it has no rival,
or at least no superior on the continent.
as a resort for the pleasure seeker and
for those who desire a delightful home.
But somehow our population is not in-
creasing.

THE BLIND CAN SEE.

Another Use Found for the Cathode
Rays.

San Francisco, Nov. 17.—Lucien Baci-
galupi, a totally blind lad, has accident-
ally found out that he can see objects
by the use of the cathode ray. Such is
the assertion of Dr. Waverley Clark,
who is now overjoyed at the new dis-
covery for the use of the rays. The dis-
covery that at least some of the blind '
can see by the cathode:rays came about |
by a careless hemark made by Dr. G.
Waverly Clarke, an enthusiastic student
of the cathode ray. Young Bacigalupi
has been a pupil at the institute of the
«deaf, dumb and blind at Berkely for sev-
eral years. On Friday last he came
to this city with a dozen other unfortun-
ate lads from the same place. They
went to the Baldwin theatre. After-
wards Bacigalupi stepped into his fath-
er’s phonograph and X-ray parlors un-
der the Baldwin hotel.

Dr. Clark joined in a econversation
with Peter Bacigalupi and his son, and
as a sudden thought came to him he
said:

‘“Lucien, step into the X-ray room and
see if you can see anything.”

Bacigalupi started the apparatus and
handed his son the flouroscope. As Lu-
cien adjusted it to his eyes and turned
it toward the rays he shouted:
+“Papa, I can see light.”

All three became excited. The over-
joyed father placed a solid block of
wood on the back of which there were
a key, a screw and some nails, in front
of the green light and asked his son if
he could see anything. ~Lucien im-
mediately replied: 2 \

“Yes, I can see a key and some things
that look like mails.”

Physician, father and son were now
greatly excited and another test was
made. A leather purse, half bound
with steel and in which a key had been
placed before the light in a folded maga-
zine. ,Lucien replied that there was a

metal of some kind. The test was con-
sideréd complete and Dr. Clark and Pet-
er Bacigalupi have been busily engaged
telling the story over and ‘over to their
friends.

General
Gossler them referred to Herr Munckle’s
“firebrand speech " which ecaused a
great uproar in the house. The mini-
ster then cited the cases of officers who
had been grossly insulted by unknown
persons, and he therejpon remarked that
officers- who have not a proper feeling of
military ' honor or seuse of their posi-
tion deserve to be got rid of, for on
those sentiments depend the martial effi-
cieney of the army. 3

The general further said: ‘“The honor
attaching to wearing the king’s uni-
form and respeet for the colors are mili-
tary sentiments we stall never abandon.
The right of self defence must never be
taken from officers.” ¢Loud protests.)

‘When ‘the tumult had subsided the
minister of war remarked, “I regret the-
attack made upon the officers and I hope
the house wil.l drop the ‘circumstanee
without bias.”

A lively debate followed the remarks
iof,the minister, and the president of the
‘house, Baron Von Boul Bernberg, de-
clared that the exoression *class bait-
ing,” by which® General' Gossler had
characterized Herr Munckle’s speech,
was regrettable; adding that if it had
been used by a simple deputy, the latter
would have been ecalled to order.

TURKISH REFORMS?

Armenian Bishep Executed Because He |
Owned a Revolver. :

dondon, Nov. 18.—The Turkish special
tribunal has sentenced the Armenian
bishop at Hassekein to death. The bish-
op was condemned to death because dur-
ing the late riots in Constantinople a
loaded revolver was found in his house.
The bishop was absent from home at
the time, and upon this ground an appeal
was taken against thé judgmernt of the
special tribunal, but the court of appeal
confirmed the sentence. The Armenian
bishop at Biths and a number of Mus-
selmans have been arrested in Constan-,
tinople for plotting against the Sultan.

IN SEALERS FAVOR

U. 8. Court of Appeal Decides Co-
quitlam Case in Favor
of Sealers.

Course ofthe Case Since the Steam-
er was Seized by U, 8. Ouatter
in Behring Sea.

Mr. A, L. Belyea -this morning re-
ceived a telegram’ from Attorney -K. C.
Hughes, of Seattle, stating' that “Court
of Appeals has reversed Coquitlam’ case
and dismissed' libel.’* - Tt will be remem-
bered that in the summer of 1892 the
Coquitlam was seized by a United States
revenue cutter, and at the time of ‘seizure
she had a cargo of 6,000 seal skins gath-
ered from schooners before they went
into Behring Sea. The libel against the
ship was for transferring cargo in the
territérial waters of the United States
and within a marine league of the shore.
The case was tried at Sitka and the
District court ‘condemned the ship, but
she and ‘her ‘cargo were released on 4 |
bond of $100,000 being put up. An ap-
peal was taken “o the Circuit Court of
Appeals in“San’ Franciscéo and there ar-
gued over a year ago.  After the argu-
ment a guestion arose as to whether
or not the ‘Cireuit Court of Appeals had
Jurisdiction @& the question was re-
ferred to the Supreme court of the Unit-
ed States at Washington and it was de-
cided that the court at San Francisco
had jurisdiction, and that court “yester-
day decided in favor of the Coquitlam
and dismissed the libel. As this is the
court of last resort the case itz now
ended. Mr. B, C. Hughes, of Seattle,
acted as counsel for the owners of the
cargo and with him was associated Mr.
A. L. Belyea, of Victoria.

children in Singapore and. that there
was also'a woman in England who had
some claims on Carew. This woman,
Annie Lukes, arrived in > Yokohama a
short time: ago -and made demands on
Carew.  She sent threatening letters to
Mrs. Carew. and called at the house to
see Carew. It was not long after the
arrival _in Yokohama of Miss Lukes
that Carew ‘was taken seriously ill' and
was removed  to  the naval hospital,
where he died. It came out in evidence
that Mrs. Carew had. purchased arsenic
and sugar of léad. The latter, she said,
was purchased for her pony, and re-
garding the former it was shown that
Carew was in the habit of taking ar-
senic. = The Yokohama papers do net
say that Mrs. Carew is. suspected, bui
she .in her evidence said 80.. It appears

Certain jingoists in Japan as well as
|in" the United States have for some
time past ‘endeavored to ifijure the Viec-
toria sealing interest by ¢ arging seal-
ing 'schooners - with poaching  on the
rookeries. - These have been signally
contradicted as far as the Japanese are
concerned by Captain Togo; command.-
er. of the Japanese warship - Musahi,
who spent since last January in investi-
gating the actual condition of affairs on
the sealing grounds. The captain as-
certained that the principal homes of
seals—animals that are very regular in
their  habits—are a series of small
islands lying east of Kamchatka.
Th_ence about February each year, the
ammals come down into the warmer
currents to a spot about one thousand
leagues east of Awa and Kazusa. As
the weather grows warmer, they return,
making their way leisurely along, reach-
ing the coast of Nemuro in the latter
part of June. As above observed, seals
are very regular in their habits; and the
routes they. take southward and north-
ward, and the seasons of their travels
are generally unpiform. The so-called
“poachers” put in at Ogasawara-jima
about the beginning of February to ship
supplies, and then follow the seals as
far as the coast of Hokkaido. By the
end of June the speed of the seals sud-
denly accelerates, and the sealers give
up the echase, and call at Hakodate.,
Even when the seals approach nearest
the coast of Japan, the distance be-
tween them and the shore ranges from
10 to 30 miles, and if the limit of ter-
ritorial waters be accepted as eight
miles, the sealers do not come within
Japan’s waters at all. They pursue their
occupation upon the high seas. Japan
need therefore concern, herself no long-
er about the alleged encroachments of
“foreign poachers,” but should  rather
apply herself to entering into fair com-
petition with them on the high seas,

The latest news received from Manila
does. not indicate that any &ubstantial
plogress ‘i3 being made in the suppres-
sion of the rebellion; but rather that the
movement is gathering strength. The
rebels -have been driven out of Nasagbu,
the estate of P. P. Roxas, which they
had oecupied, but on the other hand
they made a successful descent upon
the town of Montalban, some twelve
miles north of Manila, and after heavy
fighting: they drove off the eivil guard,
burnt the barracks, the school house,
and several private houses, and stole the
seal and some.money from the court
house, after which they retired. The
Lieut.-Governor has been sent home to
Spain, nominally invalided. :
