The Japanese minister, Mr. Takahira, 
had a conference wjfct^ Acting Secretary 
Adee concerning tie status of Chinese 
affairs. Japan’s course has been clearly 
defined in her answer to the Russian pro­
posal. In this answer Japan announces 
her purpose of withdrawing from Pekin 
all “superfluous forces,” and continuing 
there only such force as is considered 
necessary.

The efforts made by China to start 
peace negotiations have led to the sug­
gestion that Marquis Ito, the distin­
guished Japanese statesman, represent 
that country in the negotiations; hut he 
has expressed an unwillingness to ac­
cept the post, feeling that the conditions 
do not require his services. Tt was Count 
Ito who- represented Japan in the nego­
tiations with La Hung Chang for the set- 

. tlement of the Japanese-Chinese war. 
The suggested removal of the Chinese 
capital from Pekin to Shanghai is now 
abandoned.

The state department has received 
message from the consul at Fu Chow, 
China, transmitting a copy of an agree­
ment entered into between the viceroy 
and Tartar general of Fub Kien prov­
ince and the foreign consuls at Fu Chow, 
which provides that in his absence “the 
Chinese authorities will do everything in 
their power to protect the lives and 
property of foreign officers, merchants 
and missionaries resident in Fuh Kien 
and at Amoy; that Central and Southern 
China shall not be attacked -by the for- 
eign powers so long as the local authori­
ties maintain brdèrf and that the ad­
mirals of the several nations will be in­
formed that it is not advisable that 
number of naval vessels Should visit Fu 
Chow, lest her people be alarmed.” The 
agreement is signed by the British, Rus­
sian United States, Japanese and 
French consuls, and by Vioerov Hsu

1. Plymouth Rock, Wyandotte, Dorking, 
Cochin, Brahma or Indian Game chickens, 
or crosses of these, are more easily fat­
tened than chickens of lighter breeds. 
They should be put up at from two and 
one half to three and one half pounds 
each. ; English buyers object to black 
legged poultry-

2. The most profitable period for fatten­
ing ls about four weeks.

3. Be careful not to overfeed chickens 
during the first' week. Feed lightly, three 
times a day. Remove any feed left In 
trough half an hour after feeding. Keep 
the troughs clean and sweet.

4. After first week give chickens all they 
will eat, regularly twice a day.

6. The oats must must be ground very 
fine. Oats ground as for horse feed are 
not suitable.

6. Feeding skim milk whitens the flesh, 
which ls desirable.

7. Put a little salt In the feed.
8. Give water in the trough twice a day.
9. Give some form of grit twice a week. 

Sifted gravel will do.
10. Feed tallow during last ten days. Be­

gin with 1 pound per day to 70 or 100 
chickens, Increased to 1 pound to 50 or 70 
chickens.

Washington, Sept 19.—H. H. Lusk, 
formerly member of parliament of New 
Zealand, was to-day before the indus­
trial commission.

He explained the system of arbitra­
tion in New Zealand, whicli he Said had 
been satisfactory. This system was in 
the form of compolerory arbitration and 
it had had six years’ -trial. Thé fact 
that there was compulsory arbitration 
there made both employees and employ­
ers very careful as to the justice of 
their cases before they acted. In these 
courts of arbitration in New Zealand no 
lawyers are allowed to appear. Labor 
organizations in New Zealand are gen­
erally incorporated, and they had found 
no disadvantage in such incorporation. 
The arbitration law had bren favored by 
employees and fought by employers be­
fore it had been enacted. _Up to last year 
fhté^fths of all. lab#t ti^ew,',5&Hnd 
ha A WgrtHîzed. Practically scales of 
wages there are made by Labor organiza­
tions Tor the men outside unions as well 
as for those within them. The arbi­
tration court of New Zealand never fixes 
the maximum rate of wages; it simply 
fixes the minimum rate of wages that 
can be paid. This system, he said, docs 
not hamper industries, for the reason 
that in the six years that it has been 
in operation the industries have increased 
one-third, an increase in old industries 
and the springing up Of new ones.

The labor trou­
bles which seem to-be ever present in 
the United States have acted as a warp­
ing to the rulers of the DominjfA to 
do all in their power to altoget^H^ 
vent if possible such untoward ^Recur­
rences here, and if that be too much to 
expect to at least endeavor to mimimize 
the evils attending them. On this sub­
ject the Colonist of this- morning says:

“The Domin'on Trades and Labor Con­
gress, now in session at Ottawa, is a 
gathering of much importance. We feel 
sure that the object of the congress is 
one that deserves the most earnest sym­
pathy of all who wish their country well. 
In Mr. Ralph Smith the congress has a 
president of good judgment, and one 
who, while desiring to advance the in­
terests of the workingmen, fully recog­
nizes that capital and labor ought to go. 
hand in hand, and that their interests 
are identical. We commend the action 
of Sir Wilfrid Laurier in approaching 
the congress from a friendly attitude. It 
is to be desired above all things that the 
deliberations of labor organizations in 
this country should be conducted in a 
spirit of conciliation, and with full fait» 
in the intention of the admnistratve and 
legislative bodies of the Dominion and 
the several provinces to accord a re­
spectful hearing to all proper representa­
tions, and to carry them into effect, 
when this can be done consistently with 
the other interests entitled to consider­
ation.”

STRONG* ARGUMENTS.

The utter weakness of the case the 
opposition have against the government 
is beautifully illustrated in the comments 
printed daily in our morning contem­
porary from such papers as the Mail ahd 
Empire, the Hamilton Spectator and the 
Montreal Star. We shall print one of 
these attacks as a fair sample of the 
grounds on which the people are asked 
to condemn the government. It is from 
the Hamilton Spectator, considered one 
of the most prominent Conservative pa­
pers in Canada:

When the Conservatives propose to 
ask the British govrnment to1 do a little 
something for Canada in the way of a.

Great Britain 
her trade policy, and say that Canada 
has no right to make any such request.

It has established penny postage with 
Great Britain and the larger portion of 
her colonies.

It secured the denunciation of the Bel­
gian and German treaties, which stood 
in the way of trade negotiations with 
the mother country.

In other words, the Grit government 
has dictated the postal policy of the 
British government, and has dictated 
the conditions of certain treaties by the 
fyome government. The Grit government 
has not hesitated to ask Britain to 
change her programme in these two mat­
ters; and why should there be any hesi­
tation m asking for a third favor—a most 
important favor?

With arguments like the foregoing to 
meet; with one leader who is the chief 
attraction in a comic opera company, 
throwing even the corps de ballet com­
pletely into the background ; and another 
whom we all know to inherit his father’s 
nose, what chance can the miserable 
Grits who have stolen the inheritance of 
the Conservatives possibly tiave to again 
secure the favor of the electors ? We 
were afraid our case was weak, but we 
confess we did not realise how desper­
ate it had become until we read in the 
Mail and Empire that Hugh John had 
also developed the wag off the head that 
was peculiar to his departed “sire,” 
he 'calls his father, 
that he “swayed" the audience at will 
at a recent meeting in Toronto, and 
shall print that ipeech to-day just to 
prove to our readers that it must have 
been the “wag” that “swayed” the peo­
ple, as the “oration” is not one of the 
kind which we should expect to greatly 
move an audience.

He is an agreeable, good-natured gentle­
man, incapable of the treacherous tricks 
of men like Foster, Haggert, Montague 
and others who expect to be his col­
leagues and who betrayed their former 
leader. But to hold him Up as a man of 
transcendent abilities, and one who is 
sure to set the political heather on fire, 
is simply absurd. If he had had it in 
him to do any of these things more would 
have been heard of hifqJbeforÇ he had 
reached the age of 50 years ; Hugh John 
will fail and he will be flung aside by 
those who affect to be so enthusiastically 
following in his wake at the present time 
at the instance of men who think they 
have greater claims on the leadership.

That surplus accumulating at Ottawa 
seems to be disturbing the mind of our 
morning contemporary. Ail who have 
taken an interest in the public affairs of 
the Dominion for any number of years 
will remember the acclaim with Which 
a surplus was received on the time or 
two occasions when it was possible to 
announce that the receipts had equalled 
the expenditures during the many years 
the Conservatives were in power.

A cloud appears, on the otherwise 
peaceful horizon, in the shape of a re­
port from Harrisburg, that a bitter feel­
ing is developing between the union and 
nop-union men in the Lykens district, 
Jdcated in the upper end of Dauphin 
county, and involving about 2,500 mine 
workers.

A concession was voluntarily granted 
the 5,000 employees of the Lehigh Coal 
& Navigation Co., in the region west of 
Mauch Chunk, who will hereafter work 
10 hours a; day with a consequent in­
crease in earnings. These men were un­
organized and had not presented any 
grievances.

True to its declaration made before the 
strike was ordered, the Philadelphia & 
Reading Co. to-day brought its mules to 
the surface in two mines near Shamokin 
that had been closed by the strike, and 
announced that they were permanently 
abandoned.

The action of the 400 or more em­
ployees of the West End Coal Co., at 
Macanqua, near Wilkesbarre, in sticking 
to the work, stands out prominently as 
the busy feature of an otherwise idle 
territory. They say they, have no griev­
ances, have always received kindly treat­
ment from their employers, and there­
fore resist every effort to induce them to 
strike.

(Associated Press.)

Hazleton, Pa,, Sept. 18.—The second 
day of the anthracite coal miners’ strike 
began very quietly in this district. What 
little change there was in the situation 
this morning was in favor of the strik­
ing miners. As far as reports' had been 
received from all parts o? the region, 
there were fewer men working than yes­
terday. Some of the collieries are short 
of men and it is doubtful if they can con­
tinue work during the entire day. Every 
official connected with the United Mine 
Workers now in the district, with the 
exception of President Mitchell, started 
out before 6 o’clock this morning for 
picket duty at various collieries. All 
had returned to headquarters at 8 a.m., 
and reported they had been successful 
in inducing men to stay from various 
workings. A number of leaders also 
reported strikers returning, and that 
pome mines were being watched by the 
men to prevent strikers returning.

Sir Charles Tupper addressed a large 
assemblage of people in Montreal, but 
there was an incident in that meeting 
full of significance and which would have 
caused any leader but one who has noth­
ing to learn to seriously consider his 
ways. When he spoke of the preferen­
tial tariff as being a free will offering to 
the Mother Country he had to take a 
breathing spell to give the people a 
chance to give voice to their enthusiasm. 
But a little thing like that will not cause 
Sir Charles to change his mind. Busi­
ness is business, and if the opposition 
are returned to power Great Britain will 
have to" take her chances in Canadian 
markets along with the other nations 
which look forward with eagerness to 
the day when her commercial downfall 
shall be chronicled. The preference has 
come to stay and Britain will be alive 
and doing business when somë ôf the 
great nations of the present day have 
crumbled to pieces through internal 
weakness.

“The government believes it can count 
as preliminary to entering upon diploma­
tic relations with the Chinese ïovein 
ment that those persons must he delivered 
up who have been proved to lx* the orig­
inal and real instigators of outrages 
against international law which have oc­
curred at Pekin. The number of those 
who ware merely instrumental in carrying 
out the outrages is too great.

Scranton, Pa., Sept. 19.—The strike of 
the anthracite coal miners entered upon 
its third day with everything shut down 
in this district. Headquarters here this 
morning received word that the* Mocan- 
qua breaker, in the far western end of 
this region, had been closed through the 
offices of District President Nicholls, who 
organized nearly every workman there 
last night. This makes the tie-up of the 
Lackawanna and Wyoming valleys thor­
ough, for not even a washery about here 
is doing business to-day.

The tie-up of the mines has caused the 
laying off of every coal train crew in 
this region, and whatever is' being moved 
is going out in the freight trains. Only 
three Delaware and Hudson coal trains 
went north yesterday. 1

Three crews are marked out for to­
day, but one is to be employed in dump­
ing ashes for the road bed. The Erie» 
railway is almost at a standstill. No 
coal is taken over the Honesdale branch 
and to-day the switching crew*' at that 
point was laid off.

Pottsville, Pa., Sept. 18.—All the 

Schuykill region collieries resumed work 
this morning with the single exception 
of Mores, operated by Dodson & Co. The 
Vulcan and the. Buck Mountain, near 
this city, are short-handed.

Lehigh Coal Co.’s Centralia collieries, 
which shut down at noon yesterday ow­
ing to scarcity of coal, resumed this 
morning with a less number of men at 
work than yesterday. It was said that 
work would be suspended at noon to-day 
or perhaps earlier.

It was reported from Nesquehonmg 
that last night when Hugh Dempsey, of 
Scranton, and Jas.

Feeling in London.
London, Sept. 19.—With the arrival of 

Oopnt- von Whlderaee in China is pub­
lished the most important declaration of 
policy yet issued by any of the powers. 
As the Daily News remarks :

“Germany’s circular note has turned 
the tables on Russia, whose evacuation 
proposal had put Germany into an awk­
ward corner. Now, if Russia assents to 
the German note, -she will be unable to 
continue to pose as China’s lenient and 
forgiving friend, while if she dissents, 
Russia will lay herself open to the charge 
of reducing the punitive expedition to a 
farce."

The Shanghai correspondent of the 
Daily -Express, telegraphing yesterday, 
says;- “On the evening of 14 Hung 
Chang’s departure he received a strong­
ly-worded cablegram from Lord Salis­
bury, declaring that the British govern­
ment would insist upon the return of 
Emperor Su to Pekin as an absolute es­
sential condition of peace negotiations, 
without which the. dissolution of the 
Chinese empire was inevitable. Lord 
Salisbury informed Earl Li that the 
allies desired to preserve China, but that 
nothing would divert them from their 
irrevocable intention of punishing those 
responsible- for the outrages, whom they 
would, if necessary,
China.”

The London morning papers have little 
but praise for what is called Germany’s

admirable note.’ The Times goes so 
far as to wish that the credit for making 
such a proposal belonged to Great Bri­
tain. The Morning Post, alone, in a co­
gent and well seasoned editorial, points 
out tlie grave objection, namely : that if 
the real authors and instigators of the 
uprising should prove to be identical 
with the personnel of the Chinese gov­
ernment, it can hardly be expected that 
they will deliver themselves up, and if 
the Chinese government should be desig­
nated as guilty, it would be under the 
ban of the powers, a condition of things 
only terminable by the conquest of China 
or a revolution producing a new govern­
ment. Therefore, says the Morning 
Post “The powers should carefully 
weigh the matter before committing 
themselves.”

From 
every section of the ' anthracite region 
reports indicate that much dissatisfac­
tion prevails among those who have, up 
to this time, failed to participate in the 
strike, and w(e confidently expect that the 
number at work will grow less with each 
succeeding day, until the mines shall be 
completely closed.

The Chinese authori­
ties, however, had drawn a cordon of sol­
diery round the vicinity of the magazine, 
and no one was allowed to approach. 
As far as could be seen comparatively 
little damage had been done, as several 
large chimneys and other premises were 
still intact.

The news from the Yangtze valley 
says that a mob recently destroyed the 
chapels of the Methodist, Episcopal and 
Roman Catholic missions at Hsiao Ch’i 
K’ow, a small town on the north bank 
of the Yangtze and almost directly op­
posite to ICiukiang. The houses of seven 
Christian families were also looted and 
destroyed.

A few days later the chapel and school 
of the Methodist Episcopal mission at 
Ivung-lung—14 miles north of Kiukiang 
—were destroyed and the houses of the 
preacher and native Christians looted. 
On the same day the chapel of the same 
mission at Hwang?ni Tang were wreck­
ed by rioters. The native Christians are 
reported to be suffering very severe per­
secution.

The 
people of the city killed the Kolaohwei 
and the Thompsons and sisters inside the 
city, and the local banditti killed the for­
eigners front Oh’ungshan outside the 
city. From Lungyin, Wong Yihdz and 
family—in all eleven persons—have had 
to flee to our place for their lives, losing 
everything they had. . -

“Wong Yindz used to be Mr. Thomp­
son’s drug seller. He was evangelist at 
Lungyin for several years, and he also 
had a drug shop at Lungyin. He told 

that the dead (which had been killed 
inside the city in the riot) lying about 
the streets, were thrown into our chapel, 
and the grounds were being made into a 
graveyard. Fifteen hundred soldiers are 
said to be now about Kiangshan fighting 
these Kiangshan T’ufi, which the soldiers 
find to be very stout, brave banditti. The 
sold leas - have been Shooting .dbwn witlv.

In giving a short revievy of the work

termined and persistent effort, as the 
work of the amelioration of the masses is 
not brought about by any other method 
than the continuous but slow evolution 
that always characterizes the principle of 
every true and permanent reform, and it 
Is important that this fact should be 
known to us,, lest we become discouraged 
by a mistaken potion that because the 
remedy Is not Immediate our work is not 
successful.

I am more than ever convinced that this 
body is exercising an influence for good 
which is permanent and far-reaching, and 
in my opinion this result is accomplished 
entirely by the «mount of Intelligence and 
fairness with which we make our de­
mands; we ought to remember that the 
eyes of the world are upon us, some ex­
pecting, yea, hoping, that we will adopt 
methods that will not receive the sanction 
of the intelligent public and thus deter the 
progress of our work.

The economist and the statesman especi­
ally are watching us, they are passing 
judgment on opr methods, and I desire to 
remind you that they will judge the great 
movement of Trades Unionism, hot by 
its results in Improving the position of any 
particular section of workmen at any par­
ticular time, but by its effects on the per­
manent efficiency of the nation.

If any of the methods of our Trades 
Unionism result 'In the choice of less effi­
cient factors of production than would 
otherwise have been used; if they compel 
the adoption of â lower type of organiza­
tion than would have prevailed without 
them; and especially If they tend to lessen 
the capacity or degrade the character of 
either manual or brain "workers, that part 
of Trades Unionism, however advantage­
ous lt may seem to particular sections of 
workmen, will stand condemned.

But if it promotes the Selection of the 
moist efficient flaietors of production, 
ther capital, brain or labor, and brings 
these factors into" a better organization, 
thereby increasing the activities and im­
proving the character of all, it must then 
be approved by these critics; this is what 
we claim for itr and are trying constantly 
to demonstrate in every effort of the great

Sold in This Province.

A Progressive 
Department

Regiment, with a company of the field 
artillery, arrived on the spot and suc­
ceeded in driving the enemy into the 
palace in the afternoon. The Christians 
who were imprisoned in the palace 
set free and the Japanese occupied the 
palace completely.

The' other forces of the allies who 
marched in by the Tonpen Men and the 
Chun Min Men dispatched forces to their 
legations, and the rest to the palace by 
the Chonynng Men and the Tashin Men. 
The French troops hoisted their colors 
there, but the flag was hauled down in 
deference .to the protests of the British 
and Americans, who witnessed the oc­
cupation of the palace by the Japanese, 
and the Japanese national flag was then 
hoisted over the front gate of the palace.

The enemy fled on the 15th, the exodus 
continuing until the following morning. 
The palace was quiet on the evening of 
the 16th.

A force of the énemy opened fire on 
the Japanese who were camped outside 
the Tehshien Men on the morning of the 
16th, and Captain Fujitsu with one com­
pany of infantry, supported by a bat­
talion of the 5th Regiment of Artillery, 
marched inside the city by the Tehshien 
Men and hotly shelled the palace of 
Prince Tuan, where the enemy were en­
trenched.

The enemy fled 
turned inside out to àvbid detection, but 
many of them had bayonets concealed in 
their clothing. They were all captured 
and the premises were set fire to and 
reduced to ashes.

The Imperial household and the min­
isters (Chinese), under escort of 3,000 

of General Tan, fled from Pekin to 
Sibdn Fu, and a large number of the 
residents deserted the city at the time; 
but there are still a large number in the 
city.

The legations burnt 
of Belgium, Austria 
French legation for the most part 
destroyed, and the German, legation was 
destroyed partially.

The northern half was allotted as the 
Japanese division, while the southern 
half was divided into sections for Rus­
sia, Great Britain, America and France. 
The Japanese troops were stationed at 
various points in their section, and the 
majority of them are camping outside 
the Anting Men. The headquarters of 
the division were established at the -Ta- 
panese legation.

The Japanese captured 5 Kiffipps, 100 
guns of old pattern, a large quantity of 

and munitions of war, 2.500,OOO 
taels worth of silver and 20,000 koku of 
rice.

The Japanese casualties were 200 of­
ficers and men. Ênsign Yazoki was the 
only officer killed. Colonel Watanabe, 
Lieutenants Adsumaand Odera, Ensigns 
Iiiia and Goto, of the 42nd Regiment, 
Captains Tomita and Doke and Lieuten­
ant Takenouchi, of the 21st Regiment, 
were wounded. Mr. Shintani, reporter 
of the Kanjo Shimpo, was wounded.

Thus it will be seen that in each of 
the services there has been a decided in­
crease. The revenue has gone up by 
$218,916.69, and the cost has decreased 
by $83,162.50.

But these matters of progressive econo­
my in administration are perhaps the 
least of the services rendered by Hon. 
Mr. Mulock. Sir Adolphe Caron, Hon. 
Mr. Mulock’s predecessor in office, was 
one of those who declaimed against the 
reduction from three cents to two cents 
1n the domestic rate of postage, declar­
ing that Canada would be losing $800,- 
000 revenue a year. . It was further con­
tended that there would be a loss of: 
$100,000 a year as the resiil^; of the re­
duction in the Imperial rate from five 
cents to two cents.

What has happened? This matter of 
$900,000 has been left in the pockets of 
the people of Canada, yet the revenue 
has rallied as the result of the increased 
use of the postal service' under the reduc­
ed rate. The shortage has steadily de­
clined until in the month of May last 
the decrease as compared with May, 
1898, when thé higher rates were in use, 
was only $4,386, and there is every in­
dication that a decided increase m 
revenue is in prospect. In a statement 
submitted in the House of Commons 
on June 29th' last, Mr. W. Â. LeSueur, 
secretary Of tlje department, said: “I 
have to say from à careful count made of 
the correspondence dispatched from Can­
ada to Great Britain and British posses­
sions, I am able to state that the 
amount of postage which is now being 
collected on the correspondence in ques­
tion quite equals, end probably exceeds, 
what was being collected at a corres­
ponding period prior to the reduction of 
the postage. This implies, I need hard­
ly observe, an increase of 150 per cent, 
in the volume of correspondence forward­
ed.”

The policy which has brought about 

these great economic reforms in postal 
administration is based upon the princi­
ple summarized by the Hon. Mr. Mulock 
himself in the words: “The post office is 
an institution for the masses and we are , 
bringing it nearer and nearer to them 
every day by cheapening the rates, in­
creasing post offices, extending facilities. 
The post office is intended for thé poor 
as well as the rich, and the masses of 
the people have recognized our policy of 
giving cheaper postage and have profit­
ed by it to their own advantage, and at 
no loss to the- service itself.”

Despite the claims made upon him by 
his parliamentary and departmental du­
ties, the Hon. Mr. Mulock has found 
time to study and champion the cause 
of labor. Appreciating the influence of 
the government’s examplb in industrial 
matters he has succeeded in securing 
public condemnation o/ the sweating evil 
and in placing government work upon a 
“fair wage” basis. Finally he has se­
cured the passing of the Conciliation 
Act, providing for the publication of the 
Labor Gazette, for machinery for the 
settlement of labor disputes, and for the 
creation of a department of labor. The 
workingmen of- Canada need no better 
guarantee of the usefulness of the de­
partment of labor than the fact that 
Hon. Mr. Muloek is himself at its head. 
The people generally have every reason 
to feel grateful to this energetic and able 
citizen who has given so much of his 
energy and abilty to the service of the 
country.

evening the directors of the Jubilee hos­
pital sat in regular session for the trans­
action of monthly business. A protract­
ed discussion over the erection of a doc­
tor’s residence in connection with the 
hospital took place. Plans as prepared 
by Mr. F. M. Rattenbury were submitted 
by Mr. Holland. The building as shown 
was a handsome two-story frame dwell­
ing, that would cost, Mr. Holland stated, 
in the neighborhood of $2,500; of which 
amount $2,218 had been collected.

In committe of the whole' last evening 
the .City Council took a step that prac­
tically shuts out trading stamps from 
the city. ' The revenue by-law was 
under consideration when it was decid­
ed to impose a tax of $166 per month 
on the stamp Companies and $16 per 
month on retailers who offered stamps 
as an inducement to trade with them. 
This step was taken owing to the fact 
that a largely signed petition had been 
received by the council asking them to 
take steps to abate what the signers 
termed a nuisance. ■Considerable rou­
tine business was transacted at the 
meeting last evening, and some twenty 
clauses of the revenue by-law was con­
sidered in committee of the whole.

When the Mayor took his seat Aider- 
men Cooley,” Yates, Cameron, Williams, 
Kinsman and Brydon were present, and 
the minutes of the last meeting were 
read and approved.

A communication was received from 
John Hardy, acting deputy minister of 
fisheries and marine, in reference to 
the swing bridge on Rock Bay.

Hardie drew the attention of the coun­
cil to the act in the statutes regarding 
the construction of works over navigable 
waters, and to the fact that bridges 
which obstructed or interf< 
navigation could be destroyed under 
authority of the governor-in-council.

The city engineer submitted the fol­
lowing report, which was received and 
filed:

In accordance with Instructions, I have 
the honor to submit an estimate of a 
gravel bicycle path along the centre of 
Yates street, from Blanchard street to the 
Junction of Oadboro Bay road. I have ex­
amined the locality, and, In my opinion, 
to construct a suitable path along the 
Centre of the street in question It will be 
necessary to lay substantial curbs on 
either side, raised above the grade of 
street, and afterwards fill the space be­
tween the same with good quality of bind­
ing gravel, slightly crowned and well roll­
ed.

“According to the public notice al­
ready given, the commission commences 
its sessions near Porcupine City, and 
probably at the camp occupied by the 
boundary commission during its work, 
the first sitting being appointed for Sat­
urday, September 15th, at 10 a.m.

“It is expected that American miners 
in the district will avail themselves of 
this opportunity offered to establish 
themselves in their claims, thus placing 
themselves in an unassailable posmon 
should any dispute as to title arise.

“In addition to the foregoing all min­
ing disputes which" are brought before 
the commission will be promptly and 
finally dealt with.”

The new Strathcona hotel at Shawni­
gan lake will be formally opened to­
morrow under the management of W. 
E. Green, of Nanaimo.

There lias^ been considerable1 delay in 
getting this new hostelry under way. 
Work was started on the first building 
in thé early part of the year, and it 
was thought that the structure would be 
ready for the summer trade. But just 
before the building was to be turned 
over by the contractors à fire- occurred 
and the handsome structure was wiped 

-out of existence. Painters had just 
about completed their work on the build­
ing and part of the furniture was in­
stalled in the building on Saturday, May 
12th.
the building and there was no watch­
man employed. Shortly after midnight 
the few men who were quartered in the 
building were awakened to find them­
selves in the midst of flames. In some 
mysterious manner flames had started in 
the interior of the building and they 
spread with startling rapidity. There 
were no facilities on hand for combat­
ting the devouring element, and in less 
than an hour the site of the palatial 
building was only marked by a mass of 
smouldering embers.

A patient investigation was made to 
find the origin of the fire, but the efforts 
of the investigators went unrewarded.

on was a heavy blow to the stockholders 
of the Strathcona, but they were not 
Cast down, and long before the embers 
were cold the contractors who erected 
the building, which had been destroyed, 
had orders to duplicate the original 
structure.

The 
halls are spacious and convenient, and 
in fact every 'arrangement is made to 
provide for the comfort,. enjoyment and 
convenience of the guests. The prem­
ises are supplied with spring water and 
an electric lighting plant has just been 
placed in position.

Not only have the details of construc­
tion been capably and carefully attended 
to, but the surrounding grounds have 
been splendidly-■ laid out. The'■property 
consists of 160 acres, 20 of which have 
been transformed into a park, planted 
with trees, and there is no more charm­
ing spot anywhere than the view from 
the balconies of the placid 
Shawnigan lake.
