Wretched Mismanagement.

A fisherman's letter in another col-
umn illustrates the methods of Miuister
Foster's department. This season’s
bungling has been greater than that of
any preceding one, which is sayinga
good deal. The smelt-fishing industry
is a very important one, on which very
many of our people rely fora livelihoods
and the regulations which govern it
should be made as clear as possible and
given the greatest publicity.

The experience of the
fishermen of Overseer Noble's district
is no exception to that of others at
various points on the Miramichi. The
immediate responsibility is much nearer
home than Ottawa, aud is shared be®
tween the useless Inspector at St, John
and his advisers here, but under a com.

As to
short lobsters, the statute declares it un~
lawful to catch or sell any female lobster
in spawn or with esgs attached, or any
young lobster less than 10§ inchesin
length. Those most interested in the pre-
servation of the lobster say that it is se'-
dom that any lobster less than 10} iuches
long has eggs attached, unless it be a de-
formed lcbster, and that the clause ‘‘in
) spawn or with eggs actached,” should be
expunged from the statute.

I have also to inform
you that on my return from Qu‘Appelle I
found some two thousand Indians here.
They are all in a starving and wretched
condition for want of clothing.

The Indians say this iz their country,
and they intend to remain here, They
ask that they receive aid by the issue of
provigions. Will you be good enough to
impart to me in the form of instructions
what your wishes are? In the present
starving condition of the Indians I fear if
no food is given them that they may here-
after commit depredations which will
bring them into collision with the force,
Of course, in case of any depredations the
offenders musi and wil! '.. anestea and
punished. It is always possible that such
punishment might be accompauied with
Slondshed. .

The actual power of the Indians now
here, in view of future hostility, is cer.
tainly not great. But, asit is superflucus
to point out to you, an outbreak of anv
kind would be disastrous, and create uni-
versal alarm throughout the country,

As you will observe from wy telegram,
the supplies of your Department will not
las$ more than three weeks; even for that
time the issues will have to be made
eparingly.

ear, hemorrhage from the bl dder, chorea,
gonnorhwey, and stavation, if the last can
be regarded as a disease, I find that in
the last threce months 13 deathe have tak-
en place in each reserve, in all 26, a very
heavy death rate; and from all T can
gather, death has been accelerated, if not
immediately caused, by the scant supply
| of food served ont to these Indians, At
the present time the condition of starva.
tion is more evident among the Assina-
boines, as the Croes have lately obtained
supphes for cutting wood, I saw several
children in the Assinaboine camp worn
and wasted, and unless properly fed,
must die in a fow days. The old Medi-
cine Man asked me if I could give him
sime medicine to have by him that
would be helpful when the Tndians faint
ed, as from their scanty and insutlicicut
rations, mauny of them suffer in that way.
It may not come within my province to
report this condition of starvation, but I
am well satisfied that if they were suf-
ficieatly fed there would be less tendency
toillness among them, I may also add
that from the way they have been allow-
el tostarve, a tirm determination was
expressed by both Piapot and Jack, that
as coon a8 they could travel they would
forsake the reserve and go west again,
Since I began to write this report word
has come in of the death of two more,
They have not been accustomed to live
in houses, and keep their houses too
warm, they go out and eateh cold—and
bronchial irritation among Indians is
nearly always sccompanied by hemorrhage
from the lungs—eoon developing into
quick consumption, and ofcrurse a f.tal
termination is accelerated when they are
not suffic'ently fed. I herewith enclose
voucher for this medical service.

How FarDoes Light 25;.1 tratyWater?

——— |
This question, which is, of course, of
importance to anglers, has, says the
Scientific American, received futher atten=
tion at the hands of M. M. Fol and Sarasia. ‘
Their method of observing consisted in |
placing  gelatino-bromido  photographic
plates at different depths under the water; ]
these being lowered by a sounding lead,and |
protected from the action of the sea water |
by s varnish, Experiments were made
ahout 1,625 to 1,750 yards of the Cape
of Mont Boronat, Villafranche, in the Gulf
of Nice, and in water about 687 yurds
deep. During April the limit of penetrat-
ion of the daylight about midday, during
fine weather, was found to be abount 500 |
yards; an obseration which confirms the
previous conclusions of theauthors,. Otlier
obeervations showed that there is a pene-
tration of 375 yards all the tirre the sun
is above the horizon, aud of 437 yards dur.
ing eight hours of the day. According to
experiments of Bunsen and Roscoe, the
active intensity of blue sky on April 21,
at Vienna, was 33 at 8,30 a. m.,38 at noan,
and 14 at 6 p. m., while that of the sky
and sun together was 75 at 8,30 a. m., 133

at noon, and 15 at 6 p. m.

which would otherwise belong to the
Crowa for the public use of Cauada, be
paid to the treasurer of the city or incor
porated town or coanty, as the case may
be, for the purposes of the said act.”

They were
obligei to refund all they had collected
under the License Act, and we presume
they will do the same in the watter of
collections under the Scott Act. They
ackuowleige they were wrongin appro-
priating these fines, and if they will now
do what is right they will pay over to the
municipal authorities all that they have
collected ic this way..—Herald.
