REVOLUTION BREAKS 0UT
IN THE TURKISH CAPITAL

f
Thousands of Mutinous Troops

Surround the Government
Buildings Demanding Dis-
missal of Ministers —
Panic Prevails Among the
People

CONSTANTINOPLE, April 18 —
Serious disturbances of a revoclution<
ary character has broken out here.
The situation is grave.

FRANKFORT, Apritl 13. — “Constan-
tinople has been in full revolution
since early this morning,” declares the
Constantinople correspondent of the
Frankfort Zeitung in a despatch from
tre Turkish capital dated today. “Two
battalions of troops quartered in the
ministry of war marched H»ut at dawn
headed by their officers and proceed-
ed via Divan and Jolu streets to the
mosque of St. Sophia from which point
they surrounded the building of Par-
liament. They demanded the dismis-
#al of the Grand Vizier, the President
of the Cabinet, and the Minister of
‘War.

VIENNA, April 13. — Startidg ru-
mcrs are current here to effect that
Constantinople today is in the throes
of a grave revolutlonary movement.
The information thus far recelved is
meagre, but it is reported that several
thousand mutinous troops have sur-
rovnded the building of the parlia-
ment and that the whole capital is in
a state of dangerous excitement. An-
other report says that the ministry of
war hias been occupied by the insur-
gents and that the minister has flad.

LONDON, April 13.—The only news
to reach London up to half-past
twelve today of the situation in Con-
stantinople, was contained in a code
message. It set forth that .seriosu
disturbances of a revolutioary charac-
ter had broken out and that the sit«
uation was grave and it was accepted
here as foreshadowing a dangerous
upheaval. Neither the foreign office
the Turkish Embassy, mor the banks
with Constantinople connections had
any further information. It is known
however, that the situation had been
extremely strained for several weeks
past owing to the great bitterness be-
tween the committee of Unlon and
Progress and the Liberals, The Liber-
als resent the attempts of the com-
mittee to control public affairs.

The murder on April 7 of Hassan
Fehmi Effendi, editor of the Liberal
newspaper Serbesti, is thought here
to have been the climax of this politi-
cal argument. Effendi was shot and
killed by an unknown man as he was
entering his office. A government of-
ficial accompanying him was wound-
ed. The Serbesti had been carrying
on 5 campaign against the committee
on Union and Progress, in other words
the Young Turks. Violent demon-
strations both Inside parliamemt and
in the streets adjacent followed the
killing of the editor. The Grand Viz-
jer and the President d5f the Chamber
were obliged to harangue the crowds
outside and assure them that justice
would be done. The Chamber accept-
ed the interpellation denauncing the
crime as a political murder and call-
ing upon the government to take the
necessary steps to aprehend the as- ,
sassins.

OF THE COUNTRY

Consumption of Liguor Figures
Show a Per Capita Ip-
erease in Ganada

o s

Some Comparisons as to Expénditures
on Liguor and the Revenue
Therefrom.

The quantity of spirits consumed in
Canada was somewhat less during the
fiscal year ending in 1908 than in the
preceding year, but there was an in-
crease in the quartity of malt liquor,
so that on the whole there was an
increase in the quantity of strong
drink consumed, even In excess of the
increase of population. The number
of gallons of liquor of different kinds
entered for consumption during the
past four years, for each one thous-
and of the population, is shown in the
following table taken from the inland
revenue excise returns:

ESTIMATE OF PRICES PAID.

It is not possible to state accurately
the prices paid for these quatities
of liquor by the consumers, but care-
ful inquiry and consultation with ex-
perienced men warrants the adoption
of the following figures as a safe es-
timate of the retail prices paid per
gallon by the purchaser in the shop
and at the bar, due ailowance being
made for quantities sold as drinks and
quantities sold in bulk, and for some
dilution in spirits which are not usu-
ally sold at full Jtrength, the
quantities set out in the preceding
table being for spirits at proof:

CUSTOMS AND EXCISE.

’

The customs and excise cdulles col-
lected by the government upon these
liquors, including the excise duty on
malt, and $16,200 collected for distil=
lery, brewery and malt-house licenses,
amocunt to a total of $14,669,627.08.
These facts concerning the liquor traf-
fic in Canada may be summarized in
the following form:

GOING IN THE WRONG DIREC-
TION.

This expenditure, though very large
in itself, is small as compared with
the drink expenditure of some other
countries. The drink bill of the
United States for 1908 is estimated at
$2,174,766,955, and the estimated drink
bill of Great Britain for the same ycar
as set out in a letter recently pubiish-
ed in The Times, amounts to £167,-
016,200 sterling. The per capita con-
sumption in England is thirty-one
gallons, in the United States tweaty-
three gallons, and in Canada less than
seven gallons. For the year 1908,
however, as compared with 1907, Can-
ada’s drink consumption shows am in-
crease, while that of Great Britain
and the United States show a substan-
tial falling off.

AN IMPOVERISHING PROCESS. .

The spending of $76,867,649 for in-
toxicants must have a serious effect
upon the prosperity of the Dominion.
It must be remembered that as far as
the consumers are concerned, their
investment in strong drink may fairly
be said to be sheer loss or waste,

By this we mean that they have, to
the extent named, diminished tho}r
personal possessions, without obtain-
ing anything tangible in return. If a
man goes into a shoe store and pur-
chases five dcllars’ worth of goods, he
has something to show for his money.
He ns presumably better off because
of the transaction, while the shoe
dealer has also profited. If the five
dollars is spent for drink at a bar, the
dealer may have gained, but’the buy-
er is absolutely five dollars poorer,
becauge of the transaction.

In a sense, this difference holds be-
tween expenditure on drink and every
othez_-,'kind of expenditure, except ex-
penditure on other articles of mere
luxury that persh almost immediate-
ly. This is not the case with expendi-
ture for food or clothing or books or
other property which benefits the pur-
chaser, in mind, hody or estate,

SAYS IT Is DEAD LOSS.

Behind more liquor which is sold
there are investment, labor, material,
all the factors of production, and some
of the same factors lie behind the
money or ownership of the purchaser.
After the barroom exchange ouc of
these results of production has dis-
appearaed. Instead of the buyer and
seller hoving between them ten dol-
lars, as was the case in the shoe-
selling transaction, the one has five
dollars, but the other has nothing to
show for his investment. The expen-
diture of $76,557.649 cn drink
that the community is worse off to
that extent. Much of this loss falls

means -

'
upon people who cannot afford it.
THE REVENUE OFFSET.

There is a partial offset to this. The
Government meeds a revenue for pub-
lic purposes, which must be provided
in some way by the people. If it were
net furnished by the drinker through
the liquor traffic it would have to be
supplied by him and his fellow-citi-
zens in some other way. They would
therefore, have to contribute through
some other channel that part of the
country’s liquor expenditure which
now goes into the national treasury
in the form ‘of duties and license
frea.

The amount of the national liquor
revenue has already been stated. The
aggregate of all the Provincial and
municipal revenues from the liquor
traffic is less thal $2,000,000. If we
take the total national, Provincial and
municipal collectivns from the liquor
traffic as amounting to $16,500,000 and
deduct this from the amount paid for
strong drink we have still left $66,-
367,649 as the loss caused by the traf-
fic. The people of Canada are today
poorer by that amount than they would
have been had the liquor traffic not
becn in operation during the past
twelve months.

AS TO INDIRECT LOSSES.

The amount of money actually paid
for strong drink is only a part of the
national impoverishment caused by
the liquor traffic. Most of that money,
if not spent for drink, would have
been invested in other products, which
would have demanded capital, raw ma-
terial and labor. The business indus-
tries of the country wouid have been
more prosperous, more wages would
have been earned. There would have
been not only larger production, but
wider distribution of weath.

It must be remembered that the
production of liquor employs com-
paratively few men, and pays com-
paratively small wages proportionate
to the amount of money it absorbs.

From the figures of the special census ,

of manufacturing industries taken in

1906 we learn that for every million

dollars of capital invested the liquor
{raffic employed only 150 men, while
the average of other industries em-
ployed 472 men, and that the

while the average of other industries
paid more than $198,000 in wages.
URGES OVERTHROW OF SYSTEM.
There are large public expenditures
chargeable against the liquor - traffic,
such as a propoftion of the cost of
the establishment and maintenance of
asylums for the insane, hospitals, pri-
sons, courts, police forces and a host
of other corrective and charitable
stitutions and agencies. To all this
must be added the loss caused through
the elimination from the working pow-
er of the ccuntry, of all the men and
women with whom these institutions
deal. This statement is already too
long to permit of detailed estimates of
any of these enormous losses.
Furthermore, the foregoing calcula-
tions do not deal at all with the worst

effects .of the drink system, the phy-|

sical, social and moral injury that is
thereby brought upon many members
of the community. That system which
selfishness and avarice are working
so hard to extend and perpetuate is
the greatest enemy of civilization and
progress, and the worst foe that ham-
pers and threatens the prosperity of
our young Dominion. Every patriotic
citizen ought to do his utmost to bring
about its overthrow.

ENTHUSIASH 1S
SHOWN IN WORK

Perhaps one of the best temperance
lectures during the present campaign
was delivered by the Rev. Dr. O'Rielly
at the Seamen’s Institute last night,
before a large and attentive audience.

The reverend speaker addressed the
assembly on total abstinence, referring
to the great work accomplished by
Father Mathew through his writings.
He thought the best way to prac}lce
temperance was by total abstinence.
He commended the Father Mahew so-
cieties to the public at large. They
were societies which a man should be
proud of . The reverend doctor spoke
at great length, dwelling particulahly
upon the curse of drink and the ruin
and misery it brought, and advising
all to become abstainers.

After the address fifteen men joined

the temperance cause by taking the |

pledge.

A hearty vote of thanks was accord-
ed the speaker in true hearty sailor
fashion.

There was a large gathering in the
Temple of Honor Mall, in Main street,
last night, when the Rev. Neil Mec-

FRENGH ARREST

Confiscate Balloon Which Descended Near
Paris — Contained Gamera
and Maps.

PARIS, * April 12—Three  Germans,
supposed to be military officers, who
descended from a balloon at the Vil-
lage of Santany, about 20 miles
south-east of Paris, were arrested
there. There has been much uneasi-
ness and resentment ‘lately owing to
the number of German balloons cross-
ing the French frontier. No fewer than
six have landed during the present
week in the eastern départments. The
Government the other day ordered the
officials everywhere to scrutinize all
foreign aeronauts alighting in France.
Therefore, when a balloon was se2n
descending today in the neighborhood
of Santany, the Mayor, a number of

| gendarmes, and most of the villagers
| nastened to ascertain whether the oc-

cupants of the car were foreigners.

The aeronauts proved to be Ger-
mans. They professed to be unable to
speak French. The Mayor telegraphed
Paris for instructions, and was at
once directed to hold the visitors and
confiscate the balloon and its contents.
The latter included a camera and a
number of maps. Meanwhile the Minis-
try of War rushed two officers of the
general staff to Santany to make an
investigation. The incident is causing
some excitement. What disposition will
be made of the two men arrested is
not yet known. Complaints of German
balloons crossing their frontiers have
also been lately made by Belgium and
Holland.

He gioes home in the evening
thoroughly worn out but wakes up on
Mon@sy morning to begin a round of
wisits, another serfes of meetings or
some differemt oocupation equally fa-
tiguing. It is difficult, naturally, for
t¥m to do nothing while the world is
at work, yet he works when the world
is idle, and certainly the pace cannot
be long continued without  its
sffect being found in weakened effort.

GHOST PIGTURES
3 OF DEAD ARTIST

New York Man Imitates Closely Without
Having a_Lesson.

NEW YORK, April 12.—Over a hun-
dred paintings, in the style of the
landscape artist, Mr. R. Swaine Gif-
ford, who died in January, 1905, have
been produced during the past three
years by a middle-aged goldsmith of
New York named Mr. Frederick T.
Thompson, who has never had a les-
son in tho art. /

The case is considered to be one of
telepathy between the dead artist and
a living medium, for Mr. Thompsoa,
knowing nothing of painting, asserts
that he only works under an irresis-
tible impulse. Art critics declare that
his canvases “reproduce all the charm,
fine color and atmosphere of Gifford’s
best style.”

Mr. Thompson has given an account
of his physical and antistic exper-
jences to the editor of The American
Art News, who purchased one of his
best “Gifford” paintings.

“About three years ago,” he said,
‘T began to see distinct visiong of
landscapes and faces, and felt an ir-
resistible impulse to paint them. I
thought I was going mad, but the im-
pulse grew so strong that I secretly
began to paint. The visions came and
the colors would work out into form. I
am compelled to paint by an un-
known force. The paintings are fin-
ished entirely by feeling.

A VOICE HEARD.

“After I began painting an exhibi-
tion of Gifford’s work was held in
New York. I went to it and hearf a
voice distinctly say, “You see what I
have accomplished. Why not Zo «n
with my work and finish it?”

Mr. Thompson had seen Mr. Gifford
twice during his life, but only on cne
occasion, when the artist was buying
some jewelry, did he speak with him.

Accompanied by Professor Hyslop,
o* the American Society for Psychical
Research, Mr. Thompson went to the
dead artist’s home in Massachusetts.
Among other things, the widow show-
ed them on an easel a ploture of a
group of trees “exactly represeniting”
(in the professor’s words) ‘‘one of the
sketches that Mr. Thompson had left
in my hands.”

Profesor Hyslop is convinced that
! the visions haunting Mr, Thompson
are clear illustrations of the nrocess
by which the depanted may bhe able
to transmit their thoughts to the liv-
ing when conditions are favorable.”

WOMEN LIVE LONGER.

Cannot Count if Marriage Furnishes Life-
long Support.

e

LONDON, April 12.—That marriage
is by no means a life-long provision
for the average woman was ihe inter-
esting theory put forward in a lecture
to the Royal Statistical Society by
Miss B. L. Hutchins.

Miss Hutchins proved by statistics
that the enormous increase in women
| workers is due to the high male death
Lven in the event of marriage,
a woman can only rely on being pro-
| vided for during a period of twenty
| years.

“The disproportionate number of
women is mainly due to their lower
death rate,” the lecturer said. “The
number -of boys born exceed the num-
ber of girls by about thirty-five to
I forty per thousand, but mor . boys die
i at birth or soon after. There are 135
women old enough to claim an old-age
pension to every 100 men,

“Marriage is mot a life-long pro-
vision for the average woman. It is
only a provision for the best years of
life—those years, in fact, in which a
weman is ordinarily most cepable of
taking care of herself. The husband
is, in many cases, swept off in middle
life, and in the industrial classes he
has usually not had very much chance
of saving a competence for his widow.”

READ LAST NIGHT

America Has Vast Opportun.-
ity for.Making Lasting
Mark for Good

NEW Yi N. Y., April 12.—A mes-
sage from eneral William Booth,
founder and commander of the Salva-
tion Army, was read tonight at a re-
markable session at Carnegle Hall in
honor of his eightieth birthday anni-
versary. Miss Eva Booth, the general’s
daughter and commander of the Sal-
vation Army in America, read the
messaze to the packed hall. It was as
follows:
i LONDON, April 10.
‘“To the American People:

*‘Oh, America, how vast is your op-
poriunity for making a lasting mark
for good on the entire human race. En-
dowed with measureless material re-
sources, enjoying the unbounded con-
fidence of your own people, favored
with the concentrated light of earth
and heaven, possessed of an influence
covering, like a shadow, all the world
beside, what a power you must be des-
tined to become.

“What will you do with this mighty,
magic force? If you are permitted to
realize your ambition to lead the
world, whither will you lead it? To
utter abandonment of faith in the eter-
nal and the neglect of every duty flow-
ing out of it, to senseless worship of
mammon, to useless frivolities. No, I
am sure you won’t, and I blush at the
very mention .of such things and de-
nounce them with all my soul.

“Where else can you lead this poor,
blind, stumbling world of ours but to
the mighty, just, holy God, and obedi-
ence to His commands; to the practice
of righteousness, purity, honor, kind-
ness and simplicity, to self-sacrificing
service of mankind.

“Oh, America! I invite you to the
actual pealization of the Christian
principles you possess and the prac-
tical imitation of Jesus Christ, who j
came out of His heaven to seek and to
save.

HORSE RACE PICTURE
FLASHED BY WIRELESS

London Newspaper Prints the
Actual Finish of Grand
National Steeplechase

Striking Photograph Sent " Hundreds of
Miles in Precisely Six Minutes—A
Remarkable Feat.

LONDON, April 12.—The Daily Mir-
ror has accomplished ,a reméirkable
feat, printing in its pages a picture
of the finish in the Grand National
Steeplechase, run _near Mancaszster
the day before. The picture was sent
in exactly six minutes. This IZstoric
achievement, which inaugurated a Te-
volution in modern pictorial journal-
ism, was made posibly by the use of
an instrument called the telautograph
of which the Daily Mirror poss:sses
the sole right of use in the United
Kingdom and the colonies.

The telautograph is an important and
remarkable improvement on Lhe other
instrument which has been used in
the Daily Mirror office for receiving
photographs wired from Paris and
Manchester, for whereas only por-
traits could be transmitted by means
of the old instrument, pictures with
complicated detail in them — wsuch as
photographic groups or landscapes —
can be faithfully and quickly trans-
mitted by means of the telautograplt.

The method of transmission is an
dld one. It was tried by several
scientific men, but it remained for Pro-
fessor Korn, of Munich, to make prac-
tical use of it, with the aid of a spec-
jal form . of receiving apparatus,
which renders the instrument so ex-
tremely sensitive that it can be used
over long distances. even up to 2,000 or
3,000 miles,

PICTURE COMPOSED OF GUM.

For the last two months experi-
ments with the telautograph have
been conducted in the Daily Mirror of-
fice, and the picture of ‘he Grand
National is the outcome of those ex-
periments.

The telautograph can be used either
with telephone or telegraph wires, and
pictures can be transmitted and re-
ceived in either direction simultan-
eously.

The photograph to be transmitted is
printed on a thin matal rheet ccated
with gum rendered sensible to light,
and afterward washed in cold water,
when only a clearly defined picture
remains on the metal. The wicture it-
self is thus actually composzd of gum
which has the property of not &llow-
ing an electric current to pass through
it

Having been preparad in this man-
ner, the picture is placed on-a metal
cylinder which revolves and travels
literally on a spiral axis, so that in
its progress every part of the picture
comes into contact with a metal
needle.

As the cylinder revolves the electric
current which is flowing through it
and out into the needle, and thence
into the telephone or telsgraph line, is
made or broken according as the
pants of the picture are gummed -or
not.

BEAM OF LIGHT CONCENTRATED

Thus, at the receiving station in The
Daily Mirror office in London, an in-
termittent current is received by means
of which, through the telegraph or
telephone line, g faithful reproduction
of the original picture is built up on
an ordinary photographic film.

This film revolves with a spiral mo-
tion in a manner corresponding with
the sending cylinder at the other end,
the speeds of the two cylinders being
adjusted with extreme precision by
means of delicate electrical apparatus.

In the receiving instrument a beam
of light is concentrated into a tiny
point of great brilliance, and this light
falling on the travelling film can be
intercepted in its passage by a small
shutter attached to a fine silver thread
a thousandth part of an inch thick.
With each intermission of the current
the shutter is displaced and so allows
the beam of light to be intermittent
also.

When the whole of the picture has
been transmit;ed the receiving film is
developed in'the ordinary way, and
the telegraph picture is then ready
for the process of reproduction.

PICTURES BY WIRELESS.

It is only by means of the utmost
precision that this marvelously ingen-
ious instrument can be worked effic-
iently, as the current received is ex-
ceedingly feeble and allows no margin
for the least error in adjustment.

The electrical power used by the ma-
chine has to be absolutely uniform, so
that electrical accumulators are essen-
tial at both the receiving and sending
stations.

Further scientific developments of an
intensely interesting character are
likely. to be made in connection with
the transmission of photographs by
wire.

Professor Korn is actively engaged
at the present moment in carrying out
some new experiences between Berlin
and Paris, while T. Thorne Baker,
who -has charge of The Daily Mirror
phototelegraphic installation in Lon-
don and Manchester, has also carried
out many important experiments. He
has even succeeded in transmitting
simple telautograph pictures by wire-
less.

Faocts of the Case

“In regard to this transaction, the
facts are that the company hed fifty
thousand dollars of guaranteed bonds
which were hypothicated for loans
made by bank to the company. These
Joans bore the heavy interest charges
of six to seven percent. The company
was naturally desirous of disposing of
these bonds and thereby retiring them-
selves of the heavy interest which was
being charged by the bank. Mr. T'wee-
die was in a position to tell the exe-
cutive that one of his legal clients in
the town of Chatham, N. B, had a
considerable sum which he desired to
invest in safe securities. As the result
of negotiations Mr. Tweedie effected
for the company the sale of fifty thou-
sand dollars worth of these bonds at
par and charged a comimission of one
per cent, or a total of five hundred
dollars, for the service. The transac-
tion was considered a good one dy the
executive of the company, and Mr.
Tweedie's charge for the service was
considered a very reasonable one. The
result of this sale of bonds enabled the
company to at once wipe out its obli-
gation to the band and to reduce the
interest charge of the company on ihe
fifty thousand dollars loan by from two
to three per cent. That was a very
great saving in expense to the oom-
pany and the commissioners say that
this is a transaction which cannot be
condoned.. I do not think that view
would be generally held ‘in regard to
the transaoction.

Duty of Secratary

“As to the criticism of the commis-
sioners of laxity in the keeping of the
accounts of the company I may say
that the keeping of the accounts was
one of the duties of the secretary of
the company, the late George W. Allen,
It was his duty to sign ail the notes
of the oomapny and, indeed, mo note
would be of value unless it bore his
signature. I have mot fthe slightest
doubt but that he kept proper records
of all the accounts and notes of the
company. Mr. Allen unfortunately was
not living at the time of the inquiry,
but he was a gentleman of good:busi-
ness habits and was universally recog-
nized as a man of the highest integrity
and I have no doubt that he was care-
ful to see that all the money of the
company was applied to the legitimate
purposes of the company.

“I might say that in. addition to the
large difference in interest charges
which I have mentioned in regard to
the $134,000 spoken of by the commis-
sioners there were other legitimate ex-
penses which were not considered by
the commissioners. Among these is an
amount of $8,600 paid to Contractor
{ Barnes on account of an old order of
{the Central Railway Company which
{he heid against the subsidy; also of
{'$7,000 paid for tles which had been
made to the number of sixty thousand
on order for the second section of the
road and which, when that section was
not proceeded, were used in repair-
ing the Central Railway portion of the
line. There were also sums pald for
right of way of the second section, for
nnal awaas uhﬂ‘ Bow nrallminary warlk
all of which have been omitted by the
commissioners in making their finding,
although there was evidence given to
justify their inchusion. :

“From the action of the counsel of
the commissioners, Mr. Powell, at the
outset it was seen that he did not de-
sire to get at the true facts of the case
in his investigation. The proper course
would have been for the commisisoners
to have asked the company to have
submitted an accounting of the mon-
ey they spent. This could have been
made up from a statement of the bank
advances from time to time and the

| at. Then if there had been disparities
discovered they could have been gone
into. Instead of doing this, the com-
misisoners vrithout asking for such a
statement started to Investigate in
various directions apparently with the
hope of discovering something wrong.

DISEASES OF FOODS DISCUSSED

BY RENE FACHE.
Diseases of foods have recently been
the subjeet of ser.)us investigaiion at

the hands of science. They are many '

and various, and some of them, such
as the chalk disease of bread, in fre-
quent instances cause considerable loss
to producers. What is commonly
known as ‘“ropy milk” is a disease that
at least for awhile has practically de-
stroyed the business of many dairy-
men. 5

Such diseases are caused by two dif-
ferent “kinds of vegetable germs; bac-
teria, and the spores of fungi. = Bac-
teria, as everybody knows, are micro-
scople plants which are in the air and
everywhere. Most of thcm are entlre-
ly harmless; but a few species are
dangerous. The fungi in question are
of the kind known as moulds and mil-
dews, and their spores, corresponding
to the eeeds of higher plants, which
are so tiny as to be invisible to the
naked eye, are omnipresent.

A_lump of dough, kneaded by the
housewife and mace ready for the ov-
en, is likely to contain a great many

well. But the heat of the oven'kills
all these spores and microbes, and or-
dinarily the baked loaf, when it comes
out, is absolutely sterile; that is to
say, germ~free. No kind of food could
possibly be safer to eat. Possibly there
may have been typhold germs in the
water used for mixing the bread; but,
if so, they are destroyed.
ARE FOND OF BREAD.

But what happens then? Well, un-
der ordinary circumstances, the loaf is
allowed to lie exposzd to the alr, and
the bacteria or fungus spores floating’
about in the atmosphere find their way
into fissures of the crust. Microbes
and germs of moulds are as fond of
pread as human beings are, and so
they proceed to feed upon it, muitiply-
ing with great rapidity.

The crust, being less moist, is J‘essrf
available as food for them than the
crumb. But let a few spores of the
chilk disease fungus get a fair start in
the crack of a loaf, and the vegetation !
of the plant that grows from them will '
quickly make its way into the crumb |
and spread through the substance‘

thereof. Then, when the loaf is cut,
the interior will be found to present a
most remarkable appearance, all 'thal
pores of the crumb being filled with |
dry white powder.

It seems as if the interior of the loaf
was actually turned to chalk. Of!
course it should not be eaten. But, in |
addition to its unsightly and unwhole-
some appearance, the bread attacked
by this disease has a very disagree-
able musty odor. In earller times this
trouble was regarded as wholly mys-
terious and beybnd explanation. Even
nowadays it sometimes causes serious
loss to bakers. But the mischief-maker
has been identified, under the sclentific
name of Monilia variabills, and the
cure is simple emough.

Strictly speakingz, it is rather a pre- .
ventive than a cure. The loaves of
bread, on being taken from the oven,
should be put at once into a cool,
dry, airy place, and kept there. Germs
of moulds cannot propagate and mul-
tiply their species without .moisture,
and a low temperature is always un-
favorable to microbes and fungus
spores.

The germs that cause diseases of
pread are mostly mould fungi. As a
rule, they are not dangerous to human
beings, but they make the hread un-
sightly and offensive to the smell.
Thus a species called Oidium aurantia-
cum made a good deal of trouble not
long ago at one of the military bar-
racks near Paris. This objectionable
microbe found its way into the bak-
eries used for the troops, and flourjsh-
ed so mightily that fresh loaves sup-
plied to the soldiers were coyered the
following day with a nasty-looking
orange-yellow coating. Besldes, the
bread acquired a most unpleasant odor
and flavor, so that the men could not
eat it.

Bread crumb (s a firstclass “culture
medium’ for all kinds of microbes, in-
cluding those which produce diseases
in human beings. A cut loaf, exposed
to the air, is to them a most attrae-
tive invitation. The moistwheat glu-
ten is just the sort of stuff in which
they can multiply to advantage and
maintain high vitality. Accordingly,
in consideration of this fact, the intel-
ligent housewife should take particular
care to keep her cut loaves in a dry,
cool place, preferably in a tin box. The
tin box not only intenferes with evap-
oration, thus keeping the bread moist,
put excludes microbes.

ON OLD SHOES AND RYE BREAD.

One of the commonest kinds of mould
is that which frequently makes its ap-
pearance on old shoes that are left, for
a while in closets, unworn. It is while
at first; then, as it attains more ad-
vanced ' growth, gray in color. Some-
times it has a green hue. Penicillium |
glaucum is its proper name, and it is
a too familiar case of disease in bread.
The preventive in this case, too, is cool,
dry air. Microbes, especially fungf,
cannot get along without warmth and
moisture. The latter is so far requisite,
indeed, that in certain desert regions,
as in Arizona, where the climate is

, very hot, nothing decays. Animals that

perish simply dry up and turn into
mummies.

In some moist regions there is a
digease of rye bread that is very dan-
gerous to human beings. A rust fun-
gus, or. mildew, known to science as
Fusarum roseum, grows on grain in
fields, and when It is made into bread
the latter is poisonous. There are dis-
tricts in Russia where this bread dis-
ease, popularly known as ‘“‘drunken
rye,” appears every year, though it is
worst in rainy seasons. People who
eat the bread are attacked a few hours
later by violent headaches, giddiness,
vomiting and usually more or less dis-
turbance of vision, the symptoms last-
ing perhaps for several day and often
terminating in death.

One of the worst bread diseases is
“ropy bread,” so called, which is ra-
ther common. It is caused by a bac-
terium, the Bacillus panis (literally
translated, this means rod-shaped
bread germ), which originates in the
flour. Unlike -all other species of mi-
crobes that occur in dough, this bacil-
lus is able to withstand the heat of
the oven. Thus, in the baked loaf, it
quickly pervades the entire body of
the crumb. As seen under a micro-
scope, it forms threadlike strings, and
the crumb attacked by it becomes so
slimy that when a finger is pressed in-
to it and withdrawn the substance of
the bread is pulled out in long fila-
ments.

Bread attacked by this disease has a
smell so disagreeable as to be positive-
1y stifling, the -odor somewhat resem-

.bling that of valeriam, and its flavor

{s most disagreeable, When eaten, it
produces violent diarrhoea. Until re-
cently the cause of the trouble was &
mystery; but the bacillus, at length
identified, was finally traced to the
bran husks. Bread made from flour
that is rich in bran is especially likely
to develop the ropy disease. It is re-
commended that, when a baking of
bread proves ropy, the entirs stock of
flour on hand, whether in household
or bakery, be carefully examined, the
infected portions, which is easily re-
cognized, bLeing thrown away.

THE BLEEDING HOST.

During the Middle Ages great reli-
gious enthusiasm was stirred up on
many occasions by the appearance of
a phenomenon, attributed to miracle,
commonly spoken of as the Bleeding
Host. There was no question of its
verity, and a suspicion of fraud would
have been entirely unjust. The con-
secrated bread used for ceremonial
purposes by the church was found cnce
in-a while to be spotted and streaked
with what looked, at all events, Lke
blood. Tt was declared to be blood, and
people flocked in multitudes to witness
the marvel, incidentally paying for
privilege.

Nevertheless, as is now known, ,the
stains on the bread were not those of
blood at all, but were due to ithe pre-
sence of certain miéro-organisms
which, feeding on the crumb, secreted
a red coloring matter. The 1microbe
accountable for the phenomenon is fa-
miliar to sciéence today under the name
of Micrococcus prodiglosus, or iracu-
lous little ball-shaped bactsrium. It
appears not only on bread, causing the
disease, but likewise on egg aibumen,
on milk, and on meats, <specially in
summer and early autumn. Finding
lodgment in crevices of the crust of a
loaf, it soon reaches the interior, and,
propagating rapidly there, ciuses red
stripes in the crumb. Apart from
spoiling the looks of the‘bread, it is
quite harmless.

Now, in the study of food diseases,
including those of bread, the method
commonly adopted is to take an ex-
ceedingly minute quantity of the in-
fected material,, whatever it may. be,
and will inoculate some sterilized gela-
tins in a glass tube made for the
purpose. Such gelatine, of course, as
the word ‘“‘sterilized’ implies, contains
no germ whatever. The tube is kept
sealed with a plug of absorbent cot-
ton, which effectively prevents sny
other micro-organisms from making
an entrance. Then the microbes trams-
ferred in the manner decribed pro-
ceed to feed upon the gelatine and to
multiply, until—in the case of this
bacillus prodiglosus, for example —
there is forced a bright red patch of
the bacterium in question.

That is what is called a “culture.”
The red patch or a portion of it may
be transferred, perhaps, from the cul-
ture tube: to the crumb of a good loaf
of bread, and its operations watched
at leisure. In this manner the life
history of the micro-organism is stud-
jed, and it is ascertained under what
conditlons it thrives best ond how it
may be most easily destroyed or nre-
vented from developing. Thus it be-
comes possible to inform housewlves
and bakers how this disease of bread
may be avoided.

ROPY MILK.

A similar method is adopted with
other diseases of bread and with dis-
eases that attack other kinds of food.
For instance, the “ropy milk,” already
mentioned, is a disease attributable to
a bacterium known to science as the
Bacillus lactis viscosus; in plain lan-
guage, the sticky microbe of milk. A
peculiarity of this germ is that it
thrives at low: temperature; under
conditions, that is to say, where most
bacteria are dormant. Hence, it will
attack milk even when the latter is
kept in a cool place; the cream on the
surface becoming ropy to such an ex-
tent as to adherc to a table fork,
stinging out in a gelatious mass.

In the case of this disease there is
no trouble if the milk is used very
soon after being drawn from the cow,
‘Within a Tew hours however, owing
to the rapid multiplication of the mi-
crobe (if they happened to be present),
the fluid becomes undrinkable. Only
recently has it been ascertained what
causcs the mischief, and even now, in
any specific instance, it may be dif-
the

Sometimes the germ
water used for washing
milk cans and other utensils; for the
apparent purity of the water about a
cremery givés no assurance that it
does mot contain Dbacteria. Often,
however, the utensils of the consumer
avo at fault, and the mjlkman is
blamed for an annoyance that is real-
ly due to lack of care in washing re-
ceptacles employed in the houschold.

The cure for ropy disease-in milk is
very simple. To avold it, all that is

minutes, and to fill the large cans
with boiling water for the same length
of time. This remark applies to dair-
ies, of course. Careful scalding of milk
receptacles ought .to be one of the
first rules in every domestic establish-
ment. ,

Both butter and cheese are subject
to diséase, due lkewise to microbes
on the food materials, give them a!
bad smell and flavor. Such products
afford an attractive diet for bacteria
and moulds, and on that account they
should always be kept carefully cov-
ered. Muddy cheese is an annoyance
that is familiar to every house-wife.

Preserves, as every good house-
keeper knows by sad experience, are
,often attacked and spoiled by
moulds. It is to keep out such germs
that she covers her jars so carefully
with an air-tight layer of paraffin. If
they get at the contents, they will not
only make them uninviting to the eye,
but will destroy their flavor. It is
best, therefore, to keep preserves, also
butter and cheese, in a dry and cool
place, where micro-organisms are
least plentiful.

DANGER IN CANNED FRUITS.

Canned foods are likewise subject to
disease. The filled cans, after being
sealed, are subjected to high heat, in
order to kill any germs they may con-
tain; but if a few microbes remain
alive, they are likely to multiply in
great numbers, feeding .on the food
substance, and incidentally devoloping
a gas that causes the cans-to bulze—
a most undesirable and dangerous
symntom.

‘When it comes to frults, it is a fact
obvious enough that they are particu-
larly liable to disease. In the ordinary
course of nature an apple or a banana
ought to dry up, ind not decay. Now
and then this is what does actually
happen; but in most instances baateria
or fungus germs attack them, obtain-
ing entrance through breaks in the |
skln, and, feeding on the vesetable |
tissue, cause rot. This so-called “bit-
ter rot” of apples, which gives them

{an extremely bitter taste, is attribut-
,able to a fungus.

One important rea-
son for spraying trees in the orchard
with germicidal solutions is to prevent
the development of such microbes. Of- |
ten they attack fruits while the latter |
are still unripe and hanging on trees.
A familiar disease of the Bartleit pear
is caused by microbes that find their |
way into the interior and begin work |}
at the core; so that a pear with the |
fairest exterior may be rotten inside. ;

mal stages of the development
are represented by the terms
overripe, &nd decayed; but, as
is not correct. The decay is due to
disease, If the germs that cause it
were excluded, the fruit would simply
dry up. There are other kinds of mi-
crobe which produced warlike exrces-
cences on the outside of apples and
other fruits. But all these mischiefs
are avoidable, and, in order to prevent
them, fruits, particularly pears and
oranges, are commonly wrapped separ-
ately in paper and are kept in a dry,
cool place.

In these days the diseases of food,
which used to be regarded as so puz-
bling and mysterious, are well under™
stood, and, the microbes that cause
them having been identified, scientific
experts are no longer at a loss to
know what means to recommend for
their prevention. The trouble-making
germg will continue to exist in my-
riads: but with the help of lately-ac-
quired knowledge, their depredations
can be reduced to & minimum,

Establishment of Bonstitutional
Government Would be of
Value to Britain

Despotism  Totterg—Hts  Triumph Would
Mean Loss of British Prestige
in the East

TABRIZ, April 12. — Presumably the
foreign office realizes the gravity of
the isues now at stake, and the grav-
ity of the situation in which Great
Britain has deliberately placed her-
self; but it is incomprehensible why
no adequate steps have been taken to
force the diplomatic pace. It is now
two months since a communique rein-
forced the referemce to Persia in the
King's speceh. Sir BEdward Grey’s
statement was still more emphaitic.

These pledges to help were entirely
unsought by the Persian Constitution~
al party. Omce given, they were fak-
en sericusly, as the British name dor
honor. is great in Persia. She now
looks to the foreigm- office to redeemn
its words; if it fails to do so, it is in
danger of being ridiculed. If Tabriz
were starved into surrender, the dif-
ficulty of coercing the shah would be
immeasurably increased.

The real issue is mothing less than
England’s position in Asia ,and it is
fraught with momentous consequences
for her ndian empire is particular. The
Persian movement is undoubtedly a
part of the general awakening of the
whole East which is asociated every-
where with,the idea of parliamentary
government. In the new and tremen-
dous situation thus being created,
Great Britain starts with some incal-
culable advantages. She has an ally
in Japan and a friend in Turkey—two
shining exemplars to the New East.
The Progressive parties in China and
Persia turn to her instinctively. If
she preserves her high reputation as
a friend of liberty, the eastern empires
may be enabled successfully and un-
bhampered to solve itheir own problem
—united imperial supremacy with
pepular representation in Egypt and
Incia.

A constitutional Persia would be the
natural friend of England. If, on the
other hand, despotism be allowed to
triumph, besides losing this inestima-
ble acvantages, Great Britain must
incur a further ‘incalculable loss of
prestige in the Bast, through having
talked much and done little. The bear-
ing of the situation here on the prob-
lem of Indian defense is so evident as
to need no elaboration.

POTATO SHIPMENTS.

Aroostook Co. Has Marketed Over 11,000,-
800 Bushels— Records of
Eight Months.

o

(Bangor Commercial.)

About 82 per cent. of the potatoes in
the potato houses of Aropstook county
had been shipped out of the state April
1, and the stock thet is left is fast
finding its way to the markets of the
west, a number of cars going out ov-
er the Bangor and Aroostook and Can-
adian Pacific, chiefly the former,
every day. \

From August 1, 1908, to April 1,
1909, the total shipments of potatoes
out of Aroostook, over the Bangor &
Aroostook, reached 10,108,837 bushels.
This total shipments for that time
overreaches the best previous record,
that of two years ago, by 668,128 bus-
hels. * When in that banner year of
two years ago, after the biggest crop
in -the history of potatp growing in
Aroostook county had been raised, the
total shipment ran up to 9,440,705 bus-
hels for that length of time all Maine
and the entire country were amazed at
a yleld soimmense coming) out of this
one Maine county. But there were
those who said at that time that the
possibilities of the county for potato
raising had not begun to be exhausted
and predicted far greater things with-
in the next few years. The following
year did not coms up to the record by
many thousands of bushels. This
year, however, finds the record gone
to smash and in all probability the
end is not yet reached. In this period
also about 1,600,000 bushels were ship-
ped via the Canadian Paxific.

The shipments from August 1, 1908,
to April 1, 1908, by months, were as fol-
lows: August, 236,886; September, 1,-
615,129; October, 1,656,405; November,
1,227,950; December, 1,095,873; January,
1,374,893; February, 1,265,732; March, 1,-
636,969.

This means that over 600,000,000
pounds of potatoes have been shipped
out of Aroostook county in the past
eight months or over 300,000 tons, via
the B. & A. And the claim is made

'that Aroostook county has but started

to raise potatoes. ‘Where the end will
be it is interesting to conjecture. The
increase in the yield has been chiefly
in the northern part of the county, al-
though a gain has been made in all
sections. It is probable that there will
be an increased acreage this year, as
the amount of ‘fertilizer that has gone
into the county has been extremely
large. Bangor men who have return-
ed from Aroostook this week say that
nothing is talked there but potatoes,
and if a man is not acquainted with
this subject he must move off to a
corner and hold a soliloquy on a sub-
ject of his own choosing. Anything
but potato talk is a foreign language.
Great interest is being taken in the
coming season and plans are going
steadily forward for the beginning of
the planting.

AMERICAN FLEEGED
BY GONFIDENCE MEN

“Unsophisticated”  Michigan  Physician

Loses $850 and Valuahle
Diamond Ring.

LONDON, April 12—An American
citizen—Dr. Merriott C. Hutchings, of
Michigan, president of an education
board—related to the Westminster
magistrate on Saturday how he had
been robbed of $850 and a gold ring
valued at $125, by means of the *“con-
fidence trick.™

Three well-dressed men, arrested at
Northampton, were in the dock charg-
ed with the theft. They gave as their
names: William Ford, aged 36, commis-
sion agent,” Bridge road, Battersea;
John Wells, aged 38, stockbroker, of
Tension street, Waterloo road, and
Arthur Vernin, aged 41, cook, of Gil-
lingham street, Pimlico.

Dr. Hutchings on Wednesday was at
the British Museum, when Ford got
into conversation with him, mention-
ing that his name was Davis, and that
he was a sheep farmer from Jew Zea-
land buying prize rams an selling
wool. Dr. Hutchings spent several
hours with the stranger and confided
to him that he proposed visiting St.
Paul’s and the Tower on the following
day. Ford professed a great desire to
see the sights, and arranged to meet
Dr. Hutchings next morning at Char-
ing Cross Hotel. Ford presented him-
self at the appointed time with Ver-
nin, who was introduced as “Mr. Mec-
Bride, a Scotch gentleman from Aus-
tralia, also a sheep farmer engaged in
wool sales and desirous of buying a
motor, in which they could all go for
a ride.”

After a visit to the outside of Buck-
ingham Palace, the park, etc. ,the
three adjourned to a tea shop, where
the third prisoner, Wells, joined them.
Wells said he was one of the O’'Briens
from good old Ireland, and that though
he had started life there as a poor
boy at a few shillings a week, he was
now rolling in money through the death
of a wealthy tea planter uncle in Cey-
lon, who had left him his fortune. His
return to his native country, he de-
clared, was to give a priest $50,000 for
masses for his dead uncle. This state-
ment was embellished with a refer-
ence to a proposed visit to Rome and &
contribution of $25,000 Peter’s pence to
the Pope. Wells finally entioned that
there was ‘a Drovision his uncle’s
will to give away $50,000 in charity.

The usual ‘“‘confidence trick” proce-
dure was then gone through. Dr. Hut-
chings was induced to take off his
diamond ring and accompany one of
the prisoners to the ‘Westend office of
the United States Express Company,
where he drew notes and gold to the
value of $850.

“T only had tea, but I'm afraid I am
rather unsophisticated,” was the con-
clusion of the prosecutor’s story, “and
I did not really realize that anything
was gone till all the prisoners had
gone. They left me waiting at the tea
shop.”

The prisoners all pleaded guilty, and
were committed for trial.

Front on the Street.

Some of the saloon keepers of the
city may find themselves Jp against
a difficulty which they had not been
expecting when their applications for
newal of licenses are under considera-
tion.

If they refuse £o make
the necessary alterations or if their
shops are so situated that they can-
not do so it is likely that they will be
forcod to go out of business.
