The great Steamship Combina-
The Jliatie S s Dedes. the lead‘:rship of J.
ship Combine.  pierpont Morgan is at present
the subject of special interest in the commercial
world. mpanies which are said to be includ-
ed in the combination are the Leylahd ; the White
Star ; the American ; the Wilson ; the Atlantic
T'ramsport, and the Canard, aggregating 208 ships
and & tonnage 1,106,842, If the Dominion and Hol-
land-American lines enter the combination, which is
regarded as probable, the number of ships will be
brought up to 224 with a total tonnage of 1,257,109.
I'nis would mean that the American Combine would
include about two-thirds of the number of steam-
ships now engaged in the trams-Atlantic trade and
about three-fourths of the tonnage. The capital of
the combine is reported to be $170,000,000, consist-
ing of $60,000,000 ordinary shares, . $60,000,000
cumulative shares, and $50,000,000 4% per cent.
mortgage bonds. A number dkghe lines included in
the Combine are British, It is explained, however,
that entering the Combination docs not involve any
change of flag and-that the different companies will
continue to be run independently, subject only to
‘the general supervision of the Combine which will
use its influence to prevent rate cutting in the freight
and passenger service and other forms of injurions
competition. It is estimated that the Combination
will in this way effect a saving of about $15,000,000
a year, The general expression of feeling in London
in reference tothe scheme is unfavorable, based upon
the fact that lines which have been hitherto under
British management will now be controlled from the
United States, The Lomdon Standard expresses
alarm at the possibility of the Liverpool concerns in
the Combine eventually passing under the American
flag and then being’ lost to Gr@t Britain in every
sense, and says that Parliament  should consider
seriously whether the proposed arrangements da not
pass beyond the limits of legitimate enterprise.

Patagonia.  4irived in Canada from Pata-
gonia. It may be rather premature to speak .of

these immigrants as ‘‘the advance giard of the
Welsh colony in Patagonia.’”’ It seems to be quite
correct, however, that the Patagonia colony, num-
bering about 2,500, having found conditions in
South America less desirable than they had anti&i-
pated, and having been very favorably igl;:nutd
with what they have heard of Canada; are ‘anxious
to come to this country. if they can be enabled to do
so without too great a sacrifice. It is stated that
many of them have now been 'in g
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improyed places and unmovable property to any ad-
vantage. They have applied through representa-
tives to the British Government for asgsistance in
removal to Canada, but the Colonial Secretary has
not seen his way clear to recommend this. Nor has
the Dominion Government as yet offered assistance.
A Mr. Lewis who came to Canada with the party
and who is apparently a leader among them, is re-
ported as saying that the Patagonian Welsh would
like to establish a colony by themselves in some
western part of Canada, but that no general move-
ment will take place unless the Imperial or Dominion
Government offer some encouragement. The party
mentioned above, which arrived in Halifax by the
Jlonian, are described as presenting a healthy, strong
and intelligent appegrance. No doubt the South
American colony would constitute a desirable addi
tion to the population of Canada,

“T'he Cecil Rbiodes The proverbial haziness of even
the educated British mind in
Scholarships. re.erence to Canadian geography
and the conditions of the country generally appears
to reflect inself in the late Cecil Rhodes’ will. It
was probably not at all the intention of the testator
to exclude the greater part of Canada from partici-
pation in the benefits of the Oxford scholarships
which the will provides for in the interest of young
men of the British colonies. But while Rhodesia,
the Cape of Good Hope, Natal, New South Wales,
South Australia, Queensland, West Australia,
T ia, New Zealand, Newfoundland, Bermuda
and Jamaica are specifically mentioned as partici-
pating in the appropriation for the scholarships,
when it comes to the Dominion of Canada, the
Province of Ontario and the Province of Quebec
only are mentioned, as if it were supposed that
those Provinces constituted the entire habit-
able part of Canada. It is said however that the
large powers which, by the terms of the will, are
vested in the executors are sufficient to enable them
to carry out what it is reasonable to suppose was
Mr. Rhodes’ intention, that all the Provinces of
Canada should share in the educational advantages
which the will provides with a view to general cul-
ture and the consolidation of the Empire. In order
that such men as are most likely to promote the pur-
poses he had in view shall become the beneficiaries
of his bequest, Mr. Rhodes has named it his will
certain qualities to which respect is to be had in
the election of a student to a scholarship ; (1) his
literary and scholastic attainments ; (2) his fondness
of and success in manly outdoor sports, such as
cricket, football and the like ; (3) his qualities of<
manhood, truth, courage, devotion to duty, sympa-
thy for the protection of the weak, kindliness, un-
selfishness and fellowship, and (4) his exhibition
during schooldays of moral force of character and of
instinets to lead and to take an interest in his
schoolmates, for these latier attributes will be likely
in after life to guide him to esteem the performance
of public duties as his highest aim. As sug-
gestions to those who will have the cholee of
students for the scholarships, it is declared that
in the testator’s view the ideally qualified student
would combine these four qualifications in the pro-
portion of three-tenths for the first, two-tenths tor
the second, three-tenths for the third, and two-tenths

for the fourth qualification, so that if the maximuwr
number of marks for any scholarship were 200, 6o
marks each would be apportioned to the first and
third qualifications, and 4o marks each to the second
and fourth qualifications.

The
Boer Commanders have asked for time to lay the Brit-
ish offers of peace before the Burghers and take the
vote of the latter thereupon. It is understood that
the leaders are favorable tn the acceptance of the
proposal.  Lord Kitchener has not granted an arm-
istice, but has given assurance to the Boer leaders
that facilities will be given for their taking the
sense of the Burghers upon the peace propossis.
In the meantime, the British Comwmanderin.chief
may be expected to make the best use of his opport:
unities. to strengthen his positions, but it is lmprob-
able that during the next week or two any very vig-
orous offensive warfare will be (.'"Ki\:: on agsinst
the Boers. The London correspondedt of the New
Yook Tribune quotes Sir Charles Dilke as expross.
ing emphatically  the opinion that peace will be
made before the Coronation, and says that in this
he, without doubt, reflects the opinion of the House
of Commons. It is conceded generally by members
that the Boer leaders have reached a tentative sgree
ment with Lord Kitchener and Lord Milner that they
have returned to the commandoes-as converted and
reconciled advocates of peace. The delay coused by
these cousultations and the formal negotiationa
which will follow the return of the delegates will
postpone the final armistice and declaration of peace
until the beginning of June. This is said to be the

The Outlook

The for¢cible detention in South
Africa of: Mr. Albert Cartwright,
formerly editor of the Seowsh
African News, has subjected the British Govern-
ment to a storm of sharp criticism in the House of
Commons, and some of the Government's promiuuft
supponkers have joined with the leaders of the
Opposition in condemnation of the course pursued.
Mr. Cartwright as editor of the News had charged
that Lord Kitchener, prior to an engagement with
General DeWet, ordered his officers to shoot
all prisoners, and having been convicted on a
charge of libel, was sentenced to a yeat’s imprison-
ment. Mr. Cartwright had served out his sentence,

.and desired to return to England, but was not per-

mitted to do so. Mr. John Morley in moving what
amounted to a vote of censure on the Government,
and on Lord Kitchener and Lord Milner in parti-
cular, referred to thé explanation of Lord Stanhope,
the Financial Secretary to the War Office —that the
Government did not think it desirable to increase
the number of Anti British prcaagnndisu in Eng-
land, and characterized it as ‘'the most outrageous
heard in the House since Simon de Montfort invent-
ed Parliament. "  Mr. Brodrick, Secretary for War,
speaking in defence of the Government said that,
although Mr. Cartwright had served out his sen-
tence the question of his release was still sud judice,
which Sir Willlam Vernon Harcourt declared to be
a scandalous proposition and contrary to tke ele-
mentary principles ot freedom.. Mr. Winston
Churchill (Conscrvative) was also among those
who adversely criticised the Government in the
matter, and expressed the hope that the House
would force the Goverment to withdraw within the
limits of the law and observe the Constitution. Mr.
Balfour, the leader of the Government in the House
of Commons, defended the course taken in reference
to Mr. Cartwright on the grounds that the Govern-
ment was justified in detaining a British subject if
it thought his wanderings calculated to injure the
interests of South Africa, and said that to adopt Mr.
Morley’s motion would be to condemn Lord Kitch-
ener and Lord Milner, in whose hands atthat mo-
ment rested the hopes of peace. This view of the case
no doubt had force with many of the members, and
in spite of other vigorous protests from both sides of
the :;ue. Mr. Morley's motion was rejected by a

Soddle- for surely the money raised by these societies
is » part of the regular beneficence of our church It
may be that in some churches the woman society is do-
jug the larger part of the work of ralsing the denomina-
tional fupds ; or possibly in some cases the Woman
Society is doing the whole work. If that is true in any
church, it certainly is not as it should be. Let us pull
along. every line; W. M. A, 8,, Sunday-school, and
church in general ; and let nus pull together, to give our
great denominational enterprises their proper support
that God's Kingdom may come in the earth and his will
be done.

This table shows that for the ' ficst three groups we
made a somewhat steady progress; but the last group
(1897-'01) reveals s falling off of two cents per member,
as compared with the previous five years, This hae
oecurred, too, when there has been a large gain (107
per cent ) ip membership. But two cents per member
does not represent the actual falling off for the past five
years. As the table shows, up to 1897 (or if we had the
amounts for the several years, up to 1898) there was a
steady increase; we might say & normal increase—not as
large as it ought to have been perhaps, yetan incr:ase.
Oiher things befng equal there would have been, we be.
lieve, a corresponding increase for the last five yeurs.
Such an increase would have meant an average of 6o
cents per member iustead of 52 cents. It seems fair to
say, therefore, that we have suffered a real loss of about
eight cents per member, or between 12 and 15 per cent,
instead of 3.7 per cent,
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This tahle shows that our denomination has made
steady nnmerical progress bitween the 5-year groups,
the largest gain belng between the last two groups The
gain of 10 7 per cent, certainly marks a very high degree
of prosperity in our churches. Let us now considera
second table which will show us our denominational of-
iarings for the co rresponding years.

How are we to account for this falling off in the pest
five yeara? There are three possible explanations. (1)
We are poorer in material wealth than formerly, Ican
not belleve that this is true for the Provinces. Itcertain-
ly is vot true for Kings Co, N. 8. (2) Our members
have vot been giving as generonsly during these yeoars ss
in former years. But we remember ‘‘the Indlan Famine
Fand'' and “‘the Acadia Forward Movement Fuad,” and
we see at once that this explanation is not the correct
one. (3) Our gifte—in part—have been going in other
directions. Daring these years the chief other direc-
tion has been ‘‘the Acadia Forward Movement.” The
treasurer of the college reports that $48438 06 have been
collected - for this fuud in the years 1898.'01r. This
represents an average of $o 24 per member for each year.
1f we add this to the regular bemevolence we have an
average of $0.76 per member. Now we do not mean to
infer that, had there been no *'Forward Movement,"” our
denominational funds would have besn $0.76 per mem-
ber. But we must conclude that, had- there been no
“'Forward Movement,’ there would have been a fair in.
increase in our denominational funds, as we have dlready
indicated; and that onr off erings to the cellege fund have
cut into our regular offerings between 10 and 15 per cont.
We are in fullest sympathy with ** The Acadia Forward

Movement.” But we think that as a people we need to
consider seriously whether this is not the real explanation

of the decrease in our regular denominstional
and accordingly we need to see to it that this result shall
not be repeated in connection with ““The Twentleth Con-
tary Fund for Missions.” For to keep up this decresse
for the next five years wonld serionsly hamper our mis-
slonary enterprises. The ** Twentieth Century Fund’ s
asked for over and above the fegular offerings. I fre-
sume that the fand for the college was pledg-
ed in the same way. But nature is nature, and if ln or-
der to meet one’s pledge in one direction he must curtaf
his e: in other directions; the gifts to the church
and den tion generally—are the firet to
suffer.

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Several things appear from this table :

(1). The falling off began with the first year collection
of ** Acadia Forward Movement Fund.” Thistends to
confirm what we have slready said in explanation of the
decrense in our denominational gifts. In two years only
was the average per member equal to that for the years
1892-'g6.

(2). The large amount reported for 1900 was due to the
special work of Mr. Vining who visited our churches dur-
ing the previous convention year. N. W. Missions re-
celved $4357.05 (not including Mr. Barss's $1000) sgainst
$942.95 in 1899 ; and $1221.96 in 1951, This means that
N. W. Missions received about $3000 more from our
churches in that year than in ordinary years.

(3). Acadia has been having s yearly deficit which,
according to the treasurer’s report for last year, amounts
in the aggregate to a little more than $10,000 From the
above table we see that Acadia has received 10 8 per cent.
of the total denominational funds (not including the
offerings of the W. M A 8.) and that the deficit amonnts
to 9.2 per cent. of the same, In other words if our de-
nominational offerings, apart from those of the W. M. A,
Societies, had been given according to the convention
scheme and Acadia had received the full 20 per cent ; in-
stead of deficit for each year of the five, every dollar of
deficit would have been paid.

These figures certalaly furnish us with matter for seri-
ous reflection. Let us take them to heart, brethren | !

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Letter Fm Burma.

DAR EDrror :—This writing is done in my boat as I
tour slong this coast and go up one river after another on
the mainland, or touch st islands in the Margul Archi-
pelago, on some of which Karens live. I do not know
that another missionary in India does his touring in this
way but none other seems possible in our field. It has
decided advantages over other means of travelling in as
much as I can take along almost any quantities of books,
medicines, provisions, and what is most desirab'e in the
jungle, a supply of good water. But another grest ad-
vantage to me personally is that I get much time for
reading, something hard to find in our busy life at home.
What missi y would at to read The Work of
the Holy Spirit, by Kuyper, for instance, during ordin-
ary work? a book of 650 pages, I have read it during
this trip with great interest as well as several smaller
works. This is no small privilege.

My boat is large and I usually have sbout ten men
with me. The feeding of these would be quite an item
bat for the generosity of the Karens, I often have to
ask them to carry back their gifts of rice, cocoanuts,
eggs, chickens, ducks, etc., about all their limited sup-
plies afford. .

Our association was held the last of January and wes
of unusual interest. More than nine hundred visitors
attended, and all these were entertained from Wednesday
till Monday most cheerfully. Karens do not indulge in
bread, butter, tea, sugar, etc., and missionaries carry
these with them, but natives take nothing with them
but good appetites, and they always find something bet-
ter than ordinary fare st associations. This was the
twenty-fifth anniversary of onr arrival in Trevy, and un-
known to us, a service was arranged to commemorate
that event, After devotional exercises five of the pastors
and teschers spoke on the kinds of work we had done, as
follows : Oar religious work, our educational work, our
agricultural work, our work in assisting them in their
troubles with government apd onr work for “the social
betterment of the Karens, After that the members of
the Young Peoples’ Society formed a circle routd ne apd
8 young man read aunaddress, and a young woman,
whose father and mother had been pupils in our school,
in a few appropriate words, presented a silver vase of In-
disn work, The service ended by singing an original
hymn written for the occasion. This may seem & small
matter to others but was Interesting to us. We have
often felt that we were laboring in vain, but the prepar-
ing and carrying through of such a service in itself was
evidence of progress,

Perhape | may say that it was left for us to introduce
several chauges, and the improvement has been wonder.
ful indeed, not onmly in our field but the work has
spread like a prairle fire into other districts. A few may
be noticed. Twenty-fitp yeats ago every women and
girl wof® only ome thin cotton jacket, snd married
women often none at all. To-day every girl at least wears
a waist under her jacket, and it has been so loug since I
have seen a Christian woman without a jacket that I al-
most forget that the bad practice ever existed. Every
man and boy wore long heir. This has utterly disap-
peared among the Christian Karens, apd scores of young
Burman men cut their hair like Europeans, Every man,
woman and child used tobacco, betel and other filth.
To-day there are probably th ds of ahstainers. In
the Burman Theological Seminary every stud has
given these up. Rotten fish, formerly a part of every
meal, is fast passing away in our field, and others will
follow. Of course improved health is ome result,
" What has God wrought ?”

Ol course there are many evils yet existing among the
best of these native Christians, some of which we may
live to see uprooted. The words of Theodore Roosevelt
apply to our work, ‘‘Keep going by steps, not bounds;
we muyst keep our eyes on the atars, but remember that
our feet are on the ground " Old habits of thinking or
acting die hard, and civilization is a growth not a sud-
den transition,

I have now been forty days from home and have had
some pleasant experiences. More than ten yesrs ago I
baptized & young man in our school. Soonm after he
married and removed to one of these islands where there
was but one Christian family. But they bailt » little
chapel, and from that day to this have remembered
when Sabbath came and have had some religious service.
An old man snd his wife came from the lvlend to our
sssociation and asked to be baptized. 1 promised him
that | would g5 to his village and baptize him there,
Last wook I wae there, and baptiszed twelve, five hus
bands and their wives and two other men. A Christian
boy had been seut from the assoclation and he has e
school of nearly twenty. There is a‘large heathen com.
wunity far up & difficult river that I have long desired to
visit and tey to begln work, but have been uvable to do
snything till the present ssason. Lately we sent & young
man there, & recent graduate of our seminary, and the

outlook is most encouraging. Iepent three days there
recently, bad gatherings for preaching twice a day with
an sttendance of nearly one hundred at each mesting,
and we visited and talked about all the rest of the time,

MESSENGER AND VISITOR.

At the last service I called for any who would then and
there surrender to Christto tellus so. A woman hold-
ing a little child snd whose appearance indicated an
earnest spirit, answered, “I will” aud a man in another
part of the assembly replied, **‘And I."" The head man
of the place and his wife who had come nearly four miles
to attend the meeti~g and bring presents, followed me
to my boat to tell me, ‘'From this day we shall worehip
the eternal God.”” The young teacher with his thirty
pupils, all from heathen familles, stood on the bank, and
as we floated away sang :
“*All hail the power of Jesus' name.”

I would have remained longer at that village but I
had sent word toa Christlan village that I would spend
the Sabbath with them, and agsin my much speaking
had caused a sore throat, and a rest was imperative. But
I may return there before my trip is over. On the Sab-
bath baptized three from Christian families.

‘This is concluded at another entirely heathen place,
and Bhuddist at that.
ion of the Burmans they are more difficult to reach than
the spirit wouhlpp\:ru. Iam a long distance from the
sea and as far as my boat will float but several miles yet
from the Karens, /My preachers have been at work and
I went up this mornitig and had a delightfal time. More
than fifty assembled jh one honse and we sang and read
and talked. It ia“of the greatest good to read tos
Karen what ‘‘the white book' says. They have not al-
together forgotten the old tradition. Many came with
mé to my boat, more than an hour's walk, and I gave
gave them tea and buscuits, They promised not to for-
get what they had heard,

Had we competent teachers to go among these people,
I feel a harvest would be reaped. We are trying to ralse
them up.

India Letter,

In my previous letter I referred to a resolution passed
by our Missionary Couference concerning further rein.
forcements. Permit me to call attention to it again,
We urge upon the Board and the home churches the
great need of more missionaries for the Telugh field, and
earnestly request that several be sent ount at the earliest
possible moment.

THE MISSIONARY FORCE REQUIRED,

Some years ago the two Canadian Missions sent forth
an appeal to the churches of Canada asking ‘or a mis-
slonary for every 50,000 of the unevangelized in the
Telugn couatry. This estimate of the real need wes
probably notat all overdrawn. Nor do we believe it
impossible of accomplishment, But for various reasons
we bave ceased to appeal for so large a force. The
limited meansat the disposi! of our Board, the large
expense involved in sending out and supporting a mis-
sionary, the small cost of supporting native workers, and
a growing conviction that ultimately the country must
be evangelized largely by the natives of the country—all
these reasons have led us to readjust our estimate and
oar policy. The former appeal would call for about 20
more men for our Maritime Mission. But we are asking
for about one-fourth of this number.

OUR POLICY,

We think that our home churches can increase the
missionary staff to twelve families and as many single
ladies in the very near future, and that we shonld not
think of doing less than this, Vizianagram city with
30,000 inhabitants, and the surrounding country with
270,000 more, has a very inadequate missionary force.
Before we purchased this field it had two missionaries on
it, and we have kept but one there. A second family for
this great centre has long been a crying need.

The Savaras people are still without a: missionary. A
lood'bt.‘lnaing has been made in this work and now we
urgently plead for a missionary who will devote his entire
time to this most interesting people. Our Telugu Chris-
tians are being ssked to help in this work of evangelizing
the Saveras. They will doubtless render help but we
cannot wait for them to overtake this work alone,

To the Northeast of Tekkalli there lies within our

port @ me workers from our American friends to the
South. In this way we have obtained afew good workers
but this source of supply is exceedingly limited. Our
own Christian community of 500 members is too small
to provide an adequate supply. The work of developivg
a native staff such as we need for this work (with from
25 to 50 or 100 native workers under the guidance of
each ‘misslonary) is certain to be aslow process. It
cannot possibly be accomplished in the immediate future
no matter how much money we may have. As the
native Christian community grows it will produce a body
of men and women for the ministry. We must patiently
wait and graduslly increase our native staff. Perhape
after another twenty-five or fifty years we shall have the
kind of a native agency that we need. In the meanwhile
we must meet the need as far as possible by foreign
workers. It would be a grevious shame to leave the
heathen to p:rish while we wait for native evangelists.
Our people at home must rise to this great responsibility
Let us increase the staff
of missionaries until we haye at least twelve families on
the field (we have seven now).

Why not make the accomplishment of this object the
chief aim of the ‘‘20th Century Fund'' movement?
Can we not within the next two years or so raise the
staff to the above number and thereafter bend our efforts
to maintain the staff at this number and then steadily
ruch' forward in the far more prolonged effort to greatly
ncrease our native agency ?

THE NATIVE CHURCHES

must also be developed in the line of s:lf-support, As
they grow in numbeks and financial streugth they must
themselves assume an increasingly large amount of the
burden of supporting its native agency. Surely God s
calling us at the begluning of this new ceninry to an
undertaking that demands cur best efforts, and one that
is full of ?mmiu. A grestly awakened interest in our
fobign missionary enterprise would, I believe, react

werfully and blessedly upon the life of the home
churches

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Membershlp in the Church
A Young Pastor asks the following questions :—

Young people joln our churches, often they sre coa. ved
in, - Aud nllennvd-e find they sre mot comverted. Shall
the church exclude them for living godless lives ?

One such member wishes to resign his membershi
our church. We informed him that it was not a. (ng
to Baptist practice to do so. What shall we do, exclude
him or acccept bis resignation ?

These questions suggest some reflections which it
may be profitable to note here. First, as to the need
of carefulness in the reception of members into the
church. It is certainly in the highest degree desir-
able that our young people should be definitely
committed to 4 religious life, and should make pub-
lic profession of their faith in Christ, but their con-
pection with the church ought never to be sought
or desired apart from genuine repentapce and faith:
If regeneration as a necessary condition of church-
membership is not clearly preached and if young
people are encouraged and urged to énter the church
on the mere strength of a benevolent impulse or out
of sympathy with their companions, without any
real spiritual experience, then a great wrong is done
both to the church and to those who are thus led to
take upon thémselves vows of  the profoundest sig-
nificance, to which their hearts and consciences haxg
" mever really consented. That people, young and old,
make the great decision and surrender themselves to
the service of Christ, is the all-important matter, and
to this they cannot be too earnestly and lovingly
persuaded. When that self-surtender has been
truly made they are not likely to require much per-
suasion to enter the fellowship of the church. But to
“‘coax'’ young persons into the church without clear
evidence that they have laid hold on Christ by re-
pentiince and faith is but to help them upon a course
of self-deception which Js likely_to result in a last
condition worst than !hgﬁrxt. Therefore, let evan-
gelists, pastors and church membership committees
be careful that no desire to make a largeshowing in
respect to the number added to the church, or any
other unworthy motive, lead them to encourage
young persons to make a profession -of religion,
which is not based upon a genuine religious experi-

ence issuing in an intelligent acceptance of Jesus‘

Christ as Lord and Saviour.
Secondly, those who, having united with the
church, are led afterwards to believe that they were

selt-deceived, that their profession is a sham, and -

that they ought not to be in the church, should be
dealt with in all kindness and wisdom. The fact
that a young person takes such a view of his or her
case is not necessarily a proof that there has been
no work of grace in the heart. Sometimes a very
good Christian falls into the ‘‘Slough of Despond, "
and is ready to believe the worst possible things
about himself. But there ought not to be much
difficulty in distinguishing between a ‘‘Christian’
and a ‘‘Pliable."” Then, even if there is reason to
believe that one hag entered the church without re-
pentance or faith, it is not necessary to conclude
that such an one is a consummate hypocrite and a
hopeless son of perdition, for, as we have seen, he
may bave begp aided in his self-deception by those
who should have been able to give wise counsel.
Even now he may be led to repentance and saved to
Christ and to the church. But if this cannot be
~if he must withdraw from the fellowship of the
church, it cannot be on the part of the church with
‘any feeling of bitterness or indifference, but with
sorrow mingled with desire and hope for his salva-
tion.  We cannot see how a church can adopt the
suggestion contained in our correspondent’s ques-
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tion and simply accept the resignation of a member
who has come to beh’;ve that he entered the church
upon a misappreh yn. The church of course is
not a club with which men may connect and dis-
connect themselves at will. It is in its ideal com-
posed of regenerate souls whose place is in the
church and nowhere else, It is composed of soldiers
of the King, who have enlisted for life, —~for the
world which now is and for that which is to come.
If one is united to Christ in faith and love his place
is in the church, if he is destitute of faith and lave
he hifs no part in the holy fellowship. Itdoes mot
matter so much perhaps by what phraseology the
church distinguishes between that fellowship and
those who either by their own confession of otherwise
have unworthily connected themselves with her mem-
bership. What is of greatest importance is that the
church shall seek to add to its members only such
as are truly of its spiritual fellowship and that its
attitude toward all within and all without its com-
munion shall be.ruled by love and by loyal devo-
tion to its Lord.

Do not Moan and Sigh.

A correspondent asks :

*Is it in accordance with the teachings of Jesus for a
member of the church to arise in prayer ting snd
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' —According to such meagre accounts as are permitted
to reach the western world ing events transpiring
in the interior of Russia,there is evidently great suffering
and mortality in those parts of the conntry in which there
has been a general failure of the crops. There appears to
be in Russia a lamentable lack of those spontaneous and
readily organized systems of relief with which the Ruglish-
s eaking people are familiar,. The Russian Government
is endeavoring to do semething, but relief is slow and in-
effective. Meanwhile, it Is said, scurvy and typhoid ure
devastating the. pesssutry throughout the whole of the
Altal reglon, formerly the chief granary of Siberis,
The starving people have eaten np the grain that should
have been for seed, and in some places the houses have
been unthatched to provide fodder for the starving cattle,

~What is known as the ““Away from Rome' move-
ment in the German Provinces of Austria appears to be
gathering strength rather than diminiehing It is atated
on the suthority of the Fvanglische Kirchenzeilung,
the official organ of the Protestant church in Austria,
that in the year 1901 thirty-six new Protestant preaching
places were added to the scores which had been alresdy
established. Special Church Bullding Socleties in the
interests of the Protestant cause bave been ne.ly organ-
ized in ten places and an Old Catholic Boclety in one
place. Daring the year new Protestant churches were
openied in seven large towns, chapels were opened in
elght other places and the laylug of eleven corner-stoves
was reported. To the new places thus opened the Pro

moan and sigh over the sins and short-comings of other
members of the church, who may or may not be present ?**

No, we do not think so. But perhaps we ought
to make some allowance for the Christian who moans
and sighs over the delinquencies of his brethren.
It would be doubtless much better that the mourn-
ing should be doné in secret, and that in the prayer-
meeting there should be strong, cheefful words.
inspired by falth and hope as well as love. Butif
only the moaning and the sighing are the expression
of a genuine and earnest desire for the welfare of the
church, it is far better that there should be lamen-
tation than indifference, and the conditions in some
churches may be so discouraging that it is almost
too much to expect that the pastor and his few
faithful helpers shall maintain always that strong
and hopeful spirit which reflects its cheerfulness
and gladness upon all who come within its influ-
ence. But this is no excuse for the chronic scolder
who habitually uses his opportunities in the meet-
ings of the church to reprove his fellow-Christians
for their short-comings and sins. The scolding ex-
horter may be well-meaning and zealous, but his
success is not likely to be large. For people are not
to be scolded into the kingdom of Heaven, neither
are professing Christians likely to be scolded out of
worldliness into spirituality. And it makes little
difference we fear, so far as the results are con-
cerned, whether the scplding takes the form of moan-
ing and sighing or of harshly condemnatory reproof.
The dominant note in the gospel is one of freedom.
The work of grace proceeds along the line of the
free response of the soul to the light ;f truth and the
drawings of love. If we would cause men to tread
the upward way we must draw by the cords of love
rather than driye with whips of denunciation. To
casta gloom over a prayer-meeting by querulous
laments over the sins and deficiencies of those who
are not there is surely a poor reward for those faith-
ful ones who are present and who need the word of
good chieer and encouragement. No doubt but that
earnest Christians at the present day have to theet
much that is discouraging, but so also did the
apostle Paul. And there were times when he felt it
necessary to reprove and rebuke. But it is remark-
able how much he found in the churches to cause
him to rejoice, and how many admonitions and en-
couragements his epistles contain to thanksgiving,
hope and gladness of heart. A Christian ot a
strong, hopeful, gladsome faith is worth many times
his weightin gold to any church.

A
careful perusal of what has been written will show, I
believe, that due discrimination has been used. That
the pastors of our Baptist churches are not perfect is very
true. But why should I spend time in writing about
their faults whestihese are the things most readily dis-
covered by their congregations? Undoubtedly there
are things to criticise in ministers as well as laymen, but
whst good will result from such criticism. Moreover,
in spite of fallings incident to human nature, there are
no men more deserving of esteem and respect and
honor than those who stand in our Baptist pulpits from
Sunday to Sunday. And I firmly believe that no de-
nomination je served by men better qualified mentally,
morally, and sepiritually to minister in things sacred
than is our own denominstion. Such at least has been
the impression made upon the writer by his year's work

ug onr Baptist churches, and he thinke too that in
thesejdays the usefulness of these servants is more likely
to be impaired by carping criticlem than by wise—or

even unwise—commendation.

NaTHEN HALE. By Willlam Ordway Partrid ze.

This volume is-on its mechanical side a very attractive
specimen of the bookmaker's art, As to its conteuts it
is & brief biography of one whose name has been held in
high honor by Americans as a revolutionary hero. The
author is 'a sculptor who has wrought for five years or
more over the face and form of Nathan Hale and who
has found in this subject an inspiration not to be put
into words.”” Judging from the photo-eugravures given
in the book, the resnlt of the sculptor's labors is = fine
plece of art, well worthy of its place ou the grounds of
Vale University—of which institution—then compars-
tively in ite infancy —Nithan Hale was a graduate. The
statue ig almost wholly an ideal, for there was no plcture
to guide the artist in the execation of his work. Bat
probably neither art nor patriotism has suffered by that
fact. The statue is at least a noble embodiment of the
artist’s ideal. Mr. Partridge has gathered in the bio&-
raphy the facts known concerning Nathan Hale, whic!
exhibit him in the light of a msn of strong character
and high purpose, endowed with great energy and
courage. His early death—he was barely 21 when he
died—cnt short what promised to be & great career.
Hale went, in the service of Washingtoun, as & spy within
the British lines, was apprehended and, is accordance
with the usages of war of that day, pald the penalty with
his life, The case of Hale naturally suggests that of
Msjor Audré who also, as aspy in the British interest,
fell into the hands of the revolutionists and suffered a
similar fate. The author is quite disposed to be fair in
his comparison of the two incidents, but he has singular-
lv incorporated in his book a ‘:forewordf by Edward
Carey Eggleston, which is anything bat judicial or im-
partial {n its comparison of the two sples. In Eggles-
tin's view, Andsé was *‘an infamous scoundrel, can bs
in the act of doing the work of an infamous scoundrel,
while *'Nathan Hale was deserving of eternal, admira-
ation.”” Toa certaln class of readers, no doubt, this
will commend the book, but if Hale had done preclnkv
what André did and Andié had done what Hale did,
Mr. Eggleston would doubtiess still be able to see in the
latter n&ero worthy of eternsl admiration and in the
former a scoundrel who richly deserved to be hanged

To be able to dlecriminate between ﬂght and wrong' in
speech, dress, and manners is good, but to use thatabili-
ty in a censorious spirit, to be ever on the lookout for the
slips and mistakes of others, and to be blind to their bet-
ter qualities, is bad for the critic and bad for those who
are affected by his criticl Others are affected, for
your critie is not content to keep his thoughts to himself,
Half bis pleasure consists in dropping his remarks into
the sars of those who will be likely to give them circula-
tion.

If it is & bright dav,some
of the ladies —not all of them, nor mauy of them, but
some of them—yield to the temptalion to array them-
selves in costumes that reflect the dainty - forms and gay
colors of nature ;/snd the critic, fix'ng his eyves on the
few bright spots in the congregation, whispers to his
neighbor, ** Fine weather makes fine birds.”

1f the new shoes of one of the deacons squ-aks while
he is taking up the collection, the organ playing in the
meantime, our critical friend expresses the opinion to
those about him that ** the deacon seems to be ruaning

ition to the organist.”’

Il the preacher is not up to his usual level of thought
and expression, tne critjc makes mental \note of it and
says, as he passes tfowsed the door, ‘'Preachers are ad-
vised to hide thesiselves behind the Cross; I should
think that our preacher would feel like hiding himeelf
somewhere after such a sermon.”

) West, there are none who make more nohle citizens of
our great Empire. than the Scandinavians, and most of
them are without the bread-of life and who s to give
them the gospel.

The Women's Board of Manitobs and the North West,
are trying in their small way, as means will allow to-give
them the gospel of our Lord and Saviour.

Inthe Alberta district there are 7.0c0 Norweglens and
Swedes. There are two missionaries on the field. Mr.
Bergen (whom the Superintendent of Missions for the
West says) s the right man for the place, full of energy
and & burning zeal for the salvation of his conntryman.
He is pastor of the Wetaskiwin church, but has nine dif-
ferent statious undeér his charge Mr. Bergen's desire is
to resign pastoral work and give his time exclusively to
missionary and evangelistic work, dé there are so many
places to open up and so many who have never been
resgched, but owing to lack of funds the Board wss not
sble to support an evangelist and keep a pastor on the
field"as well, but hope in the near fyture to do =o. Mr.
Bergen still keeps the pastorate of Wetaskiwin for an-
other year. Mr. Olgman has charge of six stations and
has done a grea deal to further Mr Bergen's efforts in
extending the work in Alberta  Scandinavia is another
promising fisld, with several ont-stations, having in their
distriet 500 Swedes. They have a mem® ership of 41, but
are st piesent without a pastor. . They also have 40 acres
of land a chapel and manse free of debt. At Rat Portage
aud Norman the work is progressing. The new church
has been completed and the little band fiad themselves
better able to cope with their work. The Winnipeg
elurch having & membership of 44, but this being a dis-
tributing centre of the West the membership is very
varying, as mady as sixteen having left and settled at
Toulon about 40 miles from Winnipeg, where we should
have & mission, but lack of funds keeps us from opening
one, .Still the outlook is encouraging. The one great
problem of this country is finances, which keeps us em-
barrassed so much in opening up new work and if help ia
to come it should come now and not ten years later.
