“General Sir Ian Hamilton's report that on the afternoon of June 

29 hostile columns, moving west from North Achl Babi and eouth from 
Kilid Bahr towards the Turkish right flank Indicated that the enemy was 
preparing for a counter-attack against a position we captured on the pre­
vious day. During the evening two mine galleries in front of our right 
centre were blown In, after which the enemy subjected the trenches to a 
heavy rifle and machine gun fire for two hours, 
outburst of fire a determined attack was made against the left of our 
position with the bayonet. This attack was repulsed with a heavy lose 
to the enepiy.

“On the southern front the Turk* made a concerted attack along the 
coast where H. M. S. Wolverine, a destroyer, got searchlights and guns 
into the main body and caused a heavy loss.

"To the seat the attack was pressed closer under a heavy artillery 
Are, but finally was checked about forty yards from our parapet. Bomb 
attacks and Intermittent shelling continued, but no further general at­
tack was made, and at 6.30 a. m. the French moved out, and by 7.20 a. 
m. had taken a strong system of entrenchments Immediately in front of 
the left center of the line called by them quadrilateral.

"A number of Turks were driven out of the trenches by the French 
bombardment and much execution was done during their retreat. Sub­
sequently trenches adjacent to the quadrilateral to the south were cap­
tured after tome more serious fighting, thus completing the capture of 
all of that part of the enemy’s line required to round off the gains made 
by the French on June 21. The enemy’s losses everywhere 
aiderable. The captured positions are being consolidated.”

Fullerton, K. C. on behalf of fourteen 
private members of the Manitoba 
legislature, declared he had no knowl­
edge of any matters on which the 
charges were alleged to have been 
based, nor had he anything to do with 
the publication of the charges made.

The ex-Premier was examined as to 
the circumstances surrounding his 
resignation. The negotiations had 
been carried on by H. H. Phippcn, 
who had told him that Mr. Hudson had 
agreed that the Royal Commission 
should cease its labors and a civil suit 
be instituted against Kelly, provided 
Sir Rodmond resigned as Premier.
The plan had received the approval 
of Chief Justice Howell and he heard 
later the Chief Justice had seen the 
commission in this connection.

Hudson's charges had been handed to 
him by Mr. Phlppen and so far as he 
knew he had copied it accurately in 

ihis letter of resignation. Shown the 
form Mr. Phlppen had discussed with 
Mr. Hudson he admitted the wording 
was changed, but did not know wheth­
er Mr. Phippen's copy handed to him 
was changed, or whether he had 
changed unintentionally In dictating 
to his stenographer.

Stores experience can conceive the difficulty 
of tracing the Whereabouts or getting 
in toqch with a soldier, who has left 
his home for the present war, after he 
leaves Canada. The other day a cable 
came in from an anxious parent as 
follows: “I have just heard my son.
Lieutenant ------ , has been seriously
wounded at the front. Obtain best 
medical advice; spare no expense." 
This cable was at once taken to the 
Canadian Information Bureau in Lon­
don, but they were not able to do any­
thing in the matter as they had not 
the slightest idea of the whereabouts
of Lieutenant ------ . It is to overcome
difficulties like these that I have 
ed a Soldiers' Record Book in the New 
Brunswick

One of the pressing needs of the 
great military camp at Valcartier Is 
the establishment of some place for 
the amusement of the boys when off 
duty. Of course, the government sup­
plies them with everything to eat and 
wear, but it does not provide recrea­
tion rooms. When drill is over, on 
rainy days and dark nights, there is no 
place for the boys to go except to 
their tents.

The Khaki League of Montreal was 
formed last winter for the purpose of 
establishing recreation rooms for the 
soldiers mobilizing for the front and 
for caring for the sick and wounded 
during the period of convalesence.

The Patron, H. R H, the Duke of

LAND REGULATIONS. LADIES WANTED—To do plain

The sole head of a family, or any male
er II years old, may homestead a quar­

ter-section of available Dominion land Id 
Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Alberta. Ap­
plicant muet appear In person at the Do­
minion Lands Agency or Sub-Agency for 
the District. Entry by proxy may be 
made at any Dominion l>anda Agency (but 
not Sub-Agency), on certain conditions.

Duties—Six months residence upon and 
cultivation of the land In each of three 
years. A homesteader may live within 
nine miles of his homestead on a fa 
of at least 80 acres, on certain con­
ditions. A habitable house is required 
except where residence Is performed In 
the vicinity.

In certain districts a homesteader in 
good standing may pre-empt a quarter- 
section alongside his homestead. Price 
$8 00 per acre.

Duties—Six months residence In each of 
three years after earning homestead 
patent also 60 acres, extra cultivation. 
Fre-exemptlon patent may be obtained as 
soon as homestead patent, on certain 
condltlona

A settler who has exhausted his ho 
stead right may take a purchased ho 
stead In certain districts. Price $3.00 per 
acre. Duties—Must reside six months in 
each of three years, cultivate 60 acres 
and erect a house worth $800.

The area of cultivation la subject to re­
duction In case of rough, scrubby or 
stony land. Live stock may be substitut­
ed for cultivation under certain con­
dltlona

Is the House of Commons, West­

minster, on June 10th, Mr. Runctmsn, 
President of the Board of Trade, de­
livered a most Interesting speech 
showing how the department under his 
charge had used the powers with 
which it is equipped for dealing with 
the prices of necessaries and food.

Mr. Runclman said that the figures 
of his department showed that steps 
were being successfully taken by the 
gas companies, though at advanced 
prices, to Increase their stocks of coal 
for next winter. The problem of coal 
prices was most acute in London. It ap­
peared that the high prices which rul­
ed last winter had not yet appreciably 
declined. Those high prices were due, 
first, to a great shortage in the sup­
plies coming Into London. The num­
ber of coal-carrying ships was dimin­
ished to an enormous extent, as many 
ef them were taken over by the Admir­
alty. The interned vessels which were 
put Into the trade were not suitable 
for it. and the whole traffic was im­
peded by the precautions to enable 
those vessels to travel with reason­
able security. Buoys were lifted, 
lights were put out, and many chan­
nels were covered by mine-fields. In 
allocating the interned vessels there 
was difficulty, as it was necessary in 
giving facilities to certain companies 
to avoid withholding them from oth­
ers. To avoid preference It was also 
necessary that the ordinary market 
rate of freights should be taken as 
an indication of the price to be charg­
ed. Such profits as were made would 
go to the community, and it was ex- 
peeled that, after paying for upkeep 
and restoring the vessels to their orig­
inal condition, there would be 
fit of about £200,000. One effect of 
using the interned vessels was to keep 
down freights. Coming to the coal 
chants, in some respect their expen­
ses were greatly enhanced by the war, 
and many of their horses had been 
taken over by the War Office.

The rise in expense was, however, 
by no means sufficient to explain the 
enormous rise in retail prices during 
the winter.

Ottawa, July 2—Every married man 

who joins the soldiers has to set aside 
$16 a month for his wife or she does 
not get any separation allowance from 
the government. In the artillery the 
officers are Insisting that the married 
men set aside $16 a month to their 
wives when they erflist. After that 
they still have about $15 a month en­
tirely for spending motley because 

• the food and clothing are all furnish­
ed them. If a comes in and says that 
hie wife does not need his $16 a month 
he is told that she does not need the 
$20 a month separation allowance 
whlcji the government gives in addi­
tion to the soldier’s pay. It is a very 
effective way of avoiding imposition 
upon the government with regard to 
the separation allowance and seems 
to be more satisfactory than the pro­
vision that where men marry a cer­
tain after they eeflist their wives were 
not entitled to the separation allow­
ance. It is felt that if a man Is pre­
pared to give half his salary to his 
wife, the government should be ready 
to give the separation allowance. It 
works the same with the men who 
are the only support of mothers or 
sisters and therefore are entitled to 
the separation allowance.
