During the whole of 1913 only a few
more than 30,000 horses and mules
went to Europe from the United
States, but three months gfter hos-
tilities began they were going at the
rate of 30,000 a month. The steady
flow reached its height last October,

when 56,000 were shipped,

SWEEPING REDUCTION IN
NOMBER OF LUXURIES

British Order-in-Council to be Passed Soon Prohibits Import
of Scores of Articles Not Absolutely Necessary — Au-

tos for Private Use, Musical Instruments

and Fancy

Goods and Toilet Articles Among Things to Come Un-

der the Ban.

London, March 17, 6 p. m.—A far-
reaching order-in-council, which will
totally prohibit importation into, the
United Kingdom of a large number
of articles which come under the gen-
eral heading of luxuries, will be issued
by the British government at an early
date.

Among the things which will be
placed under the ban will be automo-
biles for private use, musical instru-
ments, cutlery of all kinds, hardware,
yarns, chinaware, fancy goods and
soaps. The orderawill apply equally to
all countries, including the British do-
minions and colonies

The forecast of the coming order
{n-council was given to the Associat-
ed Press today in an interview by Wal-
ter Runciman, president of the Board
of Trade, Mr, Runciman admitted
that articles in addition to those nam-
od Would be placed on the list of pro-
hibited imports, but in advance of the
issuance of the order he declined to

What they are. He agreed thi
tlm decred would have copsiderable
effect on exports from the United
States, Hut pointed out that it applied
to a]l countries alike, and declared it
wag absolutely necessary to lmit the
shipment of bulky luxuries in order to
provide room on ships for necenurles

“But" please” remember,” said Mr.
“that the issuance of this
order is forced on the country—not as
& matter of policy, but entirely be
cause of a shortage in tonnage. We
want éxports from the United States;
we want your wheat, cotton and meat,
and we need other things which we
cannot get if the space’aboard vessels
is taken up with luxiries.

“Hverything possible is being done
to rélieve the shortage in ships. Every
ghip flying the British flag is hiow con-
trolled by the government. Immense
numbers of thém have been reguisi-!
tioned: others are subject to direc-
tion by way of licenses, No vesgel is|
permitted to embark on any voyage|
without a license. Whether it would
be necessary to requisition more ves-
gels T cannot say; but for my own
part I hope this will not be done.”

Mr, Runciman said the importation
of some fresh fruits probably would
be prohibited later. Turning to the
general industrial situation in the Bri-|
tish Isles, Mr. Runciman said thera
had never been greater activity in the
larger industries, that wages were
higher than ever before, and that the
percentage of unemployment had nev-
er been so small in the history of the
country.

Little Unemployment.

“In all the larger industries,” Mr.
Runeéiman continued, “there has nev-
er been greater activi but the bulk
of the output, of course, is for war pur-
poses, The only trades relati
qulet are the building, linen and some
of the luxury-producing trades, but
even in these there is little unemploy-
ment, the working people either have
secured other employmnt or gone in-
to the army. The amount of short
time is comparatively small The
proportion of unemployment in the
trades unfons at the present time is
about one-half of one per cent, In nor
mal times it is about five per cent.,
and in time of peace it has scarcely
éver fallen below two per cenf., The
same ‘condition prevails in the non.
union trades,

“Those who have joined the army
have been replaced by young people,
men beyond the military age, and
large numbers of women. Longer
hours are being worked in nearly all
the trades, and it is estimated that
this overtime represents an increase
of 4 ‘1-2 per cent. in the number of
persons employed. A few firms have
had to shut down, but among the ac
tive firms only seven per cent. of
thelt machinery was idle during De:
cember. This is a better record than
for peace times. About 4 1-2 per cent,
of the 7 per vent. of idleness was due
at that time to a shortage of labor
caused by recruiting.

“Because of the heavy demand for
labor and the higher cost of livinz
wages have increased since the out
break of the war, and nearly all claas-
es of workers, are neceiving- more
money. About 5,600,000 people have
{received wage increases, and the in-
crease has been roughly, a million

Before the war they got about
four pounds, ten shillings a montl
and their keep. Now they receive
between = eight pounds and eight
pounds ten shillings per month. KEro-
ployes in certain torpedo works te-
ceived an average of two pounds
eleven shillings a week before the
war. This has been increased to fou:
pounds eight shillings.

Women Prove Skilful at Men's Jobs.

“There have been similar increases
in other occupations. The greatest
increase has been in the piece-rate
remuneration. Exceptional men in
the engineering trades, working over-
time, have earned from five to te:
pounds and over per week. One tool-
maker in Coventry, by great ris,
made more than sixteen pounds in a
week,

“Women who have taken the places
of men in various trades are dolng .
amazingly, good work. Tt i8 estimat-
ed thatgthe number of women who
have substituted for men in the metal |
trades is sevemty-seven thousand, in
the leather trades fourteen thousand,
and in the miscellaneous trades 274.-
000, Besides these, mdny are in the
Eovernment emplo: an increasingly
large body are in commercial houses
and a great number are employed in
the direction of laborandin agricultur-
More women are needed
badly on the farms. Two hundred
thousand could be used in the south
jof England alone.

“Women are performing every kind
of work which is not too heavy for
| their strength. In one firm they are
making electric motors; in another
they are doing all the work in man-
facturing two-inch howitzers, includ-
ing the testing of them. And they are
doing many other kinds of work re-
quiring the employment of machinery
and calling for great skill.”

Questioned whether the Board of
Trade had laid plans to find employ
ment for the great number of men
who will be released from the army
after the war, Mr. Runciman said this
vital guestion already was under con-
sideration, and steps wenrs being taken
to meet the ' situation. That there
would be some unemployment he did
not doubt, but he believed that a
satisfactory  solution of the situation
would be found.

“On the return of peace,” said Mr
Runciman, “‘the men will leave the
army gradually, There will be a dis-
appearance of overtime work and a
reduction in the number of hours of
work, which will call for the employ-
ment of more people. A great num-
ber of the men will go back to coal
mining, and there will be a consider
able demand for labor in the export
trade. The whole question hinges
largely on the restoration of our ex-
port trade, and tonnage to cope with
g L]

Mr. Runciman said that under thn
proposed scheme there would be resti-
tution of their old places to men who
had served at the front. Labor, he
added, would find itself in much tha
same position at the end of the wav
as obtained before the conflict began.
No attempt would be made to take
advantage of those who had tempor-
arily waived their rights in order to
fight for their country.

American Trade Will be Hard Hit.

New York, Mar. 17—News was re-
ceived in this city late today that the
steamship Kanawha, bound from New
York for Rio Janeiro, by way of Nor-
folk, Va., had sunk at sea. A boat
load of sailors from the Kanawha was
picked up by the steamer Santa Mar-
ta.

A wireless message from the Santa
Marta, received by the United Fruit
Company, brought th
disaster. The message stated that
the Kanawha sank last night off the
South Carolina coast and that the
Santa Marta had rescued twenty-one
members of the crew. Another boat
load of the Kanawha sailors, consist-
ing of the third 6fficer and seven men,
was still missing when the Santa Mar-
ta reported, but it was said that the
steamer is continuing the search for
the missing. The message from the
Santa Marta follows:

“Nine thirty p.m., March 16, in lati-
tude $3.08, longitude 74.32, picked up
captain and twenty men of crew of 8.
S. Kanawha, which sank at five p.m.
Third officer, W, J. O'Riley, firet as-
sistant engineer, Carl Hamburg, oil-
ers, F. K. Kiyou, Olaf Hanson and
Frank B. Vatovec and Fireman F. B,
Batch and J. Rollu ssing.”’
The Kanawha led from here
March 11 for Norfolk, Port Arthur and
Rio Janeiro with coal. She was a
steel steamer of 2,152 tons gross, 240
feet long with forty feet beam. She
was built in 19802 at Port Huron, and
was owned by L. Howell of New Or-
leans. She was commanded by Cap-
tain Bertram A. Rigoulot. She was
formerly in service on the Great
Lakes.

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Creamed Potatoes.

There are several different ways in
which creamed potatoes may be pre-
pared. (1) Freshly boiled or cold po-
tatoes may be cut into small cubes
and served heated in cream sauce, (2)
Wash, pare and cut potatoes into
small cubes, Put into frying pan with
a few slices of onion cut up very fine,
and parboil 10 minutes. Pour off wa-
tef. Add one tablespoon butter, sea-
ing of salt and pepper and milk,
enfough to cover. Cook for 16 or 30
minutes or until the potatoes are well
done and the sauce thick and creamy.
It is necessary to stiv the potatoes fre-
quently to prevent sticking. The starch

in the potatoes thickens the sauce.

Evidence of the utterly reckless
Mr. F. B, Carvell in the course of his
address in support of Sir Wilfrid Lau-
rier's resolution for an investigation
of the business of ‘the "old ‘shell com-
mittee, can be found on practically
every page of the parliamentary rec-
ords.

many factories in different parts
of the country, and second, it is
also unimportant from the stand.

We do not know any useful pur
pose can be served by making ref-
erence to that part of the speech
which assumed to deal with the
technical side of the question, as
those who have not an intimate
knowledge in respect to manufac-
turing processes would scarcely
appreciate this phase of the sub-
ject. Suffice it to say that what
are commonly called “tin cups”
are made from twenty-two gauge
steel tinned. The articles called
“clips” are made from either
brass or steel, in respect to both
of wihich the combined operations,
before completion are not less
than thirty, all of which require
to be of the most precise and
exact character, and which’ fact,
ag those who know will under-
stand, is commoni to the manufac-
ture of all classes of ammunition.

The foregoing has reference to
two articles. The third article,
to which reference has-been made,
is what are known as ‘“sockets.”
We accepted this businesg for the
reason that the information whicl
came to us was that the produc-
tion of shells was being consider-
ably retarded for lack of this par-
ticular part.

The executioni of the shell com-
mittee orderg necessitated special
concentration and attention of
our chief mechanical experts and
factory executives, and, to a large
extent, impeded operations in con-
nection with our regular business,
which under other than war condi-
tions we should have viewed from
a different standpoint, being al-
ways convinced that breaking into
the manufacture of new and in-
tricate articles tends to a condi-
tion of affairs which gives unfay-
orable results.

A Patrol Leaders Letter

Ah should never allow a

very little ginati in its ch
ter; it goes by facts, not by visions,

#0, The motto of thé Scoute i “Be
Prepared,” and they are taught that
this means, not merely to be ready
for what may probably turn up, but
for anything that is within the range
of possibility.

A Feat in Rapid Mobilisation.
The outbreak of war found us, as
a mation, somewhat taken by surprise,
we had only looked forward to what
was probable, not' to what was pos-
sible. But with the Scouts it was dif.
ferent. Within a veny few hours,
thousands, they were at their posts,
guanding railway bridges, wabching
telegraph and cable lines, acting as
orderlies to the police, and as patrols
and signallers to assist the coast-
guards. The mobilisation of the
Scouwts apparently astonished the au-
thorities by its rapidity, because there
they were at their duty, with tents
and cookingpots and all the mneces-
sany [paraphernalia for (iving out,
within a few hourns of the declaration
of war.

But there is an explanation and a
precedent. Possibly 1t may still be
within your memory how the British
Fleet carried out a surprising feat of
mobilisation a few years ago. A ma-
tive potentate om a very out-of-the-
way coast elected to quarrel with
Great Britain by opening fire on a soli-
tary man-of-war of ours which was ly-
ing off his port. This was before the
days of wireless, but t¢twentyfour
hours had not elapsed ere six war-
ships arrived on the spot from differ-
ent parts of the seas. Not only did
the Sultan rub his eyes and wonder
while his palace was shelled to rags,
but all Europe was agog {0 know what
was the marvellous system by which
the British Navy could-thus comcen
trate a force at a given spot in so short
a Space of time.

HRE SMALL,
BUT "TWAG IN
BAD' PLAGE

Apparatus Responded to
Small Blaze Near Imperial
Oil Company’s Tanks--Fire
Soon Extinguished.

There was comsiderable excitement
about two o'clock yesterday afternoon
when an alarm of fire was sounded
from box 48 on Sheffield street, near
the Imperial Oll Company’s tanks, Im-
mediately after the first a second
alarm was sent in, and as the vicinity
is known as a dangerous place for a
fire, a large number of people hasten:
ed to the scene.

On the arrival of the firemen it was
found that the fire had started in a
pool of oil under the loading platform
near the railway tracks, The platform
quickly caught fire and a drum filled
with eighty gallons of ofl buret. The
burning oll set fire to the rear wall of
a shed across the tracks, which is
used for housing the wagons of the
company, The fire wias also blazing
under two ofl tank cars on the siding
and one of these tanks was said to
contain about 8,000 gallons of oil.
There was also nearby a barn full of
hay and the large permanent tanks of
the oil company were about a hundred
yards away. At first the fire presented
& very dangerous appearance and that
was the cause of sending in the sec
ond alarm.

A shunting engine arrived and haul-
ed the two tank cars away to a safer
place. It was some time' before the
firemen managed to subdue the flames.
The damage did not amount to a great
deal, as the fire was quickly and well
handled. The raflway tracks and the
paltform were mot damaged to any ex-
tent, the chief damage being done to
‘the wall of the shed, and this can be
repaired for a trifling sum. The fire
is thought to have started in the pool
of oll by a spark from a passing loco-
motive.
