Sarcasm is rather a dangerous weap-
on to use, as is shown by the capital that
has been made out of a sentence in the
Freeman. Referring to the manner in
which the Government papers used the
natie of the Pope for frightening people
into voting to suit them the Speaker’s pa-
per sarcastically said: “The Pope is un-
doubtedly the greatest political power
in this Province to-day.” This remark
-| was caught up with® tlie ready unscru-
pulousness of campaign trickery, re-
published and sent everywhere as the
serious declaration of the Freeman, and
it undoubtedly led hundreds of simple-
minded people to believe that voting for
such men as Blairand McKenzie wonld
be saying “amen” to the Freeman's doc-
trine. The Ottawa Free Press was de-
ceived by it, gravely [reterring to the
declaration as having “roused a very
strorg feeling among the Protestant
portion of the New Brunswick people,”
not suspecting that the assertion had'not
been seriously made by the Freeman.
The dodge was a clever one, and had the
desired effect,but are such tricks honest?
Can newgpapers deliberately deceive
their readers in this way, even for elec-
tion purposes, and rotain a character for
honesty and trustworthiness? We do
not.give a negative answer, we cannol
honestly give it, as we see howsuceess
seems tojustify all unscrupulousness,and
how ready people are to believe without
investigating for themselves. We don’t
believe that an end, be it ever so goods
justifies direputable means, and we pre-
fer to give our readers the truth, even
though our party suffer in the telling.

We have never had any faith in the
sincerity of those who denounced our
schools as Godless, on account of the
reading of the Bible not being one of the
pecessary exerciscs, as we knew that
the same denomination of Christians
that raised the cry here energetically
oppose the reading of -the Scriptures in
the common schools of the States.

The Reciprocity Treaty has been sent
to the U. S. Senate. A Washington
special says:

Opposition to the proposed reciprocity
treaty is already developed among the
representatives of the lumber interests
of the Northwest and the Cumberland
Coal District of Maryland, but they are
overbalanced by a general expression of
approbation of this method of solving
various diplomatic problems, the promi-
nent one being the fisheries. There is,
however, a reluctance among Senators
to act before the provisions of the treaty
can be generally examined.

As it is not proposed to have the trea-
ty take effect until 1875 the Senate may
postpone action thereon until the next
session of Congress.

New System in Target Shooting.

Lt. Col. Gzowski, President of the Do-
minion Rifle Association, has issued a cir-
cular for the information of Rifle Asso-
ciations in Canada, explaining the new
system adopted by the National Rifle
Assocjation and embodied inthe Wimble-
don Regulations for 1874,

A radical change has been made in the
system of targets, and a more refined di-
vision adopted for measuripg the skill of
marksmen—this haying been considered
necessary by the rapid improvements in
shooting and the large number of ties
which often appear on the scores.

+  The following comprise the principal
new features :

Size of targets.—200 yards, circle of 40
inches diameter. 500 and 600 yards,circle
of 70 inches diameter. 800, 900 and
1000 yards, oblong 6 by 12 feet.

Divisions of the target.—200 yards:
Bull's-eye, circle of 8 inches diameter;
centre, 16 inches diameter; inner, 28

inches diameter; outer, 40 inches diame-
ter.

500 and 600 yards: Buli's-eye, circle 22
inches in diameter; centre, 38 inches in
diameter; inner, 54 inches in. diameter;
outer, 70 inches in diamcter.

800, 900 aund 1000 ‘yards: DBull's-eye,
circle 8 feet in diameter; centre, 45 feet
in diameter; inner, 6 feet square ; outer,
remainder of target—6 ft. x'12 ft.

Signals and Value.—Bull's eye, white
disc, counts 5; centre, red disc, 4; in-
ner, black cross, 8; outer, black disc, 2.

The effect of the changes is to reduce
the chances for scoring high. The bull’s-
eye is inscribed inside the square former-
ly allotted to it, but counts one higher;
the.centre comes about midway between
the bulls-eye and the edge of the
old centre and counts one more than
formerly ; the inner has about the same
arca as the old centre and counts the
same; but the outer, up to 600 yards,
which counts as before, is greatly reduc-
ed, that at 200 yards, formerly 4x6 ‘feet,
now being 40 inches in diameter, and that
at 500 and 600 yards, formerly 6x6 feet,
now being 70 inches in diameter.—Am-
herst  Gazetle.

Terrible Fate of a Dog-Fancier.

New York papers give the following
details of a very sad case of death from
hydrophobia which occurred in Brooklyn
on Wednesday. Francis Butler, a well
known dog-trainer and fancier, has had
for many ycars a place of business in

Peck slip, in the city, and at Prospect
and Bremen streets, in Brooklyn. About
six weeks ago a gentleman brought a dog
which was sick to his oflice, at Peck slip.
It was a small Spitz dog, and the owner
stated that he desired to have it receive
the best of care, for which he would pay
liberally. Mr. Butler than determined to
take the animal to his Brooklyn office,
but before he started proceeded
to administer a dose of medicine. The
dog was held by a boy, and medicine
was forced into its mouth; but while
Mr. Bautler, with his hand in the dog’s
mouth, was endeavoring to make i swal-
10w, the animal bit the thumb of his right
hand so-badly that the marks of six sharp
teeth could be plainly scen. On the ferry-
boat to Brooklyn the dog escaped from a
basket in which he was confined and bit &
men in the leg. The animal was soon
shot by a policeman. The wound
soon healed, and Mr. Butler had almost
forgotten about it, until’ dast Monday
morning, when in his effort to swal-
low a cup of tea at his breakfast table he
was seized with a violent paroxysm and
convulsive tremor, and to his surprise
discovered that his muscles would not
convey the drink to his mouth. In some
alarm he turned to his wife and said,
« Why, how strange this is! I can’t get
that tea to my lips. What can it mean?”
She thought of the bite of the dog im-
mediately, and iike & flash it came to her
that her husband had the hydrophobia,
but she endeavoretl at the time to con-
ceal her tears from him, and told him he
was nervous and needed rest. “I'll try
another cup, then,” he answered; but in
attempting to drink he was - again
convalsed. He then tried to eat
an egg and some bread, but he
could mot do so, and & few hours
afterwards he recognized symptoms of
hydrophebia, and realized his condition.
He then begged his friends to keep away
from him, and ran up and down stairs
with a stick in his hands endeavoring to
strike and bite every person who ap-
proached him. He toie the clothing
from his body and clutching at his breast
shrieked, “There are mad dogs here.”
Drs. Lortez and Creamer were called in
and were obliged to tie him down and
finally succeeded in injecting mor-
phine ‘into his arm. This relieved his
paroxysms. He lost the power of speech,
then barked like a dog, while streams of

old and leaves a wife and nine children.
Mr. Butler was a native of England, and
his education was of a superior order.
He was an accomplished linguist, and has
been connected with several educational
institutions as a professor of languages.
His knowledge of French and German
is attested by a volume of which he was
the author, “Some years ago he went in-
to the business of training, buying and
selling dogs, and his ability in controlling
and taming them was deemed by many
really marvellous. Many a time he has
led away without injury a quarrelsome
and ferocious dog which attacked every
other person who approached it. He
wrote a popular book entitled ‘“Dog
Training.” He had no fear of hydropho-
bia, and often expressed the opinion that
it was simply a pervous affection, and
that the bite of a dog would not produce
the disease unless fear supervened and
occasioned it.
