Never was there a time when Can­
adian consuls in foreign countries 
could be of more service than just 
now. Not only could they give ad­
vice and assistance to Canadüans 
resident abroad, but they could in­
form our exporters what goods are 
required. Some advice has been Sent 
out from Ottawa to the effect that 
Canada should try to capture some 
j)t the German trade with South 
America. But without, consuls there 
export trade is difficult to handle. 
Such advice is cheap. What the 
Canadian Government should do is 
to send trade agents there at once to 
find out what Canada can supply.
