A few days ago another
woman was murdered under similar cir-
t Everything pointed to the
fact that the series of crimes was com-
mitted by the same person. All the vic-
tins were members of the wretched class.
The place, the time, the manner of each
murder was precisely similar. The con-
clusion was general that a homicidal
maniac must be at large. The terror ot
the inhabitants of the district was in-
creased a hundredfold. Before the date
of the last murder, a vigilance association
waa formed to watch the street= at night,
and funds were raised to offer & reward
for the discovery of the miscreant. Suspi-
cion fell upon a man known by the name
of “Leather Apron,” who was arrested
and proved to be & shoemaker named
Piser, but no evidence could be brought
sgainst him, and he was of course releas-
ed. Other arrests bave since been made.
Dr. Forbes Winslow, the great authority
on insanity, has expressed a belief that
the murderer is some man who has re-
cently escaped or been released from an
ssylum. [fp0, until the man is captured,
there will be constant danger of fresh
orimes, as homicidal mania is quite in-
curable. The action of the police in the
matter of tracing home myaterious crimes
has been very unfavorably commented
upon in with the Whitechapel
tragedies. It is said that the constables
aro not allowed to remain sufliciently
long in any district to get to know the
ciiminal population, and that the detec-
tive force is lamentably inefficient as
compared with similar branches of the
police force in Paris and New York. I
is certainly true that & very large propor-
of crimes in the most populous parts of
London remain mysteries as regards their
perpetrators.

‘ THE T¢ B'GJE MURDER TRIAL.

'\ o
Mes Gregory's Powerlul Address
to the Jury.

A Masterly Presentation of
the Prisoners’ Case.

An Address Which Moved Every
Member of the Audience to Tears.

[From St. Julin Sun.)

ANpoveR, Oct, 1. Mr. Gregory began bis
nddress to the jury at ten o'clock, speaking
toa crowded court room. Io the adminis-
tration of criminal law experience bas shown
that the right lies so close to the wrong, in-
nocence to guilt that to tle limited under-
standiog of mwun it is slmost impossible to
discern just where the line lies between
them. Tbis case involves an iuquiry not
only between innocence and guilt but be-
tween their degics. So long as the jurors
preserved their conscience in the sight of
God, it mattered pot to them what man
might say of their verdict. After elaborat-
ing this view at some length the ccunsel
set out with the allegation that the prisoner
Trafton was3 not guilty of asy offence and
that she jury could not find bim guilty. To
constitute guilt it is neceeaary to prove its
cummission to the jury in an uouvsually cer-
tain degree. Mr, Gregory referred to the
fact that when two men were tried together
it was imj ossible to keep out evidence that
would not come in were but one of them on
trisl, and in this connection he reminded the
jury that the judge would direct thera that
Phillipine's adwistions did not apply w
Trafton except o far as they might have
been made in Tralton’s pregence. Outside
of the Phillipines' testimony the cuse aguinst
Trafton was reduced to merely circumstan

tal evidence. As to annie Phillipine and
the sad spectacle of her denial and subse-
queat jetraction, it wes not for him to say
what effict that would bave onthe jury, but
they should not lose sight of the conclagion
that & person who cowmits perjury at cre
time is likely to do so at another. He would
not pr.gs the jury to take ouve or the other,
but to deal with ber testimouy as they
pleased, rcmembering, always, that she
must bave sworn falsely while on the stand

With Anuie Pbillipine's testimony the
case eecms to be almost conclusive that her
Lrother was present at the time of the
tragedy, but that does vot establish bis de-
greeof guilt. If you find that le was pre-
seut I will, with all confidence, call on you
for & verdict of manslaughter.

The Learned Attorney General

had said to the jury that the eyes of the pro-
vince and meighboring republic were upon
them.

The jury had in their bands not
only the personal liberty of the prisouers,
but their very life and death. If they took
the more lenient view and did not attach as
much importance to the evideace of some cf
the witnesses as if they were hearing a
trivial cavse, and found them guilty only of
manslaughter, that did not let the prisoners
go free, as the learned judge can impose »
beavy sentence, in his discretion, even to
the extent of life.

The couneel then dwelt at sume length on
tle disciepancy Lelween the words Anna
Phillipine aud Eugene attributed to their
brother claiming that the weight of probe-
bility tenced to show that he said be would
frighten rather then duck them. He did
oot charge Apna with manufacturing testi-
mony, but the trials and affliction through
wlich ste kad paseed in the last few weeks
were almost enough to cause reason to tot-
ter on its thiose, It not in her case, where
then gball we make ellowance for woman's
trivls and tortures? In common humanity
the jury should pick out that which tells fur
and 1eject that which tells against the pric-
oners. Did any jury ever bavea sadder
case than this—trying & pereon by the evi-
dence of his own flesh und blood.

Why, these very men said & fow
moments before that when they first heard
the noises they thought it was a sportsman
shooting at game with & shot gun. The
whule tenor of their evidence on this point
is #o contradictory thst no weight can be at-
tached toit. Do you believe that under this
shower ot bullets, according to their story,
withallth d 3
these young men were in & position tw calm-
ly judge between the noises made by a rifi
and a shot gun? After commenting on
Mejor Howes' testimony a8 to & bullet hole
in his cavoe, the counsel argued that thesc
witnessos bad drawn ioferences'and believ-
ing them to be true, bud presented them as
fucts. Because Tiafton and Phillipine's riflea
were fouud 1. Day's house does not prove
that a rifle was in Trafton’s hands, There
is no endeavor to show that Trafton bad the
rifle in his bande on Saturdey or Snnday.
The crown bunched the three, and its owo
acts show that it did rot kocw up toa few
duys whom to charge The coroner's jury
found the three equally guilty. Thecrown
bas parrowed the case down to two men
only. The court will direct you thut the ad-
missions of Phillipive as to Tratton's going
with him are not evidence against Trafton
unleas made in bis presence.

But it isfor the jury to carefully consider
whether or not there was malice afore-
thought.

Why
were the visitora camping at the posl?
They had no means of kuowing the party
were ou the way down and fatende | to ric-
dle theic canoes as they lay on the shore, or
else, if ou the way down, to seacs them. It
was unfortunate that Eugene Paillipive mi -
uaderstood his brothec’s words that Aaoa
8eems to bave caught correctly. The crowa
may dwell ou the ambuscades. Here agaio
tbe crown officers are running away with
their imagination. There is anotber iafet~
ence that can be correctly dtawn. One of
the prisoners has been proved to be & crack
shot wad the other is no mean rifl:man, Very
naturally if they intended to hit the water
near the canoes 0 a8 to scare the occupants
they would take all precautions to prevent
accident. This cutting ounly showa caution
and carefalness to shoot close, but not with
deaily aim. This vicw is equally open to
thut drawn by the crown. The cress-ex-
awination of witnesses utterly demolished
the vition of immense barricades. Kupkey
8ay8 the whole thing would vot amount v
an wriaful of bushes. There waa no eyidence
assumiug the worst phase tobs correct, thut
the barricade was more thau & slight ambus-
cade w conceal them from the view of the
people they wanted to feighten. All that
was done in that line could have been doav
in two or three minutes, and that disposes of
the insiuuation that they bad spent much
time aud cure in corstracting fortifications.
But who told us all this? Edward Jeokins
is the chief wijness put ou out of all those
who viewed the place, and for soms private
family resson he bas wuch ill will to the
prisoner Trafton. Wby did uot the crown
puton Jes. Jenkioe and Eldridge Everen?
No; they let eight days pass and then send
other men up to examine this place with Ed.
Jenking to point out the facts to them. Ee
did not know why Jeokins tries to make this
cage look 80 bad—who finds things that
other searchers cannot find. Kupkey tells
us that all the branches he saw there eight
days after the events were fresh cut. [¢ has
bappened before that testimony has been
made. Now, gentlemen, the prisoners'
mouths sre closed and they canoot tell you
bow much of this part of the story is true
and how much false.

What was the motive of these peple?
What lies at the bottom? I hope you will
not think that I bave no eympathy for the
bereaved ones or gorrow for the dead, and 1
believe there are no two bearts in this court
which beat with greater sorrow snd sym-
pathy for the dead and living than do those
of the prisoners at the bar. These two men
would have just as much horror for the
crime as any one else. It is true tlece i¢
gorrow hero on earth, while the dead one is
iu beaven pleadiog for merey. While the
husband is seeking to avenge her memory,
she has taken on the perfect image and in
her Saviour's arms is pleadiog in His own
words “Lay not this sio to their charge.”
Mercy cries aloud to you from heaven for the
pery etrators of this terrible mistake.

The luw is as fumiliar to m: as the ten

, mo the whicl
tells *‘thou shalt do no murder,” but dois
vot define what is “murder.’”” But 'man iu
bis vain cooceit has tortured and maogle i
mourder and malice aforethought till all is
left in a maze of doubt and confusivon.

The closest and nearest defivition of
mnhce aforethougbt in this css2 is, if & per-
son is not committing felony it ia not mur-
der. Fancy the absu:d condition of sffairs
—as 1aid down by judges—if man is shoot-
ing ata flock of chickens and kills a man it
is murder if the man intended to steal the
chickens after they are killed. That is vot
law, but the judge eaid so and theiefure it
islaw. There is too much judge made law
already.

Again, if an officer 1as a paper io bLis
pocket or band while executing Squire Fui-
lerton’s warrant, though no murder was ir -
tended, it is murder—is not that ronsense ?

Oane or both of the prisoners eeem to bave
been up the Tobique fishing on Sturday t
keep them trom starving, With not a moreel
of fish or flesh in their house Phillipine goes
out to get food from & pool.

Mujor Howes and his jarty are thers,
killing the fish for fuc---tke fish God hes pur
there for food of man, to be taken,till lateis,
without hindrance. Neither Major Howee
nor Phillipice bad & right to fi<h there that
night, as ceither had a permit from the
owoer todo so. Msjor Howes said he bi-
lieved there was & law agaiost fishiog ard
he came all the way from Boston to carry
out the luw that the wardens failed to ex-=
cote. I admit the men were fishing where
they had no right to fish. It has not been
proved they were epearing.  Did I go to the
states and Fquat down to enforce Americas
laws, how quick I would be sent to the right
about. Msjor Howes halloed to these men
and then put off in A cxnoe to tell them they
could fish if they did it in his way. Why, the
lines and outfit would cost as much as tt«
whole of their furm implements. To probibit
spearing isto teil these rettlers they can't
fish at all. Tle tronble is the settlers can’t
get all these new regulations in their bead
and still think they bave a right to fisi.
But becauge they have not that right is no
excuse for Msjor Howee' actions and atti-
tude toward these mea oa that holy Sab-
bath. See what a silly pozition they occu-
py in tryiog to make their case out excus-
ab’e. They fired first with shot guna and
rifi>s, yet try to make the court and jary
believe there was no causs for alarm on the
part of the men fired at. MWajor Howes nul
his party know thes» men did not see them
when they fired on the canoe in the poo'.
No doubt these geutlemen iatended to
frighten the fishers, yet tbe erown anl th-
judge will, no doubt, contend vhat there wa
no justification for retalintion the next day

by some of the wituesses befure the corouor
and before this ¢iurt, as matter for the jury
rather than the judge to weigh. He had not
put forward that Mujor Howes' ficing on
Saturdsy was an excuse for the alleged at-
tack of the prisoners, but ita effect, little or
great, was for the jury to consider.

Mr. Gregory bere cited a number of casea
8% to iatent, commentiog on each, toahow
that this ¢tfince bad witigativg circun-
stances and did not amount to murder.
The prisoner's couduct after the alieged
crime showed no evideace of guilt, no at-
tempt to escape. It has beeu said by the
prosecuting attorney and the judge tbat
this case is not to be tricd by sympathy aod
to that he submitted in u sense. I thy iu-
teaded to take life no sympathy ought o
induce the jory to set them free, butsym-
pathy was a most important ¢1se in inter-
protfuk the wutives of tue pasouers, 1t
was cruel and bard-hearted to exclude all
sympathy when tryiug a case of life and
death. Consider fur one momoent the sitaa-
tioa of the prisoners. Trafton had a good
face and a good reputation. Ptillipine was
& straoger i astrange laud. Bora in Juxury
in the great city of London and suddenly
through the wisfortune of trade and busi-
ness, forced to ke refuge iu the wilds of
the Tobique alorg Wwith four other
little oncs, th-y aré then, by the sudden
death of their father, left solitary and alone
in almost abject poverty. Are not such
persons entitled to some tenderncss and
sympathy ? Do younotkn)winy ur heirts
that Trafion and Phillipine never intended
to commit murder. Are you going to bar-
den your hearts agaiust this gentie girl wlo,
oaly a couple of duys ago, ccied out in your
bewring to God to torgive her of her crime
What crime--paijury, if you will, in an eu-
deavor 10 shield ber browner from the con-
sequeuces of his alleged mistake. [t is bet-
ter that 99 should escape rather than that
oue inuocent persou ehould suffer, sud the
jury wre bound w give the prisoners the
benefiv of every reasonable doubt. Thbix
cuse is unique in its way—sad io all its de-
wils, and ia theabsence of all iuteut wo kill
Que poor girl's very existence rests on the
verdict. I3 not this fawily’s cup of eorrow
full to overflawing? Theic eldest boy, on
whom they bave to lean for help, i8 now iu
jopardy. Gentlemen of the jury pause, re-
flect; acquit your consciences in the sight of
your Yaker; and [ have no fear of the resalt.
Weigh the circumstances with justice,
humamty snd merey. I ask you to decids
that Trafton has not been proved guilty of
wny offence, but accepting the most doubt-
ful testimony Phillipine way be guilty of
manslaughter.

In closing the counsel gaid: I humbiy

The first establishment of the business,
if it can be so called, in America, was
managed by a Frenchman named Le
Compte, who introduced it.

He was not an
expert, but he was shrewd. He knew
that doctors of a certain class come
cheap, so when he hired a first floor front
in one of the old houses on Fourteenth
street, New York, before the reorganiza-
tion of that thoroughfare, he hired a
young graduate to help him. This was

early achieved newspaper notoriety from
the novelty of his calling, and this helped
him. His process was not so simple or
60 free from pain as the present method.
He applied a small hollow cone of silver
to thecheek or chin of the would be
dimpled. To the open small end of the
cone was affixed a tube leading to an air
pump. By exhausting the air from the
cone the integumentand flesh covered
by the open flared end of it was forced
up, filing the cone. A ligament was
then tied uround. the base of the conical
portion of flesh to prevent it sinking back
to the level of the face. The cone was
then removed and an opening made in
the elevated particle of face, and enough
of that flesh removed to cause the desired
depression, when the ligament was re-
moved. As none of the epidermis was
removed, there was usually no difficulty
experienced in causing the wound to
heal with suppuration. To give the dim-
ple its required shape, a eolid cone was
inserted in the depression and kept there
until the wound had healed Ly means of
a bandage. During this time it was pre-
sumed thit the more or less fair patient
was not at liome to callers.  Or, if seen,
she had a bad toothache or the munps,
or any other complaint causing the muf-
fling of the face.

Le Compte did quitea business at first,
but it was foon discovered that his opera-
tions left cither a scar or a permanent
redness behind, which was more unpleas-
ant than the lack of a dimple. He had
imitators, of course, and some of them
improved on his methods. It was not
until local angesthetics came into vogue
that the business reccived a great im-
petus. With cocaine a new field was

Suffice
it, her good looks were gone forever, and
as she valued her appearance ot $25,000
it was rather o scrious matter. Swain
was bronght into court on a damage suit
and mulcted for a moiety of that sum,
It appeared in evidence that Lo gave a
guarantee {o each patient to make a
dimple without disfigurement, and as in
this case hehad failed lamentably io both
provisions of his bond, ho was charged
for the same. That ended his career as
a beautifier of womankind.—Chicago In-
ter Ocean.

‘Where the sea salmon go is as much a
mystery today as it has ever been. After
leaving the coast they disappear. Stray
fish have been found in very deep water
hundreds of miles from any salmon river,
but their marine feeding grounds are still
undiscovered.

“Kine Cure” for Consumptives.

The odor of cowsand cow stables is
thought to havea curative effect upon
consumptives, A hospital for this “'kine
cure'’ is about to [be opened at Reinick-
endorf, near Berlin, The sanatorium
proper consists of a vast circular build-
ing, in the basement of which several
hundred cows will be kept, and the odor
of the stables be conducted to the rooms
in the upper stories. In the center of
the building is a large yard, for which a
whey cure, bathing establishments, ctc.,
aro planned. The surplus of the dairy
products is to be disposed of to the public
under proper precautions.—Home Jour-
nal.
