CHATHAM  FAIR

Large Attendanceon Open-
ing Night—Fine
Weather.

Chatham, N. B., Sept. 17.—The
third Miramichi agricultural exhi-
bition was formally opened to the
public tonight under the most pro-
mising conditions, by Lieut. Gov-
ernor Snowball.

Premier Tweedie, president of
the association, who presided, was
loudly applauded. He spoke of the
value of these exhibitions to the
agricultural industry and told of
the grants other towns had receiv-
ed for this purpose, while the only
donation given to Chatham was
the provincial government subsidy,
but Chatham did not require any
more. 2

Mayor Nicol, who was well received,
also considered such exhibition most
stimulating  to the agricultural
industry. He commended the pol-
icy of the provincial govern-
ment of encouraging them by
grants and extended a hearty wel-
come from the citizens to the visi-
tors.

Premiet Tweedie regretted the un-
avoidable absence of C. Marcil, M.
P., of Bonaventure. .

Hon. C. H. LaBillois, commis-
sioner of public works, was called
amid applause. He expressed his
pleasure at being present and con-
gratulated the county on its exhi-
bits and on the progress Chatham
was making in other directioms, af-
ter which hé made a brief address
in French. ;

Hon. W. P. Jones, solicitor gener-
al, was surprised at the fine build-
ings and agricultural exhibits,
which equalled any he had ever
seen and hoped .the exhibition
would be’a great success.

Hon. ¥, J. Sweeney was glad to
attend “the opening of another
Chatham exhibition. He had at-
tended - exhibitions in St. John,
Sackville, etc., but had never seen
a finer display.of agricultural pro-
ducts. In other parts of the pro-
vince it was thought that the
North "Shore was not as good for
farming as other parts of the pro-
vince, but that was not so, as was
proved by these exhibits.

George Robertson, M. P,

of St. John, spoke next, and ex-
tended a greeting to Chatham
from the citizens of St. John. He
said the agricultural display was
far ahead of that at the St. John
exhibition. He was particularly
impressed by the quality and size
of the onions, he had never seen
better imported ones,
could be a great industry. The
cattle could be no better, and the
race course was the best he had
seen on this side of the water. The
St. Qohn people /though they
should be the centre and all should
visit them, but if possible he would
arouse hundreds of them to visit
the mnext exhibition here. North-
umberland was a great county and
had made great advances. Within
a radius of 50 miles, there were
more industries than in any other
county.

All the speakers were generously
applauded and Premier Tweedie
thanked the audience for their at-
tention. i

Three cheers were given for the
governor, after which his honor de-
clared the exhibition open.

Visitors are arriving from all dir-
ections and the indications are that
if the weather continues- favorable
this will be the red letter week in
the history of Chatham. Decorat-
ors have worked artistically in the
interior of the building and the ef-
fect is picturesque. The pillars are
tastefully twined with bunting,
hundreds of Chinese lanterns are
suspended from the rafters and in-
numerable gaily-colored flags and
streamers add to the brightness of
the scene.

TABLES WITH
STRANGE HISTORIES

Although the table of the House
of Cowmons at which  the
wembers of . the present
Parliament were sworn in before
taking their seats has witnessed
many fierce debates and historie
incidents'since it was first placed
in its present position after the
Westminster fire ot 1834, it is by
po means such an interesting
or ancient piece of furnitureas the
old table which was rescued from
the conflagration, and which is
now to be seen in the tea-room at
St. Stephen’s.

The latter table was designed by
Sir Christopher Wren, and at it
the first members for Scottish
constituencies who came to West—
winster after the Scotch union in
1707 took the oaths and
subscribed their names anthe roll
of Parliamant. All the famous
Parliameuntary  orators of the
eighteenth. century and the early
decades of the nineteenth century
made their pronouncements at this
table, which, after the fire, was
placed in one of the offices of the
Board of Trade in Whitehall. It
was mainly through the in-
strummentality  of the late Sir
Reginald Palgrave, who succeeded
Sir Erskine May as clerk of the
House of Commons, that the
table was nltimately restored to the
Palace of Westminster and foand a
resting-place in the tea-room-

An interesting story is attached
to a table at presene in the
possesion of Lord Sidemouth, to
wbose ancestor—successively
Speaker of the House of Commons
and Chancellor of the Exchequer
at the end of the eightcenth and
beginning of the nineteenth cen-
turies— it belonged.

Thisis the table upon which,
with the moistened corner of ‘a
dinner napkin, after the cloth had
been removed, Lord Nelson, when
a guest in Downing Street before
setting out in his last voyage,
drew ' a rough chart of the
Mediterranean indicating by a
cross the exact point at which he
intended to come up with the
French and Spanish fleets to inflict
on them the defeat of Trafalgar.

Lord Stanhope, too, possesses a
table which played an important
part in a great political question:
for it was across this piece of
fu rniture that Pitt and
Wilberforce discussed the abolition
of the slave trade. :

1t might naturally be supposed
that the story of the table around
which the members of the present
Cabinet sitat times to deliberate
upon the affairs of the country was
teeming with historical incidents.
As a matter of fact, it is quite a
new table, made of mahogany and
costing £50, and was purchased
only three years ago. It tock the
place, however, of an old deal
table which stood in the Foreign
office— where Cabinet Councils
have been held of late years—for
some considerable time, and around
which the Gladstone and Salisbury
Administrations were want to
gather.

This old deal table, which tor
nearly a score of years had stood
almost neglected in an upper room
inthe building, was first brought
out for the use of the'Cabinet when
the Ministers commenced to use
the quiet, spacious room in ‘the
Foreigu Office for their meetings
instead of 10, Downing Street, the
official residence of the Prime
Minister. The table underwent
severe democratic changes in its
time, and when the Cabinet was
enlarged the table was enlarged
also, wooden slabs being added to
it in such a manner that the table
which was originally square, was
made oval. From time to time
it was patched and mended, and,
having grown crazy with wear,
was at last discarded and a new
table purchased in its place.

The Hague, Sept 14.—A party of
personally conducted Amercian tourists
*‘doing” Holand this . week, saw a civil
marriage at The Hague Town Hall
which revealed s»me curious circum-
stances. They saw parents, witnesses
and friends surrounding the real bride
after the ceremony, congratulating and

FISH THAT EXPECTORATE.

Few would believe it if told that there
are some kind of fish that obtain a
large portion of their food by shooting
it, but this is the truth, says an official
of the United States Fish Commission,
One of these is the toxote, a fish in the
rivers of Malaysia. He 1s known as
the archer, or spittting-fish. Thetoxote
has a taste for winged insects. When
it sees an insect upon an overhanging
branch it approaches as near as may
be, fills its mouth with water, and then
closing its gills, raises its snout above
the surface and shoots a long thread of
water at the insect. The toxote rarely
misses its aim, and the game is washed
off the leaf and into the river. Another
of the ‘‘shooting” fish is the chelinous,

which uses a jet of salt vater, butwhich

is far less expert than the toxote.—Fish-
ing Gazette.

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THE NEXT PREMIER.

A Northumberland politician had
this to say with respect to provin-
cial politics: ‘Has Onlooker” en-
tered into an alliance with Premier
Tweedie and Attorney General
Pugsley? His writings lately seem
to be with a view of turning pub-
lic attention away from both the
premier and the Attorney General
and thereby saving th _n much
criticism. There is little or nothing
in the talk that Speaker Robinson
is likely to be the next Premier of
the province and that the change
in his favor is likely to come soon.
Unless Premier Tweedie becomes a
member of the Supreme Court
bench of New Brunswick, he will
unquestionably lead the provincial
government party in the next
campaign. He has been a long
time in politics, however, and if he
can get a supreme court position
without interfering with Hon. A. S
White's aspirations he will consider
the present an opportune time for
‘disappearing. If Chief Justice

. Tuck retired from the bench and
everybody feels that he might do
so with credit to himself and in
the publjc interest—and if Mr. Jus-
ti¢c Landry should be called to the
supreme court of Canada, there
would be room for both Premier
Tweedie and Mr. White on the Sup-
reme Court bench of this province.
After the conference
with respect to better terms, or in-
creased subsides for the provinces,
Premier Tweedie is likely to make
an official declaration with respect
to his own future and the date of
the provincial general elections.
Should Mr. Tweedie accept a judge-
ship, the next premier will not ke
Mr. Speaker Robinson, but Mr.
Pugsley, Attorney General. Mr.
Pugsley has faithfully served under
a number of premiers and while he
will be true to Tweedie as long as
the latter wants to remain at the
head of the government, once the
present premier relinquishes office,
Mr, Pugsley will take his natural
place at the head of government
party in this province. Once that
happens federal politics will be in-
troduced so sharply into provincial
affairs that many prominent Libe-
rals who are opposed to the pro-
vincial government as at present
constituted will be forced into the
support of the new provincial gov-
ernment led by Mr. Pugsley—just
the same as prominent Conserva-
tives were forced to withdraw
their, support from the provincial

~ government, after the convention of
Conservatives at Moncton had de-
clared¢ in favor of running provin-
cial politics on Dominion lines.
Even ‘though Mr. Tweedie should
remain at the head of the govern-
ment you can count on some such
programme, although for its suc-
cessful carrying out Mr. Pugsley
would be the stronger premier, be-
cause in his county he has been no-
minated at least on two occasions
by the Liberal party. If the local
government should go to the
country on its own record, iz woul
be \beaten to a standstill. 1ts lead-
ers know that an atterapt will be

A GREAT “FEAT”

Considerable trumpeting has fol-
lowed the German announcement
that a f{leet of German torpedo-
destroyers recently ‘‘made a suc-
cessful dash to the English coast,
which they reachéd without de-
tection.” Many journals appear to
regard the news as sinificant and
important. One gravely asserts
that the tidings will “chuse great
excitement in the war offices of
Europe, for the feat menaces that
control of the ¥nglish channel
which has been England’s great
strength for generations.”

A more absurb exaggeration
would not be easily conceived. In
the first place British waters were
not guarded, in the sense that no
attempt was made to prevent or
even to note the approach of any
vessel of any nation which might
care to practice a ‘‘feat’” of the
kind described. Britain being at
peace to the world the powerful

at Ottawa’|

agencies ready to guard the sea ap-
proaches were inactive. Destroyers
and torpedo boats are small vessels
of great engine  power. Painted
black, low-lying, running without
light and steaming at railway
speed they are well-nigh invisible at
night except when exposed by the
search lights of war craft or shore
batteries.
Kipling’s  line
ped hulls slinking through the
gloom ‘conveys a hint of the in-
formation, common to naval men,
that torpedo boats do not adver-
tise their presence.  In a word,
there was no reason why, in the
time of peace, the German torpedo
boats might not have reconoitred
the British coast very thoroughly.
The ‘‘feat’” is in no sense impor-
tant or significant. Had there been
reason to expect German naval
activity in the direction of Eng-
land the German boats would have
been detected, in all probability.
Unsupported they would be of
little - avail against warships ex-
pecting attack. But—what is still
more important—Germany could
not send with them a fleet heady
enough to break through the Brit-
ish channel guard. German war-
ships protecting a fleet of German
transports carrying German troops
to land on the English coast would
be positive proof that the Kaiser
had gone mad and that his sub-
jects were ignorant enough not to
notice it. As a trial of the tor-
pedo boats, to test their seaworth-
iness and capacity for sustained
steaming in company at high
speed, the much-heralded German
adventure may be of interest when
the results are analyzed. As bear-
ing upon German sea power and
its menace to Britain the ‘‘feat” is
merely food for Punch.—Telegraph.

AWFUL EXPERIENCE

Four Men Stunned By
Avalanche—One DI!2d
From Wounds

New York, Sept. 13.—A cable des-
patch to amorning paper from St.
Michael de Maurienne, France says

Four Alpine climbers, while re-

turning from the ascént of the Ai-
guilles Darves on Sunday, were
swept by an avalanche of stones
upon a glacier ﬁfty feet below. All
were stunned. The first to recover
his senses was a man named Maige
who found two of his companions
lying, seriously  wounded, on the
edge of a crevasse of unknown
depth, in which the fourth climber,
a man of the name of Questo, was
dangling by the rope with which
the party had been linked together
The accidental wedging of this
rope in acleft alone saved all the
man from falling into the abyss of
the gsevasse.
Questo, who was suffering agony,
shouted: “My arms and legs are
broken; I am suffering horribly.
Cut the rope and let me die”.

Maige vainly tried to haul him
up, and finding the others helpless,
he further secured the rope and
started -to obtain aid. It was nine
hours before he returned with help-
ers. The rope had not broken and
Questo was -found still swinging
from it, but he was unconscious
and died soon after being rescued.
He was known in Italy as-a wri-
ter on Alpine subjects. The others
are recovering.

BRITISH WIN

Liverpool, Sept. 12.—The steam-
ship Tarquah, which arrived from
South Africa, brings details of se-
vere fighting in the borderland of
Benin, Southern Nigeria, which en-
ded on Aug. 8 in the serrender of
the rebellious natives to the
British. A native society called the
Silent Ones’” murdered Commis-
sioner Crewe Read last June.

CRUELTY TO COOLIES

Being Reproduced in China
and Have the Efrect of
Inciting Trouble

Peking, Sept. 15—Copies of Chinese
toons showing coolies on th&¥and be-
ing subjecied to refined forins of torture
arebeing widely circulated ~ These car-
toons are doing incalculable aamage in
stirring up enmity against foreigners
throughout the Chinese Fmpire.

They ave taken for the most part from
the ciscredited book, ‘‘Slave Driving
on the Rand,”” of which the anti-British
London newapapers made much capital
and which was after-wards shown to
have been illustrated with pictures for
which coolies were paid to pese as |
they were being®eaten by English mine
managers.

The cartogns are supolemented by
statements taken trom London journals
giving what proport to be acurate ac -
counts of the torture of Chinamen In
one case these statements are described
as being vouched for by ‘‘Professor’
Clifford (sic.), Chinese editors apparent-
ly having a hallucination that this is a
hall-mark of truth.

I illustrated newspapers Contg{ing car—

The cartoons show Chinamen hung
by the hands to beams. Others depict
them huddled up in corrers, and being
beaten with the ‘‘cat.”

The Insurgent Leaders are
"willing To ‘Give up Arms
on The Denver

A Stock Exchange repoit from
Havana says: President Palma
summoned his closest friends to
the Palace this morning and an-
nonnced to them his intention of
resigning. Congress is expecting
to receive his message at any
moment.

Havaxy, Sept 14—Alfredo
Zayas, President of the Liberal
Party, who is with the insurgents,
and General Loynaz del Castillo,
commsnder of the insurgent forces
in  Havans Province, sent two
more  emissaries to U. 8.
Commander Colwell to-day
offering to come in and surrender
on board the Denver this afternoon
Commander Colwell” replied that
he was unable to interfere, and
that President Palma  was
communicating with Washington
to the matter.
. WASHINGTON, Sept 14—A
despatch has been received at the
State Departmens from the U, 8.
Charge. d’Affaires at Havana
confirming the reports of the
destruction of sugar plantations
near Cienfugos and of the
destruction of railroad bridges und
buildiegs. It also states that no
traffic is going on over the Cuban
Central, Western or United Cuban
railways. The Governor of Santa
(Clara Province has reported that
Santa Clara is threatened by the
rebels.

The Navy Department has not
yet been informed of the arrival of
the cruiser Marietta at Cienfugos.

New York, Sept 14—A London
despatch to the Sun says that the
news of the landing of American
marines at Havana confirms the
opinion held at the British
capital that American intervention
to Cuba cannot be long deloyed.

The Standard editorially blames
the United States for the present
disorder. It says that President
McKinley’s intervention was car-
ried out in the name of peace and
civilization, but the net result is
1esumed - tumult, barbarism and
savagery. Kither the Americans
must tolerate anarachy in Cuba or
exercise an efiective -protectorate,
President Roosevelt would doubt-
less act promptly and vigorously if
he did not have to think of the
election campaign.  Whatever,
the Fnal issue, it will be condemn-
ed by the Democrats, who are
standing aside ready to make
political capital out of the result.
