GERMAN TRENCHES TAKEN
An 18-pound shrapnel shell, believed 

by detectives to have been stolen from 
one of the local plants engaged in 

1 making munitions of war, was found 
in the rear of the Western Hotel to­
day by Ralph Creih, the porter.

Creih, while engaged in his duties 
in the rear of the hotel about 5:00 
a.m., noticed the shell half buried in 
the dirt a few inches from one of the 
barroom windows. He immediately 
notified William Jennings, the pro­
prietor. The latter went to police 
headquarters, and Detective Harry 
Down was assigned to the case.

The shell was loaded, but the de­
tectives and Jennings believe there 
was no attempt to wreck the Western 
Hotel, as there was no fuse attached 
to the shell, and an investigation of 
the premises failed to reveal any.

It is the opinion of the detectives 
that some person working in one of 
the factories stole the shell, and then 
became afraid of having it found in 
his possession and threw it away.

The military authorities have been 
notified, and with the aid of the police 
they are attempting to locate the 
parties who had the shell and where 
it was secured.

Progress Made in Lorraine

“The seaport of Dunkirk was bom­
barded last night by a piece of long- 
range artillery. Fourteen shells were 
thrown, and some persons belonging 
to the civilian population were killed.”

Basing their calculations on 
known military figures, Allies’ strate­
gists are determined that King Albert 
shall celebrate Christmas, 1915, in his 
own palace in Brussells."

Has. Seen the War.
The foregoing is the opinion of 

George Gordon Moore, a young Amer­
ican financier, who. as a friend of 
Sir John French, and his personal 
guest at the front, has seen more of 
the war from the British standpoint 
than any other civilian. Moore, who 
recently returned to England from the 
British front, is in New York today, 
en route to his home in St. Clair, 
Mich.

When reminded that Christmas, 1915. 
Is a long way off, Moore replied: “Not 
as the British calculate. The British 
has been slow in getting started, but 
—he will be just as slow to stop. It 
is only Americans who do not know— 
and Germans, with whom the wish is 
father to the thought—who are think- 
ing of an early end to the war. The 
British are prepared to devote what­
ever time is necessary to the job. and 
they do not expect an early success.

WILL RELEASE ENEMIESMercer was a hinder 
gunner (the man who is 
responsible for keeping 
his own gun clean), and 
his gun was always spot­
less. He took great pride 
in it and his work was 
often held up as an ex­
ample to the others.

Patriotism was not wanting. Britain 
has raised a citizen army of from two 
to three million men. The liquor 
problem was not the big fault. The 
trouble was lack of productive or­
ganization. The changed military 
tactics had made certain forms of 
artillery ammunition more important 
than men. The problem was that of 
a business and financial organizer, not 
that of a soldier. Lord Kitchener ac­
complished wonders in recruiting the 
present British army, but as a soldier 
he was not trained to meet the new 
demand on his efforts.

Soon Improved.
"Things were on the up-grade with­

in 24 hours after Lloyd George took 
charge of the munitions problem, and 
in a very few weeks the supply will 
not only meet British demands, but 
Britain will be able to assist Rus­
sia,” said Mr. Moore.

“Twice at Ypres, with tremendous 
advantage in numbers and artillery 
efficiency, the pick of the German 
army failed to break the British line 
in continued assaults. At Neuve 
Chapelle, in spite of the handicap of 
an ammunition shortage. Sir John 
French demonstrated, as Joffre has 
done, that the Allies can pierce the 
German line when necessary. These 
two object lessons, the strength of the 
Allies’ offence and the weakness of 
the German defence have undermined 
the German morale.”

“In the Argonne, near the roadway 
running from Binarville to Vienne-Le 
Chateau, the situation has undergone 
no change.

Fresh Advances.
“In Lorraine we have, as a result of 

a fresh attack, advanced for 300 yards 
to the north of our former positions on 
the eastern slope of Reillon; occupied 
the ridges to the south of Remabois: 
repulsed easily a counter-attack which 
began at Leintrey, and stopped another 
to the southeast of Parroy and taken a 
number of prisoners.

“In the valley of the Fecht all our 
gains have been retained, and we con­
tinue to make progress We have 
passed to the north of Metzeral, as 
well as to the south of this town, and 
we have furthermore gained ground 
beyond the River Andaswassan.

“In the region of Sondernach we took

South African Traitor Is Sen­

LONDON OPINION.
London, June 22.—Nothing but a sud­

den and unexpected blow by Grand 
Duke Nicholas, commander-in-chief of 
the Russian forces in the field, can now 
save Lemberg, the capital of Galicia, in 
the hands of the Russians for nearly 
ten months, from returning to the pos­
session of its former owners, and the 
almost immediate evacuation of the 
city by the Russians is expected in 
London.

After yielding on the Grodek lines, the 
Russian armies retired to virtually the 
outskirts of the city of Lemberg it­
self.

After being believed to be dead for 
over seven hours, following a very

The Austrian official announcement 

on hostilities speaks of the Russians as 
attacking at many points, but these 
fights are assumed to be merely in­
cidents of the rearguard actions to en­
able the main forces to withdraw.

They will be able to with­
stand assaults from the east with much 
smaller forces than were required suc­
cessfully to attack, and large masses of 
men will be released. Whether these 
are to be used against the Russians 
further to the north or against the

SAYVILLE REPORT.

Berlin, June 22—By Wireless to Say- 
ville.—An announcement made today 
by the Overseas News Agency says 
that the Russians before Lemberg have 
been defeated along the whole line and 
are fighting only to gain time in order 
to save their artillery and other war 
material.

"The Germans and Austrians are 
within ten miles of Lemberg," the an­
nouncement adds. “The -main positions 
of the Russians are shelled by the 
armies of Generals Mackensen, Lan- 
sengen, Boehm-Ermolli, Pflanzer and 
Woyi Ice.

What Germans Are Told.
“The weekly newspaper Groessere 

Deutschland publishes an article say- 
ing that high officials of the Russian 
Government. Including members of the 
Cabinet, decided, at a secret meeting 
in December, not to call to arms the 
oldest classes of reserves, fearing a 
general revolution. At the same meet­
ing It waa reported that not one stu­
dent had volunteered for preparatory 
instruction as an army officer. The 
scheme to prepare students for appoint- 

Iment as lieutenants, by giving them 
! four months of training in military 
; schools, was dropped for fear of revo- 

lutionary activities among the whole 
body of officers.

‘In the middle of April all the high 
schools were closed. The reason ad­
vanced officially was the danger of 
epidemics during the summer. The real 
reason was that the upper classes are 
revolutionary, and the only remedy 
was to close the schools."

On the other hand, the Germans in 
North Russia and Poland are busily con- 
solidating their gains in a manner 
which suggests more important move- 
ments in these regions. The seaport of 
Libau is being strongly fortified. Heavy 
naval guns have been installed, and 
Prince Henry of Prussia, who recently 
was there, is credited with the state­
ment, that the Germans intend to re­
tain possession of Libau at all costs, 
as they regard this port to be the key 
to the Baltic.

GERMAN REPORT. 
[Canadian Press.)

Berlin, June 22—Via London.—The of­
ficial announcement from army head- 
quarters today follows:

"In the western theatre of war: An at­
tack by the enemy on the western bank 
of the canal to the northwest of Dix- 
mude, against three hamlets occupied 
by our troops, has been repulsed. North 
of Arras there was nothing yesterday 
more than artillery fighting. An attack 
by French infantry at a point south of 
Neuville was repulsed at midnight.

“In the Champagne district, to the 
west of Perthes, we pushed forward our 
positions after successful mining opera­
tions. In the hills of the Meuse hand-to- 
hand fighting lasted throughout the 
day. It was accompanied by heavy ar­
tillery fire. At about 3 o’clock this 
morning we began a counter-attack and 
cleared our trenches almost completely 
of all the French soldiers who had pene­
trated them. We took 130 prisoners.

“Transferred Positions."
“An advance of the enemy at Marche- 

ville in small numbers was easily re­
pulsed. East of Luneville there have 
been further engagements between ad­
vance posts near Leintrey. Last night 
in the Vosges we systematically trans­
ferred our positions to the eastern 
bank of the Fecht River, at a point east 
of Sondernach, without being embar­
rassed by the enemy. On the Hilden 
ridge the enemy again suffered heavy 
losses during repeated attacks. Our 
aviators dropped bombs on the airship 
station at Courcelles, to the west of 
Rheims. Bomb attacks by the enemy 
on Bruges and Ostend did no military 
damage.

"In the southeastern theatre of war: 
The battle to the north and to the 
west of Lemberg continues. To the 
east of Zolkiew, the Russians were 
forced during last night to retreat from 
their positions.”

ASKS FOR INVESTIGATION BLOEMFONTEIN, Union of South 
Africa, June 21.—(Via London, 3 p.m.—

guilty of treason on eight counts. Sen­
tence was deferred until tomorrow.

Gen. DeWet headed a rebellion in 
the Orange Free States and Western 
Transvaal in October, 1914. He was 
captured at a farm at Waterburg, 
British Bechuanaland, to which place 
he had been pursued by a motor car 
brigade.

Gen. DeWet was placed on trial on 
June 10 on a charge of high treason.

STRATFORD HAS LOST 
ANOTHER OFFICER.

STRATFORD. June 21.—Another 

Stratford officer has given his life in 
battle, bringing the total of Stratford’s 
dead up to eleven. Official word from 
the militia department was received 
this morning by Sergt. McDonald of 
the armories that his son, Lieut. John 
McDonald, on Sunday reported as 
missing, had been killed in action, thus 
making the second Stratford officer 
killed in Tuesday’s fight besides one 
wounded.

The Times this morning prints a dis­
patch from its correspondent in Eastern 
France, who asserts that if the French 
troops are to drive home their offensive 
in overwhelming force they must use a 
tremendously-increased bulk of ammu­
nition. The same lesson comes for Bri­
tain from the Woevre front, he points 
out. While the retreat of the Russian 
armies in Galicia hammers it home 
again.

The correspondent says the daily out­
put of shells certainly is much larger 
than it was four months ago, and it is 
possible that a reserve of ammunition 
is being built up much more rapidly than 
is apparent at the front, but he adds: 
"What we have come to is the redemp­
tion of the world by shells.”

The 
Germans in their withdrawal movement 
have halted on the line of trenches to 
the south of Leintrey.

Hold Village of Metzeral.
"In Alsace our progress has con­

tinued in the course of uninterrupted 
engagements. After having taken the 
cemetery of Metzeral, we occupied the 
station and then attacked the village, 
which were captured after a very hot 
fight. We have reached the outlets 
south of that locality and have pushed 
our line to the east 550 yards beyond 
the outskirts in the direction of Meyer­
hof.

‘In these actions we took some pris­
oners, bringing the total since yester­
day up to more than 200.

“To the north of the Fecht River the 
enemy attempted an attack on our 
positions at Reich Ackerkopf, but was 
completely repulsed."

If he has he will never forget the 
sight. This is a description of the first 
arrival by an onlooker at a hospital.

When Train Arrivez.
The little station in the grounds was

The hospitals themselves 
are bright and warm, the sisters are 
standing ready with every appliance for 
the poor men’s comfort. No wonder that 
they often cannot contain their feelings, 
and that tears come into their eyes 
when they sink Into their comfortable 
beds. After the weary days in the 
trenches, amidst mud and rain, it must 
seem a paradise Indeed

How are the nurses supplied for these 
huge home hospitals? They are enlisted 
during peace time—"Territorial Nurses" 
they are called—and they wear becom­
ing grey gowns with grey and red capes, 
and a T on the corner of the cape. 
These women have joined the Terri­
torial Army just as the men join; those 
who are to be matrons have a certain 
training given them in military hospi­
tals. All have at least three-year cer­
tificates from their training school. 
They are ready for their work in war 
time, even while they are carrying on 
their ordinary civil duties in hospital 
or in private practice.

Wonderful Progress.
I suppose no war will ever have been 

as remarkable as this one in respect of 
the treatment of the sick and wounded. 
Sometimes one longs for Florence 
Nightingale, "The Lady with the 
Lamp," to have seen the result of her 
teaching—for, after all, it is to that 
teaching in sanitation as well as nurs-

TONCMANUSMoney Contributions For Relief Up To 
May 18—Five Cargoes of Food.

NEW YORK, June 2L—Canada’s con­
tributions towards the relief of the 
destitute people of Belgium amounted 
to $2,071,083, up to May 18, according 
to a report issued by H. Prudhomme, 
honorary secretary of the central ex­
ecutive committee for the Dominion of 
Canada, of the commission for relief 
in Belgium, and announced here to­
day.

The report, which does not cover the 
period since May 18, says that up to that 
time the Canadians sent five cargoes 
of food to Belgium. The largest and 
most important cargo was valued at

“The Minister of War went Sunday 
on a tour of the factories in the inter­
ior of France, and returned to Paris 
this morning. In all the factories he 
visited, those privately-owned, as well 
as those belonging to the state, the min­
ister witnessed very great activity. He 
has satisfied himself personally that, 
thanks to the great and progressive 
efforts shown up to the present, the 
expected results will everywhere be re­
alized. and in a good many factories 
probably exceeded."

PARIS, June 21.-4:40 p.m.—La Liberte 

publishes today an interview with Pope 
Benedict, signed by Louis Latapie, a 
prominent member of the staff, who was 
sent to Rome for the purpose of ascer­
taining the Pope’s views on the various 
aspects of the European war. Pope 
Benedict is quoted as expressing horror 
at some of the developments of the war, 
but in the main the words of the Pope 
have to do with peace.

The interview began with an allusion 
by the pontiff to what the Holy See had 
done in respect to the war. The pontiff 
had addressed a letter in favor of peace 
to the Catholic world. He had proposed 
a truce to the belligerents for the Christ- 
mastide. He had endeavored to obtain 
an exchange of prisoners unfitted for 
military service and had had the good 
fortune to obtain in this respect an ap­
preciable result.

His holiness referred to the letter he 
had written to Cardinals Lucon and 
Arnette of Rheims and Paris, respective­
ly. and to his consistorial address on 
January 22. Latapie quotes the Pope as 
saying:

Germans Answer Charges.
“You desire that I should condemn 

every crime specifically, but each one of 
your accusations is accompanied by a 
reply on the part of the Germans, and I 
am not able to institute here a continu­
ous discussion nor can I make investiga­
tions at this moment.”

"Is it necessary to inquire as to 
whether the neutrality of Belgium has 
been violated?" asked the correspon­
dent.

“That was under the pontificate of 
Plus X," the Pope replied.

“Is it not known by all that many 
priests have been taken as hostages in 
Belgium and in France, and shot?"

A Russian Outrage.
The Pope replied: "I have received 

from Austrian bishops the assurance 
that the Russian army has also taken 
hostages from among the Catholic

priests and that the Russians on one 
occasion pushed before them 1,500 Jews, 
so that they could advance behind this 
living barrier thus exposed to the bullets 
of the enemy. The Bishop of Cremona 
has informed me that the Italians have 
already taken eighteen Austrian priests 
as hostages.”

"The Germans,” said M. Latapie, 
“have committed other violations.”

To this the Pope replied: "The Car­
dinal Secretary of States has received 
the reports of seven Belgian congrega­
tions. They have declared that they 
are not able to cite a single case in 
their congregations protected especially 
by the Virgin or by some Saint. We 
continue to be imperfectly informed up­
on this subject.”

"And the burning of Louvain and 
the bombardment of churches?"

“The Germans reply that their troops 
have been fired upon,” the Pope made 
answer. “They have declared that 
there was an observatory in the tower 
of the cathedral at Rheims."

“At least one can protest against 
the arrest of a prince of the church" 
ventured the correspondent.

"I shall surprise you; Cardinal Mer­
cier (archibishop of Malines) has never 
been arrested," replied the Pope. "I 
have received from General Von Biss- 
ing, the governor of Belgium, a letter 
assuring me that he would repress 
hereafter, with the utmost energy, all 
acts of violence against churches and 
against the ministers of God."

The Lusitania Tragedy.
The Pope then referred to the sink­

ing of the Lusitania, and is quoted by 
the correspondent as saying: "I do not 
know of a more frightful transaction. 
What grief to see our generation the 
prey of such horrors. I have the heart 
of a father, and this heart has been 
torn. But what do you think of the 
blockade which constricts two empires, 
which condemns to famine millions of 
innocents? Is that inspired also by feel­
ings entirely humane?"

The Pope continued: "I do not say 
that after the war I will not proclaim 
a syllabus, recalling and summing up 
the doctrines of the church on this 
subject, and regulating for the future 
the rights and duties of belligerents. 
Then one will find without doubt the 
formal condemnation of crimes which 
will have been committed during the 
war.”

“Does your holiness expect to take 
any initiative to promote peace?”

To this the Pope replied: “The 
hour does not seem to me to have 
come. I should not act save with 
the fullest knowledge, lest I weaken 
the moral authority which I hold of 
God, and which I must employ to bring 
peace again among men. But I shall 
seek the opportunity; I shall seize the 
first hand outstretched."

Teutons Capture Rowa Ruska and Are Nine Miles From the 
Capital of Galicia—Nic holas' Rapid Retreat Is 

Surprise To the Enemy.

LONDON, June 21.—The British army 
casualty lists, ending June 9, show 
that since the beginning of the war 
3,372 officers have been killed, 6,651 
wounded and 1,049 put down as miss­
ing, making a total of 11,072. 
From May 19 to June 9, 703 officers 
were killed, 1,147 wounded and 410 
reported missing, or 2,260 in all.

These figures bring out the fact that 
the proportion of killed to wounded 
runs one to two, which is probably 
due as much to the fact that the line 
officers of the lower grade are the 
first to leave the trenches during at­
tacks as to the use of high explosives.

Canadian Losses.
During the fortnight, ending June 9, 

the Canadian contingent lost forty of­
ficers killed and 130 wounded, the Aus­
tralians, 107 killed and 175 wounded, 
and the Indian • troops, 48 killed and 
117 wounded, who, being officers, were 
in large part English. The Royal Ar­
tillery lost 30 officers killed and 62 
wounded. In many regiments more 
officers were killed than wounded. The 
Leicesters had 18 killed to 14 wound­
ed, while in the Dublin Fusiliers the 
proportion stood 17 to 7, in the Welsh 
Fusiliers 11 to 5, and in the Surreys 
15 to 13.

With each casualty list a certain 
number of officers and men are trans­
ferred from the missing to the killed, 
owing to the finding of their bodies. 
The number of the dead is also con­
stantly increased by those succumbing 
to wounds.

LONDON, June 21.—10:54 p.m.—Rawa Ruska, according to a Berlin official 

report, is the latest Russian position in Galicia to fall into the hands of the 
Austro-Germans and, as the Teutons are also reported to be fighting east of 
this town, the Investment of Lemberg must be So nearly complete that the Rus­
sians either must withdraw from the Galician capital or leave a portion of their 
forces there to be besieged.

The German General Von Mackensen is reported to have seized the rail­
way connecting Rawa Ruska with Lemberg, thus cutting off the retreat north- 
ward of the Russians. According to the latest news from the Austrian head- 
quarters, the Teutonic allies are now within nine miles of the limits of Lem­
berg.

Considerable wonder is expressed by the German military critics over the 
Austro-German advance of the last few days. They had expected the Russians 
to make a firm stand along the Grodek line. Instead, however. Grand Duke 
Nicholas, the commander-in-chief of the Russians, not only retired quickly from 
this position, but evidently recognizing his dangerous predicament, also ordered 
the withdrawal of the Russian forces from south of the Dniester River.

WARSHIPS OF ALLIES 
ACTIVE AT AVI BUBNU

CONSTANTINOPLE (via London), i 
June 21.—8:42 p.m.—The following of- 
ficial communication was issued today:

“On the Dardanelles front, at Avi 
Burnu, nothing of importance oc­
curred on June 18 or June 19. An arm­
ored ship, protected by nine torpedo 
boats and seven mine-sweepers," ap­
peared before Sedd-ul-Bahr and bom­
barded our coast batteries on the 
Asiatic shore. The armored ship re­
tired under protection to Lemnos.

“A weak attack against the centre 
of our southern troops at Sed-ul-Bahr 
was repulsed on June 19, with losses.

"Our coast batteries successfully 
bombarded some columns of artillery, 
and an enemy transport vessel, as well 
as infantry retiring under the violent 
fire of our European batteries. Our 
Asiatic batteries also bombarded enemy 
columns on their way to a new posi­
tion.

“An aircraft shed was shelled, causing 
a fire, which destroyed several air­
craft. Enemy airmen flew over our 
Asiatic batteries, dropping eight 
bombs without success.”

FRANCE MAY FLOAT 
“LOAN IN THE STATES

NEW YORK, June 21. — Negotia­
tions are in progress and may be 
brought to a favorable conclusion with­
in the next 24 hours for ah important 
loan in this country to assist the 
French Government in the purchase of 
war munitions here, according to the 
Evening Post.

The loan is being negotiated, it is 
stated, by influential private bankers 
in Paris, and will be secured by a block, 
of American railway bonds, which are 
now owned in France. The loan may 
exceed $50,000,000, and possibly run to 
$75,000,000, it is said.

PETROGRAD SAYS FOE
HAS NOT CUT THROUGH RED FEE

ACHED FOR" 777PETROGRAD, June 21 (via London), 
6:35 p.m.—The Austro-German attempt 
to force a way through the Russian lines 
north and south of Grodek in the battle 
for Lemberg, apparently has not yet 
been successful.

Regarding the approaching crisis in 
the Galician campaign, the Bourse Ga­
zette says:

“If, in view of the continued German 
reinforcements In Galicia, the situation 
forces us to choose between retaining 
Lemberg and preserving the freedom ot 
our operations, it is possible we shall 
have to make a sentimental sacrifice and 
abandon the Galician capital."

The following official communication 
from general headquarters was issued 
tonight:

“No important change occurred in the 
Shavli region on June 19 or 20. The 
most stubborn fighting was on the River 
Ringowa (to the northwest of Shavli), 
where we made slight progress.

“On the Narew front, German forces 
of Inconsiderable strength, protected by 
a violent artillery fire, attempted an of­
fensive which proved fruitless between 
the rivers Omulew and Orjetz.

"On the left bank of the Vistula, at 
dawn on June 20, the enemy assumed 
the offensive in isolated columns on the 
front south of the Pilica, but after a 
short engagement, was repulsed, losing 
hundreds of prisoners.

“On the Tanew front there was only 
artillery fire. The enemy's offensive 
continues in the region of Rawa., Ruska.

“On the night of the 20th, our troops 
retired from the Grodek lakes on the 
Lemberg positions.

"On the Dniester the enemy has de­
livered barren attacks between Miko- 
laiow and Jidachew, in the course of 
which he was driven back from the 
villages of Demenka and Liesna, sus- 
taining heavy losses. On the rest of the 
front in Galicia and Bukowina, although 
stubborn fighting continues in some 
sectors the enemy has not succeeded in 
making progress anywhere."

AUSTRIAN REPORT.
VIENNA (via London), June 21.— 

11:26 p.m.—The following official com­
munication was issued today:

“The pursuing allied troops have ad­
vanced to Zolkiew, about eighteen miles 
north of Lemberg, and south of Lemberg 
to the Skemlerek rivulet. The Russian 
troops on this line are everywhere be­
ing attacked.

“Near Tikolawow and Zydazkow the 
enemy is standing on the Dniester.

"The troops of the army of Gen. 
Pflanzer have repulsed strong Russian 
attacks with the heaviest of losses to 
the enemy southwest of Potok Zlopy, 
near Zale Szczyky, an! on the Bessar­
abian frontier. Otherwise the situation 
in the northeast is unchanged."

Berlin, via London, June 22.—Bul­
garia's answer to the entente powers 
regarding her participation in the war 
leaves the question undecided, according 
to information given out here today.

The proposal of the quadruple entente 
was that Bulgaria should mobilize im­
mediately and move against Turkey. 
The prospective compensation offered for 
such action included Servian Macedonia, 
Kavala (a port on the Aegean Sea in 
the extreme eastern part of Greece) 
with the Kavala hinterland and the 
territory north of the Enos-Midia line in 
Turkey. The powers are said to have 
agreed to mediate at Bucharest for the 
restitution to Bulgaria of Dobrudja (a 
district of Roumania bordering on the 
Black Sea), and also to support Bulgaria 
financially during the war. No induce­
ments were offered for a continuance of 
Bulgarian neutrality.

The. Bulgarian answer, it is said, while 
courteous in tone, did not touch the 
question of the Government’s attitude 
regarding mobilization, but devoted it- 
self to counter-questions. Bulgaria 
wished to know whether Servian Mace­
donia included only that part to which 
Bulgaria laid claim under the Balkan 
League treaty, or other parts as well.

The "entente allies are reported to 
have proposed that Servia, in return for 
ceding Macedonia, should receive suit­
able compensation in Albania, Bosnia 
end Herzegovina. Bulgaria, to which 
the future size of Servia is important 
in view of the necessity for maintaining 
the balance of power in the Balkans, re­
quested more definite information con- 
cerning Servian compensation and for a 
similar reason wished to know what 
Greece would receive in Asia Minor, as 
well as a more precise definition of the 
terms "Kavala and the hinterland."

Details regarding the proffered medi­
ation in Bucharest also are said to have 
been asked, and it was pointed out that 
Bulgaria, because of its exhaustion after 
the two Balkan wars, could participate 
in a new war only if its prospective 
seward was made definite and guaran­
teed. The note of Bulgaria is regarded 
here as being a means taken to avoid 
immediate answer.

Austro - Hungarian Headquarters, 

June 21, via London, June 22. Over- 
whelming superiority of artillery again 
was chiefly responsible for Saturday’s 
quick and decisive defeat of the Rus­
sian army in the new lines protecting 
Lemberg. An immense amount of 
heavy artilery was massed against the 
heights of Magierow, northwest of 
Lemberg, which is admirably adapted 
by nature for defence and, fortified 
with a triple series of entrenchments, 
constituted the strongest part of the 
Russian battlefront.

ing. A shower of high explosive
shells such as broke the Russian de-

afence along the Dunajeo in May, and 
in the battles on the San at the be­
ginning of June, fell into the Russian 
trenches.

Shaken by Artillery.
The Russian troops were shaken by 

the artillery attack, and when the 
Austro-German infantry was ordered 
to charge they were able to sweep 
through and over all three lines of 
defence, not pausing until they reach­
ed the other side of the ridges over­
looking the valley, through which 
runs the railroad and the highway 
from Lemberg to Zolkiew and Rawa 
Ruska.

Rawa Ruska now is captured, the 
railroad and highway are in Austro- 
German hands, and a wedge of the 
allied troops seems to cut straight 
through the Russian, right wing, parts 
of which are retreating northward, 
while the rest are being driven in on 
the main Russian force around Lem- 
berg.

Fall Expected Soon.
The battle now is raging for the 

possession of the Galician metropolis, 
and its fall is expected within a day 
or two as the latest

Gen. Von Mackensen's army, bare­
ly 12 miles away, is knocking at the 
gates from the north, while Gen. Von 
Boehm-Ermolli is north of the Grodek 
Lakes. A further advance from the 
south would have been delayed by the 
rolling, wooded country between the 
Dniester and Lemberg, and this blow 
would not have menaced the Russian 
lines of retreat so seriously. Field 
Marshal Conrad Von Hoetzendorf, 
chief of staff, decided for that reason 
to attack from the north, placing the 
utmost confidence in the effect of the 
artillery preparation upon the strong 
Russian fortification. His calculations 
did not go astray. The Allies' victory 
caused the retirement of the Russians 
along the entire Une through Grodek 
to the Dniester marshes, and thence 
eastward along the Dniester.

Russians Attacking.
While decisive blows were being de­

livered on this battlefront, the army 
in Bukowina, under Generals Pflanzer 
and Baltin, was forced to withstand a 
series of extremely violent attacks 
from fresh Russian forces. These 
assaults were designed to relieve pres­
sure on Lemberg by breaking through 
the Austro-Hungarian right flank.

It is believed here the Russians will 
not attempt to hold Lemberg, but 
merely to fight rearguard actions in 
an attempt to get away safely the 
remnant of their armies. They have 
available for retreat only the double 
track road running east from Lemberg 
through Krasne to the Russian fron­
tier and a single track line from Lem­
berg southeastward through Brzezany, 
toward Bessarabia.

The allied troops on Saturday were 
only two days’ march from an im­
portant railroad junction, the capture 
of which would spell disaster for the 
Russians.

*
Last Chance.

"All passengers are instructed to be 
at Calleponciano Arriago, in front of 
the Palacio Legislative at 4 a.m. The 
last of the caravan wagons will leave 
at 6 a.m. The vehicles will not wait 
for anyone who is late.

"Women, children and the infirm will 
be carried by train out of the suburbs 
as far as Tizayuca.

“No baggage whatsoever will be al­
lowed on the train.

"The train party Will unite with the 
wagon caravan at Tizayuca, from 
whence all will proceed to the place of 
encampment, where a ‘llager* will be 
formed.

“No one must count on obtaining any 
provisions or foodstuffs on the trip, and 
passengers are ordered to keep to­
gether. Food and water for at least 
four days should be carried by each.” 

Great Difference.
Four years ago. through trains to the 

principal cities of the United States, 
carrying diners and Pullmans provided 
with all the luxuries of modern travel, 
left this capital. At the present time 
wagon and automobile caravans leave 
for nearby cities, where connection is 
made for the port of Vera Cruz. The 
fare on these primitive trains ranges 
from $100 to $1,000, Mexican currency, 
according to the class of vehicle em­
ployed. Even this service has been in 
existence only a short time. The roads 
leading out of Mexico City towards 
Puebla and Pachuca now resemble 
stretches of the American prairies in 
the late forties, when immigrant trains 
were travelling westward.

FEARFUL BREAD LINES.
[Canadian Press.]

San Antonio, Texas, June 22.—Eight 
thousand Mexican civilians are being 
fed daily at Monterey from supplies 
furnished by the American Red Cross, 
and the food situation at Saltillo is 
even more critical, it was reported to­
day by special agent J. C. Weller to 
Gen. C. A. Devol, general manager of 
the Red Cross. In the Monterey bread­
lines are to be found 800 women, 
widowed by the war, some of them with 
as many as eight children.

The cathedral was filled with mem­
bers of the Catholic faith from Winni­
peg and St. Boniface, and hundreds 
stood outside. Men prominent in the 
public and official life of the province 
attended in large numbers, these in­
cluding Lieutenant-Governor Sir Doug­
las Cameron, Premier Norris, Cabinet 
ministers and former ministers, mem­
bers of the judiciary and the officials of 
Winnipeg, St. Boniface and other Mani­
toba municipalities.

The royal commission sitting here 
suspended the morning session so that 
the commissioners and others concerned 
in the hearings might be free to attend 
the funeral.
