London, April 24.—"Take immediate 

combined action to turn the Monte­
negrins out of Scutari, or we shall do 
it alone,” is the effect of a circular 
note sent by the Austro-Hungarian 
Government to the powers compos­
ing the concert of Europe. The note 
Is virtually an ultimatum.

Austria-Hungary declares she can­
not permit the Montenegrins to flout 
the decision of the great powers. The 
prestige of the European nations has 
been violated, says the note, and 
Austria-Hungary demands that the 
powers decide promptly on the steps 
to be taken to restore that prestige, 
adding that if the powers should be 
unable to reach a speedy decision, she 
will see to it herself that the will of 
Europe is respected and that the 
Montenegrins vacate Scutari.

Must Act at Once.
Berlin, April 24.—Austria-Hungary 

telegraphed to all the great powers 
yesterday, demanding that they send 
an ultimatum ordering Montenegro to 
evacuate Scutari within 48 hours, ac­
cording to an unconfirmed dispatch 
from Vienna to the Zeitung-Am-Mit- 
tag. Otherwise, Austria declares, she 
will with her allies take steps to pro­
tect her political interests.

Kaiser Cancels Trip.
The cancellation by Emperor Wil­

liam of his proposed trip on the Im- 
perator, and his determination to re­
turn to Berlin from Homburg on April 
28, are attributed in well-informed 
circles to the crisis brought about by 
the fall of Scutari.

Gunderson was awakened by a simi­
lar noise at her bedroom window, and 
calling to her husband she told him 
that someone was trying to get into 
the house. He investigated, but could 
find no one. Marks showing where 
someone tried to "jimmy” the window 
were plainly visible, however, but af­
ter searching all around the yard and 
finding no trace of the marauder, he 
went back to bed.

He then went to Woodstock, 
remaining there until 1892. On Nov. 
14, 1892, he assumed the rectorship ot 
the Church of the Ascension of this 
city, which office he retained until fail­
ing health compelled his retirement at 
the Easter vestry meeting ot 1912. 
Since coming to Hamilton, he was 
made a canon of Christ Church Cathe­
dral of this city.

Besides his wife, he is survived by 
one son, who is in the ministry of the 
Church of England, in England, and 
three daughters, one of whom is a 
missionary in China.

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“I would send you round the world 
in a sailing ship if the law permitted 
me so to dispose of you," said Justice 
Sir John Bankes to two militant suf- 
fragettes. Many of us would consider 
that a reward, not a punishment.

Mr. Hanna says that attempts to 
blackmail him have been made for a 
year and a half. If this be true, he 
should welcome the Proudfoot charges, 
and the fullest inquiry, as a means of 
putting an end to the annoyance.

The late Sir Richard Scott had been 
in public life continuously for fifty- 
one years, when he resigned the office 
of secretary of state in 1908. He held 
several cabinet positions at Ottawa 
and Toronto during that long period. 
Against his character on his public 
acts there was never the whisper of 
scandal. He bequeathes a memory of 
high-minded and useful public service. 
To the last his faculties were keen 
and his bodily vigor almost a miracle.

In some respects Canada is ten 
years behind the United States. It is 
safe to say that if allegations were 
made about an American combine such 
as were made in the Ontario Legisla­
ture about the thread combine, no 
state attorney-general or legislature 
would have dared to treat them with 
the contempt shown by Mr. Foy. We 
boast of the superior enforcement of 
the law in this country, and justly so 
in many regards; but in relation to 
trusts and combines the law in this 
country is almost a dead letter.

The papers show that from quite 
an early date in his career as cabinet 
minister, Mr. Thomas Crothers ap­
pointed himself as an assistant to the 
Postmaster-General in dictating the 
policy of the department. In order to 
impress his henchmen with his power 
he ordered the inspector to look to 
those henchmen for instructions. In­
spector Campbell did not consult them, 
but still retained the obsolete idea that 
the service came first and Mr. Croth­
ers’ politics after.

He speedily discovered that he was 
wrong, and that under the Crothers- 
Pelletier regime every little parish pol­
itician in the country is a recognized 
boss over the postoffice employees, and 
exercises influence enough to secure 
the dismissal of even high officials 
who do not kow-tow to him. How do 
the men of the postoffice service re­
gard that sort of tyranny?

declared his intention of becoming 
a citizen of the United States. An 
alien gaining land by inheritance 
may hold it for one year only under 
the same conditions.

"All property owned ly an alien 
shall be sold or disposed of within 
three years from the passage of the 
act, unless declaration of intention 
is made, and leases shall run for 
not more than five years. Those in 
force when the act is passed shall 
be declared void at the expiration of 
five years.

The provisions of the act are not 
to apply to property acquired prior 
to 1894, but the provisions do apply 
to corporations where the majority 
of the stock is held by aliens.” 
Unless there is legislation not in­

cluded in this act to the contrary, the 
alien law will apply to Canadians and 
all British subjects just as much as 
it does to the Japanese. Under its 
provisions, no one can buy or lease 
land and hold it for more than one 
year, unless he is a citizen of the 
United States. If there are any Bri- 
tish subjects holding land in Califor­
nia which has been purchased or leased 
since 1894, they will have to get rid 
of it inside of one year, or it will be 
confiscated.

It is a triumph for Mr. Rogers, but 
what of Mr. Borden? He had declared 
from the hustings that unless Parlia­
ment gave “IMMEDIATE” assent to 
his naval proposals he would dissolve 
it and appeal to the country.

Mr. Borden has been credited in 
some quarters with a desire to fulfill 
this promise. Whether this be so or 
not, his promise has been broken, and 
freedom of debate has perished with 
his pledge.

It is now open to the Government 
to force the naval bill through the 
House of Commons. In so doing, its 
gift of Dreadnoughts will be robbed 
of any grace which it might have had 
in British eyes. But for Mr. Borden's 
tergiversation Canada’s contribution to 
Imperial naval defence would have 
taken a shape which would have rep­
resented the unforced and almost 
unanimous will of the Canadian peo­
ple. Now it is the product of mean 
party exigencies, and the act of a 
faction, not of a people.

SIR CHARLES TUPPER’S FARE- 
WELL.

Sir Charles Tupper, in his 93rd year, 
has sailed again for England, now his 
home. There is pathos in his remark 
that he will probably never see Cana­
dian shores again. As the sole surviv­
ing father of Confederation, he has 
become almost a legendary figure.

It is to be regretted that Sir Charles’ 
last public utterance before leaving the 
country should have been intensely 
partisan, but it is even more to be re­
gretted that he should have abandoned 
his own patriotic attitude of four years 
ago. Today he expresses approval of 
the Borden contribution and upbraids 
Sir Wilfrid Laurier for opposing it 
Four years ago he upheld the Canadian 
navy idea and felicitated Mr. Borden 
upon his support of the Laurier Gov­
ernment on that question. On Nov. 27, 
1907, he wrote to Mr. Borden as fol­
lows;

"My dear Mr. Borden,—I have read 
with much interest the communica­
tion of the Canadian correspondent 
of the Times oh naval defence in 
today’s issue of that paper. I re­
gard that question as more import­
ant than any mere party issue, and 
am glad to learn that you are re­
solved to maintain the patriotic at­
titude the Conservative party as­
sumed last session. A few years ago, 
when Canada was struggling to open 
up for British settlement the great 
granary of the world, a few gentle­
men here raised the question of a 
Canadian contribution to the imperial 
navy. I joined issue with them, and 
was sustained by the press and pub­
lic opinion.

To clean a tea kettle of its lime 
deposit, put in a tablespoon of 
baking soda. Fill the kettle with 
cold water and bring to boiling 
point.

The easiest way to keep the 
lime from accumulating on the ket­
tle is by washing it and drying it 
every time it is used.

A.—Mix 5 parts glycerine, 5 parts 
water, and % part ammonia. If pos­
sible try the mixture on a small piece 
of the silk or dress goods before at­
tempting to remove the stain. Apply 
with a brush or soft cloth, saturating 
the stain well. Let dry and then rub

a few bits of butter over it, and bake 
in a rather quick oven.

This is excellent served with cold 
meat.

5. To make peanut butter, shell and 
skin freshly roasted peanuts and pound 
or grind them to a fine powder. Mix 
to a smooth paste with half as much 
butter as you have peanut powder. If 
the butter is rather fresh, add a little 
salt.

6. Put a handful of oatmeal in half 
pint of buttermilk and let it remain 
there half a day. Rub the paste thus 
formed, into the hands at night and 
several times during the day.

figure.Orthdox Jews keep eight days, and the 

Reformed Jews seven days, in commem­
oration of the escape of the Children of 
Israel out of the bondage of Egypt.

Unleavened bread Is eaten, because in 
the haste of flight the Israelites had no 
time to leaven their bread. An entirely 
separate set of eating and cooking ves­
sels and utensils are kept by every devout 
Hebrew family, to be used only during 
Passover week.

Two Holidays.
Tuesday and Wednesday of this week 

were holidays. Today and Friday are 
working days.

The preparation of the Passover table 
and the four cups is explicitly described 
in the order of services for Passover week.

The table must be prepared during day­
light, but the ceremony should not begin 
until after nightfall. On a dish three 
Mazoth are placed, each covered separ­
ately, and upon them are placed in the 
following order: Parsley, salt water, bitter 
herbs, haroseth, the shankbone, the eggs, 
so that what is wanted first at the cere­
mony should be placed nearest to the 
head of the family.

The parsley dipped in salt water forms 
a part of the bitter herbs. The bitter 
herbs, haroseth, the shankbone. the egg, 
haroseth, are taken in commemoration of 
the bitter work the Israelites had to per­
form in Egypt, when forced to labor with 
lime and mortar.

The Paschal Lamb.
The shankbone is a memorial of the 

paschal lamb, and the egg a memorial of 
the sacrifices brought during seven days 
of the festival.

Four cups of wine must be drunk at 
the places pointed out in the service. The 
cup must have the capacity of a reviith- 
that is, of an egg and a half. It is better 
not to take a much larger cup, as it is 
necessary to drink each time the greater 
part of the cup. ,

As a sign of freedom, they lean back 
when they drink the four cups or take 
anything to eat from the sederdish.

Women as well as children take part in 
the ceremonial, and the head of the fam­
ily must detail them the history of their 
ancestors’ deliverance from Egypt.

All the shop licenses, including a I 
wholesale license, were renewed.

A deputation from the temperance - 
societies of the city, consisting of Rev. 
Dr. McCrae, Rev. W. G. Riddiford, Pro- 
fessor J. H. Bowman, C. E. Finch and 
Mr. Charles Tupholme appeared before 
the commissioners to enter a protest 
against granting a license to any hotel 
in the recently-annexed districts.

Most People Against It.
"We do not think a hotel on the 

Hamilton road is necessary, and as a. 
vast majority of the citizens are 
against it, we have come to ask you 
to refuse to grant a license," said Rev. 
Dr. McCrae.

Prof James H. Bowman took the 
floor, and said that the delegates want­
ed to congratulate the commissioners 
on the way they did their work in 
London during the past year. . You 
have handled the affairs of the license 
department in excellent manner," said 
he "and your inspector has been espe­
cially active. 1 do not think the news­
papers give him enough credit for the 
work he does. We only wish that this 
board had jurisdiction over some other 
sections of the county, because we fee 
sure that some conditions which exist 
at present would soon be remedied.

"We have come here to protest 

against the granting of licenses to 
either of the hotels in the recently-an­
nexed districts, because we do not think 
they are necessary. If they are grant- 
ed, you will have to cut off two other 
hotels in some other section of the city. 
Some hotels are bad; they have been 
associated with crime and trouble, and 
we think you will do a good service 
by cutting those places off.,
