Twenty.five thousand persons are 
reported to have taken part in 
demonstrations in Munich on Sat­
urday, In the course of which con­
siderable damage to property was 
inflicted. An Exchange Telegraph 
dispatch from Zurich says that 
word of this occurrence has reached 
that city from Munich, It being re­
ported that the Rathaus was dam­
aged and that windows of ail the 
neighboring houses were broken. 
According to this account, troops 
charged the crowd several times, 
and large numbers of persons were 
wounded. Many arrests are said to 
have been made.

PLAIN TALKING.
It concludes with the statement that if the de facto government con­

tinues to Ignore this obligation and carries out its threat to defend Its 
territory by an appeal to arms against the American troops, the gravest 
consequences will follow.

RAIDS MUST CEASE.
"While this Government would deeply regret such a result," says the 

note, "it cannot recede from its settled determination to maintain its 
national rights and to perform its full duty in preventing further in­
vasions of the territory of the United States, and in removing the peril 
which Americans along the international boundary, have borne so long 
with patience and forebearance.

"I am reluctant to be forced to the conclusion which might be drawn 
from the circumstances," Secretary Lansing declares, "that the de 
facto government, in spite of the crimes committed and the sinister 
designs of Villa and his followers, did not and does not now intend or 
desire that these outlaws should be captured, destroyed or dispersed by 
American troops or, at the request of this Government, by Mexican 
troops."

The purposes of the United States Government toward Mexico, 

questioned in the last Mexican note, are announced in the following 
language:

SEES WAR'S END IN 1916.
[Canadian Press.]

London, June 20.—The Times mil­
itary correspondent in France writes 
that the opinion on the British front 
is most optimistic that the war will 
be brought to a successful conclusion 
during the year 1916. The feeling 
of optimism, he said, is -based large­
ly on the following factors: "Con­
tinually growing numbers of men 
and quantities of munitions on the 
entente front; the extraordinary 
successes of the Russian army; the 
arresting of the Austrian offensive 
in Trentino; the silencing of the 
German navy through the sea battle 
off Jutland; the exhaustion of the 
German reserve as indicated by the 
calling out of 17-year-old youths and 
the use of prisoners in German mu­
nitions factories.

"The task before us." the corre­
spondent adds, "remains a hard one, 
but conditions arc favorable to us, 
and it only remains for generalship 
and hard fighting to take advantage 
of them."

Ottawa. June 19.—That the Germans 
are murdering Canadian wounded and 
medical men whom they capture is the 
revolting fact received in the letter re­
ceived by Gen. Sir Sam Hughes from 
Surgeon-Gen. Guy Carleton Jones, 
director of Canadian medical services 
at the front.

Gen. Jones’ letter tells of an atrocity! 
of this kind performed during the re­
cent fighting. He states: “I have learned 
today a ghastly story about Capt. W. 
R. Haight, the medical officer of the 
1st C. M. R., British Columbia, who 
was reported missing. At first, when; 
the lost ground was regained, the regi-| 
mental post was found to have been j 
filled with wounded and Haight to have 
remained doing his duty attending to 
the wounded. One and all, patients and 
medical officers, had been bayoneted 
and done to death in a most brutal 
manner. Capt. Haight was a very ex­
cellent young officer, and had won 
great praise from all concerned.

“I am proud to say that throughout 
the fighting the medical service carried 
out these arduous duties under very 
difficult circumstances in a very effi­
cient manner."

Gen. Jones also referred to the great 
loss sustained by the C. A. M. C. by 
the death of Lieut.-Col. Tanner, officer 
commandin the 10th Field Ambulance, 
who was €ack by a shell on June 2 
at a dressing station near Ypres. Col. 
Tanner Is said to have been an officer 
of exceptional ability.

"If a denial is needed that this Government has had Improper 
motives in its diplomatic representations, or has countenanced the 
activities of American sympathizers and the American press opposed to 
the de facto government, I am glad most emphatically to deny it.

"On June 18 we repulsed small at­
tacks by the enemy at the head of 
Genoa Valley, at Sarca, above Daone.

! ago and stealing about $200 worth of 
jewelry from it, was sentenced to three 
years in Kingston Penitentiary by Ma­
gistrate J. C. Judd in the police court 
today. Lannin was arrested, a few days 
after the robbery in Napanee, while at­
tempting to break into a drug store. 
When arrested the jewelry was found on 
him. He was allowed to go on suspend­
ed sentence in Napanee and brought to 
London for trial on the charge of theft. 
Lannin pleaded that he must have been 
drunk to have committed the crime.

His police record, which covered two 
pages of foolscap, was produced in court 
today. The record commenced in Mon­
treal in 1897, and showed that Lannin 
had served many terms in the Montreal 
jail, and three years in St. Vincent De 
Paul Penitentiary. His record, which is 
one of the longest ever seen in London, 

Ishowed that he had gone under the 
|names of Thomas Murphy, Thomas Mc­
Cann and Thomas Kent. Lannin de­
clared that the record must be that of 
his twin brother, who looked just like 
him.

Magistrate Judd pointed out that Lan- 
nin's fingerprints were those of Kent, 
Murphy and McCann.

The police are working on clues lead­
ing to the apprehension of the persons 
who turned in the false alarm which 
resulted in the death of Capt. John 
Case in the motor fire truck-G. T. R.

LETTERINGS BANNED.
All brass letters that have not been

Sergt. Day Tells of 16th Bat­
tery’s Deeds.

Interesting Report of Findings 
on Local Question.

FACES SERIOUS CHARGE RETURNS HOME GASSED HINT GIVEN FOR SUBWAYS
Driver Denies Allegation of 

Police That He Was 
Intoxicated,

His Lungs Suffered From Ex­
perience With Enemy’s 

Wandering Cloud.

Waterloo and Colborne Street 
Crossings of G. T. R. Are 

Not Satisfactory.FIREMAN SHIBLEY IN 
CRITICAL CONDITION

Edward Pritchett, 34 Byron avenue, 
formerly a blacksmith in the employ 
of John Campbell & Sons, is in Vic­
toria Hospital in a critical condition, 
from injuries sustained in an automo­
bile accident, and Richard Atkinson, a 
farmer residing on the 2nd concession 
of Biddulph is charged by the police 
under the motor vehicle act with 
driving an automobile while under the 
influence of liquor.

Atkinson appeared before Magistrate 
J. C. Judd in the police court today, 
and as he had not secured counsel, 
was bailed in the sum of $1,000, put 
up by himself. two sureties of $500 
each by his » er, William Atkin­
son and from A. xander McFalls, both 
of the village of Lucan. The case was 
enlarged until Wednesday, June 28.

The accident occurred yesterday af­
ternoon at 4:30, in front of the Morkin 
House, King street, and witnesses claim 
that Atkinson turned his auto around 

I at such a high rate of speed that Prit­
chett, who is an elderly man, had no 
opportunity to escape. A nephew and 
two daughters were in the car with At­
kinson. and all claim the horn on the 
car, was sounded repeatedly.

They further claim that the accident 
was unavoidable, while other witnesses 
claim Atkinson was driving carelessly 
with little heed to what might occur.

Pritchett, who was about to cross 
the street, was struck fairly in the 
back, throwing him violently to the 
pavement. He was removed to the side 
of the road. Dr. Hogg was summoned 
and had the injured man taken to Vic­
toria Hospital in Smith, Son & Clarke 
ambulance.

To go six months in the trenches 
and to go through the hottest fighting 
of the time without a casualty is a 
record which can be equalled by very 
few of the units which left Canada 
for the front, but such is the record 
of the 16th Battery, Canadian Field 
Artillery, as given by Sergt. Arthur 
Day, who was the first casualty which 
the battery had and who returned to 
London at noon today.

Sergt. Day’s home is in Ingersoll, 
where his wife and child are living. 
The 16th Battery was raised in Guelph 
under the command of Major Simp­
son, and mobilized in London during 
JJanuary, 1915. The battery had been 
at the front an dwent through the 
hottest fighting without losing a man 
until Sergt. Day was "gassed." Even 
then it seemed as if it was just chance 
that put Sergt. Day on the casualty 
lists.

Hunted Him Out.
On December 19, 1915, he was at the 

horse lines of the battery, four miles 
and a half to the rear of the first-line 
trenches, when a cloud of gas was 
caught by the wind and blown down 
upon him. He did not suffer much, 
and for the next two weeks remained 
with the battery. Then lung trouble, 
brought on by the gas, developed, and 
he was invalided home. Sergt. Day 
declared that on December 19 the gas 
did more damage to the Germans than 
it did to the British, as the wind 
veered around and blew the deadly 
fumes back over the German lines.

At Hill 60.
His battery was in the terrible fight­

ing at the famous Hill 60, near Ypres, 
and at Armentieres.

Lance-Corp. Arthur Clarkson of the 
34th Battalion, accompanied Sergt. Day. 
Corp. Clarkson was invalided home from 
England. His parents live in England, 
and he had been in this coutnry six 
years when the war broke out. He en­
listed in London.

Corp. Clarkson stated that the 34th 
had been broken up. and the men used 
to reinforce other battalions which had 
suffered during the fighting.

Pte. H. Rennell, another 34th Battalion 
man, who came over on the same boat, 
stopped off at his home in Stratford.

Level-crossing accidents and level 
crossings generally—their danger and 
the desirability of their elimination— 
have been much in the public eye since 
the fatality of Sunday, when a city fire 
truck was struck at Talbot street and 
the Grand Trunk, with the ensuing loss 
of life. In view of these circumstances, 
the judgment of the board of railway 
commissioners for Canada on the pro­
tection of certain streets in the city is a 
most interesting one.

Throughout the night he complained 
of terrific pains in his head, and was 
attacked by vomiting spells.

Late this afternoon the hospital 
authorities announced that there was 
no change in this condition.

The Report.
From this the judgment goes on to a 

survey of the general situation. The 
report in full, so far as this is concerned, 
follows:

In respect of the situation between 
Ridout street and Adelaide street, this 
is within the area which will be affected 
when grade separation is undertaken; 
and so the matter is not in the same 
position as if a permanent solution were 
now asked for. At Ridout street, the 
city desires to have a subway. As the 
work in this connection would be a 
waste of capital when grade separation 
is undertaken, a permanent work of this 
nature is not now justifiable. This street 
is nt present protected by gates.

At Richmond, Clarence, and Welling­
ton streets additional protection does 
not now appear to be necessary.

At Waterloo street, there are now day 
and night watchmen at the expense of 
the railway. The provision for watch­
men was made before the board came 
into existence. A pair of gates should be 
provided at this crossing; 60 per cent of 
the expense of installation to be borne 
by the railway, 20 per cent by the city, 
and the usual contribution of 20 per cent

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vania, a mountainous Hungarian prov­
ince of about 20,000 square miles, or the 
size of Western Ontario, are some 
three million inhabitants, mainly of 
Rumanian nationality and language, 
and constituting 15 per cent of the 
total population of Hungary. On the 
score of nationality, Rumania must 
have this country, and Bukowina, too. 
whose population of nearly a million Is 
largely Rumanian.

If she presumes on the good Inten­
tions of the Allies that In their victory 
they will apportion to her, anyway, 
without effort or sacrifice on her part, 
the territory to which the national 
principle entitles her, acting on the de­
sire of the Transylvanians and Buko- 
winians themselves, to be united with 
Rumania, she probably makes a mis­
calculation. If Rumania does not seize 
at any rate Transylvania for herself, 
giving Russia also through passage 
Into Central Hungary and Bulgaria, the 
Allies will probably make her pay most 
heavily for the coveted regions after 
the war is over. A billion dollars would 
be no unfair price to ask. As Rumania 
is not a rich country, it may be cheaper 
as well as more honorable for her to 
fight than to pay. She had better do like 
her friend Italy, hit out for herself, 
especially as Austria is now about fin­
ished and unable to resist a hard, fresh 
punch from a new assailant.

The Allies are the champions of little 
nations and the nationality principle, 
but that does not imply that the little 
nations can sit back, hands folded, and 
wait for the plums to be dropped Into 
their mouths. Bulgaria may be entitled 
to most of the Macedonia now in her 
grasp, but she will most assuredly have 
to pay for It and also for her treason 
to the cause of liberty. Belgium has 
shown the way to other little states, in 
her initial resistance to tyranny, and 
in her subsequent battling on the 
Ypres Canal. The path of honor which 
she chose seems to be unattractive to 
some Balkan States, and yet in the 
long run it will perhaps be not the 
most expensive or disastrous. If Ru­
mania wants Bukowina and Transyl­
vania, she will find that it has to be 
paid for, one way or another, amidst 
the staggering losses which Europe has 
been made by Hun ambition to en­
dure.

POST-WAR TRADE.
N REAT BRITAIN as a free trade 
U country has given the lie to Ger­
many's claims that the Llon sought to 
gobble the world’s trade. But if the 
agitation of certain Canadian states­
men and newspapers should bear fruit, 
it might be that the Empire would. 
some day be a high-walled preserve 
of trade from which all other nations 
were barred.

Germany and the United States aside, 
what of France, Russia and Belgium? 
Is the British Empire to seek their 
commercial life after having helped to 
save it? Premier Hughes of Australia 
has been shouting for Empire trade,| 
with the result that he has caused 
disquietude among the peoples of the 
allied nations.

Mr. A. Duche, president of the 
French Chamber of Commerce in Lon­
don. has mildly protested against the 
fostering of this so-called Imperialistic 
doctrine. In an interview with the 
Canadian Gazette recently, he said:

“It is a fascinating ideal to speak 
of a self-supporting Empire; and 
much as I admire Mr. Hughes, the 
Australian prime minister, who has 
done so much to wake up the 
people of this country, I think he 
pushes this ideal a little too far. 
We must remember that the Empire 
must find customers for Its produce 
outside of the Empire, as Its own 
consumption would not suffice. 
There must, therefore, be a very 
free exchange of trade with the 
countries to whom you expect to 
sell your produce. At the risk of 
saying something that is, perhaps, 
not quite popular with Imperialists, 
I say that there should be no 
preference made against the Allies.

/ Sunday Cars.
To the Editor of The Advertiser:

The absence of the convenience of 
street cars on Sunday is felt, not only 
by pleasure-seekers, but also by some 
worshippers, whose chosen centre for 
this exercise Is located at some con­
siderable distance from their places of 
residence. These naturally begin to 
consider the car service "a work of ne­
cessity" on the Lord’s Day, and look 
upon such work as of the same nature 
as that involved in attending service in 
the rural districts, where some sort of 
conveyance has to be employed.

The more conservative in relation to 
Sunday observance consider that what­
ever the inconvenience involved, none 
should indulge in what might be 
classified as "Sabbath breaking." their 
consciences being controlled by an un­
christian application of the fourth 
commandment of the decalogue to the 
Christian day of worship, originally 
called the first day of the week.

In the recorded teachings amongst 
the Gentile converts in apostolic times, 
there is not a hint that they were 
taught what in modern times is term­
ed "Sabbath observance," nor of any 
of them being charged with the sin 
of "Sabbath breaking.” Indeed, origin­
ally, the term Sabbath was never ap­
plied to the first day of the week, 
and we would ask those whose con­
sciences are sincerely exercised on this 
subject to note that, if they hold to 
the commandment as Worded in the 
decalogue, they place themselves under 
obligation to keep "the seventh day" 
and not the first day of the week.

This Is np plea for a return to Juda­
ism in the form of seventh day Sab­
bath-keeping, but an appeal for Chris­
tian liberty and a right understanding 
of what should rule the Christian con­
science in these things.

Ultimately the Christian standpoint 
is not how things affect us personally, 
but rather how does it affect our 
neighbor. Paul said. "If meat cause 
my brother to stumble, I will eat no 
meat while the world standeth." If 
street cars on Sunday mean that mot­
ormen and conductors are thereby 
obliged to work seven days in the 
week, then as Christians let us favor 
"no cars." If, on the other hand, the 
service is so arranged that employees 
get a day off in the week, taking 
turns on Sunday duty, we may enjoy 
the convenience of cars every day in 
the week in all good conscience.

The prayer and stirring 
hymn supplied the need, and the air 
rang with "On, then, Christian soldiers, 
on to victory."

How many millions of true Americans 
are in fullest sympathy with this 
twenty thousand, and, therefore, with 
the Allies? No one can say exactly, but 
every indication points to the great 
majority of the population being in 
hearty accord. It Is not only that they 
are friendly to Britain, but they are 
aroused to admiration by the cause 
for which she is struggling—the cause 
of liberty, for which so many of 
America's best in the past have shed 
their life's blood, and for which hun­
dreds today are offering their lives in 
the allied ranks.

Appreciated as this sympathy Is, It 
causes no surprise among those who 
know Americana. Largely of British 
descent, they have the same ideals and 
the same characteristics. Tyranny to 
them is detestable, and not to be en­
dured. At heart an overwhelming per- 

; centage of them hate Prussia and 
abhor her ambitions. Were it not that 
there is a firm faith that the Allies can 
win the war without help from the 
great republic, those well-informed say 
the Government at Washington would 
have been forced by the people to send 
help long ago, and there is no difficul­
ty in believing this statement.

There­
fore, if we wish to keep Germany 
from attaining her ideal of commer­
cial supremacy—and if we do not 
mean this, what have we been 
fighting for?—we must meet to­
gether and offer each other the best 
terms for mutual trading that we 
can. The idea of there being any 
commercial friction between two of 
the countries which have fought 
side by side against German domin­
ation is unthinkable. This genera­
tion must never deal again with 
Germany as we have done. Possibly 
the next generation of Germans 
will learn how hopelessly in the 
wrong the present generation of 
Germans has been. Nothing but 
force will teach the present-day 
German. In meeting the situation 
after the war, the allied countries 
must pursue a policy of give and 
take, and if they arrive at decisions 
fair to all, we shall not fear Ger­
man competition. The pessimist says 
that In two or three years after the 
war German goods will be every­
where again, and German commer­
cial domination just the same as 
now. If he is right, the war will 
have been in vain, and all our 
sacrifices In blood and money of no 
avail. But I do not believe he Is 
right. If the allied countries meet 
and strive to deal fairly with each 
other, there will be no risk of Ger­
man domination. The pessimist’s 
opinion may be based upon the 
assumption that Germany will take 
advantage of the attitude which. In 
some quarters. England and the 
dominions are advised to take to­
wards the Allies. If so, let me call 
myself an optimist-without re­
serve!"

WASHINGTON, June 19.—Upon Gen. 

Carranza's reception of a stern refusal 
to heed his demands for recall of Ameri­
can troops from Mexico hinges the 
question of a Mexican war, in the 
opinion of President Wilson’s close 
advisers. They were prepared tonight 
for the possibility of open hostilities 
ere the note, which will be sent for­
ward tomorrow, has reached Carranza's 
hands.

While diplomatic steps were in prog­
ress today the nation was stirring 
throughout its width and breadth with 
the movement of national guardsmen 
mobilizing to guard the border. At 
least 100,000 and possibly a far larger 
number were preparing for active ser­
vice under President Wilson’s call.

Defence at Present.
For the present their mission will 

be purely one of defence; but should 
war come they will be ready also for 
that. No marching orders for the new 
forces had gone out tonight. They 
will not be assigned for border duty 
until mustered into the federal service.

Even when mobilization is completed, 
only such troops will go forward as 
Gen. Funston desires to fill the gaps 
in his 1,800-mile guard line. The re­
mainder will rest on their arms at the 
state mobilization camps for the pres­
ent, awaiting the turn of events.

Mexico Being Aroused.
Official reports from many Quarters 

show that a flame of popular feeling 
against the United States is being kin­
dled throughout Mexico. Apparently it 
is being done with the sanction of Gen. 
Carranza, for the acts in many cases 
are those of his authorized military or 
civil agents.

From Juarez to the west coast of 
Mexico posters have appeared calling 
the people to arms, and asserting that 
the United States is preparing to hurl 
its armies into Mexico. Chaotic condi­
tions prevail everywhere, it is said, and 
relations are strained to the breaking 
point.

PETROGRAD, June 19.—Via London, 
6 p.m.—The Russians took 3,000 prison­
ers in the city and vicinity of Czer- 
nowitz, the war office announced to­
day.

The official statement says:
“On the front of Gen. Brussiloff’s 

armies the enemy tried by counter­
attacks to arrest our advance towards 
Lemberg. In the region of the village 
of Rogovitche, southeast of the village 
of Lokatchi, six versts (about four 
miles) south of the main road from 
Lutsk to Vladimir-Volynski, the Aus­
trians in mass formation attacked our 
units, and breaking through one sec­
tor of the fighting front, captured three 
guns belonging to a battery, which re­
sisted bravely to the last cartridge. 
On receiving reinforcements we counter- 
attacked the enemy, capturing the guns 
and taking some prisoners and two 
machine guns.

Another Austrian Defeat.
"In the region of Korytynitzky, south- 

east of Svinioukhi, southeast of Lokat­
chi, one of our valiant regiments 
launched a counter-attack and put the 
enemy to flight. Meanwhile, a section 
of our light battery posted in a wood 
in advance cannonaded the fugitives 
pointblank. We took in this action 
three officers, 100 soldiers and four 
machine guns.

“East of Borohoff, south of Svini- 
oukhi, we seized, after a desperate re­

sistance a wool near the village of 
Bojeft, taking 1,000 prisoners and four 
machine guns.

“During attacks in the region on the 
Isouthern edge of Radziviloff, the enemy 
I received our troops with jets of liquid 
fire. We took in this region yester­
day 1,800 prisoners.

Advance in Bukowina.
"Our troops having occupied Czer­

nowitz and crossed the Pruth at many 
places, are advancing energetically to­
ward the River Sereth, established by 
the occupation of the bridgehead at 
Czernowitz. Gen. Letchitzky made 
prisoner 49 officers and more than 1,500 
men, and captured near the town ten 
guns. In the course of the pursuit 
of the enemy we took prisoner near the 
village of Koutchournare 500 soldiers 
and captured two heavy guns, two gun- 
carriages, numerous caissons full of 
munitions and over 1,000 wagons loaded 
with provisions and forage.

“Near the village of Storohynetz we 
took two officers and 85 men prisoner 
and captured some machine guns.

“The total prisoners made in the 
course of the day amounted to about 
3,000 men.

“At Zoutchka station, north of Czer­
nowitz we captured a deport of engin­
eering material.

“On the front north of the forest 
region and on the Dvina front the artil­
lery duel continues.”

EIGHT ITALIAN BOATS
ARE REPORTED SUNK

BERLIN, June 19.—By Wireless to 
Sayville.—The Russian claim to the 
sinking of two German torpedoboats in 
the Baltic on May 31-June 1, is denied 
in a semi-official announcement today.

RUSSIAN DRIVE ON LONG
FRONT BEGAN SAME HOURThere’s Health

LONDON, June 20—3:10 p.m.-The 
Times’ Petrograd correspondent sends 
the following interview with General 
Brussiloff, commander of the Russian 
forces fighting against the Austrians 
and Germans:

"The speedy successes we have at­
tained are not the product of chance 
or of Austrian weakness, but represent 
the application of all the lessons we 
have learned in two years of bitter 
warfare against the Germans.

"At the beginning of the war, and es­
pecially last summer, we lacked the 
preparations which the Germans had 
been making for the last fifty years.

“The main element of our success 
was due to the absolute co-ordination 
of all the armies involved and the 
carefully planned harmony with which| 
the various branches of the service I 
supported each other.

Entire Front at Once.
“On our entire front the attack 

began at the same hour. It was 
impossible for the enemy to shift 
his troops from one quarter to an­
other as our attacks were being 
pressed equally at all points.
“The most important fighting has 

been in the sector of Rovno. Here we. 
have made our greatest advances, which 
are striking seriously at the strategy 
of the whole of the enemy’s front in 
the east.

"If we are able ta take Kovel 
there Is every reason to believe 
that the whole eastern front will 
be obliged to fall back as Kovel Is 
really the centre which has been 
extraordinarily useful for Inter­
communications between the Ger­
mans and Austrians.
"That this menace is fully realized

is obvious from the fact that the Ger­
mans are supporting this section with 
all available troops from the west and 
north."

Cause of Captures.
Regarding the huge captures of 

prisoners by the Russians, General 
Brussiloff said:

“The nature of the modern trenches, 
which makes them, with their deep 
tunnels and maze of communications, 
so difficult to destroy, renders them a 
menace to their own defenders once their 
position is taken in the rear or on the 
flank, for it is impossible to escape 
quickly from these elaborate networks.

“Besides, we have for the first time 
had sufficient ammunition to enable us 
to use the curtain of fire for preventing 
the enemy from retiring."

to turn the boat right side up at some 
point in the lake or will bring it into 
the river and do the job here is not 
known. It is thought that the job will 
be a difficult one no matter which place 
is chosen.

The Great Lakes Wrecking Company 
which has the contract to bring the 
boat into port gets $90,000 if successful, 
and nothing if the job is not completed 
The boat must be brought to port and 
righted.

UNITED STATES COTTON CROP.
Washington. June 20.—Final statistics 

of the 1915 cotton crop of the United 
1 States, issued by the census bureau to­
day. place the production at 11,191,820 
equivalent 500-pound bales, the smallest 
crop since 1909. Production in every 
state showed a decrease, the greatest 
proportionately being in Oklahoma, 
where the crop was only a. trifle more 
than half as large as that of 1914.

Production of linter cotton readied a 
record, notwithstanding the smaller 
crop. In all 880,780 bales were ginned, 
exceeding the 1914 output by nearly 
24,000 bales. The increase was due in 
part to the high prices obtained for the 
fibre, which is used extensively in the 
manufacture of guncotton and smoke­
less powder.

“An American who was in Berlin 
about the middle of May, writing in the 
Daily Mail says: ‘I found fats of al) 
kinds and oils and butter are not to be 
had, at least so far as the common 
people are concerned. Eggs are plenti­
ful. It is not exaggerating to say that 
over two-thirds of the butcher shops 
of Greater Berlin are closed on account 
of the lack of supplies. Potatoes were 
still to be had in small quantities at 
about three times the normal cost. 
Onions practically are unobtainable. 
Other vegetables are scarce and rare. 
Tinned fruits and marmalades are still 
plentiful but frightfully dear. Sugar 
is almost unprocurable. At the time 
I was there very little coffee was for 
sale. Tea, cocoa, spices and other 
similarly imported articles were either 
extremely dear or not to be had at all.

Dearth of Milk.
“There is a dearth of milk every­

where. In Berlin and other large cities 
cream is absolutely unobtainable. Dutch 
and Swiss cheese can still be had. but 
German cheese has entirely disappeared. 
Undoubtedly the most plentiful and 
least expensive article of food in Ger­
many at the present time is fish.

"Such, in brief, were the conditions 
of food supply which I found in the 
enemy’s capital about the middle of 
May.”

The Daily Mail’s Amsterdam corre­
spondent says that, according to the 
Vienna Reichspost, Queen Wilhelmina 
sent several wagonloads of condensed 
milk as a present to the women and 
children in Vienna in response to an 
imploring telegram from the wife of the 
Viennese burgomaster Weisskirchmer.
